Sewer lift 
city problem

f

Tolk Station, located 12 miles east of 
Mulcshoe. is the site for the new 
generating facilities, and is currently 
under construction. The station will 
have two 543.000 kilowatt units and will 
be Southwestern’ s largest plant. The 
first unit, now about one-quarter com­
plete. is scheduled to go on the line in 
1982 while the second unit will be ready 
in 1985. This will be the second 
coal-fired plant for SPS. The first, 
Harrington Station, near Amarillo, was 
completed this past summer.

Coal for Harrington and Tolk Stations 
comes from Atlantic Richfield mines 
near Gillette, Wyo., and is delivered to 
the plants by 110-car unit trains.

In reviewing 1980, Springer said, 
“ Our peak load reached an all-time high 
last summer o f 2,651.0(X) kilowatts. We 
expect our peak load to climb to 
3.204,000 kilowatts by 1985. The addi­
tion o f Tolk Station will more than take 
care o f that increase.”

“ The cost of fuel now represents 
nearly 70% of our total operating 
expenses as compared to only 47% in 
1975. The management o f fuel problems 
continues to require a major effort in the 
operation o f the company," Springer 
continued. “ Supplier price increases, 
escalator clauses, minimum use re­

quirements, gas pipeline capacity lim­
itations and increasing supplier sche­
duling difficulties have all contributed 
to a rapidly increasing cost o f fuel “

“ W e have always planned for the 
future in order to meet our customers’ 
needs. W e arc still planning-and we 
intend to see that our customers 
continue to have the kind o f dependable 
electric service they have had in the 
past-even better,”  Springer concluded.

Sewer problems that have been 
plaguing citizens in the Steen Place 
Addition were dumped squarely in the 
city councils lap Tuesday night.

“ W e ’ re not going to get mad about 
this, but the sewer line backs up in the 
houses, and backs up in the yards, and 
if it’ s not fixed it’ s going to ruin the 
community”  was the general feeling o f 
the three neighborhood representatives 
that attended the meeting.

George Henry suggested that the city 
install an alternate pump so that when 
the line gets clogged with toys, roots 
or whatever and the lift goes off; an 
alternate pump would take over. He 
also suggested some kind o f a warning 
system be installed so residents would 
know when the lift went off.

Pete Roe said that it had happened 
four times this year," it’ s something to 
walk in in the middle o f the night and 
find your bathroom is full o f sewer.”

Lonnie Hinsley said that they (resi­
dents in that area) had been given a tax 
break because o f the sewer problem. 
“ W e ’d like to pay our taxes like 
everyone else, if you can get on this and 
get it fixed.”

Hinsley said that the sewer run o ff in 
yards was probably against health 
rules.

“ We just ask you-all to help us out,”  
Hinsley concluded.

Mayor Parnell Powell answered, 
‘ 'W e ’ ll get some figures and see what 
we can do.”

After the delegation hzul left the 
council meeting. Councilman Leroy 
Bums said. “ I think we ought to fix it 
regardless o f the price.”

This has been a problem in that area 
for three or four years. Cost was looked 
into before by the council.

Councilman Jerry Thompson sug­
gested that the engineers look the 
problem over and advise the best way to

go-

VERSATILE VELOUR 
KNITS

Versatile velour knits can 
range from elegant to sporty, 
depending on the selection o f 
pattern style. Velours make 
excellent jogging suits yet 
become the perfect evening 
dress for a special occasion. 
Although velour knits are 
sometimes a bit "tricky”  to' 
sew, a few basic principles of 
working with knits will re­
duce frustration when sew­
ing.

When selecting velour, 
check the label for fiber 
content and recommended 
care. Ask for a care label to 
sew into the finished gar­
ment. When selecting a pat­
tern, notice the suggested 
fabrics on the envelope and 
in the pattern book. Select 
styles that are "fuss free,”  
with few pieces, no top 
stitching o f fussy details. 
Aviod buttonholes and zip­
pers. if possible. Since velour 
knits vary in degress o f 
stretch, compare the stretch 
o f the fabric to the stretch 
gauge on the pattern enve­
lope. The fabric stretch sho­
uld fit with the stretch built 
into the pattern.

Before sewing, preshrink 
the fabric by washing it as 
you would the final garment 
or have it dry cleaned. This 
helps "re lax ”  the fabric and 
remove chemical residue 
which can cause skipped 
stitches when sewing. Also 
gather all the necessary 
equipment for making a ve­
lour knit garment. These 
Include:

-long staple polyester 
thread or cotton covered 
polyester thread

-ball point or all-purpose 
needle, size 11 (or 70-75)

- a  roller or even-feed 
presser foot to assist in 
making pucker-free seams 

-sharp shears 
-pattern weight or long, 

thin, ball-point pins.
ifs e th e  "w ith  nap’ ’ direc­

tions on the instruction sheet 
for layout. All pattern pieces 
should go the same direction, 
either with the nap or against 
it. When cut with the

Agaat
the fabric will look smooth 
and shiny. The surface will 
look darker and rougher 
when cut against the nap. 
Decide which appearance 
you like best, and cut all 
pieces going that direction. 
Consider using pattern wei­
ghts instead of pins to hold 

 ̂ the pattern in place. Pins 
often get lost in the pile. Use 
sharp shears to cut out 
pattern pieces. Transfer 
markings with chalk or use 
tailor’s tacks.

Set the machine correctly 
for velour fabrics. Experi­
ment with a double thickness 
swatch of fabric before tackl­
ing the "rea l th ing." In 
general, set the machine for 
10-12 stitches per inch (or 
per 2.5 cm). This corre­
sponds to a number three on 
most machines. Slightly re­
duce thread tension and de­
crease presser foot pressure. 
If fabric slips when stitching 
after the above adjustments, 
use an even feed presser foot 
or stitch with a layer o f tissue 
paper between feed dog and 
fabric. Also, be sure to pin 
the fabric carefully on the 
seam line to control the 
fabric at the seam when 
sewn.

Stitch with a straight stitch 
or narrow zig zag in direction 
o f nap. To finish seams, 
press to one side and make a 
second row of straight or zig 
zag stitches. Trim excess 
allowance to prevent rolling. 
If using fusible interfacing, 
test the results on a fabric 
scrap. The fusing process 
may crush the pile, so a 
sew-in interfacing may work 
better.

Nylon or polyester zippers 
which arc lightweight, strong 
and flexible are recommend­
ed for stretch velours. Before 
hemming a garment, let it 
hang for 24 hours in case 
stretching occurs. Then level 
and hem the garment stretch 
lace, tape or sew one-fourth 
inch from edge and catch 
stitch. Velour is hard to 
topstitch on, but if carefully 
done, hems can be double 
topstitched.

A taxpayer who became a 

widow or widower in 1978 or 
1979 may be entitled to a 
special tax benefit. The 
benefit allows the taxpayer to 
use the "M arried Filing 
Jointly”  Tax Table or a Tax 
Rate Schedule in computing 
the tax liability, a tax rate 
significantly lower than those 
in the "S in g le " category.

To quality tor the benelit, 
the taxpayer (1) must have 
been entitled to file a joint 
return with the deceased 
spouse for the year o f death, 
even If one was not actually 
filed; (2) must have a child or

stepchild who qualified as a 
dependent; and (3) must 
have furnished over half the 
cost o f maintaininn a home 

which was the principal resi­
dence for the dependent 
child or stepchild for the 
entire year.

Taxpayers who take ad­
vantage o f this benefit sho­
uld file Form 1040, check 
Block 5 under Filing Status, 
"Qualifying widow(er) with 
dependent child,”  and figure 
the tax using the "M arried 
Filing Jointly”  tax table or 
tax rate schedule.

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Seeding rangeland will 

boost grazing potential
(COLLEGE STATION) Seeding 

rangeland is a step in the right direction 
for boosting grazing potential. But it’s 
expensive and requires proper plan­
ning, selection of adapted plants, good 
seeding methods and careful manage­
ment.

“ First, look at the quantity and 
distribution of desirable plants current­
ly present.”  suggests Dr. Tommy 
Welch, range brush and weed control 
specialist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas A&M Univer­
sity System. " I f  desirable plants make 
up less than 10-15 percent of the 
vegetation, seeding is probably neces­
sary.”

If desirable plants are uniformly 
distributed and make up more than 
10-15 percent of the vegetation, grazing 
management can usually improve range 
conditions, notes the specialist.

“ Seeding is usually necessary follow­
ing a brush control method such as 
root-plowing that destroys existing turf. 
Also, seeding is usually the most 
effective way to establish desirable 
vegetation on abandoned cropland,”  
says Welch.

He advises seeding only on better 
range sites to insure reasonable chances 
of success. Do not disturb steep, 
potentially erosive sites. Seeding range 
sites that receive runoff water usually 
provides good results.

Another consideration is to select 
species and varieties of plants for 
seeding that are adapted to the area’s 
soil, climate and topography (lav of the 
land).

Also, select plants that are easily 
established, palatable to animals, re­
latively productive, able to withstand 
competition by undesirable plants, able 
to withstand moderate grazing, and 
able to prevent erosion under moderate 
grazing.

Welch suggests checking with county 
Extension agents or local Soil Conserva­
tion Service officials for information on 
adapted plants.

If you’re interested in getting into 
farming or ranching, if you’re already in 
the business and want to expand, or if 
you’re thinking about retiring and 
turning the farm or ranch over to 
someone else, then there’ s an upcoming 
conference designed for you.

ties.

Major areas of discussion will deal 
with “ Agriculture’s Future.”  “ Agricul­
tural Business Planning.”  “ Estate 
Planning Needs.”  “ Financial Planning 
Consideration.”  and “ Making Other’ s 
Problems Your Opportunity.”

Featured speakers will include Dr. 
John Hopkin, head of Texas A&M ’s 
Department of Agricultural Economics; 
Marvin Sartin, Extension area econo­
mist at Lubbock; and Dr. Wayne 
Hayenga, Extension economist in man­
agement at Texas A&M University.

Further information on the confer­
ence is available from the county 
extension office.

Planting into a well-prepared seed- 
bed is essential. An ideal seedbed is 
firm below the seeding depth, is free 
from live plant competition, and has 
moderate amounts of mulch or plant 
residue on the soil surface.

“ Preparing a good seedbed on aban­
doned cropland is possible without 
undue expense, but on rangeland it s a 
different story.”  says Welch. “ How­
ever, prepare the best seedbed that 
available resources will allow. For 
example, rootplowing followed by roller 
chopping or chaining is an acceptable 
method of seedbed preparation on 
brush infested rangeland.”

When it comes to seeding rangeland, 
the two most common methods are 
broadcast and drill. Broadcasfrng places 
seed on the soil surface while drilling 
puts them into the soil and is superior 
where a drill can be used. However, 
broadcast seeding by aerial or ground 
application is often used because most 
drills are not sturdy enough for rough 
rangeland, explains Welch.

Time seeding so that developing 
seedlings will have the best growing 
conditions. Warm season plants grow in 
the summer and will make their best 
and most vigorous growth if seeded in 
late winter or early spring. A late 
summer or fall seeding date for cool 
season plants may be best because 
young seedlings may not be able to 
tolerate hot, dry summers.

To get a newly seeded area establish­
ed, protect it from grazing through at 
least one growing season, depending on 
growing conditions. During periods of 
harsh growing conditions, two or three 
years of deferment may be necessary to 
allow seedlings to establish.

Welch notes that weed control mea­
sures such as mowing, shredding or use 
of herbicides may be necessary during 
the first growing season to allow seeded 
species to become established.
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Computer workshop fo r  fa rm ers
CORPU.S CHRISTI — Farmers and 

ranchers are into computers just like the 
rest of the business world, and the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service is 
working to help them make the most of 
these technical marvels.

That’ s the purpose of workshop op 
“ Computers in Agriculture”  to be held 
here January 27-28 at the Holiday 
lnn--Emerald Beach.

“ This workshop is designed to pro­
vide agricultural producers, agricultural 
lenders, commercial fishermen and 
Extension personnel an introduction to 
several of the computers available to 
them.”  points out Dr. Richard Trimble, 
Extension economist in management at 
Texas A&M University.

He notes that computer programs 
presently available as well as those smm 
to be available will be discussed. Also, 
participants will have an opportunity to 
operate several of the computer pro­
grams in “ hands-on”  sessions.

Discussions the first day will center 
around electronic decision aids in farm 
management, programmable calcula­
tors, micro-computers and time sharing 
systems. The second day will be 
devoted to workshop sessions in these

areas: programmable calculators, micro 
farm accounting system, time sharing 
systems, micro-computer decision mo­

dels, Tl *W/4 Micro-Computer software, 
and APPLE programs in commercial 
fishing.
