‘ ‘My soul thirsteth for God, for 
the living God" (Psa. 42:2).

The "God is dead" theory has 
little true comfort or satisfaction 
for men in trouble or sorrow.

For years we supposed that the 
term "the living God." in the above 
passage, had reference to God's 
power to help , in contrast to the 
importance of dead heathen idols. 
A careful examination of the con­
text, however, leads us to believe 
that it has rather to do with His 
ability to respond. The gods of the

age says nothing of this. Palestine 
is a dry land and entirely apart 
from being hunted down, a deer 
might well pant for streams of run­
ning water.

Be this as it may, the stag, in 
this passage, is not seeking for 
help; he is thirsting for re fre s h ­
m e n t and so does the psalmist long 
for the refreshment of fellowship 
with God, the liv in g  God.

How wonderful it is that we may 
know the liv ing  God through faith 
in Christ! Indeed, He bids men 
come into His presence and corn-

heathen. by contrast, were like 
children’s dolls; they could not even 
change their countenance or re­
spond in any way.

Tech developing shipping fever vaccine

M.N DUBOSE, who has Uugnt aninud scIobcc at AhOene

Flovdada Jr. Livestock Show this week.

The incidence o f shipping fever, a 
plague o f the cattle industry and 
particularly feedlot operators, can be 
greatly reduced by a vaccine being 
developed at Texas Tech University.

Dr. Clarence L. Baugh, associate 
professor of biological sciences at 1'exas 
Tech, is doing research on a combina­
tion vaccine that combats the most 
common bacteria involved in the ship­
ping fever and provides cattle a high 
degree o f immunity against several 
dangerous bacteria species in one 
treatment.

San Angelo veterinarian Dr. W .H. 
Wohler is assisting in the project by 
providing Baugh with tissue and serum 
samples from feedlots throughout the 
state. Samples are taken from animals 
which have died from pasterellosis and

salmonellosis, the two most common 
forms o f shipping fever found in Texas.

Wohler often brings the samples 
personally from feedlots in Pecos. 
Hereford and other areas, travelling by 
plane. Baugh meets the veterinarian at 
the airport and quickly takes the sample 
to his Texas Tech lab. where he begins 
streaking for culture growths. By the 
next day he can have the shipping fever 
bacterium isolated.

"W oh ler is getting the advantages of 
a laboratory, and I am getting the 
advantage o f having somebody in the 
fie ld ." Baugh said.

The three main organisms the re­
searchers arc battling are Pasteurella 
multocida, Pasterurella hemolytica, and 
Salmonella typhimurium, bacteria 
which cause either death or significant 
weight loss in cattle.

Cattle become susceptible to infection 
by these organisms after stress, espe­
cially during shipping.

Baugh's combination vaccine con­
tains these three bacteria, and others. 
Animals injected with small doses o f the 
dead bacteria develop antibodies in 
their blood stream that produce immun­
ity against later infection by those 
bacteria.

Field observations showed that 
Baugh's combination vaccine, prepared 
as a water in oil emulsion and injected 
subcutaneously, was highly successful 
in preventing shipping fever. The 
treatment reduced the incidence o f the

disease from 30 or 40 percent to 4 
percent or less, and reduced deaths 
from as high as 10 percent to 0.9 
percent or zero.

Baugh and Wohler have not found 
significant differences in the occurrence 
of different types o f shipping fever in 
different parts o f the state. They 
attribute this fact to a common source of 
the disease. ‘

"M ost of our cattle are coming 
through sale barns in the southeastern 
pan of the United States." Baugh said. 
"They pick up the same diseases."

The vaccines Baugh is using are not 
new. the researcher pointed out. but a 
pnxluct that combines them in one 
emulsion is unique. The vaccine is 
being marketed only in Texas as 
Poly-Bac B. Texas Vet Lab. Inc., is 
funding Baugh's research.

Wohler and Baugh published experi­
mental data on the shipping fever 
vaccine in the November 1980 issue of 
"M txlern Veterinary Practices."

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Death cause preventable
What will be the number 

one cause of death in Texas 
for 1981?

Will it be cancer, or homi­
cides, or how about auto­
mobile accidents? “ None of 
these.”  claims Dr. C.R. Al­
len Jr., Director of the Texas 
Department of Health’s 
Chronic Disease Division.

Dr. Allen says that accord­
ing to the latest available 
1979 statistics, heart disease 
kills more Texans than can­
cer, accidents and homicides 
combined.

“ Many cardiovascular 
deaths are preventable,”  
says Dr. Allen. “ Take heart 
attacks, for example. Each 
year about 10.000 Americans 
died needlessly from heart 
attack because they don’t 
seek medical attention early 
enough, according to the 
American Heart Associa­
tion.”

Dr. Allen said the average 
person waits three hours 
from the time of the first 
symptom before seeking me­
dical attendion. He stressed 
that the first few hours are 
critical. “ If each person 
would place himself or her­
self under the competent 
medical surveillance within 
one hour after the onset of 
symptoms, needless deaths 
could be prevented.”  he 
said.

“ Even though a heart 
attack may come suddenly, 
the underlying causes may 
have been developing over 
the years. The heart is a 
muscle pumping blood to the 
rest of the body — and just 
like any other muscle, it 
needs some of that blood for 
its own nourishment.”

Coronary arteries supply 
the heart with the nourish­
ment that it needs. But 
sometimes the arteries be­
come narrowed, roughened 
and eventually blocked with 
fatty deposits and cholerste- 
rol. This is called arthero- 
sclerosis and this coronary 
artery disease has been com­
pared to the formation of 
lime deposits that build up in 
a water pipe.

When the arteries get too 
narrow, or a clot is formed, 
the blood flow to the heart is 
blocked off entirely and that 
part of the heart dies. Doc­
tors call this condition a 
coronary thrombosis, coro­
nary occlusion, or a myocar­
dial infarction.

Symptoms of heart attack 
vary, but these are the usual 
warning signs; ( I )  pro­
longed. oppressive pain or 
unusual discomfort in the 
center of the chest, behind 
the breastbone. (2) Pain that 
may radiate to the shoulder, 
arm. neck or jaw. (3) Pain or 
discomfort that is often ac­
companied by sweating, nau­
sea. vomiting and shortness 
of breath. (4) Sometimes 
these symptoms may subside

and then return.
Dr. Allen says “ preven­

tion”  is a word often heard 
today in the medical discus­
sion of heart attacks. There 
are things that can be done 
— starting early in life — to 
help prevent heart attacks in 
latet years. These may be 
related to proper diet, exer­
cise. and proper rest.

They also have 
shown that the danger in­
creases with the number and 
severity of risk factors — the 
more risk factors present or 
the greater the degree of 
abnormality of any factor, 
the greater the risk.

tic symptoms. More often 
than not. the cause may 
remain unknown although in 
most cases high blood pres­
sure can be controlled.

Emphasis in the past few 
years — from state and 
national levels — has been 
placed on high blood pres­
sure. It is a silent, mysteri-

“ High blood pressure 
adds to the workload of the 
heart and arteries.”  says Dr. 
Allen. “ If it continues for a 
long time, there is increased 
risk of stroke, heart failure, 
kidney failure and heart at­
tack.”

Dr. Allen says the Texas 
Department of Health cur­
rently has high blood pres­
sure screening programs in 
public health regions and in 
local health departments. 
The purpose of these pro­
grams is to find people with 
high blood pressure and 
refer them to their private 
physicians.
