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What's it like on the floor o f an oil 
derrick in a 40 mph wind?

Surprisingly steady. Only the canvas 
and the ropes blow.

The derrick, owned by Rebel Drilling 
Company located in Odessa, has been 
drilling for oil on the Wayne Collins 
farm for the last several weeks.

According to W .C. McKinney, Stan­
ton. they are now at »  depth o f 4225 
feet. The estimated total drilling will be 
7000 feet. It is expected they will reach 
that depth in eight to ten days.

Two weeks ago the drill hit an air 
packet with about 200 pounds of 
pressure. The blow-out caused loss of 
drilling fluid and set the crews back 
about 48 hours.

The depth at that time was 2003 feet. 
The drilling company hauled in 10- 
pound-brine and pumped it down the 
hole. That sealed it off.

They then drilled down to 3000 feet 
and set 8 5/8 inch casing to complete 
the seal off.

Three crews, two from Stanton and 
one from Snyder, work in shifts for eight 
hours a day. seven days a week. They 
drive home every night.

There has been no indication o f an oil 
or gas level so far in the drilling 
process.

The rig is located seven miles south o f 
Roydada on the Lakeview highway.

Gale-force winds gusting in excess o f 
60 miles per hour tore through Royd 
County Tuesday causing the worst dust 
storm in the area in some three years.

The dust storm reduced visibility in 
the county to near xero at times. At least 
two traffic accidents were blamed on the 
storm which also knocked out electricity 
in some parts o f Lockney for up to four 
hours.

Six teen-year-old Russell Ford o f 
Lockney was injured when the car he 
was driving went out o f control east o f 
Lockney and rolled over and hit a house 
according to Department o f Public 
Safety Trooper Joe Lopez.

Ford was treated at Lockney General 
Hospital for a cut on the forehead and 
later transferred to a Lubbock hospital 
in satisfactory condition.

While Lopez was investigating the 
Ford accident, he received another call 
o f a multiple-vehicle accident east o f 
Roydada. Lopez said one car in that 
accident had apparently stopped and 
was struck from the rear by another

vehicle at a time when visibility was less 
than a quarter-mile. Another car appar­
ently involved in the collision had 
already left the scene by the time Lopez 
arrive.

Lopez said that apparently there were 
two separate accidents involving five 
vehicles.

According to the trboper, the first was 
a rear-end collision involving two cars 
and the other ’was a three car chain 
reaction collision. Lopez said the three 
car accident apparently occurred when 
two o f the cars came upon the scene o f 
the first accident and a third car crashed 
into the other vehicles, pushing one car 
into the other.

No injuries were reported in either 
accident.

In Roydada the wind caused damage 
to fences, trees and blew out glass store 
windows.

A concrete fence was blown down at 
the Hollis Payne residence at 821 W, 
Grover.

The only race in the April 4 elections 
appears to be for a seat on the Roydada 
Board of Education.

Bill Orman will be the new name on 
the ballot.

Born and raised in Roydada, Orman 
graduated from high school here. He 
is now manager of West Texas Indust­
ries.

His wife, Kaye, is interested in 
various activities one o f which is 
substitute teaching.

The couple has two children. Misti is 
an eighth grader and Shane is in fourth 
grade.

In response to the question o f why he 
> wants to run for the school board Orman 
said. “ I'm interested not only in the 
education of my own children, but in the 
education o f all...in good quality educa­
tion in the Roydada School system."

He went on to say that as a school 
board member he would “ feel obligated 
to do the best job I could in conserving 
the taxpayers dollar."

Harvey Allen has served on the 
school board for two full terms, and is 
currently vice-president. He was raised 
in Roydada and attended school here.

Allen is materials clerk and purchas­
ing agent for Lighthouse Electric.

Judy. Allen's wife, is a secretary at 
the A&M Extension Service.

Mike is the oldest o f their two sons 
and is a freshman at Tech. Norman is a 
Junior at FHS.

“ W e have just gotten started into the 
“ Gifted and Talented" program in the 
system here and I'd like to see it 
through," Allen said when asked why 
he is seeking another term on the board.

“ 1 have enjoyed working with the 
administration and teachers. 1 am 
interested in the community. The future 
depends on the children we are educat­
ing today. They must have every 
opportunity to move ahead.”  he con­
cluded.

June Ware has served three years on 
the board. She is a homemaker, mother 
and full time student. Ware is working 
towards a degree in History from 
Wayland Baptist College in Plainview.

Her husband, W .R,, is a farmer- 
rancher. Their son. Clinton, is a 
sophomore at Clarendon Jr. College. 
Their daughter, Lisa, is a Junior at 
FHS.

When asked why she was running for 
another term Ware said, “ To continue 
my conservative policy in seeking a 
balance between the teachers, students 
and taxpayers."

“ What I mean by balance is that 
everyone has an interest; parents, 
students, and teachers, and in my view, 
the main function of the board o f 
trustees is to set policies which consider 
the interest o f each group without going 
over board in any area.”

Don Hardy has been serving on the 
school board the past three months. He 
said that the business experience he 
had the past 16 years in Roydada would 
benefit the school system in some o f the 
decisions that have to be made.

Hardy graduated from Olton High 
School and after two years in the army 
moved to Roydada in 1%5.

He has been in business since then. 
He served on the Chamber o f Com­
merce board for ten years.

His wife. Sue, works at the Don 
Hardy Race Cars Company with him. 
They have two children; Dedra, 6. and 
Donald. 4.

“ As a family we enjoy living in 
Roydada." Hardy said. “ I hope that wc 
can be o f service in making this a better 
place to b e ."

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Wheat
used for
security

Secretarv of Agriculture Bob Berg- 
land said 4 million tons o f wheat owned 
by the Commodity Credit Corporation 
will be used to constitute the nation's 
first food security reserve.

"W ith this action, we have realized a 
goal set by the Carter Administration to 
create a reserve which would help 
guarantee that this country will be able 
to meet its priority food aid commit­
ments to developing nations. It will help 
ensure that the United States is a 
dependable supplier of fetod aid even in 
years of short supply," Bergland said.

Legislation to create such a reserve 
was introduced in 1978; however, it was 
noi until last December that authorizing 
legislation was passed by the Congress 
and signed by the President.

■‘Wheat from this reserve will be 
used only for food aid and then, only 
when the domestic supply of wheat is so 
limited that sufficient quantities of 
wheat cannot be made available for 
disposition under P.L. 480 programs, 
Bergland said. "This insulates the 
security reserve from the marketplace 
and prevents the stored wheat from 
depressing commercial grain prices 
when supplies are more readily avail­
able."

The United States has been a major 
source of food aid to developing 
countries during the past 25 years. 
During that time, the United States has 
provided more than $27 billion worth of 
commodities to help meet food needs of 
these countries.

Between 1973 and 1975. when world 
grain supplies were in short supply, the 
United States cut back on its food 
assistance to meet commercial demands 
just when the need for food aid was 
abnormally large. The food security 
reserve will help permit this nation to 
maintain food assistance programs 
when supplies are short. Bergland said.

“ Maintaining a regular level of food 
aid is also important to the economic 
well-being of U.S. agricultural produ­
cers and the economies of both the 
United States and recipient countries,”  
Bergland said. "W e  know from past 
experience that many nations that have 
received significant quantities of food 
aid have become major commercial 
customers of U.S. agricultural pro­
ducts.”

The CCC has already acquired the 4 
million tons of wheat comprising the 
reserve as a result of direct purchases 
from producers and assumption of 
contracts cancelled by the suspension of 
sales to the Soviet Union. A small 
portion of the reserve— 300,000 tons— 
can be used under Title II provisions 
without regard to domestic supply 
availabilities to meet urgent humanita­
rian relief in developing countries 
suffering a major disaster.

Irrigation
costs can
be reduced

(COLLEGE STATION) — Costs of 
irrigating cropland can be reduced by 
keeping irrigation pumps and power 
units in good repair to improve fuel 
efficiency.

Whether or not such repair pays 
depends on the current efficiency of the 
pumping unit, says Gary D. Condra of 
Fort Stockton, area economist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M Universitv Svstem.

To evaluate the potential profitability 
of repairs to irrigation units, consider 
current pumping efficiency, depth from 
which water is lifted, interest rate, cost 
and expected life of the improvement, 
and current condition of the power unit 
and pumo.

Condra uses the following example to 
illustrate the effect o f the current 
efficiency factor Un the profitability of 
repair work.

Assume an 800-gallon per minute 
(GPM) pump runs 3.000 hours per year 
lifting water from 300 feet with an 
electric motor using 5 cents per KWH 
electricity. A 10 percent increase in 
pump efficiency from 40 to 50 percent 
will reduce fuel costs for the year by 
about $3,800. However, a 10 percent 
increase in pump efficiency from 60 to 
70 percent will only reduce yearly fuel 
costs by about $1,800.

Assuming improvements cost $5,000 
at 15 percent interest, the increase in 
efficiency from 40 to 50 percent will pay 
repair costs in less than two years. On 
the other hand, increasing efficiency 
from 60 to 70 percent requires almost 
four years to pay repair costs.

Condra points out that today probably 
more pumping plants fall in the 40-50 
percent range than the 60-70 percent 
range. Thus many producers can make 
profitable improvements in irrigation 
pumping efficiency before preplant 
irrigation starts this spring.

However, he adds the evaluation of 
the unit’ s current efficiency is critical as 
a first step.

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Growers push soybean exports
(WASHINGTON) —  Texas soybean 

growers have encouraged congressional 
and government leaders to support 
policies which will allow the uninterrup­
ted growth of agricultural exports.

Texas Soybean Association National 
Director Robert Horn says soybean 
growers are concerned that government 
proposals, such as import restrictions 
on foreign autos and intervention in 
normal commercial trade, would invite 
foreign retaliation against U.S. agricul­
tural exports.

“ In 1980 the U.S. exported more than 
$40.5 billion In agricultural products 
with an agricultural trade surplus in 
excess of $23.4 billion,”  the Nome 
soybean producer said after his meeting 
in Washington. “ America’s efficienct 
agricultural industry, coupled with re­
duced trade barriers, has made our 
products competitive all around the 
world. We urge Congress to avoid any 
actions to impose protectionist import 
restrictions against foreign products as 
a means of protecting inefficient U.S. 
industries.”

Soybean producers from Texas and 23

other soybean producing states also 
emphasized to congressional leaders 
that the role of the federal government 
in export policy be one o f acquiring and 
maintaining maximum access for U.S. 
agricultural commodities abroad and in 
assisting producers in developing for­
eign demand. Federal intervention into 
normal commercial exports should be 
avoided, they stressed.

Another proposal requested that For­
eign Agricultural Service (FAS) market 
development funding reflect a percen­
tage of total agricultural export value 
FAS enters into contracts with non-pro 
fit commodity associations, such as the 
American Soybean Association, sharing 
the costs of programs which maintain, 
develop and expand foreign markets of 
U.S. agricultural commodities.

"In  1980 soybean growers invested 
$5 million of their own funds to expand 
markets —  up from $1.3 million in 
1974.”  says Horn. “ FAS funding has 
only increased from $1.3 million in 1974 
to $3.1 in 1981. not keeping pace with 
exports or inflation. Soybeans and their 
products are our top farm export and

foreign exchange earner. The increased 
exports resulting from these programs 
benefit our entire economy and more 
than pay for the government’ s invest­

ment.”
The 1981 Farm Bill represents ano­

ther area of grower concern. Agricul­
tural exports generated an estimated 
$83 billion of economic activity. Because 
of this vital role in America’s economy, 
growers requested that Title 1 of the 
1981 Farm Bill he entitled International 
Trade and be restricted to provisions 
designated to maximize agricultural 
exports. Soybeans account for a quarter 
of the $40.5 billion in farm exports and 
growers want soybeans to remain more 
dependent upon the international free 
market than on the federal government. 
Congress was urged to address soy­
beans in a separate section o f the 
general farm bill.

Misconceptions over farm prices and 
fix)d price inflation was another topic 
farmers discussed with Congress.

Hahn is named for new 
Cotton Inc. position

“ We asked our legislators to intorm 
their constituents and fellow legislators 
that food price inflation does not 
accurately reflect farm prices,”  says 
Horn. “ Farmers receive only 30 cents of 
each retail food dollar, the remaining 70 
cents pay for labor, transportation and 
other non-farm costs.”

The Board of Directors of Cotton 
Incorporated has named J. Nicholas 
Hahn to the newly created post of 
executive vice president.

According to the board’ s plan, the 
post designates the eventual successor 
to J. Dukes Wooters, Jr., who is 
scheduled to retire as company presi­
dent in October 1982.

The move is designed to provide a 
smooth transition. The timetable calls 
for Hahn to assume authority as chief 
operating officer by October 1981, at 
which time the seven corporate divi­
sions— sales/ marketing, international 
marketing, marketing services/com- 
munications, agricultural research, tex­
tile research and development, econo­
mic research and development, and 
administration— will report to him.

In October 1982. Hahn is expected to 
become president and chief executive 
officer reporting directly to the board. 
Until then he will continue reporting to 
Wooters.

Hahn has served as vice president of 
sales/marketing since 1973. As such, he 
has fulfilled a key function for the fiber 
company o f American cotton producers 
in building markets for U.S. cotton.

Hahn has been responsible for formu­
lating sales/marketing objectives and 
priorities each year, and has been 
directly responsible for the manage­
ment of the company’ s largest division 
comprising five operating departments 
—apparel mill marketing, apparel mar­
keting. home fabrics and industrial 
marketing, fabric development and 
fashion marketing— in four locations; 
New York City. Los Angeles, Dallas and 
Greenville, South Carolina.

Discussing federally-funded agricul­
tural research, producers said growing 
world demand for U.S. food and fiber, 
soaring production costs and conserva­
tion concerns make continued invest­
ment in agricultural research absolutely 
essential.

The dispute over the effects o f hail 

suppression continued yesterday in a 
Texas Water Commission hearing in 
Plainview.

Testimony was given by opponents of 
the Plains Weather Improvement Asso­
ciation’ s (PW IA ) application for a 
permit to conduct hail suppression in 
parts o f Hale. Castro. Royd, and 
Briscoe counties.

Owen Thornton. Lockney retired far­
mer and landowner who is the vice 
president of the Mackenzie Municipal 
Water Board, testified that a, “ large 
downfall is required to get any runoff 
into the reservoir" since the Mackenzie 
Reservoir is filled from runoff o f the dry 
Tulc creek system.

He also said that you, “ wind up with 
a shower out o f what looked like a 
torrential storm”  after clouds are 
seeded for hail suppression.

According to Thornton the Mackenzie 
dam was closed in 1974 but there was no 
sizable runoff into the reservoir until 
1977.

Hail suppression activities were con­
ducted in the area from 1970 to 1976.

Dr. Bruce Dod. an earth scientist with 
Wayland Baptist College, testified that 
enough silver iodide from cloud seeding 
could kill micro-organisms in the soil, 
but he admitted that the levels required 
to have an effect on micro-organisms 
have not- yet been determined.

Several High Plains farmers. Walter 
Graham. Owen Thornton, Nolan Hen- 
sen, testified they had observed sub­
stantial clouds that disptersed without 
producing rain after they were seeded

by airplanes during the 1970-76 period.
Plains Weather Improvement Asso­

ciation attorney Gene Owens, in each 
case, disputed whether cloud seeding 
could actually be observed from the 
ground.

The farmers also testified they had 
experienced less rainfall on their lands 
in 1970-76. although rainfall levels in 
surrounding areas had not been re­
duced those years.

Owens, disputed their conclusions 
that rainfall was reduced only in areas 
with hail suppression activities, and as a 
result o f cloud seeding.

After the Citizens for Natural Wea­
ther completed their case against the 
PW lA 's proposed permit for weather 
suppression, Donald Walker, an attor­
ney representing the Texas Water 
Commission’ s executive director, sub­
mitted into evidence records o f rainfall 
on the High Plains for 1970-78.

Three days were originally allowed 
for the Texas Water Commission hear­
ing on the weather modification pro­
gram proposed by the Plains Weather 
Improvement Association. The hearing 
began last Wednesday. March 11. but 
testimony was no where near comple­
tion by the end o f the day last Friday.

In testimony last week, Wilbur Brew­
er described the cloud seeding process. 
Brewer is the president o f Weather 
Modification Inc., o f North Dakota, 
which is the proposed operational 
contractor for the hail suppression 
program.

Brewer said that in cloud seeding for 
hail suppression, silver oxide is injected

into storm clouds, with the main 
purpose being to suppress hail, but also 
with the hope o f inducing some rain to 
fall from clouds which might otherwise 
fail to produce precipitation.

Meterologists will make the ultimate 
decision o f how much silver iodide is 
used, but the method to be used by 
Brewer’ s company is referred to as 
"heavy seeding," according to Mr. 
Brewer.

Dr. Pierre Amand, head o f the Earth 
and Planet Science Division o f the Naval 
Weapons Center at Channel Lake, 
California, also testified in favor o f the 
PW IA project. Amand conducted wea­
ther modification programs during the 
Vietnam War which were intended to 
lengthen the monsoon season and thus 
inhibit Viet Cong offensives.

According to Amand. the proposed. 
High Plains project is the most restric­
tive he has seen because it is highly 
controlled and defined in scope.

He testified that he believes the 
program will not negatively affect those 
inside or outside the target area, and 
would result in increased rainfall for the 
area.

Witnesses called by the Citizens for 
Natural Weather last week painted a 
different picture of what will happen if 
hail suppression is approved as a result 
of the Texas Weather Commission 
hearing.

A New Mexico Institute o f Mining 
ant Technology professor who resear­
ches thunderclouds. Charles B. Moore, 
said. "W e  don’ t have enough informa­
tion about what goes on in a cloud.”  to 
successfully suppress hail and enhance

rain at the same time.
Moore also said cloud seeding with 

silver iodide could be very effective in 
suppressing hail, but that seeding in 
amounts necessary for hail suppression 
would decrease rainfall substantially.

Dan True, an Albuquerque television 
meteorologist who testified that he has 
had 25 years experience observing 
weather on the High Plains o f Texas as 
a television meteorologist in Amarillo 
from 1954-76. said he noticed that 
weather patterns and storm systems on 
the High Plains had begun to change 
about 1970.

Weather modification activities were 
begun by PW IA in 1970.

After the Texas Weather Commission 
hearing is completed, examiner John 
Green will make a recommendation to 
the Commission which will in turn make 
a decision on the permit application by 
Plains Weather Improvement Associa­
tion.

d o o r -t o -d o o r  SALES—  
YOUR RIGHTS UNDER THE 
LAW

Ever had second thoughts 
about something you bought 
through door-to-door sales? 
Did you 'keep the item or 
cancel the contract agree­
ment? You have certain 
rights when it comes to 
door-to-door sales under 
both a federal regulation and 
Texas law. Federal Trade 
Commission regulations and 
the Texas Home Solicitation 
Sales Act define the rights of 
consumers regarding door-to 
-door sales.

One right is a three-day 
•‘cooling-off’ period. Ac­
cording to law, you have an 
absolute right to cancel the 
sales agreement until mid­
night o f the third business 
day after signing the contract

After you cancel a con­
tract, you must return the 
goods if the seller requests 
you to. If you are not 
requested to return the 
goods within 20 days, you are 
under no further obligation. 
The seller must refund all 
money you have paid within 
10 days from the date o f 
cancellation.

O f course, consumers can 
take two steps to protect 
themselves from unsatisfac­
tory situations in door-to- 
door sales in the first place. 
Make sure you're dealing 
with a legitimate, authorized 
sales representative who 
conducts business fairly and 
ethically. Also, decide whe­
ther purchasing the product 
meets a real need or i f  you 
are acting impulsively.

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EXEMPTIONS AND RENDITION DEADLINE APRIL lat
Shelia Faulkenberry chief appraiser for the Floyd 

County Appraisal District, today urged local citizens to 
apply for available exemptions which may help residents 
save on their property taxes.

Shelia noted that for the first time, taxpayers in Floyd 
County may appiv for all applicable homestead exemp­
tions or productivity valuation on their agricultural land 
by contacting the appraisal district office which is located 
at County Courthouse Room 107.

The chief appraiser explained that taxing jurisdictions 
in Royd County are voluntarily participating in early 
implementation of the countywide appraisal office. 
Beginning next year, countywide appraisal will be 
mandated by law for all of the state’s 2M counties.

According to Shelia, taxpayers previously had to file 
their property rendition statements and exemption 
applications with each jurisdiction which levied an ad 
valorem tax on their property. Additionally, if they 
thought the property was valued too high, a separate 
appearance was required before each jurisdiction s board 
of equalization.

"Under the countywide appraisal district, not only can 
applications be made at one place, but a single appeal of 
the property valuation can be made,”  the chief appraiser 
added.

Shelia said the following types of exemptions are 
available to property owners in Floyd county;

—General Homestead. Those persons qualifying for a 
residence homestead are entitled to a $5,000 exemption 
off the market value of the homestead for school tax 
purposes. An additional $3,000 county homestead 
exemption from assessed value is available against the 
portion of the county tax rate for farm-to-market roads or 
flood control.

— Persons 65 or older. Elderly citizens are entitled to an 
additional $10,000 exemption off the market value of their 
residence homestead for school taxes. And, while an 
elderly citizen's property may increase in value through 
the years, the school taxes owed in any one year on the 
house and yard cannot be greater than the amount owed 
in 1979, or in the first year the property owner qualified 
for the exemption, whichever is later. An annual 
application to the appraisal office is required.

By local option, school districts, cities and counties may 
offer additional exemptions to elderly homeowners of not 
less than $3,000 off the market value of the residence 
homestead.

— Disability Exemption. Citizens who are totally 
disabled and qualify for the residence homestead 
exemption are entitled to an additional exemption of 
$10,000 off the market value of their residence 
homestead. This exemption applies to school taxes only.
A property owner may not receive both this disability 
exemption and the $10,000 exemption for the elderly.

School district, cities and counties may offer an 
additional local option disability exemption of not less 
than $3.0OO off the market value of the residence 
homestead.

— Disabled Veteran or Qualifying Survivor. Certain 
disabled veterans or their survivors may be entitled to an 
exemption ranging from $1,500 to $3,000 from the 
assessed value of any property they own. The amount 
depends on the percentage of service-connected disabili- ‘ 
ty-

This exemption may be applied against the value of any 
one property owned on January 1 of the year in which the 
application is made. The disabled veteran must be a 
Texas resident and complete an annual application at the 
appraisal district office. Only one property may receive 
the exemption, and VA or armed forces documents 
verifying disability are required.

Land which is being utilized for agricultural purposes 
may be eligible for tax relief. Qualified landowners hold 
the option of having an agricultural or open-space land 
valuation applied to their property. Details on what types 
of land may be taxed on productivity rather than market 
value are available from the appraisal office.

The chief appraiser added that a comprehensive 
12-pagc pamphlet, entitled. Taxpayers’ Rights, Reme­
dies, Responsibilities, is available at the appraisal district 
and from local tax offices. Information contained in the 
pamphlet is applicable to property taxes which are 
collected by all levels of local government including 
counties, cities, and school districts.

She said the publication was developed by the State 
Property Tax Board in accordance with the Property Tax 
Code which was passed by the 66th Legislature in 1979.

Genealogist conduct workshop

A dramatic increase in 
package delivery service to 
the rural areas of Texas 
would be the immediate re­
sult if United Parcel Service 
were granted the right to 
pickup and deliver between 
all points in the state, UPS 
region manager Joe Dobran- 
sky said recently. *

To gain those rights, UPS 
must be granted authority by 
the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion. However, the Commis­
sion has maintained for some 
years it has no jurisdiction to 
grant the type o f all-points 
coverage UPS seeks to offer. 
Clarification o f the Commis­
sion’s jurisdiction is the sub­
ject of two bills currently 
before the state legislature- 
H.B. 1116 by Rep. Craig 
Washington (D-Houston) 
and S.B. 513 by Sen. Chet 
Brooks (D-Pasadena).

“ Many rural communities 
desperately need direct ser­
vice, or at least an alternative 
to the kind of service they’ re 
currently getting,’ ’ Dobran- 
sky commented. “ Our ser­
vice is available today to 
every address in Texas that 
is reachable by road, but only 
for packages coming in or 
going out over state lines.’ ’ 

Even on a “ half-service”  
basis, UPS delivers almost 
300,000 packages a day to 
Texas residents and busi­
nesses and picks up another 
150,000. Dobransky esti­
mates over half of the stops 
made by the company’s 
package vans are in com­
munities of less than 10,000
