NEW DOCTOR AT CAPROCK HOSPITAL Is Tllona Havasl and her , Dr.
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. SPS executive says coal

is energy of the future

The executive vice president of
Southwestern Public Service Company
said Tuesday that the South Plains has
the fuel needed for industrial growth.

Bert Ballengee told a small group of
Floydada businessmen at the First
National Bank community room that the
chance for industrial growth in Floyd
County is still possible.

“‘People still believe that our area is
not the area for industry,'’ said Ballen-
gee. ‘‘they have no conception of what
we have here in West Texas.”

Ballengee said, ‘‘Industry is still
interested in this area because we have
plenty of energy.”’

Ballengee said government mandate
has forced Southwestern Public Service
to ‘“‘get out of the gas business.”
He estimates that 60 percent of South-
western Public Service's generation will
be coal-powered by 1985.

He said coal prices have increased,
but not rapidly as gas. Southwestern
Public Service plans more coal plants,
but no nuclear plants.

Texas Assessment of Basic Skills Test

results announced by school officials

Third, fifth and ninth grade students
of Floydada joined about 700,000 other
Texas students in taking the Texas
Assessment of Basic Skills (TABS)
recently. The results are now ready to
be announced.

Individual student results, which will
be kept confidential, have been sent
home. Parents are asked to watch for
them and to feel free to contact school
principals or the counselor to discuss
individual scores.

School officials
explain results

The Floydada schools are not merely
seeking a return to the three {'s—read-
ing. writing and arithmatic, but are
seeking a better educational program

for all ages.

By 1983, 85 percent of students
completing high school will demon-
strate the attainment of the essential
knowledge, skills and competencies in
mathematics, reading and writing.

The Texas Assessment of Basic Skills
report reveals that certain areas of
learning in the Floydada schools need
extra evaluation and effort spent on
improvement. This does not mean that
Floydada teachers are doing a poor job.

For example, third graders had
attained a 41 percent mstery of the
puncuation part of the exam. This does
not mean that students can’t punctuate
correctly in any case, it simply means
that the student's overall class has not
mastered the punctuation questions set
forth in the skill test. Parents must use
the child’s confidential report to deter-
mine individual results.

The TABS test is given through the
Texas Education Agency by a mandate
from the Texas Legislature.

Floydada school counselor Joanne
Cagle said the Floydada Independent

School District also gives yearly achi-
evement tests. The same SRA series is
coordinated throughout the school sy-
stem. These tests are one way that
parents can evaluate their child's
progress.

Mrs. Cagle said trachers in all grade
levels. not just the ones that were tested
in the TABS. were given the results.

*“In my experience, teachers are more
eager to work toward a better educa-
tion. I have never seen them (the
teachers) so ready to zero-in on our
deficiencies,’" said Mrs. Cagle.

High school principal C.E. Tyer and
Superintendent Jerry Cannon agreed
that teachers should teach toward
learning. not toward tests.

Cannon cautioned parents saying that
the test results should not be reviewed

out of context. The TABS report is
important in locating trouble spots, but
cannot be used to gain a complete
picture of the student's academic
standings.

Tyer said the figures are an aid for
assessing and reviewing student's
mastery of skills.

"“These scores give us something to
look at in black and white,"" Tyer said.

Third grade students in Floydada
district scored 82% mastery in the
addition of whole numbers. They were
fairly high in identification of values of
money and reading and writing whole
numbers. Lowest matheématics scores
were in units of measure. Highest
reading scores for third graders were in
the 89th and 87th percentiles in
phonetic analysis and following written
directions. Students' lowest scores in
reading were in identifying the main
idea. Third graders in our district had
most difficulty in the punctuation
portion of the writing test with only 41%
mastery. They scored 89% in spelling.

Fifth grade students, who took the
test for the second time this year,
surpassed last year's scores in seven of
the eleven reading objectives tested.
Fifth graders showed growth in ten of
twelve objectives tested in mathema-
tics, and in five or eight writing
objectives.

Ninth grade students, also tested for
the second year, showed improvement
over last year's reading scores in five of
eleven objectives in reading. Great
improvement was shown in mathema-
tics with growth in ten of eleven
objectives assessed. Writing scores also
looked good with growth over last year
in nine of ten objectives measured.

The ninth grade test was designed to
assess minimum mathematics, reading
and writing skills which the Texas
Education Agency deemed appropriate
for a high school graduate.

The third and fifth grade tests were
designed as checkpoints to assess
progress toward meeting minimum
skills in math, reading and writing. An
excerpt from ‘‘Priorities of the State
Board of Education’’ 1980, states:

1. Consistent with the Goals for
Public Education in Texas. students
completing high school will demon-
strate the attainment of the essential
knowledge, skills, and competencies* in
mathematics, reading, and writing
(composition):

By 1983, 85 percent of students
completing high school will demon-
strate minimum exit level mastery of
the essential mathematics objectives as
measured by the Texas Assessment of
Basic Skills.

By 1983, 85 percent of students
completing high school will demon-
strate minimum exit level mastery of
the essential reading objectives as
measured by the Texas Assessment of
Basic Skills.

By 1983, 85 percent of students
completing high school will demon-
strate minimum exit level mastery of
the essential writing objectives on the
Texas Assessment of Basic Skills.

2. By 1983, elementary and secondary
schools in Texas will have in operation
instructional programs capable of pro-
ducing essential levels of student
competencies in mathematics, reading,

The Wyoming Coal is readily avail-
able and has many uses for its
bi-products. The bi-products are der-
ived from the removal of 90 percent of
the particulates. Thus, Wyoming coal is
a clean source of fuel, he said.

The main particulate can be used as a
cement additive, a cattle feed supple-
ment and a road base component. The
use of particulates reduces the cost of
fuel.

“*We have no plans for nuclear plants
becausé they are too uncertain, too
costly and often cannot be completed
once construction has begun,’” said
Ballengee.

He said an injection process using
carbon dioxide would allow the collec-
tion of more oil.

“Thirty-five to 40 percent is still in

the hole.” he said. '‘but we can get
another 30-35 percent out by injecting
carbon dioxide into these holes. the

other small percentage is water. ™’
Ballengee said small-town industry is
hampered by the potential industry’s
fecar that the work force will not be
enough satisfy a plant's

Buyers warned of

flood damaged cars

The executive vice-presi-
dent of the Texas Automobile
Dealers Association has
warned new car customers to
‘‘the utmost cau-

purchasing cars

“*No matter how much it
has been reconditioned, a
flood damaged automobile
should be carefully checked
by the consumer for mechan-
ical impairments,’’ said
Gene Fondren, on behalf of
the franchised new car and
truck dealers in Texas.
‘““Anyone selling a flood
damaged auto should dis-
close to tne potential buyer

any and all known damage or
impairments caused by the
water."' Fondren said.

Fondren cited the Texas
Deccptive Trade Practices
Consumer Protection Act
which provides that it is a
deceptive act or practice for
any person to fail "“to Qis»
closc information concerning
goods or services which was
known at the time of the
transaction if such failure to
disclose such information
was intended to induce the
consumer into a transaction
into which the consumer
would not have entered had
the information been dis-
closed.”’

Fondren suggested the
onsumer complete the fol-
lowing five point guide when
considering a possibly flood
damaged automobile:

1. Check all gauges on the
dashhoard to make sure they

are accurate. Look for signs
of water on or in the gauges.
Autos that have had water up
to the dashboard are likely to
be dangerous no matter how
thoroughly the car has been
reconditioned.

2. Look for signs of corro-
sion under the hood, inside
and under the car on bump-
ers. behind the hub-caps and
around the gas cap. Corro-
sion of any metal may cause
a weak spot to occur.

3. Test the lights, wind-
shield wipers, turn signals.
cigarette lighter, radio, heat-
er. fans and air conditioner
scveral times, to make sure
they work repeatedly. Flex
some wires under the dash to
see if they bend or crack.
Wet wires and rubber hoses
become brittle upon drying
and can crack and fail.

4. Start the engine several
times. If you see white
smoke. this may mean the
engine has just been cleaned
out. Drive the car to make
certain that it accelerates,
shifts and stops smoothly.
Mud or sand in fuel, cooling,
and lubrication systems can
cause extensive damage.

S. Check the interior and
trunk for signs of mud and
water. The back seat can be
easilv removed to check the
stuffing and upholstery.
Check the carpet for any
dampness. Musty odors and
water marks indicate that the
upholstery. stuffing or carpet
has been wet and may begin
to rot

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Evaporation causes poor
lawn watering results

Much of the water going onto area
lawns and shrubs is being wasted. It's
lost to overwatering, high evaporation
and poor application patterns. Since the
lion's share of household water use goes
out to the yard, it becomes a real waste
of money as well.

You can have a healthy lawn and
garden without wasting water, and it is
not difficult. The biggest improvement
you can make is to begin a careful
program of home lawn irrigation...if you
can figure out when to sprinkle, how
much water to apply and for how}' long.

The High Plains Water District has a

few pointers for practical, efficient
grass watering tailored for the indivi-
dual lawn that can save you several
hundred gallons of treated, fresh water
and save you money on your monthly
energy bill. They'll help you make it
through the summer without sacrificing
your turf while saving water.

A REMINDER

Water alone will snot make grass
healthy. In fact, too much water can be
as harmful as too little water. Excess
watering will drain away valuable plaat
nutrients stored in the root zone;
decrease root zone aeration necessary to
plant growth and may even inhibit root
growth.

Overwatering can promote the
growth of disease. It is a waste of wateg,
fertilizer and energy expended on
pumping.

You don’t need to water every day.
Most High Plains soils can store enough
moisture to last seven to ten days.
Watering a small amount every day or
two only serves to wet the top few
inches of the soil and cause the plant
roots to concentrate there. Plants will be
healthier if they are watered long
enough at one time to moisten the
deeper zone thereby encouraging deep
root development. *

OK — BUT HOW LONG?

Try this experiment to learn your
sprinkler’s habits. First, place a few
empty topless cans at various distances
from the sprinkler making sure they
don’t lean. After sprinkling for an hour,
measure the depth of water caught in
each can and average the amounts.
Then divide the number of inches
needed for your soil type by the average
amount of water needed to effectively
irrigate your lawn.

For example, assume that you've

an hour, and arrived at an average
depth of 3/8-inches of water in the cans.
If the total depth of water needed for
your lawn is one inch, then the total
sprinkling time needed is found by
dividing one inch (the total depth of
water needed) by 3/8-inch (the average
one-hour catch) — and the answer is
2 hours, 40 minutes. If you needed to
apply 1.5 inches of water to sufficiently
irrigate the grass and root zone, you'd
need to water for about four hours.

SO WHEN DO YOU WATER?

At the first sign of real wilt. Wilt
doesn’t mean that the grass is dying,
only that it's ‘‘thirsty.”” But don’t look
for it in the middle of the afternoon.
Despite plenty of available moisture,
many plants will tend to show consider-
able wilt on a hot afternoon. It’s usually
temporary. The grass normally will
regain its vitality in the evening. Look
for signs of real wilting then; its time to
water,

Most likely you'll discover signs of
wilt only after five to ten days of little or
no rain or irrigation. During cooler
weather, this period will be even longer.

HOW MUCH SHOULD YOU WATER?

Most lawn grasses used in the High
Plains have a potential root zone depth
of about three feet. This means that
with proper irrigation, the grass roots
will penetrate and efficiently extract
water and nutrients from the soil to a
depth of about three feet from the
surface.

How much water you'll need to apply
to adequately irrigate this three foot
zone depends on what type soil you
have. If it is totally dry and sandy soil,
you will need to apply about three
inches; if it's loam (a mixture of clay,
silt and sand) apply about four and
one-half inches; and.if it’s a heavy clay
soil, about six inches. It will be a rare
occasion that your soil will be totally dry
to the three foot depth. Normally half of
the amounts given above will wet your
soil adequatelv. ‘

Of course, other factors will have a
bearing on your irrigation schedule, but
this is a good rule of thumb approach for
establishing a lawn-irrigation schedule.
Combined with careful observation, it
should lead to a healthy, resilient lawn
as well as to an appreciable savings of
water.

CANNING BERRIES

It soon will be berry season
again. Berries may be avail-
able for cobblers in the
middle of winter or for jelly
making by canning them.

To can berries, just wash,
drain and cap them as tho-
ugh preparing them for eat-
ing fresh. Fill clean jars to
one-half inch of the top of the
jar, shaking the berries down
for a full pack. Cover them
with boiling syrup made with
2 cups of sugar and 4 cups of
water - a thin syrup - or add
more sugar for a sweeter
taste.

Leave a one-half inch
space at the top of the jar.
Wipe off the sealing surface
of the jar and close according
to the type of lid being used,
following the manufacturer’s
directions.

Place the jars in a water
bath canner, which is a large
container with a rack in the
bottom to hold the jars about
one inch from the bottom. It

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Spence longest-termed resident

Ninety-year-old Charlie
Spence is Floydada's senior
citizen, if senior citizenship
is based on residency. Char-
lie is 10 years the junior of
another old timer in Floy-
dada, Warnie Hilton, but
Charlie has the edge on
Warnie when it comes to
total number of years of
residency in Floydada.

Charlie arrived in Floy-
dada in 1914, a year ahead of
Warnie, who came to Floy-
dada in 1915.

When Charlie's relatives
and friends threw a big
birthday party for him at a
bank in Floydada April 9th, it
only marked his 90th birth-
day, but made him the
longest-termed resident in
the history of Floydada. As
far as he can recall, no one
else has even come close to
living in Floydada for 67
years, except Warnie Hilton.

Charlie was born in 1891 in
Carnes Co., Texas (not far
from Galveston) to William
Clarence and Nellie Gertrude
Fisher Spence. His parents
were both ‘‘immigrants’’ to
Texas, his father a native
Alabaman who pulled up
stakes and headed west, and
his mother a Dutch girl from
Holland, who had come with
her parents from the ‘‘Old
Country'’ and settled in Bell-
ville in Austin County.

Charlie was the ninth child
out of a family of 11 children.
When the family moved to
Bell County in 1896, Charlie
was five years old. He went
to school two terms in Bell
County before his parents
moved the family to Runnels
County in 1900, 30 miles
south of Abilene. His father
farmed there until 1914,
when he decided to make
another move, this time to
Flovd County.

It was while Charlie was

living and working on his
father’'s farm in Runnels
County that he married May-
lon Lollar, in 1911,

Charlie remembers that
when he arrived in Floydada,
Floyd County was having one
of its wettest springs on
record. He thinks the moist-
ure of that year, 20-some-odd
inches, is the greatest
amount recorded for a single
year up to that time or since
that time. *'I saw an empty
wagon (not counting the
driver) being pulled by four
horses, axle-deep in mud,
trying to get down the street
in Floydada.'’

After three years of marri-
age, Charlie and Maylon had
their first child in 1918. “I
had a wife and baby and was
farming, so I didn’t go to
World War 1. 1 was exempt
from the draft in 1917 to
farm,”” Charlie recalled.

While they lived on their
farm seven miles northeast
of Floydada, Charlie and
Maylon had two boys, Sam,
who still lives in Floydada,
and Orvel. who lives in
Garland. Orvel has four
children, two boys and two
girls, and altogether Charlie
has five grandchildren and
seven great grandchildren,
but no great-great grand-
children yet.

Charlie saw both railroads
come in to Floydada, the
QA&P from Matador and the
Sante Fe from Plainview.

‘I don’t guess there was a
foot of pavement in Floydada
when I came here,"”’ Charlie
recalled. ‘*“They had a school
when I came here, but it
wasn't a high school. just a
grade school. There weren’t
but about 65 students all told
in 1926 when my children
went to school in Floydada,"”
Charlie stated.

"“When | came here in
1914, a lot of land had been
broken out and the big
ranches were breaking up.
There was a real bad prairie

fire in 1908 that burned a lot
of tents in Floydada. They
would split a cow in half and
drag the carcass across the
burning grass to put out the
fire. Most of the grass was
gramma grass, about half
knee-high in most places,”
Charlie recalled.

Charlie said there weren't
but a few communities in
Floyd County when he arri-
ved in 1914, He said in 1914
there were just ‘‘a few
houses and a gin,"” in Lock-
ney. But to the west of
Lockney and Floydada, the
town that later was to out-
grow all other towns in the
area and become a thriving
city, was Plainview, booming
and growing and a beehive of
business activity.

‘1 got off the train in
Plainview in 1914 and the
depot was standing in
water,"” Charlie said. ““The
lakes were running together
out in the countryside. There
weren't any graded roads
leading from town to town.
There was only a cow trail
from Plainview to Floydada
in 1914."

Charlie said he doesn’t
remember ever seeing a car
on the streets of Floydada
before WWI. “‘1 bought a
Model T in 1919,” Charlie
said.

Looking back on history,

Charlie thinks that *‘the state
and nation are in better
shape than when I came to
Floydada in 1914. It (the
government) is organized so
much better. When I came to
Floyd County the cotton buy-
ers bought cotton as cheap as
they could and now the
government sets the price on
cotton. In the fall of 1920, the
first bale of cotton I got out, I
brought it to town and sold it
and brought the landlord his
rent and I went in the hole 75
cents on the bale of cotton.
He said ‘Forget the cotton
patch, Charlie, I have plenty
of cows to eat it.""’

Reflecting on the fate of
mankind as a whole, Charlie
concluded the interview by
saying ‘‘l think that people
will learn to adjust with the
times as the times change.
Some people say that the
world will come to an end in
the year 2,000, but 1 don't
think it will."

Charlie Spence's life, as
well as the lives of all the
elderly who have spent their
lives living according to the
Golden Rule, is summed up
by a placard quoting Psalms
91 on display in Charlie's
living room, presented to
him by relatives at his 90th
birthday party: **Because He
hat set His love upon me,
with long life will 1 satsify
Him."

Since just about everyone else has gotten their licks in about the baseball
strike, I thought I might say a word myself.

As I recall my American history, unions were originally formed in order to
do something about atrocious working conditions, and extremely poor wages.
Such a purpose was a noble one. With people working up to 15 hours a day,
in conditions most owners would not have allowed a slave to work in, and for
practically no wages at all, something needed to be done.

I am not sure that the same problem exists in conjunction with baseball
players, or for that matter any other sports or entertainment personality.

This is not to argue the worth of these people to society, as some have
done. Athletes and entertainers have always existed, though not always held
in high regard, and have done so because we have a need to be entertained
and thrilled, or what ever.

It seems to me, however, that what the athletes are looking for is some
kind of security against their fleeting stardom. Their careers are admittedly
short in many cases, but they were the ones who decided to take the risk.

If they should get stuck working for some turkey who won’t pay them what
they think they're worth, they should realize that they signed the contract.
Somebody has got to be accountable for their actions, why not them?

Admittedly I look at this problem simplistically, and there are probably
much more important considerations involved. But I still don’t see the sweat
shop conditions applying here.

Perhaps the best thing to do would be to get rid of owners, have everybody
choose up sides, sponsor the games at so much prize money per man, and the
best people win, kinda like golf. Those who can make it, do; and those who
can’t make it sell insurance.

In any case, let’s quit wasting so much space and time on something as
trivial as whether we get to see baseball this year, and get on with the
business of seeing to it that real injustices are solved.

Congressional Comment

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Volumes seem to have been
written concerning the prob-
lems of the marginally-
employed worker and the need
to protect the employee from
the abuses of the employer.

Little thought has been
given, however, to the
multitude of problems facing
the employers of such labor,
whether that employer runs a
household and depends on a
part-time housekeeper or a
hamburger stand and hires
teenagers after school.

The inclusion of such
workers under the minimum
wage law creates the first set of
problems, with many em-
ployers simply unable or un-
willing to hire workers at the
standard minimum rate.

Even if the federal
minimum hourly wage rates
are met, the employer may well
find himself in the position of
the case outlined in the
publication, The Exchangite,
recently. The retired
businessman, a widower, told
of his experiences in trying to
hire a part-time housekeeper.
The employee had medical
problems that would make it
difficult to find employment
elsewhere and really needed the
job. And even though the
employer met federal wage
standards, in order to employ
her legally, he was required to
fill out and file 13 different
state and federal forms, plus
pay a total of $442.35 a year in

unemployment
taxes.

All of these problems were
encountered, I might add, after
the man had found someoneé
willing to do the work Many
potential employees turned
down the minimum wage job
to live in government-
subsidized apartments at low
rentals and subsist on welfare
or Social Security payments,
bank interest and other types
of minimal income. Their
desire and will to work have
been destroyed by the federal
largess, he believes.

No wonder that many
employers and employees now
agree on wages paid in cash
from hand to hand, with such
income never reported. I am
not justifying breaking the law,
but I do understand the
frustration that can lead tc
such a practice.

Federal rules and regula-
tions have reached the heighth
of the ridiculous. If 1 have
work to be done and am willing
to pay you to do that work; if
you need work and are willing
to perform the task I advertise
for the pay 1 offer, to what
degree does the government
have the right to interfere?
That is the question.

I sometimes think govern-
ment has been determined to
legislate and regulate common
sense right out of the picture

NORTHEAST LOCKNEY NEIGHBORHOOD RE-
VITALIZATION PROJECT: Vacant, dilapidated struc-
tures will be demolished and cleared. Vacant, overgrown
lots and accumulations of junk, debris, abandoned
vehicles, etc., will be cleared. Occupants of dilapidated
housing will be provided with an opportunity to receive
relocation assistance and payments so they may obtain
decent, safe and sanitary dwellings. In some cases,
dilapidated rental units will be acquired for subsequent
demolition, thereby making low/moderate income ten-
ants eligible for replacement housing payments. Sanitary
sewer lines will be installed to eliminate use of
malfunctioning septic tanks and cess pools. Undersized,
unlooped, deteriorated water lines will be replaced with
adequately sized., looped lines which can provide
dependable and adequate domestic water service and fire
protection.

Aspirin substitute is

preferred by doctors

The aspirin substitute ace-
taminopheg. a component of
such medicines as Tylenol,
Liquiprin and Tempra, is a
preferred treatment for
children’s fevers, but over-
doses can be dangerous, says
Baylor College of Medicine
pediatrician Martin Lorin,
M.D.

Lorin, associate professor
of pediatrics, emphasized
that while acetaminophen is
considered by many pediatri-
cians to be safer than aspirin
when used in correct dosage,
caution is needed, especially
to prevent children from
accidentally swallowing the
contents of an entire bottle.
He is urged that labels on
acetaminophen bottles be re-
written to warn parents of
the dangers of acetamino-
phen overdosage.

A study by Lorin and three
colleagues found that par-
ents are often unaware of the
risks of acetaminophen over-
dose.

‘‘Even with ordinary dos-
age, aspirin has a great many
side effects. It interferes with
blood clotting and can cause
bleeding of the nose or
stomach,’”” Lorin said. “‘It
can cause gastic ulcers, ag-
gravate asthma and interfere
with water balance in the
body. Acetaminophen, on
the other hand, has almost
no side effects when used in
correct dosage and has mini-
mal s'de effects even with
moderate dosage.’’

But when ingested in ex-
cessively large amounts, ace-
taminophen can cause liver
failure, he said.

“In fact, a massive over-
dose of acetaminophen can
actually be more dangerous
than aspirin overdose be-
cause liver failure is very
difficult to treat,’’ Lorin said.

The Baylor study, conduct-
ed among 249 Spanish- and
English- speaking parents of
patients at a Harris County
health clinic and at a private
pediatric clinic, indicated
that more than 80 percent of
the parents realized aspirin
overdose can cause death,
but only about half knew the
danger of acetaminophen
overdose.

Fewer Spanish-speaking
parents than English-speak-
ing parents realized that
acetaminophen  overdoses
can be fatal.

Parents in the study said
they rely on the label dosage
instructions on aspirin and
acetaminophen bottles. Lorin
said for this reason labeling
for both medications needs to
be studied carefully.

Aspirin labeling was chan-
ged after a 1978 recommen-
dation of the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration be-
cause of earlier findings
showing that aspirin dosages
were actually too low for
some age groups and too
high for others.

Similar revision of aceta-
minophen labels should be
considered, according to Lor-
in.

‘‘Acetaminophen  labels
should carry a warning in
regard to both excessive
dosage and accidental inges-
tions and should be available
in Spanish and English,"”
Lorin said.

PEACHES

Many homeowners have peach trees
which they price very highly in their
yard. In many areas fruit is now
beginning to ripen and instead of
getting off nice red juicy peaches, they
are getting off brown rotted fruit.
This is the result of the fungus
known as Brownrot. Brownrot is favored
by the wet rainy weather we’ve had and
the fruit that is approaching maturity.
Brownrot is controlled with Benamil
sprays applied at two week intervals. If
your fruit is nearing maturity, make
sure that you have sprayed the fruit
with Benalate or Benamil within the last
two to three days. Fruit can be sprayed

Sleeping sickness- only one horse

in four is protected

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
recommends that all horses be vacci-
nated annually against equine encepha-
lomyelitis (Sleeping sickness).

_This recommendation is emphasized
by Dr. Ralph Knowles at USDA's
Animal and Plant Health Inspection
Service (APHIS). He points out that the
reccommendation includes vaccination
against both Eastern and Western
strains of the disease.

™ Although there is a trend toward
routine annual vaccination, authorities
say a reasonable estimate is that only 20
to 25 percent of the total U.S. horse
population now receives this protection.

Dr. Knowles’ advice to horse owners
is wholeheartedly endorsed by Dr.
Thomas E. Walton at USDA’s Arthro-
pod-Borne Animal Diseases Research
Laboratory in Denver. Both call Equine
Encephalomyelitis ‘‘an ever-present
threat'’. The probability of incidence of
this disease in horses increases signifi-
cantly where a large proportion of an
area’s horse population is not vacci-
nated against it. And, biting insects can
carry the disease to humans.

Under the proper conditions, every
horse, regardless of breed, age or sex,
is susceptible. The ideal time for
vaccinating is before the local mosquito
season begins.

A key vector or carrier in the
transmission cycle is the mosquito.
Birds are the reservoir hosts. They
introduce Equine Encephalomyelitis
into an area via mosquitoes parasitic to
birds. Then other mosquitoes transmit
Sleeping Sickness from birds to horses
or humans. The build up and concentra-
tion of infected birds, combined with
large numbers of mosquitoes, inter!s.i-
fies into explosive Encephalomyelitis
incidence. Horses and humans are
dead-end hosts. }

Mosquitoes can thrive even in a dry
climate if they can find standing water
to breed in. In the Western U.S., for
example, irrigation canals and reser-
voirs provide a perfect base for mos-

uito propagation.
: Onc‘: n?fegcted with Equine Encepha-
lomyelitis, the horse exhibits various

FLOYDADA

symptoms including fever, extreme
nervousness, loss of appetite, depres-
sion and paralysis. Of the three princi-
pal strains of Sleeping Sickness --
Eastern, Western and Venezuelan -- the
Eastern is the most severe because it
usually results in death in 90% of the
cases. The Western form may leave
horses brain-damaged after a prolonged
course of illness, treatment and appar-
ent recovery. The Venezuelan strain
causes explosive outbreaks with high
equine mortality. It does not exist in the
U.S. at present.

Sléeping Sickness is a disease that
affects the horse’s brain and "spinal
cord. No antiviral treatment is avail-
able, and permanent damage may
result if the horse survives. The only
means of preventing Equine Encepha-
lomyelitis is by vaccination. After the
initial immunization, only an annual
booster is needed.

Combination vaccines now available
also allow the horse to receive protec-
tion against other major dangers at the
same time it is vaccinated against
Equine Encephalomyelitis.

Tetanus Toxoid and Equine Influenza
immunity are also available in combina-
tion with the Encephalomyelitis vac-
cine.

Tetanus is one of the most common
and most serious horse health pro-
blems, with a death rate estimated at 85
percent. The spores of this organism are
found everywhere in the soil, only
waiting for an opportunity to enter the
horse's system through a scratch or
other break in foot or hide.

A third disease that is not normally
fatal, but harmful and preventable, is
Equine Influenza. It is a highly conta-
gious disease of the “f®piratory tract
that causes coughing and nasal dis-
charge. Usually three to six weeks are
needed for full recovery. Occasionally a
horse weakened by influenza is attacked
by other diseases that can result in
permanent lung damage or even death.

For more information on the preven-
tion of Equine Encephalomyelitis and
tetanus, horse owners should consult
their veterinarians.

USDA to test for alternatives of donating agriculture commodities

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
will test two alternatives to the current
practice of donating agricultural com-
modities for the National School Lunch
Program in 60 schools over the next
three years.

One aiternative, cash-in-lieu of com-
modities, will provide school food
authorities in 30 schools with cash equal
to the value of commodities they would
be entitled to under the present
commodity donation program, said G.
William Hoagland, administrator of
USDA's Food and Nutrition Service.

The other will give 30 participating
schools letters of credit allowing them to
purchase specific food items from local
sources, Hoagland said.

““In each case, the cash or letters of
credit will be provided in place of
donated commodities,”’ Hoagland said.

‘“The study will examine the cost
effectiveness of the two alternatives,
their impact on school food procurement
patterns, their effects on school lunch
quality and lunch program participa-
tion, their impacts on government price
support and surplus removal programs
and their administrative feasibility,”’ he
said.

Hoagland said an additional 30
schools will be selected as control sites
and will continue to operate under
current regulations on the commodity
donation program. All 90 schools will be
selected by the end of August.

*‘Schools chosen as demonstration
project sites will participate for four
school years beginning in September
1981,”" Hoagland said. ‘‘The demon-
stration. projects will be evaluated

NCC reiterated support for

The National Cottenn Council has
reiterated its support for the economic
package as proposed by the Reagan
Administration, including the newly-
amended bipartisan tax program re-
céntly introduced in the House of
Representatives.
