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Commissioners shoot down proposal

The South Plains Association o f 

Governments Board o f Directors is in 
the process o f  form ing a multi-county 
housing finance corporation, to issue 
bonds for m ortgage loans for persons in 
participating counties. Resolution for 
the program  was offered  to Floyd 
County com m issioners.

The bonds, according to Sylvia Gark. 
director o f  econom ic developm ent, 
would let people buy houses in Floyd 
County at a low interest rate (12-14 
percent) rather than the current high 
rates, "^ is , according to G ark will 
encourage people to build or buy 
houses.

Com m issioner Jack Lackey, precinct 
4 and Com m issioner Bob Jarrett, pre­
cinct 2 . shot down the resolution 
proposal, voicing their suspicion o f 
government backed program s.

Com m issioner Sam Spence, precinct 
1. and Com m issioner Thom as Warren, 
precinct 3. abstained from voting 
stating that they had not had time to 
study the proposal and make a decision.

After hearing G a rk 's  proposal. 
County Judge Choise Smith quickly 
called for a decision. Com m issioner 
Lackey m otioned that Floyd County not 
becom e a part o f  the Housing Finance 
Corporation to issue bonds for mortgage 
loans. The motion was seconded by 
Com m issioner Jarrett.

Com m issioners Jarrett and Lackey 
voted in favor o f  the motion. Com m is­
sioners Spence and W arren abstained 
from voting. The tie was broken when 
Judge Smith voted in favor o f  the 
motion.

SPAG offers low interest mortgage
T^e program will entail bonds being 

available to the participating counties. 
These bonds will be sold by an 
underwriting company.

The buyers generally are home 
builders or contractors and the bonds 
will be used to finance the building o f 
new homes or buying o f existing homes.

The value o f  this type o f financing is 
that the interest rate is held at 12-14 
percent.

The only responsibility the participa­
ting county will have is to appoint three 
incorporators and a director to oversee 
the program.

G ark stressed that the county would 
be in no way liable in case o f default on 
the loans.

G ark said that she didn ’ t know 
whether or not there was a housing 
shortage in Floyd County.

In a separate interview with Susan 
Garms, Executive Vice President, Floy­
dada Chamber o f  Com m erce, she said, 
“ W e (Floydada) on the average have 
five families per month moving into 
Floydada wanting to rent or buy a place 
to live .”

“ Industries that are interested in 
moving into Floydada are concerned 
with em ployees finding suitable hous­
ing. If it isn’t here, they w on ’ t consider 
moving in. W e really need middle 
income housing. And more nice apart­
ment com plexes would alleviate the 
situation.”

Motion by Thomas Warren and 
seconded by Sam Spence that upon the 
recommendation o f the Floyd County

Library Board rules and regulations be 
adopted by the commissioners court. 
Vote: All in favor.

Motion was made by Sam Spence and 
seconded by Thomas Warren that the 
court accept the low bid from Reed Ford 
Sales for two 1982 Ford pickups per the 
following specifications: Precinct #1 to
pay $7,341.00 and Precinct #3 to pay 

$7,041.00 Vote: All in favor.

Motion by Bob Jarrett and seconded 

by Sam Spence that the county author­
ize the Sheriff to sign the Antenna Site

Lease with Red River Gas Pipeline 

Corporation. Vote: All in favor.

Motion by Sam Spence and seconded 
by Thomas Warren to increase the line 
item for extra labor for Fh-ecinct #1 from 
$4,000 to $14,000. Vote: All in favor.

Motion made by Bob Jarrett and 
seconded by Thomas Warren that upon 
the recommendation o f County Auditor, 
Bobbie Hamilton the proposal for an 
independent review o f the Tax Office be 
approved. Vote for Bob Jarrett, Thomas 
Warren and Jack Lackey. Abstain: Sam 
Spence.

SOS Check Alert organized
Jeff Scovem , Chairman o f the R oy- 

dada Chamber o f Commerce Retail 
Trade Committee, is organizing an 
SOS check alert system with the 
merchants o f Roydada.

Each merchant will have one other

merchant to call when a bad check is 
written.

When a merchant receives a bad 
check, he calls the Roydada police 
dispatcher who then calls one merchant. 
That merchant then calls his assigned
merchant and so on. The last merchant

.then calls the dispatcher to verify that 
the chain is complete.

Within minutes, the information

about the bad check is known over town.
The contact schedule is being pre­

pared. For more information or to take 
part in the system call Scovern at the 
Shop Rite Food Store in Roydada.

Also, if a checkbook is lost or stolen, 
call the police dispatcher in Roydada 
and the merchants in town will be 
notified.

Vehicle registration increased
Texas motor vehicle registration fees 

will increase July 1 for the first time in 
IS years and on vehicles weighing less 
than 3,500 pounds the increase is 
almost 30 percent.

Vehicles weighing less than 3,500 
pounds the fees will increase to $15.80; 
for vehicles weighing from 3,501 
pounds to 4,500 pounds will go from 
$22.30 to $25.80; fees for vehicles 
weighing 4,501 to 6,000 pounds will

jump from $30.30 to $33.80.
Those vehicles weighing more than 

6,000 pounds will pay fees at a rate o f 60 
cents per 100 pounds, up from 55 cents 
per 100 pounds.

Vehicles affected by the increase are 
passenger cars, city buses and private 
buses. Trucks are not affected by this 
increase.

R oyd County will keep $225,000 o f 
the fees before sharing 50 percent with

the state, according to Jonelle Fawver, 
,Royd County tax assessor-collector. 
Previously R oyd County retained only 
$50,000 before sharing with the state.

The fees will be divided with the four 
precincts in R oyd  County to maintain 
county roads as the county com m ission­
ers see fit.

R oyd county has 1.094 miles o f 
county roads that will receive more 
support from the’increased fees.

1 wrote that article in 1975 when I was editor o f the Southwest Texan in Uvalde. | 

The man. Al Heskett, was my father.
We ran across the clipping the other day and I was struck again by the particular I 

magic that he found in children and animals. In fact the world as a whole held his| 
interest, especially the people in it.

My mother used to complain with a sigh that she had spent half o f  her marriage I 
waiting for him, a fair estimate.

She would be sitting in the car by a filling station gas pump waiting...because my I 
dad was having an interesting conversation with the attendant.

He was a talker, my dad. but even more he was a listener. His curiosity touched| 
on everything around him. Daily living was an adventure.

His pleasures were simple: the challenge and excitement o f working the sales I 
desk on a produce shed; a game o f gin rummy with a worthy opponent: a good book 
beside a comfortable chair.

He was a big man, athletic, he trained until he was well into his 30 ’ s. Probably I 
because o f that he never smoked nor drank. Chocolate cake was more his vice.

One time a highway patrolman spotted my dad’ s car weaving down the road and ] 
pulled him over, sure it was a DWI.

What he found was my dad with two fingers o f each hand guiding the wheel; the 
remaining fingers o f one hand holding a spoon and the others a hot fudge sundae. 
As my dad would dip the spoon in the ice cream the car would veer to the left, then 
as he’ d lean to take a bite the car would veer to the right.

“ Mister,”  the officer said with exasperation, “ why don ’t you park until you 
finish that thing.”

My dad had many stories he told on himself, but that was one o f his favorites.
In trying to analyze my feelings o f him as a father, the thing that stands out was | 

his approval.
If I made a speech, he ignored the words 1 faltered over and praised the point 1 

brought out strongly.
I grew past my lovely, petite mother when I was still in grade sehool. But he 

would never let me slouch to hide my height. “ Square those shoulders.”  he would 
say. “ Walk tall. Proudly. Like a queen.”

When 1 blundered pitifully, and it would have been false to have made less o f the 
incident, he would say. ” Ah. but you recovered quickly. You handled it w ell.”

I wasn’ t alone in his approval. He found little fault in most o f those he came in 
contact with. He was so busy in finding out about them, what they were involved in 
what they were thinking, that he had little time for criticism.

Several heart attacks, and a stroke weakened his strong body so that the last 
years o f his life were spent quietly taking pleasure in his grandchildren, his dogs.

The ,Trti< le ahoiif Coco was written in February. On April 15 o f that same year he 
(lied quietly in his sleep.

I don’ t believe he feared death. I think he looked on it as the ultimate interview.

SILK NEEDS SPECIAL CLEANING
Silk fashions need special cleaning 

techniques to preserve the longlasting, 
hard-wearing qualities. Dry cleaning 
w'(xi’t hurt any silk, but handwashing is 
iKMtcr for some washable silk. A bove 
all. read care labels and follow instruc­
tions.

Handwashing in warm water actu­
ally "refreshes”  washable silk, reju­
venating a gum-like coating put on by 
the silk worm in the fiber stage. Called 
*sericiti."thc ctxiling is a natural sizing 
that dry cleaning d(x;s not destroy or 
tvlresh.

In handwashing, take special-care

solid silks, such as broadcloth, pongee 
and crepe d e  chine, but do not wash 
iridescents. Since silk cannot be made 
c-olorfast. d o  not wash prints or very 
bright colors. Dry clean them instead.

Also, take stained garments to a pro­
fessional dry cleaner. Rem ove water 
spots or surface shines on washables by 
dunking the garm ent in warm water 
and then letting it dry.

To keep white silks white, occasion­
ally put a drop or tw o o f ammonia and 
hydrogen peroxide into warm sudsy 
water, and wash the garment in that.

To rem ove yellow ing from a pale- 
cokir silk, add three tablespoons of 
white vinegar to cool water, and wash 
ihc garment in it.

To prevent unrem ovable perspira­
tion and sticky deodorant stains, use 
dress shields.

Tax incentives for soil,
water conservation

Farmers investing in soil and water 
conservation now get additional tax 
incentives.

A recent announcement by Secretary 
o f Agriculture John Block indicates that 
farmers receiving payments made for 
conservation practices approved under 
the Agricultural Conservation Program 
(ACP) after September 30, 1979, can 
exclude them, under certain conditions, 
from their gross income for federal 
income tax purposes.

"This will affect landowners who 
don’ t qualify for special tax treatment o f 
soil and water conservation expenses 
and farmers for whom these expenses 
are high relative to their gross incom e,”  
points out Dr. Wayne Hayenga, econo­
mist in management with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. Texas 
A&M University System.

Previously, farmers were allowed to 
treat as current deductions certain 
expenditures for soil or water conserva­
tion or the prevention o f  erosion that 
would otherwise be capitalized. As 
capitalized expenditures, they would be 
added to the cost o f other basis o f  the 
land and deducted for tax purposes as 
depreciation or according to the new 
accelerated cost recovery system.

To take soil and water conservation 
expenses as current deductions, the 
taxpayer must cultivate, operate or 
manage a farm for profit, either as an 
owner or tenant, notes Hayenga. For an 
owner receiving farm rental, the rent 
must be based on farm production.

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FARM NEW
Producers invited to Swine Evaluation

West Texas pork producers are 
invited to a Swine Evaluation G in ic July 
19-20 at the Gillespie County Fair­
grounds on Highway 16 south o f 
Fredericksburg. The opening session 
begins at 9 a.m.

Type discussion on market hog visual 
appraisal and carcass merits o f  various 
phenotype market hogs will be high­
lighted by visiting swine experts. Dr. 
Lauran Christian o f Iowa State Univer­
sity, Ames, Iowa; Dan E. H oge. Black 
Hawk East Junior College, Kewanee, 
Illinois: and Jim Rucker, Lexington. 
Oklahoma, will lead the discussions.

Participants will have the opportunity 
to visually appraise some different type 
o f hogs and later view their carcass 
data. During this activity the concepts 
o f production oriented market hogs 
versus carcass oriented market hogs 
will be debated.

Ten producers in the state are fitting 
barrows to exhibit before the visiting 
experts. Live evaluation o f these bar- 
rows takes place on July 19 and carcass

evaluation on July 20.
In addition, 37 barrows consigned by 

29 breeders across Texas are on a 
100-day feeding test which ends July 
17. Texas A&M  University swine spec­
ialists will provide detailed carcass 
evaluation which will be made available 
to each registered clinic participant. Six 
different slides are being made o f  each 
barrow at the start o f  feeding period, at 
35 days. 7C days, 100 days and carcass. 
The barrows will be evaluated live by 
the visiting judges and participant 
producers.

The clinic also includes a panel 
discussion on “ Selecting W eaning Pigs 
for Show Barrows”  and "B uild ing a 
Breeding Herd or Mating System to 
Produce C ham pions.”

Talks emphasizing the importance o f 
nutrition, facilities, genetics, selection, 
health regulations and stock show ethics 
will be  presented.

based on production does not qualify 
unless he participates materially in the 
farm’ s operation or m anagem ent.”  says 
the economist.

Also, the total deduction o f  capital 
expenditures for soil and water conser­
vation in any tax year is limited to 25 
percent o f the gross income for farming 
during that year.

In the past ACP payments received as 
incentive for soil and water conservation 
pra.’tices were included in income but 
were offset by the allowable deductions 
for these expenditures up to the 25 
percent limitation, if the farmer quali­
fied.

“ Now. landowners need to include 
only those payments that are for 
expenses they can deduct in the current 
tax year.”  Hayenga explains.

Farmers receiving ACP payments for 
expenses exceeding 25 percent o f  their 
gross farm income can now exclude 
them from their income.

Also, those individuals who don ’ t 
qualify as farmers and are not allowed 
to report these expenses as current 
deductions can exclude ACP payments 
from their income.

However, before such payments can 
be excluded, certain other conditions 
must be met, says the economist. For 
example, the IRS must find that the 
payments do not substantially increase 
annual income from the property in­
volved. And no deduction, depreciation 
or investment credit may be claimed for 
any expenditure made with excluded 
ACP payments.

“ A landowner who disposes o f pro­
perty that was acquired, improved or 
otherwise modified with money exclu­
ded from income under these rules must 
treat all or part o f any gain from the 
disposition as ordinary incom e.”  adds 
Hayenga.

The decision to exclude all or part o f 
any ACP payments from gross income 
must be made no later than the tax 
filing deadline including extensions.

Since these tax regulations are rather 
complex. Hayenga advises farmers and 
landowners to seek advice from a tax 
consultant.

Further information is available from 
the Internal Revenue Service and the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Service.

LAWN WATERING
Watering is one o f  the most basic 

practices in the maintenance o f  a home 
lawn. During our dry summers it may 
becom e absolutely necessary to water a 
lawn in order to assure its survival. 
With the increasing cost o f water, and 
in some areas the reduced availability o f 
water, it becom es even more important 
to water the lawn correctly and when 
establishing a new lawn give considera­
tion to those turfgrasses which require 
less water (Table 1.)

Table 1. Rgjative Need o f Turfgrasses 
for Water.

1. Tall Fescue (requires the most)
2. St. Augustine
3. “ T ir ’ Bermuda
4. Zoysia
5. Common Bermuda
6. Buffalograss (requires the least)
There are a number o f factors that

should be considered when developing 
a watering program for lawns.
NEW LAWNS

Newly seeded or sprigged lawns 
should be watered lightly at frequent 
intervals while established lawns should 
be watered heavily at infrequent inter­
vals. During the period o f  seed germ in­
ation or the growth o f  sprigs, it is 
important to keep the soil moist - not 
wet. After the new plants are visible the 
frequence o f watering should be re­
duced gradually, and after about one 
month the lawn should be watered like 
an established lawn.
SOIL TYPE

Water penetrates a sandy soil much 
faster than a clay soil, so lawns grown 
on sandy soils will require more 
frequent watering than those grown on 
soils that are high in clay. Because 
watei m oves fairly slowly into a clay 
soil, the rate at which water is applied tb 
this type o f lawn should be as slow as 
possible.
SLOPE

Lawns with a high degree o f  slope 
present a particular problem . It is very 
easy for water to run down the slope 
without penetrating the soil. Water 
must be applied at very slow rates from 
sprinklers near the top o f the slope. 
Sprinklers near the bottom o f  the slope 
may prove ineffective.
FERTILIZER

The faster the lawn grows, the more 
water it requires. The new slow release 
fertilizers that contain materials like 
sul-fur-coated urea or ureaformalde- 
hyde as nitrogen sources do not tend to 
produce high growth rates. Heavy 
applications o f  fertilizers high in soluble 
nitrogen should be avoided. 
MANAGEMENT FACTORS

The use o f  an aerifier or coring device 
will aide in increasing movement o f  air 
and water into the soil. A surfactant or 
wetting agent may also aid the m ove­
ment o f  water into high clay soils 
WHEN TO WATER

Ideally a lawn should be watered just 
as it begins to wilt. Most grasses take 
on a dull, dark appearance, and the leaf 
blades begin to fold or roll. A lawn 
under stress also shows evidence o f 
tracks after someone walks across it. A 
common bermiidagrass lawn should be 
able to go  at least 5-7 days between 
waterings.

Early morning is considered the 
best time to water. The wind is usually 
calm and the temperature is low so less 
water is lost to evaporation. The worst
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time to water is late evening because 
the lawn tends to stay wet all night 
making the lawn more susceptible to 
disease.
HOW  MUCH W ATER

W hen a lawn needs water, enough 
should be applied so that the soil is 
wetted to a depth o f 4-6 inches. One to 
1 ‘/ j  inches o f  water should wet the soil 
to a depth o f  4-6 inches. If the water 
applications are too light and too 
frequent, the turf tends to becom e weak 
and shallow rooted which makes it more 
susceptible to heat and drought stress. 
HOW  TO WATER

1. Find out how much water your 
sprinkler puts out in 1 hour. In order to 
find out how much water your sprinkler 
puts out and check its distribution 
pattern at the same time:

1) Set out 3 to 5 empty cans in a 
straight line going from the sprinkler. 
Set the last can near the end o f  the 
sprinkler’ s coverage.

2) Run the sprinkler for a period o f 
time such as an hour.

3) M easure the amount o f  water in 
each can.

4) If each can has a different amount 
o f water in it, the sprinkler is not 
providing an even coverage.

2. Run sprinkler long enough to apply 
at least one inch o f water or until runoff 
occurs. If runoff occurs first;

1) Stop sprinkler (Note running time.)
2) Allow water to soak into soil for 

half an hour.
3) Start sprinkler (Note running 

tim e.)
4) If runoff again occurs, repeat No. 2 

and hfo. 3 until at least one inch o f  water 
has been applied and allowed to soak 
into the soil.

3. Do not irrigate again until the lawn 
has com pletely dried out and shows 
symptoms o f drought stress. (This 
usually means 4 or 5 days.)
USE DRIP IRRIGATION

One o f the best ways to water a 
garden is by using a drip irrigation 
system. Drip irrigation is the controlled 
application o f water at a very low flow 
over a prolonged period. It differs from 
conventional watering systems in that 
the soil is not supersaturated with 
water. W hen the rate o f  drip irrigation 
is adjusted correctly, there are no 
puddles o f water and no runoff. If 
puddling occurs, decrease the irrigation 
rate.

Many types o f drip systems are 
available. Some system s use small 
water-releasing mechanisms called 
emitters which drip a certain volume o f 
water when a certain water pressure is 
supplied. Many o f  these systems are 
prepackaged and allow little versatility 
or adaptation to the various sized and 
shapes o f gardens.

Several systems currently available in 
garden centers can be adapted easily to 
almost any garden size and situation. 
The most com m on system has small 
holes in plastic tubes which allow the 
water to com e out in small amounts. 
The tube is placed along the row in 
which the plants are grown so that the 
root zone is moistened by the dripping 
water. Holes are pre-punched in the 
tubing at 12-inch intervals so that 
adequate water is available for all 
vegetables crops.

Once the drip irrigation system is in 
place and operating, the question

"COUNTY EXTENSION AGENT
Floyd County producers have spent 

most of this week trying to decide what 
to do with this year’ s cotton crop which 
has been beaten by hail, whipped by 
wind, burned by sand, drowned by 
heavy rains and attached by Thrips, 
rotary hoes and sandfighters for the 
past several weeks. Under such adverse 
weather conditions, development o f the 
cotton plant has beer, poor and the 
outlook for any immediate relief to the 
increasing pressure from seedling di­
sease and Thrips is not encouraging. 
Farmers in Floyd County must decide 
for themselves whether to leave the 
poor cotton stand they have or plant an 
alternate crop in the place and this is 
not an easy decision considering current 
production costs and market prices. 
Producers can do something about their 
Thrips problem by utilizing the informa­
tion below taken from Dr. James 
Lesser’ s ’ ’ Focus on Entomology”  
Newsletter (Anyone wishing to be 
placed on Dr. Leser’ s Newsletter Mail­
ing List can contact Jett Major at the 
R oyd County Extension Office):

The cotton crop on the South Plains is 
o ff to a poor start this year. Our crop is 
about 10 days to 2 weeks late this year. 
Some o f this lateness is due to planting 
delays and concern about our unsettled 
weather, but most o f the delay is due to 
unfavorable growing conditions. Some 
areas have had to contend with serious 
problems with seedling disease, and 
others are showing considerable as- 
cochyta blight, particularly in areas with 
hail damage and blowing sand. Hope­
fully, some o f the recent warmer 
weather we have experienced will 
return to stay and cotton will start to 
“ shank up”  and begin to make up for 
these delays.

Thrips have been a problem this year 
and many farmers have either used 
seed treatments, in-furrow treatments 
at plaifting, or contact insecticides over 
the top in an effort to get his crop o ff to 
a faster start. Heaviest numbers have 
been occuring the last several days 
since wheat has been drying down. 
With all the wheat acreage we have, it’ s 
understandable why we have so many 
thrips.

Thrips are slinder, straw-colored 
insects about 1/15 inch long, with 
suc*^ing and rasping mouthparts. Adults 
are winged and can drift long distances 
in our frequent winds. Thrips attach 
leaves and leafbuds and may cause a 
speckled or flecked silvering o f the low 
leaf surfaces. Heavier damage appears 
as gnarled, misshapened leaves, or 
blackened leaves or leaf margins (black­
ened leaf margins and silvering without 
specks is usually wind or sand burn).

Under adverse growing conditions, 
heavy infestations may reduce stand, 
stunt plant and delay fruiting and 
maturity. 1 have even seen thrips blast 
young squares. Thrips damage is 
almost always complicated by or com ­
pounded by plant damage from driving 
rains, wind, blowing sand, and disea­
ses. Plants are most susceptible to 
thrips damage during cool, wet periods

when small cotton is ’ ’just sitting 
there”  and not growing.

Although thrips are generally con­
sidered minor pests because o f the 
difficulty o f showing significant yield 
increases from thrips control, 1 believe 
1982 is a good year to control thrips. I 
know the economic picture is bleak, but 
with the heavy thrips pressure we have 
been experiencing and unfavorable 
cotton growing conditions, thrips con­
trol may be one o f the better manage­
ment strategies this year.

It is important to get seme leaf 
surface area out there so the plants can 
grow. If thrips are preventing this, then 
it’ s time to treat. For those o f you who 
did not use an in-furrow systemic 
insecticide at planting (TemikR, etc.) or 
who used treated seed and planted over 
three weeks ago, get out there and 
check for thrips. Remember to look for 
damage on new growth, not last week’ s 
damage on old leaves. Where plants 
have less than 2-4 true leaves, damage 
is showing up, and thrips number 2-5 
per plant, control could be justified, 
particularly if cotton continues to “ sit 
there”

Remember too that in-furrow insecti­
cides are only going to last 6-8 weeks 
from planting and seed treatments 

■(includes planter box treatments with 
Orthene R) only last about three weeks. 
If damage begins to appear and young, 
wingless thrips are present (indicating 
feeding and reproduction), then your 
treatments have broken down and are 
no longer effective.

The most commonly used contact 
insecticides in our area are Bidrin R. 
Cygon R, toxaphene, and Orthene R. 
These materials don ’ t cost much either - 
around 30 to 85 cents per acre for 
material. I don’ t know if you can afford 
to treat by air. but you sure can with a 
ground rig. Better yet, rig up your 
sand-fighting rig to spray for the thrips 
and accomplish two operations with one 
field trip. If you band the application
