The Lam plighter

We’ve been away from the typewriter 
too long.

Business trips to the West Coast, the 
East Coast, and a side trip to the 
mountains of New Mexico to commune 
with the few survivors of Bataan and 
Corregidore have taken their toll. It’s 
hard to get back on track, especially 
when so many changes have occured in 
the meantime.

Speaking of changes. When we last 
left Floyd County, the fields were dry. 
Now the county is wet. (We use that 
term advisedly.) Then we could gaze 
into the distance and see what appeared 
to be shimmering lakes. Only problem 
was that upon getting closer the lakes 
kept getting farther away, or disappear­
ing altogether. Now they are real. The 
fields are saturated, and root zone 
moisture is likely to be there for some 
time.

We evidently came out of the rains 
better than some. From all I read and 
hear, the counties west of us suffered 
more actual damage than we, and for 
those who will not have to replant, the 
rains were a blessing indeed.

Weather wasn’t the only thing that 
changed in our absence. Kent Hance is 
now a bona fide Republican, having said 
so to the world and anybody else who 
will listen. He may, or may not, run for 
the seat now occupied by Mark White, 
the Houston lawyer who got to be our 
governor by promising the people of 
Texas he would lower our utility bills 
and hold the line on taxes.

Speaking personally, we are happy 
with Kent’s choice. He had no place to 
go in a party that chose Doggett over 
Hance in the Democratic primary for 
U.S. Senate. Oh, it’s true that White 
and Doggett would rather Hance re­
mained in the Democratic family. In 
doing so he could keep a great many 
conservatives there, allowing the state 
democratic leadership to continue play­
ing footsie with the liberals, impliment- 
ing the liberals’ agenda. No wonder 
they reacted with such vocal anger 
when Hance made his switch.

Hance will no doubt get a lot of flak 
for his party change.

Tommy has 
worked hard in his party, and has been 
rewarded by his peers accordingly.

Then there is Bill Gements who is 
just aching to get another shot at the 
man he feels lied his way into the 
governor’s chair.

But I get carried away. This was to be 
a column on change. And there has 
been no bigger change anywhere than 
the change that has taken place in Mark 
White himself. Remember when he was 
so proud of his 4 billion tax bill, the 
largest in the state’s history? He was 
popping campaign bottles and getting 
his picture taken with Bill Hobby and 
Gib Lewis, grinning from ear to ear.

Now, suddenly, he is opposed to new 
taxes. In fact, this year he is so opposed 
to new taxes he won’t even agree to call 
a tax a tax. So now, when you go down 
to get your car inspected, or when you 
renew your driver’s license, the in­
creased money you fork over will be a 
“ fee” : it won’t be a tax. For those of us 
who pay, it all comes out of the same 
pocket. When the cost of government 
goes up, we pay. Whether in increased 
taxes or increased “ fees” , it makes 
little difference.

By the way, there has been one more 
change. The trip to the West Coast 
alluded to earlier in this column, was 
supposed to have been for the purposes 
of a peaceful and tranquil meeting of 
the Board of Directors for the Corpora­
tion for Public Broadcasting. It turned 
out to be anything but peaceful and 
tranquil. The President of the Corpora­
tion, which is funded with tax dollars,

County hires two deputies
The appointment of Leonard Clark 

Gilroy and Riley Douglas Brewer as 
deputies for Floyd County was approved 
on Monday, June 10, during the regular 
monthly session of the Royd County 
Commissioners’ Court. In other person­
nel matters, the court accepted the 
resignation of Benny Butler from his 
position as assistant county extension 
agent. Butler’s resignation became 
effective on May 31.

Sheriff Fred Cardinal presented a 
request to update the eight year old 
teletype system which links his depart­
ment with the Department of Motor 
Vehicles in Austin. Cardinal said. “ The 
system no longer meets the standards 
set by DPS, and it has become 
increasingly difficult to obtain service 
on the system when it goes down.” He 
reminded the commissioners that a 
S165.00 service contract fee is paid each 
month for upkeep and repairs on the 
equipment.

The court expressed a reluctance to 
make expenditures for a new system at 
this time on the current budget and took 
the matter under advisement for consid­
eration when the 1986 budget is 
developed. The current service problem 
will also be investigated to determine if 
the contract is being serviced properly.

Commissioners from the four county 
precincts approved routine payment of 
monthly bills as well as a S39,345.00 
payment to Wardroup and Associates 
on the elevator installation. A bill for 
over S120.00 for books for the law 
library was held over until next month 
as the account from which it is paid has 
a balance of $118.61. District Attorney 
Randy Hollums suggested that the 
probate fees which fund the account be 
raised from the current $6.00 charge to 
a charge of $15.00 as is the going rate in 
other area counties. No decision was 
made on the matter.

Hollums also reported that the 
county share the cost of a malpractice 
policy he wishes to purchase with the 
other counties he serves as district

attorney. County Auditor Bobbie Hamil­
ton reminded the court that the blanket 
policy carried on all county officials 
should adequately cover the D.A.’s 
office. Hollums then requested a com­
parison review of the county policy and 
the policy he feels is necessary before a 
final decision is made; the request was 
granted.

A second request from the D.A.’s 
office was tabled until more information 
can be obtained. Hollums had request­
ed a raise for his secretary which was to 
have been mandated by legislation in 
Austin. The matter will not be of public 
record until the governor has signed the 
legislation from the recently ended 
session. It will be pursued later.

County treasurer Glenna Orman re­
ported that the county had receipts of 
$860,776.26 added to the beginning 
balance of $270,370.13. Total disburse­
ments were $948,655.60, leaving an 
ending balance of $182,490 for the 
operating period since the court date in 
May. Certificates of deposit on another 
$915,000 have drawn in terest of 
$44,488.00 to date.

County auditor Bobbie Hamilton 
reported similar totals with one ex­
ception. She stated that she had not 
received the notifications she needed in 
order to record the transfer of over 
$12,000 in library construction funds 
from county custody to the Friends of 
the Library as previously authorized by 
the court. “ I must have a resolution 
from the library board accepting re­
sponsibility for the money, and 1 must 
have some concrete notification of their 
tax exempt status before the money can 
be transferred. 1 don’t believe the 
transfer can be made legally without my 
authorization.”

Orman replied, “ The money has 
already been transferred, except for 
$580. The court said give them the 
money, so we made the transfer,”

The commissioners took the matter 
under advisement and plan to contact 
the Friends of the Library and library

board to obtain the necessary documen­
tation for the transfer.

Seth Halbert of Central Rains Mental 
Health and Mental Retardation came 
before the court to request funding for 
the next financial period. He told the 
court that 255 persons from Royd 
County had received treatment through 
the programs offered by the service. 
’’The value of the services to Royd 
County residents totals more than 
$94,000.00,” stated Halbert. “ This is a 
great return on the $3,616.00 which the 
county gives to us. We are requesting 
funding at the same rate for the coming 
budgetary period.” No immediate de­
cision was made.

The court certified the tax roll for 
Royd County as presented by Chief 
Appraiser Shiela Faulkenberry from the 
Central Appraisal District. The new 
county tax v a l u a t i o n  base is 
$269,232,917.00.

Judge Choise Smith reported that the 
documents for the easements on the 
Baker Road project are finally in order, 
and a meeting will be scheduled in 
the near future to finalize plans for 
obtaining the legal right to construct the 
highway on the planned route.

Farm work contracts were considered 
and approved for: Leighton Teeple, 9 
miles north and 8 miles east of Roydada 
to clean old improvements; Edna Gilly, 
9 miles north. 8 miles east, 11 miles 
north, and 1V* miles east of Roydada to 
clean out a stock tank; Lanny Glasscock.
5 miles south of Roydada for a cattle 
watering pit; R.C. Mitchell, 4 miles 
southwest of Lockney to clean old 
improvements; and Producers Co-op 
Revator by Bob Vickers 7 miles east of 
Roydada to level an old railroad bed. A 
request by Lon Davis requesting the 
hauling of gravel from the old QA&P 
railway to a bam on the Cates property
6 miles southeast of Roydada to fill in 
low areas around the bam was denied. 
The commissioners ruled that this could 
not be done as conservation work.

Tax Appraisal District meeting handles routine items
Board members of the Royd County 

Central Appraisal District turned their 
attention to routine matters and reports 
during the regular June 5 session. After 
paying the monthly bills and hearing 
the minutes of the last meeting, Tom 
Duvall, Eddie Teeter, Adrain Helms, 
Jack Lackey, and Fred Zimmerman 
received reports on two areas of interest 
to the board at this time.

Chief Appraiser Shiela Faulkenberry 
told the board about the outcome of the 
June 4 Sheriffs Sale to attempt the 
recovery of delinquent taxes which have 
not been paid. The sale, which was 
scheduled to begin at 11:00 a.m., was 
delayed until the arrival of the Amarillo 
attorney, Brent Sherrod, who handles 
the tax suits. Sherrod was delayed by 
the heavy rain which was falling all 
along his route from Amarillo to 
Roydada Tuesday morning.

Sherrod was joined by Sheriff Fred 
Cardinal dn the courthouse steps just 
inside the outer doors for the sale at 
about 11:20 a.m. The proper documents 
were read by the Sheriff and attested to

by Sherrod and Faulkenberry, No 
bidders were present and no bids were 
made for the three pieces of real estate 
on the sale block. According to Faul­
kenberry, "The properties revert to the 
taxing entities to whom the delinquent 
taxes are owed. Title of the property will 
be shared by the various claimants.” 

Faulkenberry’s second report con­
cerned the Board of Review which met 
on June 4 to consider requests for 
reevaluation of properties which were

reassessed at the time taxable values 
were set earlier this year. 1000 Royd 
County residents received notice that 
the value of their property was being 
adjusted at that time. Seven taxpayers 
requested a hearing before the board of 
review to protest the adjustments. 
Three of the seven were in attendance 
to present their requests. Two were 
ultimately adjusted downward and the 
other left as is. Both requests concerned 
real estate.

Floydada sells four used vehicles
The City of Roydada sold four used 

vehicles June 11 during the regular city 
council session. Bids submitted were 
opened by Mayor Parnell Powell,

A 1979 Pontiac Bonneville 4 door 
sedan was bid on by four people. Susie 
Sanchez bid $300, Chris Enriquez bid 
$351, Jimmy C. Colson bid $550, and 
Ellen Lipham bid $650. The car was sold 
to Lipham.

3/4 tor. pickup. Mike Arwine bid $130, 
Tony Felan bid $200, George Egen- 
bacher bid $677, Colson bid $450 and 
Lipham bid $500. The vehicle went to 
Egenbacher. Six bids were submitted 
for the 1974 GMC 1/2 ton pickup. 
Arwine bid $255, Sammy Kemp bid $88, 
Felan bid $350, Egenbacher bid $437, 
Colson bid $300, and Lipham bid $350. 
This vehicle was sold to Egenbacher.

The 1971 Chevrolet Vi ton pickup was 
also sold to Egenbacher fot a bid of 
$357. Other bids included Arwine at 
$155, Felan at $250, Enriquez at $131, 
Colson at $300, and Lipham at $200.

Council members authorized the ma­
yor to sign a fire contract with Royd 
County. This will protect city fire 
fighters in the event one is injured on a 
fire run out in the county.

Bids will be advertised in the matter 
of painting the City Hall and repairing 
the intersection at Mississippit Street 
and Wall Street. The repair of the roof 
of City Hall will be done without bids. 
Rerce Roofing of Rainview will repair 
the roof in the northwest comer of the 
Police Department offices for $929.29. 
A severe leak developed in that area 
during the recent heavy rains.

The only other matter to come before 
the council was the problem with 
mosquitoes. It was decided that the 
spraying and mowing campaign in the 
city be stepped up until the problem can 
be controlled.

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DANGERS O F DRUNK DRIVING
Question. Have you ever heard 

someone de^rlare, “I can really hold 
my liquor’7  Of course you have But 
do people who make this kind of 
statem ent fully understand the 
possible dire consequences of such 
an attitude? Are they aware of the 
path alcohol travels through the 
human body...that it enters the 
bloodstream directly through the 
stomach wall, is eliminated from 
the body by the liver a t a rate of 
approximately one ounce per hour? 
Therefore, alcohol can quickly ac­
cumulate in the system, affecting 
vision and eye coordination, body 
control, alertness and mood. It’s 
unwise to mix drinking and driving 
at all, and potentially lethal when 
alcohol has affected the senses.

It is precisely our society’s wide­
spread lack of understanding on 
the broad subject of alcohol and its 
dangers that has allowed accep­
tance to shape public attitudes on 
the act of indulging in liquor and 
then shortly thereafter getting be­
hind the wheel of a motor vehicle 
and driving.

Alcohol is a drug, albeit a legal 
one, and getting drunk is essen­
tially overdosing on the drug al­
cohol.

It can transform even the 
most law-abiding citizen into a po­
tential killer; the engine’s ignition 
key might just as well be the trigger 
of a loaded gun. In fact, drunk-driv­
ing kills more than 20,000 persons 
on our highways and injures hun­
dreds of thousands of others annu­
ally.

An example of teens 
working with teens, SADD main­
tains programs across the country 
to combat drunk driving and in­
volve parents, students and the 
community.

You can become involved by join­
ing a group such as these, or by 
initiating your own personal effort 
to stop drunk driving.

If you choose to initiate your own 
effort, first learn all you can about 
the relationship between drinking 
and driving. Some good sources of 
information include; the Insurance 
Institute for Highway Safety in 
Washington, D.C., the National

Clearinghouse for Alcohol Informa­
tion in Rockville, Md., and the Na­
tional Council on Alcoholism in 
New York City.

When you understand the nature 
of the problem, you can begin 
changing attitudes by sharing your 
knowledge with others, through a 
conversation with the person next 
door or simply through leading by 
example. For instance, if you’re giv­
ing a party, be a good host or host­
ess, not by seeing that everyone has 
a drink or a refill, but by making 
sure that no one has had too much 
to drink!

If you’re ambitious enough, when 
you think you’re ready, you can dis­
seminate your messages to people 
in bunches...at community meet­
ings, library symposiums, etc. 
There are thousands of ready ears, 
wanting to learn about how to stop 
drunk driving.

Low-income households
may be eligible
for energy assistance

A ustin—Some low-income Texas 
households may be eligible for help in 
paying their cooling bills this summer 
through the Home Energy Assistance 
Program, according to Texas Depart­
ment of Human Resources Commis­
sioner Marlin Johnston.

Commissioner Johnnton said the 
one-time payment is available to 
many low-income households which 
this month received food stamps. A d 
to Families with TV'pendent Children, 
Supplemental .Security Income, or 
n.eds-iesied Veterans Administration 
benefits.

Potentially eligible veterans are 
those who receive payn.ents under 
Section 415, 521, 541, or 542 of Title 
38 of the U S. Code or under Section 
30b of the Veteiaiis and Survivors 
Pension Improvement Act of 1978.

Eligibility is limited by gross in­
come. For instance, aid is available 
for a one-person household having 
levs than a $371,49 gross income per 
month. The gross income limit is 
$608 49 for a two-pcrsoii household, 
$835.49 for a three-person house­
hold, $10.30.49 for four persons. 
$1,216 49 for five, and $1,422.49 for 
six.

Eligible households must be sub­
ject to electricity cost increases— 
because r'f higher bills or rent due to 
rising clecinciiy costs.

Households in privately owned or 
rented housing are eligible if the cost 
of electricity is included in the rent 
payment or if the household pays a 
portion of its electricity costs.

Energy assistan;:e checks are sent 
directly to the people who are eligible 
for assistance. However, the checks 
arc made payable to the electricity 
company for the benefit of the eligi­
ble person.

Households receiving one of these 
energy assistance checks should mail 
it or take it in person to the electricity 
company business office with the reg­
ular utility bill. The check can be 
cashed only by the electricity com­
pany. If the HEAP check is more 
than the electricity bill, the additional 
amount will be credited to the per­
son’s account for the next month’s 
bill. If the electricity bill is higher 
than the check, the person is respon­
sible for paying the difference.

Johnston sakJ application forms 
are mailed automatically to house­
holds receiving food stamps, AFDC, 
and SSI. Households receiving needs- 
testc-d veterans benefits must request 
an application from DHR in June.

Those who have not received an 
application and think their household 
may be eligible should contact a local 
DHR office.

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Area students and teachers 
attend science symposium

The latest developments in energy 
were studied June 4-7 by outstanding 
area high school science students and 
teachers at the Texas Energy Science 
Symposium in Austin.

Attending with top students and 
teachers from throughout the state was: 
Brad Rainer, 17, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Don Rainer.

He was among 39 participants from 
the Panhandle and South Plains spon­
sored by Southwesthem Public Service 
Company (SPS).

Participants heard experts in electric 
power, fusion research, chemistry, sup­
er computers and the environment.

This was the 25th annual symposium

held at the University of Texas. It is 
sponsored by the Texas Atomic Energy 
Research Foundation.

SPS is one of 10 electric utilities that 
compose the research foundation. SPS 
doesn’t own or operate nuclear power 
plants, but through the foundation 
supports fusion research at the Uni­
versity of Texas.

Today’s nuclear power plants gene­
rate electricity using fission, the splitt­
ing of atoms. Fusion is the joining of 
atoms. It is a potential form of nuclear 
energy that gets its fuel from water. If 
developed, fusion power could provide 
the world with safe, clean, almost 
limitless energy.

Fieldhouse addition 
voted down by board

The board of Floydada Independent 
School District voted expenditures total­
ing $118,917 for capital improvements 
to local schools at their June 10 regular 
meeting. Although there were two bids 
on the fieldhouse addition requested by 
Coach Joe Paty, the bid went unaward­
ed. Strong opposition by Hulon Carthel 
apparently swayed the outcome of the 
vote. When board president Don Hardy 
called for a vote on the issue, only 
Freddie Morren and Harvey Allen voted 
for the addition. Weldon Pruitt did not 
vote while Fred Zimmerman, Bill 
Orman, and Carthel voted against the 
proposed building. Quality Construction 
of Idalou bid $16,490, and Walter Davis 
of Floydada bid $16,133.50.

Vibra Whirl of Panhandle submitted 
the only bid of $11,000.00 on the 
renovation of the tennis courts. South­
ern Bleachers from Graham submitted 
the only bid for the aluminum bleachers 
on the home stands at the stadium. 
Their $27,000.00 bid calls for delivery of 
the necessary materials to Roydada. 
The district will be responsible for 
installation of the bleachers.

Walter Davis of Roydada was award­
ed the bid for a physical education 
facility at Duncan Elementary. His 
$34,100.00 bid was well under the 
$41,487.00 bid by Quality Construction 
of Idalou.

Three bids were received on the clock 
and bell system for R.C. Andrews. 
KMH Company Incorporated of Amaril­
lo bid $6,700.00, Balco Sound of 
Lubbock bid $8,496 00, and Audio 
Video Corporation of Amarillo bid 
$7,743.00. KMH Company Incorporated 
was awarded the bid.

Andrews Elementary will receive 
other improvements in the form of 
classroom chairs, cafeteria chairs, and 
music chairs as well as teachers’ desks 
and chairs totaling $6,100.00. This is 
part of a three year plan to replace all 
such equipment at Andrews.

Junior high will receive chalkboards, 
student desks, cafeteria tables and 
chairs, and a natural gas line to the 
science lab. These items will cost 
$8,580.00. A $2,500.00 renovation of the 
basketball dressing rooms along with 
covering the windows on the north and 
south sides of the gym is also being 
carried out.

The local high school will be receiving 
$6,409.00 in science equipm ent. 
$5,200.00 will be funded by a block 
grant with the school paying the

remainder. A Return to Reading soft­
ware program costing $600.00 has also 
been purchased for use at the high 
school. New overhead doors for the ag 
shop are being installed at a cost of 
$695.00.

The installation of new curb and 
gutter at the high school cost $2,173.00 
and was done by High Rains Pavers of 
Rainview. Plans also include the instal­
lation of new s i d e w a l k s  costing 
$2,316.00 and done by Harold Wayne 
Bennett of Roydada.

Superintendent Jerry Cannon report­
ed that the ad valorem tax collections 
are 93% complete with $852,857.88 
already collected. He also reported that 
leaks in the flat roofs at high school and 
Andrews had been repaired.

A request that Dougherty Indepen­
dent School District enroll the fifth and 
sixth graders from their system to 
Andrews in FISD was granted. DISD 
will pay tuition of $84.00 per student per 
month for the service.

Board members agreed to co-op with 
the Education Service Center to provide 
training in math and science for 
Roydada teachers. The arrangement is 
designed to provide better instruction at 
less cost. Also approved was a summer 
school session for bilingual students to 
be held the eight weeks preceding the 
opening of school in September.

One resignation and four applications 
for employment were acted upon before 
the meeting adjourned. The board 
accepted Stacy Hancock’s resignation 
from her position as special education 
aide at Duncan. She will not be 
replaced.

Ella Enriquez was hired for early 
childhood development at Della Rains 
and Sharon Johns will be the special 
education diagnostician at the same 
school. Jeannie Ford was approved as 
migrant aide at Duncan and James 
Conger was hired to be a line coach at 
the high school.

to see the outcome of our decision. It 
was very enlightening.”

The intensive program of seminars 
began at 8 a.m. and ended at 8 p.m.

The jingles themselves, were 
the result of the experiences of alcoho­
lics and drug addicts in residential 
treatment at the W.W. Allen Recovery 
Center in Rainview.

The project was paid for, in part, by 
the Texas Commission on Alcoholism, 
in an effort to increase awareness of life 
problems with alcohol and possible 
resources for their solution.

County judges in Hale, Royd, Swish­
er, Castro, Bailey, Parmer, Briscoe, 
Motley, and Lamb have received the 
signs. Besides the jingles, the signs 
give the name and telephone number 
for regional assistance.

The nine jingles sent to the counties 
may startle some young motorists but 
revive nostalgia for simpler times in 
others.

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Freezing procedures given
Many people have discovered that 

freezing is a quick and simple way to 
save the surplus from their home 
gardens and help stretch the family food 
budget.

“ When you have a freezer, there is 
no out-of-season period for fruits and 
vegetables,” says Texas A&M Univer­
sity Agricultural Extension Service nu- 

v^tritionist Marilyn Haggard.
Home frozen foods can have a color, 

flavor, texture and nutritive values 
much like the fresh product, if you 
follow recommended practices for freez­
ing foods, she points out.

Whether you’re freezing produce for 
the first time or simply need to brush-up 
on old techniques and learn what’s new. 
Haggard offers the following pointers:

* Get your freezer ready. To maintain 
high quality frozen foods for any time, 
the temperature of the freezer must be 0 
degrees F or below.

• Select high quality products to

freeze. Freezing can only maintain the 
quality of the product. It will not 
improve it.

* Use proper packaging materials 
designed especially for freezer use. 
Materials should be airtight, moisture 
and vapor-resistant, clean and durable, 
and not add flavor or odor to the food.

Suitable containers include standard 
freezing or canning jars, polyethylene 
freezing bags, rigid plastic containers 
designed especially for freezing, and 
heavily-waxed cardboard freezing con­
tainers. Heavy duty aluminum foil, 
freezer paper, or plastic freezer films 
with overwraps are sometimes used for 
com-on-the-cob.

“ For best results freezing garden 
produce, follow recommended prac­
tices,” advises Haggard. If you have 
questions about those practices, you can 
get detailed information on freezing 
fruits and vegetables from your county 
Extension office, she adds.

Social Security News
By Terry J. Gements

The retirement test—the limit on the 
amount of earnings people can have 
without affecting their social security 
benefits—is different for self-employed 
persons. People who continue to do 
some work after retirement or receive 
income as farmers, insurance agents, 
and sales persons, and other types of 
self-employment should note the dif­
ferences so as to avoid any disruption of 
their monthly benefits due to overpay­
ments.

Like regular wage earners, the self- 
employed person is subject to the 
annual earnings limit, which was 56,960 
in 1984 and is $7,320 in 1985 for people 
65 and over. For people under 65 the 
1984 limit was $5,160 and is $5,400 in 
1985. There is no limit on earnings for 
those age 70 and over. Earnings over 
the annual limit cause the monthly 
benefits to be reduced $1 for each $2 of 
earnings over the limit.

The first year of retirment is where 
self-employment income is treated dif­
ferently. A monthly test is usually 
applied during the first year a person 
starts receiving benefits. This permits a 
person to retire any time during the 
year ana have his or her earnings count 
against the retirement test only for the 
months after retirement. For regular 
wage earners, the monthly test is 
one-twelfth of the annual test. This 
means that a person may earn any 
amount during the year as long as he or 
she does not earn over the monthly limit 
beginning with the month in which he or 
she starts receiving benefits.

However, because the income of the 
self-employed tends to be irregular—it

may be received months or years after it 
is earned—a test of “ substantial servi­
ces” in the business or trade is used. 
During the first year of retirement, a 
person who receives earnings from 
self-employment can get a full benefit 
for any month he or she doesn’t perform 
substantial services in self-employ­
ment.

Whether or not services are substan­
tial depends on a number of factors. 
They include the amount of time 
devoted to the business or profession, 
including time spent planning and 
managing, the kind of work done, and 
how the work compares with what the 
person previously did.

In general, more than 45 hours of 
work devoted to a business during a 
month constitutes substantial services. 
Less than 15 hours a month is never 
considered substantial.

Another provision unique to the 
self-employed holds that certain self- 
employment income received after the 
first year of retirement from work 
performed before retirement is not 
subject to the annual limit. This rule 
was designed to help insurance agents 
who receive renewal commissions after 
they retire, retired farmers whose 
leftover crops are sold in a year after 
they stop farming, sales people who 
receive deferred commissions, and per­
sons who continue to receive income 
from their investment in a business or 
partnership.
