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CT Scanner System available to Floydada

A diagnostic corporation specializing
in service to smaller hospitals recently
brought another of the modern miracles
of medicine to Floydada. Curacare
initiated the use of the Interad Whole
Body CT Scanner System at Caprock
Hospital on August 21, 1985. The
Plainview based mobile unit made the
journey to Floydada to perform tests on
patients at the hospital.

The process of obtaining the use of
this service was rather lengthy and
required applying for a certificate of
need from the state of Texas. Caprock
Hospital joined approximately six other
small hospitals in applying for the
certificate. The process was completed
and approval received in late May of
1984,

CT Scan examinations are quite costly
due to the acquisition costs involved in
obtaining the necessary equipment. A
scanning unit costs approximately $1
million, not an easy expense for a small
hospital to bear. The mobile system
allows examinations to be made at
smaller institutions while holding the

cost down to no more than is charged in
city hospitals.

““This new diagnostic service comple-
ments the other diagnostic services
which were added to our hospital in the
fall of 1984,"" said hospital administra-
tor Guy Hazlett. ‘‘These services in-
clude ultra sound, cardiac doppler, and
some more sophisticated laboratory
tests.”’

In Floydada, exams are performed by
Bob McNeil, department manager for
Curacare in this area. The results are
recorded on x-ray films which remain
with the patient’s records at the
hospital. The x-rays are interpreted, or
‘“read’’, by Dr. John F. Garvish, a
qualified radiologist.

CT Scans provide a visual image of
internal organs which cannot be viewed
in any other manner. The exam allows
reconstruction of images of any part of
the body and is especially effective in
identifying or documenting internal
trauma. The results are available im-
mediately since images are reconstruct-
ed simultaneously with the scanning
procedure.

All controls and functions of the unit,
as well as the necessary computer
electronics are housed within a single
operational console inside the mobile
unit.

The scanning device is a doughnut
shaped mechanism through which the
patient travels on an automaticzally
advancing exam table. The device emits
energy waves from a circular camera.
The waves pass through the patient and
the images are formed by measuring
the energy remaining after this occurs.
The image is constructed through the
use of computer graphics and can be
recorded on x-ray film, video tape, or
computer print-out sheets.

The patient experiences no discom-
fort and has no side effects from the
procedure. In some instances, it is
necessary to use a dye to pinpoint a
particular area or problem. If this is
done, an L.V. is used to administer the
dye.

The availability of this service to
Floydada once more improves the
quality of health care provided to the
district by Caprock Hospital.

““The biggest benefit to these servic-
es is that it brings the techniques
available in large city hospitals to us
and is a tremendous help to our
physicians in diagnosing and identi-
fying illness and disease in our pat
ients,”’ stated Hazlett.

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Lake water is being tested

Late last week Mr. Bill McMorries,
Consulting Engineer of the firm of
McMorries and Associates, was com-
misioned by the Authority to conduct a
full battery of tests and analysis of Lake
Mackenzie water, in an effort to
determine what has caused the odor and
taste in the water. Working in concert
with Mr. McMorries is Mr. C.H.
Scherer, a noted water consultant of
Water and Environmental Technology
of Amarillo. Both raw and treated water
samples are being analyzed by this
team to more clearly identify the cause.
Final test results are expected by late
this week. In the interim, McMorries
advises the Authority that the current

treatment process is the best course for
now.

Authority officials, as well as Health
Department officials, continue to assure
users the water is perfectly safe.

This news release was received from
the Office of the General Manager of
Mackenzie Municipal Water Authority
on August 26.

Floydada has returned to the use of
city wells for water service. The city will
continue to pump the wells until such
time as the taste and odor problems are
solved at Mackenzie. Tulia is aiso
reported to be using their wells for
water service as of Monday.

Dove season begins September 1

Maurning dove hunting season opens
in the north zone of Texas on Sunday,
September 1. The season officially
begins one half hour before sunrise.
The season will close at sunset on
November 9.

The daily bag limit is twelve birds
with the possession limit being twenty-
four. All whitewing dove hunters must
have in their possession a whitewing
dove stamp. The statewide bag limit
allows two whitewings and white-tipped
doves per day.

The $6.00 fee for the stamp is used to
purchase and develop whitewing nest-
ing and feeding habitat areas. The
purchase of the stamp will ensure a
continuing supply of doves for hunting
in future years.

Informal field reports indicate that
more mourning doves have been ob-
served this year and dove call counts in
May show that populations are up over
the past two years. This is still below
the numbers of the average count in
years gone by, but shows improvement.

Hunters are reminded that the Mata-
dor Wildlife Management area will
again be open to them. Hunting will be
allowed September 1 to October 31 from
30 minutes before sunrise to sunset.
There is no restriction onthe number of
hunters and no fee will be charged.
Each hunter must register at area
headquarters upon entering and leav-
ing. Regulations for the north zone will
be observed.

Bank franchise tax
returns to county

Among the $61.6 million in checks,
State Comptroller Bob Bullock forward-
ed from the first collection of the state’s
new franchise tax on banks, to 1,996
local taxing jurisdictions, more than
$28,000 made its way to Floyd County.

In a special session last year, the
Legislature brought banks under the
franchise tax for the first time and
allocated receipts from the tax to cities,
counties, school districts and other local
taxing units where the banks are

located.

Banks are taxed at the same rate as
other Texas corporations. Previously,
bank stocks were subject to local
property taxes. The Legislature exempt-
ed the stocks from property taxes,
substituting the new bank franchise tax.
Collections are prorated among local
taxing units based on their tax rates.

Process of reporting VA
annual income changing

According to Margaret Ann Herrera,
Veterans Service Officer for Floyd
County, this year will bring about some
changes in the time and manner in
which VA pensioners are to report their
annual income to the Veterans Admini-
stration.

In previous years, all veterans, their
widows, and their children, in receipt of
disability or death pension benefits,
were provided with an income card on
November 1. The income report was
required to be completed and returned
prior to the following January 1, or
pension benefits were terminated.
Nineteen eighty-five will see some
changes in the manner and times for
this income reporting.

On October 1, 1985, the VA will send
out income report forms to veterans,
widows and children in receipt of
pension under laws that were in effect

"85 FARM BILL DEMANDS ATTENTION

In the past three weeks I have
talked to farmers in 20 counties
throughout the 13th District. And
after hearing what those farmers had
to say, I decided it was time that I
talk with the Secretary of Agricul-
ture, John Block, about the agricul-
tural crises I was seeing and hearing
about first hand.

My primary concern, when I
spoke with Mr. Block, was the wheat
program. As the farmers know all
too well, it’s time fcr them to begin
planting, and to date, they have got-
ten no indication from the federal
government about what the wheat
program for '86 will look like. Be-
sides being unfair, it is highly im-
practical to have farmers planting
without the benefit of planning. In
my opinion, you don’t put the cart
before the horse, and you don’t plant
under a federal program if you have
no real idea of what the federal pro-
gram is going to be.

Although he couldn’t be specific,
Secretary Block gave me fairly strong
assurance that the wheat set aside will
come in somewhere on the high side
between 20 and 30 percent. It's not
exact, but at least it can provide our
wheat farmers with a guideline.

That still leaves us with the very
big question of what the 1985 Farm
Bill will contain, unanswered. As
reports continue to come in of some
of the most bountiful crop harvests
in years, increased pressure is put on
Congress to come up with a farm bill
that provides some solutions — long
term solutions — to the problems
farmers are facing.

As many farmers have told me,
what is the glory of having a good year,
a good harvest, when you know there
isn't going to be a market out there for
the crop? In 198I a farmer could get
$4.21 per bushel for his wheat. Today,
despite government programs, set
asides, and cutbacks, that bushel of
wheat sells for as low as $265.

The 1985 Farm Bill has got to take
into account the problems our agri-
cuitural exports face overseas, and the
need to open up our foreign markets
Otherwise, we are going to continue

to see farmers put in a position of
having a large crop with the U.S.
government as the primary customer.

The way things are right now, at
harvest time, the government makes
loans to growe,'s of wheat, corn, cot-
ton and other major crops to cover
operating costs until farmers can sell
the crops at the best prices. Loan
rates are expressed in a per-bushel
or bale rate set for each crop, and
repayment is due at the end of a
specified period of time. However,
since crops are used as loan collater
al, many farmers default on their
loans if market prices fall below loan
rates. The government ends up buy-
ing the surplus, incurring added
costs for storage and spoilage.

There have been any number of
suggestions made as to how best to
run the Farm Program. Ideally, of
course, agriculture should be al-
lowed to operate soley in a free mar-
ket system. However, because of
unfair trade practices and agricultur-
al subsidy programs in other coun-
tries, American farmers are at a
devastating disadvantage on the ex-
port market. The 1985 Farm Bill
must be designed to meet these
problems head on. It should contain
sections that would promote U.S. ex-
ports with good conservation mea-
sures, in hopes of increasing farm
prices in the near future

Because American farmers are
dependent on world markets for the
sale of their commodities, any omni-
bus farm program must recognize
and incorporate this fact. If we in
Congress are to produce a farm bill
which provides equitable income
protection to farmers, nnovative
solutions to our current problems
will undoubtedly be required

That is why we have got to look
at the overall economic picture when
addressing the Farm Bill. We must
actively pursue a course that will ena-
ble us to lower interest rates, reduce
the value of the dollar, and lower
overall production ir a fair way, if we
are going to be competitive in foreign
markets and realize our goal of in-
creased prices and profits.
