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At the risk of getting involved in a-
nother controversial subject, we would
like to say a few kind words about the
Floydada City Council.

Seriously, we do believe the Council
deserves a pat on the back for their
continuing efforts aimed at making our
city more attractive by forcing the
demolition of property that has been
neglected to the point of embarrass-
ment for all our citizens.

We've sat in on Council meetings and
watched our city fathers wrestle with
the problem. It cannot be a pleasant
task to serve notice on a property own-
er that he, or she, is going to have to
clean up, fix up, or face certain destruc-
tion of the property involved. Emotions
can run racier high, and the council-
men, after all, do have to face re-
election. It would be much easier to
just look the other way.

But the ordinances are in place, and
the councilmen are sworn to uphold
them as responsible officials. From all
we can determine they are doing a
pretty fair job in this regard.

There are few things that “turn off”
potential newcomers more than the
sight of vacant, run-down, essentially
abandoned buildings surrounded by
junked cars and trash. It not only has a
depressing effect on visitors, it has that
same depressing effect on those citi-
zens who go out of their way to create
and maintain an environment in which
their children can take pride.

We realize of course that there are
times when the problems are caused by
a lack of resources, sometimes finan-
cial, sometimes physical. In those cases
we should find ways to extend help.
But we also know that in some cases
the problem is caused by a lack of in-
terest, and in these cases a nudge from
the Council can be most helpful.

Before we leave the subject, we
would like tc make one more point. A
few vacant buildings around town, or
some vacant office space, does not, by
any stretch of the imagination, indicate
that a town is on the ropes. Anyone
who believes that should visit Dallas or
Houston, or Lubbock, or even Austin.
In any dynamic economic system there
will be office space that becomes vac-
ant from time to time, and buildings as
well. This a result of many factors,
changing traffic patterns, changing
shopping habits and the growth or de-
cline of certain industries. So there is
no need to get into a hand-wringing
state over something like that. The real
problem comes when a community los-
es heart, and sits around moaning
about the futility of the future. Fortu-
nately we do not have that kind of a
community. We have the kind of com-
munity that, while recognizing that we
have some problems, is trying to do
something about them. It is an example
that could well be followed by other
communities.

Meanwhile, back at the shop: 1 don’t
know about you, but I'm proud as
punch about the improvements that
have taken place here at the paper in
the last few weeks. Our photographs are
about 120 percent better than they
have been in the past, the “layout”, or
design, of the paper is vastly improved,
in my opinion, and our new features are
being exceedingly well received by our
readers.

For the past four editions of these
papers, we have had a complete sell
out, with the exception of those papers
we have deliberately held back for the
files. That is the first time that has
happened in the past two years. Not
only that, our rate of “new subscript-
jons” is running far ahead of normal.
Public reaction to our “People at
Work” photo feature has exceeded our
fondest hopes and expectations. That
feature, by the way, was designed to
give a break to common ordinary
people going about their daily tasks,
people who would not normally get
their picture in the paper. People who
are contributing to the life of our com-
munity in various ways, large or small,
but nevertheless contributing.

Sometime ago we mentioned that we
were going to invite our area ministers
to contribute articles for our church
page. Those letters of invitation have
gone out, and the initial response has
been 100 percent positive, and enthusi-
astic as well. When we have heard from
all those to whom letters were sent,
and when we can get the articles pro-
grammed, that will also be a new fea-
ture we think the people will enjoy, and
from which they will benefit.

A fire of unknown origin destroyed a
large shed used for storage and dam-
aged another building eight miles north
of Floydada on highway 207. The prop-
erty belongs to Robert Stovall, whose
hired hand resides in the house ad-
jacent to the damaged structures. No
one was home at the time of the fire
and there were no injuries as a result.

Floydada fireman Mike Reeves was
first on the scene at approximately 3:00
p.m. on August 29.

Apparently, wind borne em-
bers from the shed ignited the second
wood frame building and some old hay.

Carroll Sims of the Fire Department
stated, ““We do not know how the fire
started and it will be difficult to deter-
mine until we know what was in the
shed. There was no electricity to the
building and there is just no way to tell
at this time. Damage estimates are also
up in the air.”

The Floydada Independent Sciiocol
District met in a special called session to
approve the final version of the 1984-85
school budget. This budget, detailing
the financial figures for the last school
year, was approved as submitted and
will be forwarded to the state as
required by law.

Ella Stapp, a member of the adminis-
trative staff, presented the amended
budget which indicated total revenues
for the year to be $157,053.00 more than
estimated at the time the budget was
adopted. Final totals on all revenues put
the figures at $4,655,190.00. The extra
revenue can be attributed to a larger
average daily attendance than estimat-
ed and to the new formula for small

schools used to determine the state
funds available to the district.

Expenditures for the year had been
proiected at $4,158,572.00, but came in
at only $3,952,862.00. Added to the
beginning balance last year, this sav-
ings has resulted in a carry over balance
of $702,328.00 to begin the 1985-86
school year. The funds are a combina-
tion of federal and state funds, many
earmarked for specific uses such as
special education, bilingua! education,
and etcetera.

Appraisal district to reprogram

The Floyd County Central Appraisal
District voted to accept the single bid
received for reprogramming the com-
puter to accommodate the scheduled
reappraisal 1986.

Applications for insurance

of crops due September 30

September 30 is the last day to apply
for crop insurance for barley and wheat
in Floyd County, Texas, according to
Jakie Harris, a representative of the
Federal Crop Insurance Corporation
(FCIC).

Crop insurance covers unavoidable
loss of production resulting from ad-
verse weather conditions, wildlife,
earthquake, or fire.

“Three coverage levels (50, 65, or 75
percent) are available for insurance
protection. Additionally, FCIC offers
three optional price elections for valu-
ing production lost or damaged,”
Harris.

A new crop insurance plan, called
actual production history (APH), is a-
vailable this year to producers of
wheat, barley, and oats in addition to
corn, grain sorghum, peanuts, cotton,
rice and other crops. Producers of
these crops may now qualify for higher
yield guarantees by proving their yield
history. Rates have been developed to

says

offer reduced premium for producers
with above-average yields. “With the
increased cost of producing a crop, it
makes good sense to take a look at this
new concept,” says Harris.

To find out more about the APH Plan,
producers should contact a local, auth-
orized agent. To select an agent, pro-
ducers may check the list of agents at
their local ASCS Office. September 30
is the final deadline for applications.

Here’s a little Art-Trivia, for you
buffs out there: According to an article
by Robert Wernick in the May, 1985,
issue of ‘‘Smithsonian’’ magaziine,
““The fiddler of the roof, later to become
a folk hero on Broadway and in the
movies, appeared for the first time in

1908 in an early paintirg by a 21-year-
old student in St. Petersburg (Russia)
named Marc Chagall. The fiddler motif
was one lasting element in an extra-
ordinary career which ended only on
March 28 (1985, when he died at age
97)...Chagall recalled a childhood me-
mory of a day when everyone was
disturbed because Grandpa had disap-
peared--he was eventually found seated
up on the chimney contentedly chewing
some carrots. If carrots, why not a
fiddle, the favorite instrument of Uncle
Neuch, though he played like a shoema-
ker?

The world in which the Chagall family
lived was not expected to follow logical
patterns. They were all impregnated
with Hasidism, the ecstatic set of mind
which had taken possession of much of
each European Jewry in the late 18th
century...In such a world it was only
normal to find fiddlers on roofs..."

It is interesting to note that many
ideas for productions (both stage and
screen) have their origins in paintings.
More about this in next month’s
column. Watch for us, and in the
meantime, think of the wisdom of this
ancient maxim: ‘‘If you have but two
pennies, spend one on bread for the
body, and the other on hyacinths, for

the soul.”

Focus on Entomology

by James F. Leser

Qur pest management period is ra-
pidly coming to a close in many areas,
especially north of Lubbock. Area corn
continues to provide many bollworm
moths to lay eggs in the surrounding
cotton acreage but all in all, 1985 hasn't
been that bad an insect year.

A second wave of bollworm egg lay-
ing activity is underway and must be
watched closely to make appropriate
management decisions. This activity is
extending down into the more southern
areas south of Lubbock. Remember
that earlier pyrethroid applications can
frequently control these latest infesta-
tions with their greater residual activ-
ity. Ten to fourteen day residual activ-
ity is not uncommon, It would be a mis-
take, therefore, to automatically re-
treat a field with lots of eggs or 1 day
old worms. Experience indicates that
many of these infestations composed of
1-3 day old worms fail to develop once
they make contact with pryethroid-
treated areas.

A myth currently making the rounds
is that pyrethroids do not kill larger
worms. This is completely false. All
sizes of bollworms are equally suscep-
tible to pyrethroids. The reason larger
worms are harder to kill is because of
their locations in areas which rarely
are covered by the insecticide applica-
tion. Once the pyrethroid has dried on
the treated surface, a bollworm must
chew the treated tissue to get a lethal
dose.

Another myth coming around is that
vegetable oils significantly increase

residual activity and rain-wash off re-
sistance of pyrethroids. | don’t believe
this. I have been very pleased with the
results of pyrethroid applications using
water as a carrier. Oil certainly redu-
ces spray volume and increases the
number of acres that can be sprayed by
a plane per day. This itself can be a
critical advantage.

Cotton aphids are still with us and in
some cases fields need to be treated
now . Those of you that opted to let this
pest go made a major management
blunder I believe. There are other in-
stances where aphid numbers failed to
explode and little black aphid parasites
(wasps-not to be confused with the
winged aphid adults) have controlled
these lighter infestations.

Don't give up checking fields for
pests just yet. We'll be through in
most areas by mid-September at the
latest. Very few management practices
are left that can make a significant dif-
ference in your cost per unit production
such as IPM can--so don't forget this.
One last reminder. Furrow irrigation
at this late stage is probably a major
error and will most certainly increase
your insect problems, management
costs and decrease your production
profits. So don’t do it!!

Boll weevils are just now beginning
to appear below the Caprock in Motley,
Dickens, Kent and Stonewall counties.
Numbers are very low but will con-
tinue to build into September. This is
certainly not an alert I'm providing but
rather some timely information for
those of you that track the weevil sit-
uation.

Sorghum board sets rate

The recently expanded Texas Grain
Sorghum Producers Board has set the
Texas grain sorghum checkoff assess-
ment at eight-tenths (.8) cent per hun-
dredweight. The assessment will be co-
llected on grain when it is purchased
from producers by elevators, livestock
feeders, seed companies and others.
ASCS will collect the assessment on
grain which cnters the government
loan program.

Processors will be notified by letter
of the effective date of the assessment.
Grain which has been sold or placed in
the government loan prior to that noti-
fication will not be subject to the as-
sessment. Producers who do not wish
to participate in the checkoff will have
their money refunded apon their writ-
ten request, accompanied by proof that
the assessment was paid.

The statewide sorghum checkoff was
established in a recent referendum to
expand the Texas High Plains program
which has existed in twenty-nine coun-
ties of the Panhand!e since 1969. In the
recent election, the state's sorghum
