No Mental Handicap
in Defective Speech

Many educators liuve held that stut­
tering Is au evidence of psychopathic 
traits In the mental make up. and that 
the child who stutters Is handicapped 
In his educutional progress, lint ac­
cording to recent tests made by I>r. 
Elisabeth D  McDowell of Columbia 
university, the fault of stuttering In 
a pupil carries with It no lessening 
of ability.

Doctor McDowell experimented with 
7,1.18 school children, making teats to 
Indicate the comparative standing In 
Intelligence of stutterers and nonstut- 
teiera. school achievement, emotional 
adjustment, physical fitness, and vari­
ous speech defects.

She found that the stuttering pupil 
had as high Intellectual capacities ns 
the normal child, that Ills vocabulary 
Is Just as good, and Unit physically 
he It better off. It was even found 
that a stuttering child could rattle 
off as many wonts In a three minute 
period as anyone else.

Engraved Laws of Athens
Fifteen arrea of old Athens are to 

he uncovered and one of the Interest­
ing developments anticipated Is the 
uncovering of the Royal Stoa, believed 
to contain the stone tablets on which 
were engraved the laws of Athens. It 
ts also exported to uncover the Agora, 
which was the market place and which 
la aald to have been surrounded with 
beautiful buildings of stone all richly 
carved.

'J  year on Mar :t SI I; is 
a number of different 
symbols. suv one of
which may remind us 
of that day. for all of 

them aro based upon the same funda 
mental principle. T o  the Christian
world. It la the anniversary of tha 
resurrection of Jesus. Hut that does 
Dot mean that the essential spirit of 
taster means something to one part 
•f humanity, set off from the re­
mainder by a religious belief, and 
that they have a monopoly upon the 
Joys of the Raster season For Faster 
has s universal significance and the 
kewo.te of u  Ilea In the Idea of 
•Resurrection."

Look at the word Itself— Raster It 
la derived from the word East, and 
{Cast Is one of the four cardinal points. 
It  Is also the cardinal point whirh has 
always been most Important In all 
religious ceremonies of all races and 
•reeds. This la because It Is the part 
of the heavens where the aun la teen 
to rise— the aim. brlnger of light and 
beat, the very giver of life Itself’ The 
most primitive Intelligence of ihe most 
primitive man recognised the fact that 
the ann and life were Inseparably as­
sociated and It was only natural that 
when he came to worship the thing 
which was greater than he. he should 
turn to the Kast whence name that 
greater and higher thing which he 
feeognlaed as being the llffeglvtng 
power.

So each day was to him a cycle of a 
whole lifetime. In the morning as the 
Sun came op. life came Into being. 
As the sun mounted In the hesvpns 
life grew In Its lusty youth and In 
creased In power. At Its senlth. life, 
too. was st Its highest point. As the 
Sun declined, so life declined Into 
old age. Into weakness, nntll there 
came darkness, the arnonym for death.

If “resurrection” Is the spirit and 
the message of Raster, then the Inmoat 
essence of that spirit can be summed 
up In the one word "immortality." 
If man can find an answer to the old. 
old question that has troubled him 
through the ages, the question “ Itoes 
death end all?" he can find It In the 
message of Raster.

Each 
12 ni’inlhs he arcs the miracle of res 
urrectlon A bahy Is horn, passes 
through childhood, grows Into youth, 
reaches man's estate and then declines 
Into old age. What If the darkness of 
death Is only a mutter of a few years 
away? He has seen the recurring mir­
acle at resurrection every 24 hours 
and every 12 months. Why ahould not 
man. re. mlng logically from this 
evidence ol which he la aware every 
day of hla life, believe that the ryrle 
of a lifetime Includes a resurrection 
Just as does the dally eycl# and the 
yearly cycle?

For that knowledge, too, la the 
spirit of Kester.
