Twin marker dedication 
witnessed by ‘over 500’

One hundred and 46 years ago on 
Aug. 30, 1841, five members of a 
military escort of the Texan Santa Fe 
Expedition were killed by Kiowa In­
dians, while scouting for the expedition 
camped at "Camp Resolution.’ ’

Now, Aug. 30, 1987 twin markers, 
one by the Texas Historical Commission 
and the other by the Grand (Masonic)
Lodge of Texas, were dedicated. The 
marker dedicated by the Masons reads 
to the "M asons on the 1841 Texan 
Santa Fe Expedition" and the other 
THC marker is a tribute to "Camp 
Resolution of the Texan Santa Fe 
Expedition."

Over 500 persons gathered Sunday at 
a spot now known in history as “ Camp 
Resolution," to pay tribute to the men 
who tried and failed to set up a trade 
route between Austin and Santa Fe.

Fifty odd merchants, pioneers, and 
their military escort o f 270 departed 
from the Austin area June 19, 1841 
facing hardships, starvation, privations 
and death. Thirty-five men died before 
August when camp was set up along the 
confluence of the Los Lingos and 
Quitaque creeks at a place to be named 
Camp Resolution. It was so named 
because o f the men’ s decision to make a 
"resolute stand" at that spot and send a 
party to New Mexico for help.

While waiting, a scouting party was 
ambushed by ISO Kiowas 2V» miles east

the 8 p.m. kickoff at Wester Field in 
Floydada.

Buoyed by 12 talented seniors, the 
Whirlwinds expect a strong season and 
have been picked in pre-season polls as 
high as second and third in district 
warfare.

(fullback) John Taylor at Sudan.

o f the location where the historical 
markers were placed.

Site of the dedication Sunday, was 
five miles south of Quitaque, 16 miles 
northeast of South Plains in the extreme 
northeast comer of Floyd County, 
adjacent to Farm Road 1065. This is 
near both the Quitaque Creeks and Loa 
Lingos Creek and near both the Briscoe 
and Motley county lines.

The 4th Cavalry Regiment, dressed in 
1870’ s model cavalry uniforms, opened 
the ceremony by riding to the area in 
columns of two, displaying the colors 
and leading the riderless horse (in 
memory of the soldiers slain near the 
site.)

Marisue Potts, District 10 representa­
tive of the Daughters of the Republic of 
Texas, welcomed guests to the dedica­
tion and explained that Camp Resolu­
tion was really a series of four camps 
spaced along the confluence o f the Los 
Lingos and Quitaque creeks.

"There were 300 horsemen and oxen 
that had to be fed and watered, so they 
had to keep moving. Surrounded by 
hostile Indians and near starvation they 
split up Aug. 30 and approximately 100 
men set out to try and make it to the 
New Mexico settlements for help. Some 
stayed in camp waiting for help to 
return. It was at this time that a 
scouting party of five well-armed sold-

"It has been a good life, and 
we’ ve had fun,”  said retiring city 
manager Bill Feuerbacher. "But 
now we are starting a new life, 
there is a lot out there we still want 
to see and do.”

These words voiced the optimism 
characteristically displayed by 
Feuerbacher, city manager of Floy­
dada for the past 22 years. He and 
his wife Norma arrived in Floydada 
in May o f 1961 where Bill had 
secured employment as city secre­
tary.

" I  was out of work and applied 
for the job without knowing precise­
ly what it was or what I was getting 
into. I have gotten quite an educa­
tion over the years as the city grew 
and we all learned as we worked,”  
says Bill with a twinkle in his eyes.

"W e  have worked hard to make 
Floydada a good place to live and 
for Norma and I, this will always be 
home,”  added Bill. “ We plan to 
travel a lot and to see how the rest 
of the world lives, but we will 
always be home here.”

Commenting on the changes in 
the city during the past 26 years, 
Feuerbacher, stated, " I  have seen a 
lot o f changes and a lot of improve­
ments. We have had a variety of 
grants to improve the streets, 
housing, airport and other areas of 
service we provided over the 
years.”

He explained that a major paving 
project had just been completed 
when he came here but more than 
60 blocks of paving have been 
added since that time along with 19 
blocks in new housing additions and 
a new water system.

"The only thing 1 view with a 
negative eye,”  said Feuerbacher, 
“ is the fact that the voters chose to

vote for the Mackenzie Water dam, 
but voted down the pipeline project 
at that time. It will cost them about 
two million dollars more in the long 
run because they waited until costs 
had risen so much to finally get it 
built.”

Among the accomplishments Bill 
lists is beginning the first container 
sanitation system in Floydada. "It 
was only the third system in Texas, 
says the longtime manager. "Sny­
der got their’ s, Amarillo was next 
and Floydada was third. I remem­
ber that when we started, I rode a 
train to Milwaukee, Wisconsin and 
went through the plant that manu­
factured the trucks before driving 
the frrst Floydada garbage truck 
back to town. We are now on our 
second system and recently pur­
chased a new truck.”

Serving under four mayors, S.W. 
Ross, Leonard Matsler, Jimmie 
Seay and Parnell Powell, Feuerba­
cher has watched the city add a 
hospital, nursing home, school and 
apartments as well as being instru­
mental in the renovation of city hall 
and the fire station.

"W hen I came here, we had 
about the same number of employ­
ees, but almost no equipment,”  
says the cheerful city servant. “ We 
now have equipment needed to 
handle almost any thing that comes 
up and most o f it is in top shape. 
We have updated the electric 
system and it is in good shape and 
will be usable for years to come with 
a minimum of expense even though 
our power is mainly purchased at 
this time. We have worked hard to 
keep the rates down and helped in 
the formation of the West Texas 
Municipal Power Agency to battle

Approval of a 2.2 cent increase in the 

county tax rate came on a unanimous 
vote by the Floyd County Commission­
ers Court during a special session on 
August 31. The increase equals a 1.9%  
increase advancing taxes from $0.25 per

$100 valuation to $0,272 per $100 
valuation.

The measure passed with little dis­
cussion following a month of notifica­
tions and hearings on the subject.

Opening a town hall meeting on 
Wednesday, August 26, U.S. Congres­
sional Representative for the 13th 
District Beau Boulter stated, “ It is no 
secret that I’m a Republican and most of 
you are what 1 would call Democrats.”  
He continued, saying, “ But you are 
God-fearing, honest hardworking pat­
riotic family oriented people, either 
Independent or Democrat, somewhere 
along those lines.

“ The Democrats that 1 represent, 1 
think, think like I do for the most part 
and 1 am proud to represent the 
Democrats in my district.”

More than two dozen local business­
men and residents ranging in age from 
high school students to senior citizens 
gathered to hear Boulter’ s comments on 
the federal budget, defense, rural 
health care, farm problems and foreign 
aid during the evening session. Boulter, 
who has been “ at home here in Texas”  
for about a month, had spent the day in 
similar meetings in Paducah, Crowell, 
Matador and Lockney.

“ The Democrats in Washington who 
have controlled the house since 1956, 
God Bless them, are very honest and 
forthwright about what they want to dc 
to solve the problems in this country. 
They want to raise tares,”  said Boulter.
‘ ‘They want to raise taxes by $65 billion 
over a period of three years.

“ I question only one thing about this 
course of action,”  he continued. “ Stud­
ies by the congressional budget office 
show that for every dollar taxes are 
raised, federal spending increases by 
$1.58 in the two hundred year history of 
our country. You will remember that in 
1982 when we got the $100 billion that 
increase, congress promised to cut 
spending by $3 for every new dollar in 
taxes. The result was that congress 
increased spending by $1.65 for every 
new dollar in that tax increase.”

It follows, therefore, that more new 
taxes will not be used to cut spending 
according to Boulter. He adds, “ There 
are those who sincerely believe that the 
way to help the people of this country is 
to redistribute the wealth. The problem 
with this is that government cannot 
create wealth. Wealth comes from taxes 
which come from the working men and 
women.”

Boulter expressed the opinion that 
“ for the remainder o f the president’ s 
term, a tax increase is going to be the 
single most critical issue before the 
congress.”

He feels that the number two issue 
will be the funding for the freedom 
fighters in Nicaragua (the Contras). The 
third issue to confront the U.S. govern­
ment will be the farm credit legislation 
and the omnibus appropriations bill will 
be fourth.

“ Congress is supposed to pass 13 
seperate budget bills for the 13 depart­
ments of the federal government,”  said 
Boulter. “ The president would then get 
to veto or sign each bill. But, that isn’t 
the way it works. Congress rolled all 13 
appropriations bills into one omnibus 
bill and will pass one bill to send to the 
president.

“ This means that the president will 
have to either veto the bill, in effect 
shutting down the government, or sign 
it. There is no line item veto for the 
president so there is no in between. It is

an opportunity for all of us to throw 
everything we want into that bill.”

Boulter stated. “ The farm credit 
legislation is in “ bad, bad, bad trouble.
I have been working hard and will 
continue to work hard to try and 
maintain local control of our production 
credit associations and land banks 
within the state of Texas.

“ I am opposed to any legislation that 
would consolidate. I am opposed to any 
legislation that would override stock­
holder’s wishes.”

Boulter added, “ There is a chance 
that the senate might pass 0.92 legis­
lation decoupling payments from pro­
duction. If a producer is qualified to 
participate in a program, he doesn’ t 
have to plant and can still receive 92 
percent of his scheduled payment.”

Boulter expressed his support of the 
plan and promised to work for it. He 
also stated that he and his associates 
are working very hard to obtain disaster 
payments for crop losses in Floyd 
County as well as working for better 
rural health care. (Coverage of the town 
meeting in Lockney which appears in 
the Lockney Beacon discusses this issue 
at length for those interested.)

Questions from the floor included 
discussion of the CRP program with one 
local elevator operator voicing concerns 
about the amount o f “ erodible”  land 
signed into the program in his area of 
the county. “ If much more is put into 
CRP, they won’ t need me,”  he said. 
Further discussion of farm issues led to 
the statement that “ Some of us around 
here kind of think that maybe Cargill 
writes the farm policy or if they don’ t 
write it, they sure know what it is going 
to be before it is.”

The savings and loan issue surfaced 
with a floor questioner asking, “ How 
much more are you going to pour into 
the S7 Ls?”  Boulter responded by 
stating, that he did not support “ further 
supports,”  adding that “ given enough 
time, I think they can work their way out 
of their problems without it.”

In summation. Boulter voiced the 
opinion that “ Statistically speaking, 
across the board, farming, oil and real

An added sidelight to the town 
meeting was the showing of a series of 
57 slides which Colonel Oliver North has 
attempted to show during the recent 
congressional hearings. These slides 
were the mainstay of a presentation 
North is said to have used to solicit 
donations for the Contras in their 
struggle against Nicaragua’ s Sanda- 
nista regime.

Many of these slides concerned the 
establishment of another military beach 
head in the western hemisphere by 
Russia as shown by their presence in 
Latin America. Yet another concern 
depicted in the slide presentation was 
the possibility that American importing 
and exporting could be curtailed by 55 
percent should a foreign country move 
to blockade or close the Straits of 
Florida.

Boulter came out in support of 
funding the Contras as well as being 
strongly opposed to the so called 
“ peace plan”  to take effect this fall. 
According to Boulter, the plan calls for 
suspension of American aid to the 
Contras while Russia is allowed to 
continue freely supplying arms and aid 
to the Sandanistas.

Following the slide presentation. 
Boulter closed, saying, “ I do think that 
by remaining strong spiritually and 
economically, and the two go hand in 
hand together, there isn’ t any problem 
we can’t solve either here in Floydada, 
Floyd County or worldwide. We don’ t 
have to build more and more weapons, 
but we do have to have a strong 
economy, then we are capable of 
meeting any challenge.”

State president speaks at meeting
Members and guests of the Floyd 

County Farm Bureau met Aug. 29 in the 
Lockney Elementary cafeteria for a 
catered meal by ABC Cookers of 
Floydada and for the bureau’ s annual 
meeting.

The meeting was called to order at 
7:40 p.m. by President Dan Smith who 
welcomed all those attending and 
introduced Phil Dunavant, secretary/ 
treasurer, who gave the flnancial report 
o f Floyd County’ s Farm Bureau.

Director Ronnie Aston introduced 
students from Floyd County schools 
who were sent to San Angelo State 
University by the Farm Bureau for a 
citizenship seminar this summer. This 
is the first step for the students to 
qualify for the free enterprise speech 
contest at the state convention.

Students attending were Pat Hazlett 
and Pam Lockwood from Floydada and 
Matt Williams and Boyd Jackson from 
Lockney.

Miss Lockwood thanked Farm Bureau 
for the opportunity to attend. " I  met a 
lot of people,”  she said, “ Speakers 
explained about parts of the govern­
ment that 1 didn’ t understand and gave 
you a sense of patriotism. They left me 
with a warm feeling inside knowing that 
I was an American.”

Williams also thanked Farm Bureau 
for the opportunity to "g o  and learn 
what the constitution means to me. I 
learned this document gives me many 
freedoms. We heard from a man from 
Poland who left his country and family 
so he could enjoy our freedoms and we 
also heard from a man who fought in 
Vietnam to preserve our freedoms and 
another country’ s freedom. That is what 
freedom is — one man fighting for 
another.”

Jackson expressed thanks and said he 
learned about the constitution and the 
differences and similarities in demo­
cracy and communism. “ I feel this 
experience will make me a better person 
and citizen in this country,”  said 
Jackson.

Director Ken Campbell introduced 
Alan Fondy, who was sent to Texas 
A&M fire school by the Floyd County 
Farm Bureau. Fondy thanked the local 
chapter for the opportunity to attend.

"In  Floydada we started an Ag- 
Rescue school four years ago, and this 
year we were able to start it at A&M. It 
went over really big. They have us 18 
hours this time (2'/i days) and 50 
students. There was so much'interest 
shown that next year we will have a full 
30 hour course and probably 150 
students.”

President Smith in his president’ s 
report said, “ I believe we have been 
very active, conservative, and aggres­
sive at the same time. One of the 
programs that Floyd County was in­
volved in was the ACRES program. 
There are only three counties at this 
time involved in this. It consists of 
individual members who have com­
puters set up in their homes that can 
access the main computer in the Farm 
Bureau office. They can then obtain 
marketing information and future prices 
and updates.

“ We also are one of the few Farm 
Bureaus to be testing with a satellite. 
We sponsored Farm Safety Week, 
attended the state convention, and local 
chapters donated $600.00 to drug abuse 
programs to local schools.

"Farm Bureau also attended an 
option trade seminar and a leadership 
training seminar. We sponsored a

defensive driving course and served 264 
people at the stock show banquet.

"W e  also now offer federal multi­
peril crop insurance and have started a 
new program called ‘Ag In The Class­
room.’ (A guide set up by Texas Farm 
Bureau to be taught to fourth graders 
about agriculture.)

" A  progressive step was made by 
Floyd County Farm Bureau when we 
joined the Texas Farm Bureau PAC. A 
provision was made for members when 
they pay their dues they can add 
another Sl.OU to go to the Bureau’ s 
PAC. Their PAC will then support the 
politicians that the county Farm Bur­
eaus vote to endorse.

Clar Schacht, when giving the agency 
manager’ s report, answered the quest­
ion, “ What did my agent do for me?”

“ This year Floyd County took in 
premiums of $566,421.00 but due to hail 
we paid out $651,531.00 in losses. This 
means that Floyd County paid out about 
$85,000.00 back to fellow members this 
year. W e’ve had people tell us that crop 
hail insurance is all that’ s kept us going 
this year.”

The membership report was given by 
Delmas McCormick. "In  Floyd County 
we have a membership of 1,002. A gross 
profit of only .7 of 1 percent has been 
made off of insurance this year,”  said 
McCormick.

The TASCO report was given by 
Doug Galloway who welcomed two new 
dealers: Lockney Co-op and McCand- 
less OK Tire. Other dealers are Jackson 
Tire and Tipton Oil. “ We have im­
proved our tire line and have a new 
battery line. Our percentage of sales is 
now up with our new dealers joining in. 
W e are real proud o f them,”  said 
Galloway.

Directors were nominated and elect­
ed. Those elected were Dan Smith and 
Delmas McCormick for a new term, and 
Randy Rainwater was elected to take 
the place of Director Ken Campbell.

The president of Texas Farm Bureau, 
S.M. True, spoke to the members and 
guests and praised them for their 
progressive efforts, growth, and belief 
in the future. True also listed achieve­
ments in the past, o f the Texas Farm 
Bureau, that have helped farmers and 
ranchers.

Resolutions were then presented to 
members by Vice President Martin 
Stoemer. Those who were presented 
and passed were: the dues of Floyd 
County Farm Bureau shall be raised 
from $35.00 to $40.00 per year effective 
November 1,1987; on the state level the 
Farm Bureau will oppose the taxation of 
water either above or below ground; the 
Agricultural Protection Act 101 should 
be amended to include all Agricultural 
Commodities (this act allows for a 
producer to file through the Texas 
Department of Agriculture when pay­
ment for a commodity has not been 
made within 30 days of delivery of 
product unless otherwise stated in a 
contract.); under land and property 
rights it was passed that the control and 
access to CRP land shall remain the sole 
right of the property owner.

In the national policy book, resolu­
tions that were passed included; control 
of access to CRP land shall remain the 
sole right of the property owner; 
farmers who pay total income tax by 
March 1 should continue to be exempt 
from estimated income tax returns; will 
favor legislation that interest be paid on 
all past due government program 
payments; favor marketing loans being

applied to feed grains, wheat and 
soybeans. Also adopted was the oppo­
sition to the secretary using his discret­
ionary power to offer a marketing loan 
for feed grains, soybeans and wheat. 
The additional exposure of the federal 
budget for such payments will not result 
in sufficient benefits, such as increased 
exports, to merit enactment of such 
legislation. If the marketing loan is 
required in legislation, such benefits 
would have to be offset by cuts 
elsewhere in the agricultural programs 
and would result in diminished benefits 
for producers. It was pointed out to 
members that this is the same program 
as cotton.

President Smith introduced State 
Representative Foster Whaley. Rep. 
Whaley praised efforts of Farm Bureau 
in such things as helping get cattle off 
the tax rolls. “ The finest thing Farm 
Bureau has ever started is getting 
involved in politics. PAC money will 
help Farm Bureau work on legislators 
and get their attention. Farmers have 
b a n k e r s  outnumbered considerab­
ly. Ya’ ll will be hard to beat.”

Twin marker dedication 
witnessed by ‘over 500’

iers, were ambushed, scalped and 
mutilated nearby. During the battle a 
number o f Kiowas were killed, includ­
ing their chief, ‘Mupikiowa.’

“ On Sept. 18th a ‘ rescue party’ 
arrived with guides and provisions 
which led them out to a wagon road on 
to New Mexico. However they were 
captured and imprisoned on their way.”

Mrs. Potts introduced, Curtis Tun- 
nell Jr., the executive director o f the 
Texas Historical Commission, who ex­
plained that the expedition was set up 
by the president of the Republic (rf 
Texas, Mirabeau B. l4imar, for “ both 
business and political reasons. They 
wanted to establish a direct trade route 
from Texas to Santa Fe, and wanted to 
exercise some jurisdiction over New 
Mexico. The expedition was composed 
o f 321 men, 21 large and extra large 
wagons, over $200,000 worth of sup­
plies (like a million dollars today), 
hundreds o f horses and cattle, promi­
nent businessmen, military leaders, 
statesmen, wagon drivers, hunters, 
soldiers and scouts.

“ They were exhausted and starved 
when they arrived here at Camp 
Resolution. After leaving the camp the 
remaining men arrived in Santa Fe and 
were arrested by the Me cican govern­
ment. They were then marched 2,000 
miles to Mexico City where they 
endured terrible hardships. Eventually 
the men who survived were released 
and sent to their homelands.”

Nancy Marble, chairman of the Floyd 
County Historical Commission, intro­
duced descendants o f the expedition 
who attended the dedication: Beulah 
Bennet McDougal from Cuero, Texas, 
and Rufus and Rageut Floyd of Gonza­
les. Rageut Floyd and Beulah McDou­
gal are the ancestors of Valentine 
Bennet.

“ A veteran of many battles, Valen­
tine Bennet served as quartermaster of 
the Texan Santa Fe Expedition.

After his capture he was released 
from Mexican prisons in 1842. Bennet’ s 
son described the Santa Fe Expedition 
as the hardest campaign his father had 
ever endured. “ It shattered his strong 
constitution, tried his fortitude and 
broke his spirit. He never spoke of his 
experiences o f the campaign. He died in 
1843 while serving in the Somervell 
campaign.”

Deanna Willis, of Columbus, Missis­
sippi, a descendant o f Tom S. Lubbock, 
was also at the gathering. Lubbock was 
another member of the expedition. As a 
member o f the advance party of 
Cooke-Sutton rescue party, he was 
captured and forced to march to Mexico 
City where he escaped from imprison­
ment. He made his way home by way of 
Vera Cruz, and spread the word of the 
harsh treatment given the prisoners.

“ A diplomatic furor ensued which 
prompted the release of the others.”

The descendants, along with Nancy 
Marble, unveiled the Texas State 
Historical Marker.

Bill Gray, Past Master of Fioydada 
Lodge #712, spoke on the Masonic 
connection. “ In May, 1841, a dispensa­
tion for the formation of a lodge of 
Masons in Santa Fe had been granted 
by Anthony Butler, Grand Master of the 
Grand Lodge o f the Republic o f Texas. 
The document was presumably carried 
on the journey by Grand Steward 
Margueret.”  Because o f the failure of 
the expedition the dispensation did not 
arrive in Santa Fe and was later 
revoked.

“ There were at least 21 others on the 
expedition who were members o f the 
Masonic fraternity, including the mili­
tary commander. Brevet Brigadier Gen- 
erid Hugh McLeod,”  said Gray.

Jack Kelly, Grand Master of the 
Grand Lodge of Texas, was introduced 
to officially dedicate the Sesquicenten- 
nial marker, to honor those 22 known 
members of the Masonic Fraternity. 
“ We are pleased to include this 
dedication in the 150th birthday cele­
bration o f the Grand Lodge this year.”

“ These beautiful plaques that we 
dedicate to their memory today are 
silent testimony to their determination 
and to their vision.

“ ...this is the story o f the men who 
would not accept defeat, men who were 
as the place implies - resolute. Their 
bravery and fortitude deserve record­
ing.

“ ...W e dedicate these markers to the 
future.”

To close the ceremony, the 4th 
Cavalry presented a memorial service 
paying tribute to the soldiers who were 
slain near Camp Resolution: Lieutenant 
G.R. Hull, an Englishman; William 
Mabee, o f New Orleans; Captain Robert 
Dunn, o f IHorida; Samuel Flenner, of 
Pennsylvania; and Francis B. Woodson, 
of Georgia.

Men o f the 4th Cavalry paid homage 
by raising their sabers while a lone 
bugler played taps and a cannon fired in 
the distance.

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Sodbuster/swampbuster compliance program aired
Pram Fum I 

The U.S. Department o f Agriculture 
will implement the sodbuster/awamp- 
buster compliance program with rea­
sonableness and common sense, ac­
cording to Peter Myers, deputy secre­
tary of agriculture. The promise coming 
from Myers is of particular importance 
since he will provide administrative 
leadership in implementation o f the 
law.

Myers directed his remarks to an 
.\FBF Grains conference meeting in 
Rosemont, Illinois. The 1985 Farm Bill 
contained a provision requiring all 
farmers who receive farm program 
benefits and who farm on erodible soUs, 
to have a conservation plan written and 
approved by the Soil Conservation 
Service before January 1, 1990.

If the questions asked Myers at the 
meeting are any indication o f the 
concerns and possible confusion which 
exists throughout rural America, there 
is a big job to be done to lend

Lloyd Cline of Lamesa, cotton pro­

ducer and banker, and Bruce Brum­
field, Inverness, Miss., producer, have 
been named by Agriculture Secretary 
Richard Lyng to a 13-member advisory 
committee on futures and options 
trading.

Cline is board chairman of the 
National Cotton Council, and Brumfield 
is chairman of the Council’ s Technical 
Committee.

They and other panel members will 
be advisors for a pilot program required 
by the 1985 farm law to explore the 
possibility that farmer use of commodity 
futures and options markets might 
eventually play a role in national efforts 
to stabilize and protect farm income.

The study will include cotton, wheat, 
feed grains, and soybeans in at least 40 
counties that actively produce reason­
able quantities of these major commodi­
ties which are traded on commodity 
futures markets and commodity options 
markets. USDA has not yet designated 
what counties will be involved in the 
pilot program.

“ It’s not going to go away,”  said 
Myers. “ If you think rural members of 
Congress wW get rid of it you’ re wrong. 
And, there will be a lot of people looking 
over our shoulder to make sure we do 
the job .”

Myers said the final compliance rules 
will be issued soon. In comments, the 
American Farm Bureau Federation 
urged an amendment to the interim rule 
to allow conservation plans to be based 
upon the SCS field office technical 
guide. “ It is our understanding that 
conservation plans and systems deve­
loped for this guide will include input 
from producers, farm and commodity 
groups, and will take into consideration 
the economic and technical feasibility of 
such plans on local conditions and 
practices,’ ’ said AFBF President Dean 
Kleckner in a comment letter to the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva­
tions Service.

Farm Bureau is seeking allowances 
for shifts in crop bases and the 
establishment of particular bases if the 
crop in question is part of a conservation 
plan. For example, if a small grain crop 
with high residue is required as part of 
an approved conservation plan to re­
place a low residue crop such as cotton, 
then adequate adjustments in crop base 
should be provided.

Farm Bureau also is urging research 
into new methods o f measuring erosion 
and the economic and environmental 
impact o f various conservation treat­
ment levels. “ W e believe that while the

Encephalitis is a viral infection of the 

brain, three types o f which may be 
transmitted by mosquitoes. St. Lous 
encephalitis is the most serious because 

the large number o f cases, with high 
mortality rates in those over sixty.

U.S. sorghum producers host 
Egyptian grain trade team

A team of Egyptian grain and 
livestock importers will be guests of the 
Sorghum Promotion Federation to study 
the production, marketing and use of 
grain sorghum.

The Sorghum Promotion Federation 
is the market development arm of the 
National Grain Sorghum Producers 
Association and is supported by the 
sorghum checkoff boards of Texas, 
Kansas and Nebraska. The team of 
seven high level Egyptian government 
and private sector representatives is 
sponsored by U.S. Feed Grains Council. 
They are in the United States to learn 
about grain marketing and how to 
purchase U.S. commodities.

Last year, the Sorghum Promotion 
Federation cooperated with the U.S. 
Feed Grains Council to conduct feeding 
trials in Egypt. In these trials, U.S.

sorghum was fed to poultry and water 
buffalo calves. The success of the trials 
led the Egyptian government to remove 
some o f its restrictions and allow private 
millers and feeders to impoprt U.S. 
sorghum.

Until last year, the Egyptian govern­
ment controlled the importation of all 
grain to the country. With the relaxation 
of grain importation regulations and the 
opening of grain trade to the private 
sector, the Eg>’ptian livestock and feed 
industry can expect real progress in 
production and industry efficiency.

The participants in this delegation 
will influence the direction which the 
Egyptian grain trade takes as the 
private sector becomes more involved in 
importing grain. Therefore, it is import­
ant that the group understands the U.S. 
grain marketing system and the value of 
the U.S. sorghum.

The Executive Committee of Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc., will meet Sep­
tember 8 in Lubbock to develop PCG’ s 
recommendations on 1988 cotton pro­
gram provisions.

Some o f the decisions for 1988 
already have been made and many 
others are pretty well dictated by 
formulas written into the 1985 law or by 
budgetary considerations. For example 
the loan must be set at 85 percent oif a 
3-year average of U.S. spot market 
prices through October 15, which will 
come to about 51.8 cents. And USDA 
has made clear the target price will be 
set at 77 cents, the lowest permitted by 
law.

The major issue on which USDA has 
broad discretion is whether there will be 
an acreage reduction program, and if so 
what percentage reduction will be 
required for program participation. And 
in that regard PCG, USDA and other 
interested parties are looking at figures 
on supply, demand and consequent 
production needs that are in stark 
contrast to those in evidence when 
recommendations were made in 1986 on 
the 1987 program.

Total U.S. offtake of cotton in the 
1985-86 marketing year was 8.2 million 
bales, 1.9 million exported and 6.3 
million consumed domestically. The 
total for 1986-87 rose to 13.9 million, 6.6 
million in exports and 7.3 million in 
domestic consumption. USDA s prog­
nosticators foresee 7 million bales going 
to exports in 1987-88 and another 7.2

“ T“  value is a long-standing technical 
standard, it fails to recognize many of 
the factors in today’ s cultivation and 
conservation principles,”  Kleckner 
wrote.

In addition. Farm Bureau is con­
cerned about offsetting compliance 
requirements between farms. Under the 
preliminary proposals, a farmer would 
be penalized on all his farm operations 
if newly acquired or rented property is 
out of compliance. Farm Bureau is 
urging a transition period when a 
conscious effort is made to move toward 
compliance.

Other issues addressed in the letter 
include a call for clarification o f swamp­
buster subtitles to place the emphasis, 
on keeping non-farmed wetland soils 
out of production, while allowing pre­
sently farmed “ hydric”  soils to remain 
in production. “ The question of main­
taining existing drainage ditches and 
the concept o f ‘ commenced’ are still un­
answered for many farmers,”  Kleckner 
stated. “ We believe final determination 
on these issues should be made by local 
SCS officials and take into consideration 
the cropping history and the practices of 
the land areas involved.”

In addition. Farm Bureau is seeking 
an exemption of alfalfa and other 
vegetative crops grown as rotation crops

from the sodbuster provision.
The questions raised by the Farm 

Bureau are on the minds of many farm 
operators and Myers attempted to ease 
the minds of those most concerned. “ As 
long as you have a history o f farming 
your wet soils regularly and have 
maintained the ditches, you’ll be okay. 
You can continue to maintain the 
ditches. But, if you have ignored a 
wetland for 10-15 years, reopening the 
land won't be allowed under the 
swampbuster provisions. If you have 
never had a ditch and you add one then 
you may be in trouble. If you have pot 
holes in fields, you can simply farm 
around that area in a given year.”

Myers also spoke to the issue of 
shifting bases. “ We will allow you to 
shift bases, but you won’t be able to do 
it arbitrarily,”  he said in acknowledging 
the problems faced by High Plains 
farmers.

He said there may be provisions to 
allow operators to write their own 
conservation plans which can then be 
approved by the local SCS office.

The USDA official told the audience 
only SCS and ASCS officials will be 
allowed on farms to supervise compli­
ance. “ There were some parties who 
wanted more,”  Myers said. He urged 
farm operators not to wait in developing

conservation plans. "A n d  for heavens 
sake use the appeal process if you don’t 
agree with the decision. Appeal all the 
way to the top ASCS office if you have 
to.”

Myers said operators will have three 
choices when faced with the sodbuster/

swampbuster compliance provisions; to 
comply, to enndl eligible soils in the 
Conservation Reserve Program or stay 
outside the farm programs. “ If we 
classify your soils as highly erodible 
then you wiU be eligible for the 
Conservation Reserve,”  he said.

Developments in cotton 
will be field day feature

The ongoing efforts o f scientists to 
improve the area’s leading crop —  
cotton —  will be featured at a stop o f the 
78th annual field day Sept. 8 o f the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Station 
at Halfway.

Wagons will transport visitors to 
research sites at the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station— High Plains Re­
search Foundation. The facility is 
located 14 miles west o f Plainview on 
U.S. Hwy. 70. Tours will be omducted 
from 1 to 4 p.m.

Improving fiber quality to enable 
South Plains farmers to obtain premium 
prices for their crop is a continuing goal 
in research at the center, said Dr. John 
Gannaway, TAES cotton breeder.

A new challenge for the cotton 
breeder and farmer is the development 
of types of cotton suited to new farming 
systems, said Gannaway. The tour stop 
will emphasize work being done to meet 
these needs.

Other stops on the tour will feature 
the effects of climate and soil tempera­
ture on grapes; farming systems 
research and weed control; the adaption 
of chemigation to center pivots and its 
use by the farmer, and studies on the 
amounts and methods o f fertilizer 
applications for maximum benefits.

The Texas Forest Service will present 
red oak trees to 250 landowners who 
take the field tours.

Food only one use for corn  ̂beans
Second of Two Parts

Even as they improve farm produc­
tion technologies and investigate poten­
tial new crops, the Agricultural Re­
search Service (ARS) o f the U.S. 
Department o f Agriculture (USDA) and 
the Land Grant universities add to their 
already impressive track record in 
developing new uses for our existing 
staple commodities.

These efforts have the advantage of 
support from producer groups like the 
National Com Growers Association 
(NCGA) and the American Soybean 
Association (ASA) to take the research 
and develop new markets.

Many commodities analysts agree 
that expanding the uses of these 
commodities, and thus the demand for 
them, would have the best chance for a 
positive impact on our agricultural 
economy.

According to Ben Hardin, public 
information officer with the Northern 
Regional Research Center, an ARS lab

in Peoria, 111., many new uses for com 
and soybeans have been developed as 
well as exciting new compounds and 
processes just waiting for innovative 
applications.

Cora has enjoyed real market impact 
from the soft drink industry’ s reliance 
on high-fructose com  support as its 
primary sweetener. Distilling com into 
ethanol for use in motor fuels is 
receiving new support from the market­
place as crude oil costs appear to be on 
the rise. Political support at both state 
and national levels is increasing for 
legislation to require ethanol’s use in 
automotive fuels.

Other com  successes include: “ Super 
Slurper” , a cornstarch absorbent that 
can soak up 1,000 times its own weight 
in water; acetic acid, another com 
distillate combined with calcium and 
magnesium to produce a super de-icer; 
and an ignition improver for use in 
diesel engines, already proven in tests 
by the German auto producer Daimler-

Benz.
Promising possibilities: “ Fluffy cellu­

lose” , a non-caloric, high-fiber flour 
substitute for use in diet baked products 
made from com  stalks (you can have 
your cake and eat it, too); a coating for 
pesticides to make time-release applica­
tion possible; and an additive to control 
moisture and microbial growth in 
aviation fuel.

There is also an idea that has jackpot 
potential —  biodegradable plastic. Plas­
tic has become the dominant packaging 
material; landfills are full o f it. Biode­
gradable plastic would allow better use 
of scarce landfill space and rid the 
landscape of plastics that never make it 
to d is p e l .

Soybeans have potential, too, in a 
variety of industrial lubricants that 
require properties petroleum cannot 
economically provide. Hardin says a 
process has been developed that yields 
fuel and glycerol from soybean oil.

Glycercri is a key ingredient in the 
manufacture o f acrylic plastics.

“ h ’s only waiting for the right 
economic circumstances to make it 
pixffitable,’ ’ said Hardin. In fact, he 
suggests, numy products and processes 
using agricultural inputs that might 
seem farfetched now are filed away 
awaiting the right economic environ­
ment to grow and bear profit.

Lest anyone doubt, Hardin reminds 
us that the Peoria facility developed the 
technique to mass-produce penicillin in 
time to save thousands o f lives in World 
War n. The fast-growth medium was 
com  steep liquor.

The same facility contributed a 
“ blood extender”  made from dextran, a 
compound derived from com dextrose. 
It was developed in time to save more 
thousands of lives in the Korean War by 
stretching limited blood supplies for 
casualties.

million for domestic mills, a total of 14.2 
million bales.

In 1986 beginning stocks of cotton in 
the U.S. were almost 9.3 million bales. 
Beginning U.S. stocks this year are only 
5.1 million and are estimated at 3.6 
million at the start of the 1988 
marketing year. In 1986 when USDA set 
the 1987 acMage reduction requirement 
at the maximum 25 percent, they were 
still expecting a carryover well in excess 
of 7 million bales.

The worldwide picture is similar, with 
ending stocks in 1988 expected to be 
down over 4.6 million bales from 32.3 
million to 27.6 million, and down over 
40 percent from the 47.1 million bales in 
stocks at the end of 1986.

As might be expected from decreas­
ing stocks and increasing demand, both 
U.S. and world prices have risen 
dramatically. The U.S. spot price has 
gone from 26.7 cents on August 14, 
1986 to an average of 75.29 cents for the 
Northern European price on the same 
date this year was 85.15 cents, up from 
date this year v|as 85.15 cents, up from 
36.76 cents on the corresponding date a 
year ago.

“ These prices are bound to spark an 
increase in foreign plantings,”  says 
PCG executive vice president Donald 
Johnson. “ So the low carryover ex­
pectations don’ t necessarily mean that 
PCG will recommend, or that USDA will 
announce, a zero acreage reduction 
program for 1988.”

and when it elects to so serve, it will 
agree to maintain the Lubbock to Idalou 
track segment.

During 1986 there were 3,968 cars 
either originated or terminated on the 
five districts listed above.

A company communique states: 
“ Since the Santa Fe is interested in 
maintaining good service to its past 
customers, prospective buyers will be 
asked to state or demonstrate that they 
or their agents or employees have the 
skills or background experience neces­
sary to operate a railroad. Santa Fe is 
not interested in receiving bids or offers 
from prospective buyers interested only 
in abandoning, liquidating or scrapping 
this trackage. For this reason, prospec­
tive buyers may anticipate that a 
successful bid must recognize the value 
of the traffic being rendered to the 
purchaser.”

Thanks goes to the Caprock Hospital 
District Auxiliary for the recent pur­
chase of a Transcutaneous Electrical 
Nerve Stimulator (T.E.N.S.) The system 
is designed to be used in the treatment 
o f chronic, acute and postoperative 
pain.

Pain is not felt until a coded 
"m essage”  travels to the brain where it 
is decoded, analysed and then reacted 
to. The pain message travels from the 
affected area along small nerves leading 
to the spinal cord. Here, the message 
is relayed to different nerves that travel 
up the cord to the brain.

Electrical stimulation with the 
T.E.N.S. is thought to provide pain 
relief by blocking pain impulse mes­
sages to the brain.

Although the unit has its limitations 
and is not indicated in every case o f pain 
management, it has been used twice

with excellent results.
The T.E.N.S. unit was purchased 

from a local medical supplier, WESCO 
Medical Supply of Floydada.
