I agree with Mrs. Charles Tyer’'s
“Letter to the Editor” in the May 26th
issue of the Hesperian, as I was sitting
near the unhappy child. In the last para-
graph of her letter she also stated that
baccalaureate and graduation services
are “‘always” pleasant, happy occasions,
and that we want to share them with
parents and friends of the students. I
want you to know that for several of the
Seniors in the class of 1988, it was not
a pleasant, happy occasion. The family
and friends that arrived for this joyous
event were greeted with tears of unhap-
piness. You ask, “Why?” Semester fi-
nals were scheduled on Monday and
Tuesday, the last 2 days of school. This
does not give the teachers enough time
to get the grades averaged and ready for
diplomas.

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Fireworks pose
threat to adults

Don’t let a Fourth of July fireworks
accident rob you or your children of the
glorious sights of summer. Last year the
U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission estimated that more than
9,000 people were treated in hospital
emergency rooms for fireworks-related
injuries.

“We are particularly concerned with
the increasing percentage of eye inju-
ries,” says William M. Carpenter, Texas
Society to Prevent Blindness President.

Too many fireworks-related injuries
strike children, often resulting in a per-
manent vision disability. An American
Academy Ophthalmology (AAO) study
found that 40 percent of the cases re-
ported caused permanent eye damage
and almost 25 percent of the injured —

mostly children — either had an eye
destroyed or lost some vision.

There are many misconceptions
about fireworks. One is that fireworks-
related injuries occur only in non-regu-
lated states. In fact, enough fireworks
find their way into regulated areas to
account for 45 percent of the eye inju-
ries.

Another fallacy is that children are
safe if they don’t use fireworks. Actu-
ally, 25 percent of the eye injuries were
to bystanders.

Finally, don’t be fooled into thinking
that there are “safe” fireworks. Even the
widely available sparklers burn at 1,800
degrees, a temperature almost hot
enough to melt gold. Particularly dan-
gerous are bottle rockets, which ac-
counted for well over a third of the eye
injuries noted in the study.

Carpenter wamns against the use of

serious vision
and children

fireworks. Unfortunately, the range of
state laws and illicit market make fire-
works readily available. If you are going
to use fireworks, the following safety
guidelines are recommended:

— Before using any type of fire-
works, check state or local laws.

— Children should never be allowed
todischarge fireworks. Even “‘safe” fire-
works (i.e., sparklers) are danger to
children.

— Read and follow all instructions
and waming labels. Wear eye protec-
tion.

— Fireworks should only be used
outdoors in a clear area away from
homes, buildings and combustible ma-
terials.

— Be sure others are out of range
before lighting fireworks.

— Keep wat:r nearby for emergen-
cies and dousirg malfunctioning fire-
works. Never hindle or attempt to re-
light a firework that does not go off.
Soak it thoroughly before discarding.

— Never ignite fireworks in a con-
tainer; glass and metal containers can
easily shatter.

Rather than expose oneself and others
to the hazards of handling fireworks,
find a seat and safely watch the fire-
works displays conducted by trained
professionals.

Recognize the early signs of a heart attack victim

Heart attacks can happen without
much warning, and they happen any-
where, any time. Do you know how to
help someone who is having a heart
attack? The Texas Medical Association
says that you can help save a life if you
recognize the signs of an attack and take
action immediately.

Severe chest pain usually is the first
sign. The pain often is described as
pressure beneath the breast bone. It can
become severe, and can move into the
neck and jaw area and the left shoulder
or arm,

Any kind of exertion makes it worse.
The pain will be continuous, but may
subside.

Other early warning signals of a heart
attack that accompany the pain include
nausea, sweating, difficulty in breath-
ing, and dizziness.

The first step to helping a victim is to
call an ambulance immediately. Then,
make the person as comfortable as pos-
sible, which is usually sitting, with the
legs up and bent at the knees. Loosen
ties, collars and any tight clothing
around his or her upper body.

Social Security
News

By Terry J. Clements

There are special provisions in the
Social Security law designed to encour-
age blind and disabled supplemental
security income (SSI) recipientsto try to
work. These provisions allow recipients
to attempt to work without fear of losing
all their SSI checks or Medicaid cover-
age.

Also, recipients whose SSI checks
were stopped because their earnings
made their income too high to receive
checks may be able to receive checks
again if they find they no longer are able
Lo work.

Recognizing that a disabled
recipient’s return to work may not fol-
low a steady progression, the law allows
the recipient to use SSI as a stepping
stone to employment. Recipients may
continue 1o receive some money from
SSI while testing their ability to work.
The amount received depends on the
amount of earnings— as earnings in-
crease, the SSI payments decrease or
stop. A recipient who finds his or her
work attempt is unsuccessful, however,
may have payments started again—of-
ten without filing anew SSIapplication.

In addition, many blind and disablcd
recipients can keep their eligibility for
Medicaid coverage even when their
checks stop because their eamings make
their income too high to continue receiv-
ing checks. Tokeep Medicaid coverage,
a recipient must continue to be blind or
disabled, meet all other non-earnings
SSI eligibility requirements, depend on
Medicaid coverage to continue work-
ing, and be unable to purchase similar
medical care.

Blind or disabled recipients who work
also are encouraged to develop a “plan
for achieving self-support.” This plan
allows them to set aside income and/or
resources for a work goal and can mean
an increased SSI payment. Some ex-
amples of work goals include education,
vocational training, starting a business,
or purchasing work-related equipment.

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After extensive prodding from producers, the
USDA has announced plans to allow farmers in
Floyd and 97 other Texas counties to use hay from
other lands set aside for conservation use in a USDA
project to provide assistance to drought-stricken
farmers.

According to Bob Lotspeich, Floyd County ASCS
county executive director, producers may hay or
graze their conserving use acres for pay (CU) and
their set-aside acres (ACR). To qualify, a producer
must request haying or grazing at the ASCS office
in Floydada.

Lotspeich received information about the approval
on Thursday.

To remain eligible for program benefits,
participants who request emergency haying or
grazing of approved cover on 1988 ACR and CU
acreage shall not:

1. Remove cover to the extent that the land is not
adequately protected from wind and water erosion;

2. Permit grazing or haying of wildlife food plots
or wildlife habitat;

3. Charge for the value of growth hayed or grazed,
when used by another producer. Charges are

permitted for normal and reasonable costs for
services such as installing temporary fences,
pumping water, cutting, raking, baling or other
steps in haying, green chopping or ensiling.

CRP ACREAGE

Haying of Conservation Reserve Program (CRP)
acres will be permitted if producers agree to the
conditions listed below and make a request no later
than July 5, 1988. All requests must be made at the
Floyd County ASCS office.

Conditions for special haying of CRP acreages
include:

Floyd County has also been approved for haying
of CRP (Conservation Reserve Program) acreage.
Cover, on land subject to a CRP contract, may be
cut for hay if ALL the following conditions are met:

A. Program participants shall:

1. Request, in writing, permission to make hay.
The request must be filed within 10 calendar days of
the date the county is approved for haying of CRP.
Must be filed by July 5, 1988.

2. Receive written approval before making hay on
the CRP land.

B. Harvesting of hay is authorized for a 30-day
period only, beginning with the date the CRP
participant files the request.

C. The next payment under the CRP contract shall
be reduced by the number of acres hayed, times 25%
of the CRP per acre rental rate regardless of whether
the hay is used by the producer, sold, or donated.

D. The CRP participant:

1. May sell the hay for any price to any livestock
producer (Cannot sell to hay traders.)

2. Must sign DF-21 which states to whom the hay
will be sold.

3. With a CRP contract, shall agree to leave at
least 3 inches of stubble.

4. Shall sign an agreement that, if the cover is
damaged or destroyed by this haying, the participant
will incur all cost of reestablishing the cover on the
CRP acreage.

5. Must agree to leave uncut buffer strips through
the field for wildlife of at least 16.5 feet wide and
not more than 330 feet apart, but not less than 10%
of the field.

E. Grazing of the CRP acreage is prohibited.

F. Harvest of any seed or grain crop is prohibited.

Council opts for Hartford
employee insurance plan

Following a special session of the
Floydada City Council, a new insurance
plan has been selected for group hospi-
talization and life insurance coverage
for city employees. The decision was
made after a detailed comparison of the
five proposals submitted at the June 13
regular session.

According to city manager Gary
Brown, “The decision was based on
dollar cost compared to benefits re-
ceived. Other considerations were the
immediate coverage, length of time
current rate quotes were guaranteed and
the total coverage package.”

The contract for insurance coverage
was awarded to The Hartford Company
through the Texas Municipal League.
Their proposal offered “basically the
same coverage” as the existing insur-
ance under Blue Cross/Blue Shield.
Rates under the current plan were due to
increase by “35%” said Brown, “but
under the Hartford proposal, we get

virtually the same insurance for about
$11 less than the Blue Cross/ Blue
Shield.”

Other companies submitting propos-
als were Floyd County Insurance, Mu-
tual of Omaha and Goen and Goen.

Brown and the city council expressed
their appreciation to all submitting bids
for the time and effort it took to present
their bids. “A special thanks must go to
local insurance agents David Cates and
Kyle Smith,” said Brown. “Each pre-
sented a proposal from their firm then
worked closely with Sharon Quisen-
berry in our offices to correlate the infor-
mation contained in the five proposals
so that we could make an intelligent
decision for our city employees.”

Texas residents who suspect they
have been exposed to pesticides and
who are unable to get local medical
treatment can now turn Lo a statewide
pesticide poisoning emergency phone
line for help.

Bilingual assistance is available 24
hours a day, seven days a week, by
dialing 1-800-TDA-REGS (1-800-832
7347).

“TDA first became
efforts to prevent pesticide exposure
three years ago when itadopted the first
pesticide regulations to protect human
health. Although the regulations have
helped reduce the incidents of pesticide
poisonings, we have found that a num
ber of people are still getting hurt,”
Commissioner Hightower said.

“Just as alarming, we have discov-
ered that some of the people who have
been exposed have been unable (o e

involved with

ceive proper medical attention because

of thedistance tomigrantclinics or other
medical centers, the lack of medical
personnel with specialized training in
treatment of pesticide poisonings, or
their inability to pay for such services.”

“Short term effects of pesticide poi-
soning include irritation of eyes, skin or
throat, itching, rash, headaches, blurry
excessive sweating,

vision, dizziness,

vomiting and chest pains,” said Olga
Moya, TDA’s farmworker
Some pesticides are suspected of having
long-term effects which include tumors
or cancer, birth defects, reproductive
problems, skin problems, and injury to

When you're hot . . . you're hot!

Tips offered to combat summer heat

Texas summers lend a new definition
to the term “hot,” and this summer will
probably be no exception. Although
summer does not officially begin until
Monday, June 20th (10:57 pm CDT, to
be precise), experienced Texans know
that it really begins as early as March
and can stick around until well into
October.

Summer heat increses the number of
people taking part in outdoor activities,
and this leads to a rise in heat-related
deaths and injuries. Few people realize
it, but nationally there are more deaths
each year from heat than from floods,
hurricanes, lightening, and tornadoes
combined.

Texas Safety Association, in coopera-
tion with the National Oceanic and
Atmospherc Administration (NOAA)
and the National Weather Service,offers
this easy rule-of-thumb: When the tem-
perature goes up, slow down! Remem-
bering a few safety rules will let you
enjoy your Texas summer activities
without risking your health.

*Takeitslow! Heed your body’s early
waming and reduce your activities. Stay
in cool, shaded areas as much as pos-
sible.

*Drink plenty of non-alcoholic lig-
uids. A glucose replacement is excellent
if you are outside for more than an hour
or two, but plain water is a good substi-
tute.

*Wear lightweight, light-colored, and
loose-fitting clothing appropriate to hot
weather to help maintain normal body
temperature. Your head is a prime target
for the sun’s rays, so wear a hat and
sunglasses, 100.

*Heatstroke tends to develop quickly
and with little warning, with victims
becoming ill in less than 24 hours. Go
slow the first few days to let your body
become accustomed to the heat.

*For a few hours each day, get out of
the heat as much as possible. Air-condi-
tioned areas or those equipped with
ceiling fans are best, but any well-venti-
lated, shady area will do.

*Sunburn cuts down the body’s abil-

ity to dissipate heat, and prolonged
exposure may cause long-term health
problems. Use of a good sunscreening
agent is recommended.

*It’s not the heat, it’s the humidity” is
not just an old saying. Perspiration is
your body’s natural way of cooling off,
and works best when the humidity is
low. Air movement helps to evaporate
perspiration and cools your skin. Under
high humidity, the cooling process is
lost, leading to a higher danger

*Never leave children or pets in your
car! Even with the windows down, the
temperature inside can quickly rise to
lethal levels. Legislation passed during
the 1984 Special Legislative Session
made it a criminal offense to leave “a
child under age seven unattended by a
person less than 14 years old in an auto-
mobile for over five minutes. The of-
fense is a class C misdemeanor, punish-
able by a fine of up to $200.

* And speaking of pets: remember that
they are subject tothe same heat-related
dangers as we humans.
