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Floydada enrollment
down from 1987-1988

1233 students have enrolled in
Floydada schools as of September 7.
This represents a decrease of 94 stu-
dents. The high mark enrollment figure
for the 1987-88 school year was 1,327.

“Our biggest decrease in enrollment,”
said Superintendent Jerry Cannon
comes from the high school. We are
about 30-35 kids short from last year.
It’s hard to tell from year to year what
the enrollment will be. The enrollment
is in good shape now. We are anticipat-
ing the same overall enrollment as last
year, however it looks like high school
will be less.”

Duncan’s first, second and third
grades showed the only increase in en-
rollment. The largest class, second
grade, totaled 106, which was up 11
students from last year. An increase of
one student was seen in the first grade
and third grade also showed an increase
of 11.

Duncan expects more children will
register for kindergarten after the 19th
when children will start going to school
for a full day instead of half a day.

Decreases by campuses this week
were: Duncan, 17; Andrews, 34; Junior
High, 10; and High School, 26.

“We expect more students later,” said
Cannon. “We are excited about the
school year. We have six new class-
rooms in Duncan and have added five
new teachers to Duncan Elementary to
meet the 1:22 ratio. The K-4 classes are
almost full.”

AFS student compares German and U.S

teenagers similarities and differences

Teenagers share many similarities
and differences here and in West Berlin,
according to 16-year-old Norman Lang-
hoff, Floydada High School’s AFS
exchange student.

Arriving in Floydada, Aug. 19, Nor-
man settled in with Bobby and Noma
Lou Rainer. Coming from the Steglitz
district of West Berlin, Norman has
noticed a big difference in the way
American teenagers spend their spare
time.

“There are 1.8 million people living
in West Berlin, which is 185 square
miles. Teenagers do not have cars and
drive like they do here,” says Norman.
“You cannot obtain a license until you
are 18 years old, and only then after you
go through a very strict school which
costs about $1,000.”

Needless to say driving up and down
the drag is not a teenage past time in
West Berlin. “In America there is much
more street and space.” The Langhoff
family of four has one car, so a bike is
used by Norman to get back and forth to
school. Much of the travel in town is
done by bus and subways.

“I have noticed that weekends are
very special to American teenagers.
Their school days are longer which al-
lows for less spare time. When they are
off from school, they want to go some-
where else and do something.

Because we have more spare time,
German teenagers go more often. I visit
my best friend a lot, who lives 10 min-
utes away. I play the guitar, go shopping
at record stores and we enjoy going to
sporting events (soccer mostly). My
family does not watch that much T.V.”

Many American teenagers would be
glad to know that not only is there T.V.
in West Berlin, but also Cable T.V.,
including MTV.

“MTYV is very big in Germany. Pop
music like Madonna and Michael
Jackson are popular and sois easy listen-
ing (George Michael) and RAP music.
My favorite is Bruce Springsteen (casy
rock and roll). I enjoy playing his kind of
music on my guitar and I also enjoy
playing classical music.”

“He is very good on his guitar,” stated

the entire Rainer family.

Even though school has just begun,
Norman feels the subjects he will enjoy
the most are the ones he cannot take at
home, such as; speech, home econom-
ics, typing, drafting, accounting, record
keeping and the sports. The American
courses that are similar to West Berlin's
are English (Norman speaks fluent
English), algebra, and govermment.
“Our school days go from 8:00 a.m. until
1:30 p.m.,” said Norman.

“Even though Norman (who will be
17 in November) is a senior here and
will go through the graduation cere-
mony with the class of "89, he will not
truly be through with school,” said
Bobby Rainer

“When I return to West Berlin I will
probably have to take two or three more
years of school. Our schools are set up
different than yours,” explained Nor-
man.

“After the sixth grade (Grundschule
or Elementary) you have a choice of
three other schools. You can continue in
a school called Hauptschule (or Main-
school) from the 7th-9th grade. In this
school you learn a trade. After the 9th
grade you go work for a firm as an
apprentice.

“Or youmay choose Realschule, 7th-
10th grade. People who leave here usu-
ally go work for banks and places like
that. If you choose to further your educa-
tion from Realschule you may do so.

“The school I am in is called Gymna-
sium, It is 7th-13th grade. When you
graduate from here you get an Abitur (or
diploma). You must have an Abitur 1o
continue on to college.”

Though he enjoys being away from
home Norman misses his best friend and
is looking forward to meeting people at
school and making some new friends.
Since arriving in the United States, he
has traveled to Albuquerque and Colo-
rado. “The countryside is different here
in Floydada. In West Berlin it is gently
rolling and there are lots of forests.”

Because of the large population and
small area, the Langhoff family along
with other West Berilners enjoy getting
away from their crowded and noisy cit-

ies. Many West Berliners travel to their
Schreber gardens out of the city for
peace and quiet and beautiful scenery.
The history of these gardens are a re-
minder in itself of what the German
people have been through.

“After WWII there were so many
ruins that a man named Schreber wanted
to bring beauty back to people. He
wanted people to see land without ruins
on it so he divided up some of his prop-
erty into lots for people to have gardens.
At first the lots were given to people, but
now they are leased.

“In the beginning mostly potatoes
were raised because it was a very poor
time and there was not much to eat. Now
they are used like weekend retreats.

“We grow apple, plum and cherry
trees. Flowers are also raised and for the
first time this year we raised potatoes.
We also have a lot of lawn.”

The 500 square meter lot was passed
down to the Langhoff family from Nor-
mans mother’s mother. The lot now
contains two small cottages. “They are
very neat lots, very compact and effi-
cient,” said Bobby and Noma Lou
Rainer, who visited with the Langhoffs
during the summer .”The cottages are on
the order of a travel trailer as far as how
much room and and what is in it.”

“It is very quiet at the garden,” said
Norman, “but it is a lot of work.

“A lot of gardens form a colony. The
colony then elects a board of directors to
oversee business arrangements.”

Remembering their visit to Norman'’s
home, Bobby and Noma Lou Rainer
commented, “It is very clean. The
streets are immaculate and there are no
chug holes. The gardens and trees are
beautiful but the buildings are a drab
grey and brown.”

“Because of the housing shortage
after the war the buildings were built
very fast and the achitecture is very

‘hodge podge’,” said Rainer.

“Norman’s family was wonderful to
us,” said Noma Lou. “I enjoyed visiting
with them and I would only go back to
see them, because overall I thought the

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The next morning she called me to go
with her to pick up our friend’s car from
the Sheriff. When we got to the jail there
was a guy sitting outside and my friend
told me that he was the trustee that had
taken the message the day before. We
went in and made arrangements with the
Sheriff to pick up the car.

When we got outside this trustee
stopped us and said that there was a man
in jail that was being sent back to Old
Mexico, that had been working for a
man here and had a payroll check that he
couldn’tcash in Mexico, and asked if we
would cash it for him. He handed my
friend a check for $235 and said here is
the check and here is his I.D. He gave her
adrivers license that had the same name
as the check.

We wentand got our friend’s car then
we wentto Pay N Save to cash the check.
My friend had left her drivers license at
home, so I had to use my drivers license
to get it cashed.

When we drove up in back of the jail,
this trustee was sitting on the steps. My
friend got out and took the money to
him, then we went home.

The next Saturday moming Pay N
Save called me and told me that the
check was no good. I called the man that
was supposed to have signed the check
and I found out that he had not signed
that check. It had been forged.

I called my friend and told her that the
check was no good. She came over and
said that the trustee had called her the
night before and had another check he
wanted her to cash for another guy, and
he was willing to pay her $20 for her
trouble if she would get it cashed for
him,

We went to Pay N Save and payed for
the other check and picked it up, then we
went to the jail. The trustee was sitting
on the back steps. My friend got out and
he handed her a check and a Social
Security card. The check this time was
for almost $200.

We saw who the check was made out
Lo so we went to a pay phone and called
the jail to see if this man was locked up
there. They said they didn’t have any-
body by that name. We took the check
and went home.

About two days later we thought we
might be in trouble because this trustee
kept calling my friend, wanting his
money. We didn’t know what to do, so
we called the police who called a deputy
and he took our statements and the two
checks.

Later we found out that this trustee
had already been to prison two or three
times for forgery and was back in jail for
forgery again then. While he was sup-
posed to be locked up, the Sheriff started
letting him go home at night and he had
forged another check to a grocery store.
This was before he gave us the checks.

They called from the jail a few days
later and wanted us to identify the guy
that gave us the checks. When we got to
the jail they put us in an office. There
was a deputy and the Sheriff in there
with us, The Sheriff called this trustee in
the office and told him to sit down. The
Sheriff asked the trustee if he had ever
seen my friend before and he said no.
She said yes, you know me. He said,
“No, I've never seen you before.” The
Sheriff was standing next to the door. 1
looked at the Sheriff and he had a grinon
his face and just shook his head and told
us we could go. I didn’t know what to do
or what to say because the Sheriff didn’t
ask us anything. He took the word of the
trustee and just told us we could go!

As far as [ know charges were never
filed and I'm still out $235 and the
Sheriffs Department still has the second
check that he gave us and charges were
not filed on it either.

This has happened to us and I feel that
if it happens again to someone else the
Sheriff wouldn’t do anything then ei-

I’'m writing this letter because I'm
worried about the safety of my family
and our business. We moved to this
town very excited to build a good busi-
ness and help the community anyway
we could.

It has been brought to my attention
that the problem in the law enforcement
is very real and it’s time to act on the part
of the citizens and the city fathers. The
way I see it anyone that wears a badge is
the law whether it’s the Sheriff’s De-
partment, City Police or D.P.S. In Floyd
County we have only 9 or 10 officers,
that’s not many for a county this size. If
they are not all working together we, the
citizens, are in very serious trouble. I
have always been told teamwork is the
best policy and I have seen first hand
that is not the way in Floydada.

Our business was broke into and
burglarized early one Saturday morn-
ing, the police were called and re-
sponded very quickly, notes were taken,
no fingerprints or pictures of footprints
were taken.

The first officer was on the premises
about one hour. He said pictures would
be taken at daylight. It was 11:30 in the
moming before anything else was done.
By this time all good evidence was
blown away by the wind. It was about
4:00 in the afternoon before we were
questioned again, by this time I felt the
stuff that was stolen was long gone and
it was too late. And at the present time
we have heard nothing. No one knows
anything. To me there is a big communi-
cation problem in the law enforcement,
it has to be a team effort not one or two
people on a glory trip. I truly believe we
have good law enforcement personnel
in Floyd county and don’t like to see
them try to make one look bad over the
other by finding dirt to say.

You were
constantly reminded that there were
guards over there that would shoot you
if you tried to come across. I could not
forget that there were people over there
(East Berlin) that had family in West
Berlin and could not come see them.”

“People should still come to West
Berlin even if the wall depresses them,”
said Norman. “To ignore the wall is to
ignore history. Teenagers here just like
teenagers in West Germany don’t seem
too interested in history. Many West
German teenagers don’t seem to realize
that there is a West Berlin and East
Berlin, or a West Germany and an East
Germany. They don’t seem to care what
is going on in East and West Germany.

In a day that started out to be more
appropriate for water polo or mud wres-
tling, the expected rains failed to de-
velop. However, the floods came any-
how — in the form of Idalou’s Tracy
Saul, whose running, passing, kicking
and defensive play led the Wildcats to a
thrilling 7-6 victory over the Floydada
Whirlwinds in the season opener for
both clubs on September 2. The loss was
a heart-breaker for the Whirlwinds, who
failed to capitalize on several scoring
opportunities late in the game. Floydada
held the edge in the final statistics (first
downs: 19 to 8, and total yards: 288 to
192), but came up short on the final
score.

Itrained most of the day, but by game
time the sky had cleared. A beautiful
night for football was assured for the
near-capacity home crowd and a large
following from the visiting Wildcats.
Idalou won the toss of the coin, elected
to receive, and Kenneth Collins kicked
off for the Whirlwinds. The 1988 season
was underway!

Idalou received the opening kick and
set up shop at its own 32 yard line. The
Wildcats were pretty impressive at the
outset. Behind the running of Saul,
James Russell and Ricky Westbrook,
they gained forty-nine yards and four
first downs. The Floydada defense bent,
but did not break, during this offensive
drive by Idalou. An errant pitch by Saul
to tailback John Paul Jones resulted in a
fumble deep in Floydada territory. Ro-
lando Cisneros fell on the loose pigskin,
stopping the Idalou drive, and gave the
Whirlwinds possession of the ball for

the first time on their own 27,

On the first play from scrimmage,
‘Wind QB Chad Quisenberry handed
off to FB Frank Suarez, who rambled
thirteen yards for a first down. On the
next play off the wishbone option, HB
Joe Cisneros fumbled, but an alert
Armando Morales recovered and en-
abled Floydada to continue the drive. A
thirteen yard run by Cisneros from the
16 put the ‘Winds in scoring territory,
where Suarez squirted through for the
score two plays later. The kick attempt
for the point after by Suarez was wide,
and the scoreboard read: Floydada 6,
Idalou 0, with 1:54 remaining in the first
quarter.

Idalou received the ensuing kick and
ran the ball three plays before the first
quarter ended. Early in the second quar-
ter, Saul fumbled and the ball was recov-
ered by Joe Cisneros, giving the Whirl-
winds excellent field position. However
in the first turning point of the ball game,
the ‘Winds failed to take advantage of
this golden opportunity. Floydada’s
offense bogged down and turned the ball
over to the ‘Cats on the Idalou 29 yard
line. Idalou was unable to make a first
down from this situation, and was
forced to punt. A clipping penalty on the
punt return sent Floydada back to its
own 18. The ‘Winds promptly picked up

‘two first downs behind the running of
Kenneth Collins and Frank Suarez, but
came up short on a key first down at-
tempt and had to punt back to Idalou, at
which point, lightning (or rather, Saul)
struck!

On 3rd and 10 from the Idalou 26,
Saul found a wide-open Ricky

Westbrook, who caught the aerial for a
first down at the ‘Wind 45. On the next
play, Saul rolled to his lefton the keeper,
turned the corner, and raced down the
left sidelines for a touchdown. Saul
booted the extra point, giving the ‘Cats
a 7-6 lead — which proved to be the
winning margin. The Whirlwinds made
a good effort to put some points on the
board before intermission, but could
only reach mid-field as time ran out in
the first half,

Those who remained in the stands for
the halftime activities were treated to a
fine show by the “Spirit of the ‘Winds”
— the Floydada High School Band. It
was obvious that the long hours of prac-
tice this summer paid off for first-year
director John Odom and his youngsters,
as the band executed and played well in
their initial outing. There was no ques-
tion about it...the ‘Winds certainly won
the battle of the bands at halftime!

Floydada received the kick to open
the second half, and moved the ball
downfield behind the running of Suarez
and Collins - aided by the excellent
blocking of Adam Cates, Joe Barrien-
tos, and the rest of the offensive line.

asadefensive back, was able to overtake
Morales at the 5-yard line, where he
forced Morales out of bounds.

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The global economy

Education described as
key to understanding

U.S. citizens need to become more
aware of the global economy in which
they live because it is changing rapidly
and will impact everyone more in the
future, said an internationally known
economist.

Therefore, educational programs
such as those conducted by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service must
focus on bridging the knowledge gap
about the world economy.

Dr. Edward Schuh, who was director
of agriculture and rural development for
the World Bank for a number of years,
told Extension Service faculty that the
role of education regarding the global
economy is becoming increasingly
important as other countries focus on
economic reform.

Schuh, currently dean of the Hubert
Humphrey Institute of Public Affairs at
the University of Minnesota, said that it
is “vital that we develop stronger pro-
grams in extension education that deal
with understanding the global economy.
With many countries now making pol-
icy reforms to get their economic houses
in order, our ability to compete and
defend our interests will be seriously
weakened unless we rapidly revitalize
our own economy.”

Schuh cited China, the Soviet Union
and Eastern Europe as countries where
economic reforms are already in place
or are currently being contemplated.

“It is time we began to sound the
clarion call and to educate our popula-
tion about the global economy of which
we are a part,” Schuh said. “Your chal-
lenge, as extension workers, has never
been greater. Gelting your knowledge
and skills up to date should be the first
order of business. Then you need to
develop creative and effective educa-
tional programs to enlighten our popula-
tion about what is going on in other
countries and what the effects will be.”

Schuh said that the U.S. is an integral
part of the global economy. Its depend-
ence on international trade and its ties to
an enormous international capital mar-
ket not only links this nation with econo-
mies of other countries, but also links
the economic policies of those countries
and the world labor market. How all
these issues interact puts significant
pressure on better developing a ‘knowl-

edge’ market in which you can play a
key role, he said.

The economist said that huge budget
deficits and a low savings rate have
made the U.S. more and more dependent
on the global economy because they
have caused us to borrow massively
from abroad.

“And the cost of servicing that debt is
growing rapidly,” Schuh said. “Earning
the foreign exchange to service that debt
requires either that we become much
more competitive in foreign markets, or
that we increase our savingsrate signifi-
cantly so that we can invest more abroad
to earn foreign exchange.”

This nation’s trade and budget defi-
cits require us to borrow between $10
and $15 billion each month from the rest
of the world, he said. The current deficit
of about $150 billion a year has to be
matched by an inflow of capital, either

borrowings or direct investments from
abroad.

To help the situation, Schuh said that
investments abroad must increase be-
cause they are an important source of
foreign exchange needed to pay for our
imports and to service our foreign debt.
Such investments also are an important
means of circumventing protectionist
measures by other countries.

Loans by U.S. commercial banks are
also an important source of the foreign
exchange needed to pay for imports and
to service our foreign debts, the econo-
mist said. In the mid-1980s these loans
amounted to about $325 billion.

Schuh also said that U.S. dependence
on certain raw materials from abroad
and the consumption of a growing share
of consumer goods and services from
abroad is forcing us to even greater
integration with the global economy.

The contract for aerial spraying in the
1988 High Plains Boll Weevil Control
Program has been awarded to Kimmel
Aviation of Greenwood, Mississippi.

Kimmel submitted a bid of $5.94 per
gallon of insecticide, the lowest of three
sealed bids opened September 1 by
program officials at the offices of Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock. Forty
aerial applicators were invited to bid on
the contract. PCG, father of the 25-year-
old weevil suppression effort, conducts
the program through its Boll Weevil
Steering Committee, currently chaired
by Borden county farmer Jarrell Ed-
wards of Route 1, O’Donnell.

Edwards was unavailable for com-
ment, but PCG’s weevil program man-
ager Johnny Anderson said he consid-
ered the bid satisfactory on all counts.
The contract in 1987 went to Perryton
Aviation of Perryton, Texas, at $5.09
per gallon.

“Obviously we would have preferred
to hold the line on price,” Anderson said,
“but Kimmel’s bid was almost a dollar a
gallon below the next lowest, and we
have confidence in his ability to per-
form, so all in all we're pretty well
pleased.”

The contract calls for applying an
estimated 50,000 to 60,000 gallons of
insecticide, ultra low volume ma-
lathion, at the rate of 12 ounces per acre.
Each gallon therefore will cover 10.67
acres, giving a per-acre application cost
of about 56 cents. Infested fields, se-
lected from weekly survey data, are to
be sprayed on a 10 to 14 day schedule as
needed. Almost 4,000 fields covering a
half million acres in 15 counties are
mapped for survey and possible spray-

ing in the control zone, which lics along
the eastern rim of the Caprock. It begins
on the north in Briscoe County and curls
around the south end to parts of An-
drews County.

Surveying for this year started August
29 and the first malathion application is
slated for September 19. Program offi-
cials are requiring that the contractior’s
planes report on September 15 to allow
for inspection and correction of any
defects. Kimmel expects to use some of
his own planes, but says a majority of the
work will be sublet to pilots and aircrafis
from the High Plains area. Twelve
planes are to report to the Spur Airport
for the initial work, and will be sep-
plimented by four more planes at a later
date if necessary.

While the early estimate of aggregate
acreage needing treatment this year,
about 600,000, would be covered by the
60,000-gallon contract figure, Ander-
son says a recent surge of in-migration
from east and south of the control zone
make an estimate of 750,000 acres more
realistic. If reached, that acreage would
compare to the 615,000 acres of 1987
and would be the largest since 1977
when 1,250,000 acres were sprayed.

By exterminating a high percentage
of control zone weevils béfore they
reach hibernation sites, the program
since 1963 has prevented the dreaded
pest from spreading into the concen-
trated acreage above the Caprock and on
into New Mexico and points west. The
program is jointly funded by High
Plains cotton producers, Texas and U.S.
Departments of Agriculture. Producers,
with a small contribution from TDA,
furnish 70 percent of the total.

USDA to forgive cotton
loan carrying charges

USDA, in response o a request from
the National Cotton Council and other
interest organizations, has announced it
will forgive enough carrying charges on
cotton loans to allow cotton to be re-
deemed with cash at the adjusted world
price.

The move, effective immediately, is
expected to ensure that U.S. upland
cotton will be more competitive in
world markets.

“This is another major step by USDA
in making U.S. cotton competitive in
world markets,” said Council President
Billy Dunavant. “It will especially
strengthen the ability of the U.S. to
compete against southern hemisphere
cotton. It also is a testament t0 our
industry’s ability to unite and to work in
concert with USDA to achieve positive
results.”

Agriculture Secretary Richard Lyng
already had approved three other cotton
program changes requested by the
Council: (1) revising the transportation
cost formula, (2) allowing loan cotton to
be redeemed at premium/discount lev-
elsin effect when itentered the loan, and
(3) allowing the coarse-count adjust-
ment on a broader range of cottons.

Under the new procedure for cash
redemptions, when the adjusted world
price (AWP)is below the loanrate, CCC
will not require the payment of any
interest and will pay all of the warehouse
charges. When the AWP is above the
loan rate by less than the sum of the
accrued interestand warehouse charges,
CCC will pay enough of the accrued
warehouse charges to permit the loan
cotton to be redeemed at the AWP.

When the AWP is above the loan rate
by as much or more than the sum of
accrued carrying charges, CCC will
require the payment of all accrued inter-
est and will not pay any of the ware-
house charges. In such cases, the loan
may be repaid at the loan rate plus ac-
crued interest and any warchouse
charges previously paid by CCC.

Under the previous plan, when cotton
loans were redeemed with cash, the
redegmer was required to pay all the
accrued interest plus warehouse charges

previously paid by CCC.
USDA'’s latest action does not alter

current procedures for loan redemptions
with certificates.

Best markets for ag producls
Developing countries hold key

The future of U.S. farm exports rests
with developing countries, according to
an internationally known economist.

Dr. Edward Schuh, speaking on
impacts of the global economy, at a
recent conference of the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service faculty, said that
developing countries hold the key for
farm exports.

Exports are vital to Texas and U.S.
agriculture, totaling more than $30 bil-
lion annually for the nation as a whole.
About 25 percent of Texas’ agricultural
production annually moves into export
markets.

“For developing countries to become
viable importers of agricultural prod-
ucts, they must first experience some
significant economic development,”
Schuh said. “And developing the agri-
culture in these countries is the key to
economic growth.”

Schuh said that raising agricultural
production in developing countries
need not pose a threat to U.S. agricul-
tural exports. “Developing countries
have both supply and demand sides that
are very important.”

Regarding the ability of developing
countries to purchase U.S. farm prod-
ucts, Schuh said that “our nation’s
commodity programs have priced us out
of many intermational markets.

“Our commodity programs, in many
ways, have been detrimental to agricul-

ture because they have stimulated pro-
duction in other countries by setting a
price floor and allowing these coum_rics
to price just under that level,” he said.

Schuh is currently dean of the Hubert
Humphrey Institute of Public Affairs at
the University of Minnesota. He was
director of agriculture and rural devel-
opment for the World Bank fora number
of years.

Purchase rate for '88

A preliminary announcement of the
loan and purchase rate for 1988 crop
soybeans of $4.77 per bushel was made
today by Secretary of Agriculture Rich-
ard E. Lyng. A final announcement will
be made by October 1.

In addition, Lyng said that a market-
ing loan program will not be imple-
mented for the 1988 crop of soybeans.

All producers of 1988 crop soybeans
will be elligible for loans and purchases.
Soybeans are inelligible for any reserve
program or farm storage payments.
