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STORM OVER AR

On ’l'huroduy evening of
week a consideratde of a hall storm
struck the territory about nine
miles southeast of Friona, doing
considerable damage to wheat crops
In that locality.

E. B. Whitefledd, who had 500
acres of 48 fine looking wheat as
the country could show, was the
heaviest loser from the hall, and
be carried no hail insurance.

It is estimated that about sev-
suty-five per cent of Mr. White-
field's wheat was rulned, while the
farms sdjoining bim on the north
and souwth recelved not more than
4 twenty per cent damage, J. M. W,
Aeyander also recelved quite a
N¥aVy damage but did not state
an estimate of the loas.

On Monday eveming a hail clond
siruck the territory abouwt twelve
fourteen miles mnorthwest of
town and did considerable damage
bit no estimate has been reported
a8 to percentage of loss, It is
sald that Mr. Lee, living in that
locality, lost practically all his
cotton, the young crop being en-
tirely beaten off. J. A. Hart of
the same locality also received
considerable damage.

A shower of fine hall is reported
to have fallen in the reglon seéven
miles northwes' which spoiled many
of the gardeas, but no report of
damage to wheat crops in that
locallty has heen recelved.
