Judge denies restraining order

FLOYDADA — United States Dis­

trict Judge Melinda Harmon denied are- 
quest for a temporary restraining order 
against Caprock Hospital District on 
December 20. The CMTler of denial came 
from her court in the Houston Division 
of the United States District Court for 
the Southern District of Texas. It was in 
response to a lawsuit filed in that court 
by Dr. Tommy Swate following CHD 
b ^ d  action terminating his contract 
with the district in early December.

According to the order. Judge Har­
mon reviewed the motion and the com­
plaint and offered the opinion that the 
plaintiff. Dr. Swate, “cannot establish 
the necessary basis for a temporary re­
straining order.”

A temporary restraining order is is­
sued without a hearing based on infor­
mation presented in a petition filed by a 
plaintiff and is valid only until a hearing 
for an injunction can be set and held. A 
temporary injunction would be issued or 
denied based on evidence presented 
during a hearing. It would be valid until 
a specific date or event

Judge Harmon set a hearing for Janu­
ary S at 2:00 p.m. to hear evidence con­
cerning issuance of a temporary injunc­
tion as requested by Dr. Swate.

CHD attorney Thomas Riney stated, 
“If the injunction is granted, it will mean 
that the clinic would reopen with Dr. 
Swate as the physician and the neces­
sary support staff to allow the clinic to 
function.” He stressed that the granting

of a temporary injunction would not 
mean that the hospital would open, say­
ing, “The injunction would not affect 
the board’s decision to abandon efforts 
to open the hospital.”

According to local District Attorney 
Becky McPherson, the original petition 
requesting the injunction could be 
amended prior to the hearing by the filer. 
Dr. Swate, to include matters concern­
ing the hospital opening.

A finding by the hearing judge that a 
temporary injunction should not be 
granted would mean that Dr. Swate’s 
lawsuit against the hospital district 
would precede from that point and the 
CogdeU Clinic and Caprock Hospital 
would both remain c los^ .

Progress on the court action will be 
determined by the courts in Houston or 
by courts in Lubbock if CHD attorneys 
are successful in obtaining a change of 
venue moving the case closer to home.

TAXES TO CONTINUE
In the wake of an undetermined num­

ber of lawsuits and a vote by the 
Caprock Hospital District Board of 
Trustee to “abandon all efforts to re­
open the hospital,” questions have 
arisen concerning the payment of hospi­
tal district taxes. Taxpayers in Caprock 
Hospital District will continue to pay 
hospital district taxes as long as the 
district exists.

Taxpayers will continue to pay taxes 
to support indigent health care even if

the district is dissolved sometime in the 
future. Currently the state requires a 
county to set aside 10 percent of it’s 
annual operating budget fOT indigent 
health care where there is no hospital 
district to assume the burden. In Floyd 
County, over two-thirds of the county 
would be without a hospital district if 
Caprock Hospital District were to be 
dissolved.

This means that the 10 percent set 
aside would be pro-rated to cover that 
portion of the county without a district 
and all Royd County taxpayers would 
pay their share. If this situation occurs, 
the county may be able to increase taxes 
by 10 percent without facing any roll- 
b ^ k  procedures in order to meet the ob­
ligation to set aside funds for indigent 
health care.

Remembering 1993, a year of joy, a year of sorrow

Like any other year 1993 brought joy 
to some families and sorrow to others. 
There was never a shortage of news to 
report on from Floyd County and never 
a shortage of individuals working hard 
throughout the year to accomplish great 
things for their families and communi­
ties.

Ihe  year started off with a report of a 
dismal 1992 cotton crop with ginning 
not even completed until Febrtiary due 
to bad weather. Of the fourteen gins, six 
of them did not open.

Floyd County farmers had originally 
p lan t^  181,000 acres in cotton. After 
the wind, rain and hail, only 15,000 
acres were left for harvest. The final 
total of gales ginned was 17,847.

Many farmers were able to recoup 
their losses with a successful second 
crop of milo, soybean and sunflowers, 
and with good government deficiency 
payments and disaster insurance pay­
ments. Even with the loss of a cotton 
crop the Floyd County Banks showed an 
increase in bank deposits.

The news of the cotton crop went full 
circle, for by December of 1993 the 
cotton crop was already stripped and 
ginned with a record bumper crop of 
over 195,000 bales.

The year ended on a sour note with the 
vote by Caprock Hospital Board mem­
bers voting to aban^n all efforts to 
reopen the hospital.

This follow ^ a year of on again off 
again decisions to open the hospital and 
several disappointments by the board on 
prospective doctors.

The final vote by the board came in 
December after a controversy surround­
ing the hiring of Dr. Tommy Swate. His 
termination by the board, for what they 
called a “breach of contract”, led to 
subsequent lawsuits filed by Swate 
against Board President Fred Thayer for 
slander and other board members for 
violating his contract and for conduct­
ing illegal meetings.

As of the beginning of 1994 the legal 
battles have not yet begun in earnest. 
The first hearing was set in Houston for 
Januai^ 5,1994.

While Floydada and the board of di­
rectors for the Caprock Hospital District 
struggled with their problems of the 
hospital opening, the Lockney commu­
nity proudly boasted of the opening of a 
new wing at Lockney’s hospital.

In an impressive ribbon cutting and 
grand opening ceremony in April, the 
board of directors for Lockney’s hospi­
tal ofHcially opened the newly con­
structed wing of the recently renamed 
W J. Mangold Memorial Hospital.

The modem facility contains 27 beds, 
four birthing rooms and state of the art 
equipment. Paid for from acash reserve 
that had been created for this purpose the 
hospital board was even able to lower

tlie hospital districts tax rates by 5% 
after the construction of this facility.

Lockney’s pride was also reflect^ in 
the hard w o^  and community spirit 
shining through in the Wall of Pride 
which was completed in September.

The mosaic, located at the comer of 
Main and Locust pictures Lockney’s 
past, present and future. The wall was 
put together by Lisa Mosley and her art 
classes with tiles originally designed by 
the citizens of Lockney.

The Roydada City Council and City 
Manager Gary Brown continued their 
relentless pursuit of a landfill permit 
The year reflected changing opinions 
and regulations by the EPA and Water 
Commission. For every obstacle that 
was met the by council it appeared an­
other one would appear. For every re­
quirement that was met a new one was 
created.

The landfill permit was awarded to 
the city in May only to be denied again 
in the same month.

In June, Brown tells the council that 
the landfi 11 will have to close in October. 
Because of lack of space that date must 
be moved up to August 31 and the gates 
are closed.

In October the way is finally cleared 
for the city to open the landfill once 
again. Years of hard work has paid off 
for the city and the citizens of Royd 
County.

The Royd County Commissioners 
approved a resolution in support of a 
proposed faim-to-market highway be­
tween State Highway 207 to FM 1065 
just south of the Briscoe County line. 
The resolution states that the county will 
provide the right-of-way for the paving 
project at no cost to the state. Construc­
tion of the road is slated to begin some­
time after November 1994. State funds, 
estimated to cost around 3 million, will 
pay for the actual construction. Royd 
County will be responsible for acquiring 
and preparing the right of way.

The city of Lockney and the LISD 
both approved a new 5 single member 
district and one at-large voting districts. 
This brought to a close a lawsuit that had 
been filed against the two entities, by 
Joe Perez in August of 1992. Perez 
claimed in his lawsuit that the old At- 
Large system was unconstitutional and 
dil uted the voting strength of the minori­
ties in LISD and the city.

A breakdown of the county’s high­
lights is as follows:

JANUARY
The f im  newipeper o f 1993, reported the 

record breaking tenure o f Sheriff Fred Cardi­
nal who chose not to seek re-election after 16 
years as Sheriff o f Floyd County. Cardinal 
turned the reins of office over to newly- 
elected Sheriff Charlie Overstreet

Cheryl Jo Harrison, daughter o f G ay  and 
Tana Harrison o f Lockney, bom January 2,

was welcomed in as the first baby bom in 
Royd County in 1993.

Even though the 1992 cotton crop was 
dismal, the second choice o f crops for farm­
ers, such as milo, proved to be a success 
resulting in an increase in county bank de­
posits. Roydada’s deposits were up 437% , 
to $60, 699,682.00.

Lockney’s First National Bank showed an 
increase of 7.06% to $31,982,839.00. Both 
bank presidents attributed the increase to ag- 
related deposits and a good second crop. 
“Government payments were good," said 
Roydada Bank President Tom Farris. “The 
government paid out loans through crop 
insurance, disaster insurance and deficiency 
payments.”

Although farmers, banks and area retail­
ers were helped by the government and in­
surance payments, agriculture related busi­
nesses that did not receive government assis­
tance such as gins and chemical companies 
were hurt by the bad cotton crop.

Also in January the Commissioners Court 
approved a resolution in support o f a pro­
posed farm-to-market highway in northeast­
ern Floyd County. Passage o f the resolution 
allowed the commissioners to present the 
proposed project for consideration by state 
officials at a later time.

The resolution expressed the court’s sup­
port o f a proposed highway between Sute  
Highway 207 from a point approximately 
two miles north o f the South Plains Conunu- 
nity east approximately 16.7 miles to FM 
1OM just south o f the Briscoe-Floyd County 
line. The document also states that the 
county will provide the right-of-way for the 
paving project at no cost to the state should 
the project become a reality.

Tlie Board o f Directors for Caprock Hos­
pital appointed Ronnie Amrnons as Hospital 
Administrator to fill the position vacated 
after the resignation o f Terry Keltz.

Two giants in farm equipment manufac­
turing and marketing, Tye Company of 
Lockney and Farmhand IiK. o f Grinnel, 
Iowa merged their family owned operations 
to strengthen future resources.

FLOYDADA SCH O O L-For the third 
time in the history o f the Roydada High 
School Band there was a member who had 
earned the sum s o f All Stau, and for the first 
time ever, there were two smdents named 
who were eligible to attend the All Sute 
Music Convention.

Di^ember 1993 sales tax rebates 

made to Floyd County cities firom the 
state comptroller’s office have been 
received and year to dale totals once 
more display an increase from last year 
for both Hoydada and Lockney. Figures 
for each of the two cities indicate an 
increase in the monthly rebate when 
compared to December 1992 rebates for 
Lockney and a decrease for Floydada.

Total rebates received in Floyd 
County this month were $11,230.85, a 
decrease of 9.28 percent when com­
pared to the $12,379.92 received for 
December in 1992.

Lockney displayed an increase of 
29.45 percent from the same period in 
1992 in over all receipts. The city’s

December check was in the amount of 
$4,502.24 compared to $3,477.74 re­
ceived in December 1992.

Floydada’s December check from the 
state comptroller’s office was in the 
amount of $6,728.61 showing a de­
crease of 24.41 percent over the 
$8,902.18 payment received in Decem­
ber of 1992.

Payments totaling $111.8 million in 

local sales tax rebates went back to 927

Sales taxes are collected by mer­
chants and forwarded to the stale which 
retains a 6.25 percent share and returns 
the city sales tax portion to each city, 
county, hospital district or transit sys­
tem.

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Water evaluation reports available 
on condition of Ogallalah Aquifer

From Texas Water Development
Board
In September 1993, The Texas Water 

Development Board completed an 
evaluation of the condition of the Ogal­
lalah Aquifer in Texas. Their findings 
are published in two reports addressing 
pumpage trends, water-level changes, 
future availability, and chemical qual­
ity.

Report 341 is entitled The High 
Plains Aquifer System (tf Texas, 1980 to 
1990, Overview and Projections. It 
describes past, present and future condi­
tions of the aquifer. Findings in the 
report suggest that the aquifer will sup­
port the various water n e ^  of the High 
Plains region for many years. In 1989, 
4.7 million acre-feet of ground water 
was pumped for irrigation purposes on 
the Texas High Plains. The 1989 
pumpage amount represents a 17 pw- 
cent reduction in pumpage since 1979. 
Surveys also identify a reduction of 
about 1.4 million irrigated acres during 
the past decade. A net water-level raise 
was observed over approximately 40 
percent of the region between 1980 and 
1990.

A model of the Ogallalah Aquifer, 
updated and revised in 1990, was ap­
plied to predict future aquifer condi­
tions. When compared to projections 
made in 1980, current model projections 
indicate a slight increase in future water 
availability.

Report 342, entitled Water Quality

Evaluation o f the Ogallalah Aquifer, 
Texas, provides water quality survey 
results. More than 700 wells were 
sampled from 1989 to 1992 with the 
help of the High Plains, North Plains, 
Panhandle, Sandy Land and Permian 
Basin Underground Water Conserva­
tion Districts. Comparison of average 
dissolved solids indicates that the water 
quality of the southern part of die aquifer 
is poorer than that of the northern. 
However, data taken during the past 20 
years indicates a slight improvement in 
water quality in the north compared to a 
somewhat more significant deteriora­
tion in water quality in the south during

the same period.
Historically, the concentration of 

dissolved solids, chloride, sulfate and 
flouride have exceeded primary Maxi­
mum Constituent Levels (MCLs) Pw 
safe drinking water in numerous wells in 
the southern part of the High Plains.
Maps illustrating the concentrations and 
locations, as well as tables listing aver­
ages and ranges of these constituents 
coToborate findings of eaiiier studies.

ing water-use efficiency by 31 percent, 
the study said.

Up to two-thirds of Texas water sue is 
for irrigation, the study noted. The sav­
ings came through 192 loans, worth 
more than $6 million and used to im- 
privc irrigation efficiency on 51,000 
acres.

However, the Texas Water Develop­
ment board is interested in increaseing 
the number of laons and commissioned 
the survey to help in evalute the pro­
gram.

“We found out that if water districts 
are supportive of and promote the pro­
gram, there is good acceptance. This 
was particularly true where the districts 
worked with irrigation equipment sup­
pliers to promote it,” said Dr. Ron 
Lacewell, professor of agriculturale- 
conomics at Texas A&M and a Texas 
Agriculture Experiment Station re­
searcher.

“Even though the program had made 
$9 million in loans through August of 
1993, we felt that interest in water con­
servation across the state has increased 
and more farmers would want to take ad­
vantage of the program.”

Lacewell lad a group of Texas A&M 
researchers who surveyed farmers in the 
South and Southwest Texas about their 
knowledge of and use of the seven-year- 
old loan program, while a group from 
Texas Tech sruveyed farmers on the 
High Plains.

Because local water districts are re­
sponsible for administering and pro­
moting the program, it was no surprise

that strong support at the local level 
correlated with higher numbers of loans, 
Lacewell said.

Where they survey helps, he added, 
was in its fintUngs on why some districts 
weren’t as supportive.

“One of the problems is the many 
smaller districts aren’t interested in 
being a banker because of the paper­
work involved and because of the risks 
associated with any defaults on loans,” 
he said. “This suggests that change in 
the program that allows commercial 
leners to be the bankers might help 
broaden the program’s impact.”

Such a change requires lesislative 
approval, Lacewell said.

The survey covered three highly var­
ied regions of the state: in the High 
Plains, where irrigation water is drawn 
from the overtaxed Ogallala Aquifer, in 
the “Winter Garden” of Southwest 
Texas, which draws from the Edwards 
Aquifer, and the Lower Rio Grande 
Valley, which uses primarliy surface 
water from the Rio Grande.

The number of irrigator responses 
aiKl the return rates for surveys were 25 
responses (23.5 percent) for the Lower 
Rio Grande Valley, 56 responses (13.8 
percent) for the Winter Garden and 277 
responses (35.63 percent) for the High 
Plains. Lenders and water districts also 
were surveyed. Only a small number of 
lenders and districts received the ques­
tionnaire, Lacewell said, but their an­
swers still were useful for examining the 
loan program and perhaps changing it.
