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FLOYDADA--From late 1987 until
late spring 1994 seems like a long time,
especially when you are working on a
permit for a new solid waste landfill.
"An eternity" in the words of Floydada
City Manager Gary Brown.

"1 was hired as city manager in Au-
gust 1987 and was immediately in-
volved in the landfill permitting pro-
cess," stated Brown. By December of
1988 a complete application for a per-
mit had been submitted to the Texas
Department of Health, which later be-
came part of the Texas Water Commis-
sion which in turn is now part of Texas
Natural Resource Conservation Com-
mission. With each reorganization came
new personnel and additional delays.
The Environmental Protection Agency
was also in the process of trying to fi-
nalize the rules and regulations govemn-
ing landfills.

"Overall, this country boy has re-
ceived a real education about govern-
ment rules, regulations and politics,”
said Brown. The good part of all of this
is that Floydada and the citizens of Floyd
County are going to have access to a
landfill that is convenient.

In order for the permit to be issued
several changes must be made in the
manner of operation of the landfill. The

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biggest changes that users will see is in
separation and recycling. Another big
change will be that now every load
brought to the landfill will have to be
paid for. The fees will be reasonable and
must be paid at the time of waste dis-
posal. Each usher should load their
waste so it can be unloaded by type of
waste.

Material which will be accepted at the
landfill but not allowed to be put into
the pit will be: tires, scrap lumber, yard
clippings, tree limbs and scrap metal/
appliances. Designated unloading areas
for this material are shown in the map
located inside this edition.

"Anyone coming to use the landfill
should realize that at first we will have
some delays and that the landfill person-
nel will be learning as they go," said
Brown. "Under current rules users may
bring most anything to the landfill, ex-
cept petroleum waste and oil filters. Pes-
ticide containers along with other type
containers must be triple rinsed and de-
stroyed (by putting holes in them) be-
fore being brought to the landfill."

The fees will be doubled if all the
loads are not secured to prevent blow-
ing or falling off.

Floydada council passes
teen curfew ordinance

FLOYDADA — Council members
formed a united front on Monday,
March 21, voting unanimously in favor
of approving an ordinance setting a
curiew for Floydada teens under the age
of seventeen. The ordinance is designed
to curb juvenile gang activity, violence
and crime within the city limits as well
as protect young people from them-
selves and others who may present a
danger to them.

The ordinance as passed, sets forth
curfew regulations, provides for en-
forcement and specifies penalties for
infractions by teens age 16 and under
and their parents or guardians and busi-
ness operators. Curfew hours are from
11:00 P.M. on Sunday, Monday, Tues-
day, Wednesday, and Thursday until
6:00 AM. on the following day and
from 12:01 midnight until 6:00 A.M. on
any Friday and Saturday.

The ordinance, #774, became effec-
tive following the public hearing on
Monday evening and passage of the
motion by councilman Amado Morales
which was seconded by councilman
Dale Lawson. The entire ordinance ison
file at the City Hall and is available to the
public for review.

A second public hearing was held
Monday evening to determine the feasi-
bility of requesting an amendment to the

1992 TDCP water grant program. The
change is being requested so that up to
eightadditional blocks can be renovated
with unused funds available after the
original grant plans were taken care of.

Individuals who change their
own oil must now take their used
motor oil and used filters to ser-
vice stations, automotive centers
and oil change shops that collect
oil for recycling, or to any regis-
tered collection center for proper
disposal.

line improvements than the areas se-
lected by the grant consultant, Kay
Howard. It was explained to Morales
that additional blocks had to qualify
under the same criteria for income
guidelines and number of persons
served as the original grant areas had.

The specific areas Morales indicated
he wanted included would not qualify
because the number of persons served is
too limited. Despite the fact that four of
the eight areas included in the proposed
amendment were in Morales’ district, he
voted in opposition to the measure,
making the vote four in favor to one
opposed. Passage of the motion author-
ized the city manager to submit the re-
quest to the Texas Department of Com-
merce for approval and to advertise for
bids if approval is received.

... City manager Gary Brown was
given authority by the council to negoti-
ate with the U. S. Fish and Wildlife
Service to arrive at a plan which would
allow the city to participate in playa lake
habitat projects while retaining owner-
ship of city land and rights of permanent
easement in areas which might be in-
volved in the wildlife protection pro-
grams. The measure should be benefi-
cial to the city in the future.

Other items the council addressed
included:

... Three city-owned lots, #9,#10, and
#11, on Block 62, Original Addition of
Floydada (across from the Fire Hall)
were donated to the Floydada EMS
organization. The lots are to be set aside
for the construction of a building to
house the emergency medical service
and it's operation. A fund drive is now
underway to secure enough money 10
construct the facility.

... Summer water rates were set for
residential water customers. Four
months during the summer, May, June,
July and August, the water rate will go
down to $1.50 per 1000 gallons used
above the minimum for residential us-
age. The remainder of the year, the rate
will remain at $2.00 per 1000 gallons.
Commercial rates will not be affected.

... The council approved a grant appli-
cation for participation in a Communi-
Care phone system. If the grant is re-
ceived, the city would be able to main-
tain daily contact with elderly and dis-

abled residents to check on their wel-

fare. The system, installed and opera-

tional, is estimated to cost about

$9,000.00. The grant is expected to

provide about 90 percent of the funding.

EMS seeking donations for

In an effort to meet the future needs
the Floydada community and of a grow-
ing EMS staff, Floydada Emergency
Medical Services are currently seeking
donations to help fund the construction
of a EMS building.

The building will be used to house the
ambulance, store emergency equipment
and training records. It would also pro-
vide a place for bookkeeping and billing
and for training sessions.

Currently the ambulance is stored at
the Floydada Fire Hall but with the re-
furbishing of another tanker truck, EMS
will lose the bay to the Fire Department.
“They have been very nice in allowing
us to store the ambulance in the Fire
Hall,” said Paramedic Mike Reeves,
“but it won’t be long before they will
need that space.”

“Some people may not believe that we
need the space, but we know the build-
ing would be used,” said Reeves.

“Currently a lot of the equipment is
stored in the home of EMS Director and
Paramedic, Paul Mclntosh,” said
Reeves. “Jimmie Lou Stewart keeps the
bookkeeping and billing at her house
and I keep the training records. We hold
meetings in the fire hall and training
schools at Lighthouse Electric.”

The estimated cost of the new building
is placed between $55,000-65,000.
EMS has already set aside $13,000 in a
building fund.

The building will be located on the
corner of Main and Virginia. These
three city lots are currently empty and
were recently donated to EMS by the
City of Floydada.

Plans for the facility include a 40" X
60' metal building with 14’ walls and a
pitch roof. There will be one 12" x 20’
overhead door located in the front bay
arcaand a 12' x 10" overhead door in the

rear of the bay area. Both overhead
doors would be equipped with auto-
matic garage door openers with remote
and fixed controls.

There will be room in the building for
twoambulances. “We hope sometime in
the future to have a second ambulance,”
said Mclntosh. “We could use the sec-
ond one when the other ambulance is
tied up on a call or on a run to Lubbock.
We have already have five situations
this year where the ambulance was gone
from the county and we needed another
one.”

The new EMS building would also
house two bedrooms and two bath-
rooms. “We wanted to design the build-
ing to be useful for future needs in case
Floydada goes to a full time EMS staff,”
said Reeves. “The two bedrooms would
help in that purpose and would also
serve a current need for those EMS
volunteers who live out of town and
need a place to stay when they are on
call.”

Two bathrooms are needed for female
and male facilities and showers are
needed to clean up if case of contact with

Floydada EMS covers a service area
of 990 square miles of rural Floyd
County including the City of Floydada.
Floydada is approximately 40-45 miles
away from other ALS-MICU (Ad-
vanced Life Support-Mobile Intensive
Care Unit). Emergency treatment and
ambulance service is available to an
estimated 5,500 persons of which ap-
proximately 1,850 persons are 65 years
or older and 2,530 persons are consid-
ered low to moderate income.

In 1993, Floydada EMS made 245
runs, Of those, a paramedic was on
98.5% of the runs.

Since incorporating and taking over
it’s own operations, Floydada EMS has
brought itself out of debt and has been
able to put money away toward the
building fund.

The EMS has grown in size and the
dedicated volunteers keep up with their
training on a continual basis. They have
many times been the immediate lifeline
to many citizens in and around Floydada
and the EMS crew hope that new and
useful facilities will enable them to
supply any future emergency needs for
the community.

Businesses warned of phony
telecommunications invoices

Your Better Business Bureau has
learned that a London company called
WWT WORLDWIDE TELECOM-
MUNICATION has sent invoices for
printing in the 1994 International Telex/
Fax Directory. Telex numbers are listed
for the business tha. has received the
bill.

The businesses that received the bills
have NO telex numbers. Thousands of
U.S. businesses receive what looks like
authentic invoices from foreign com-
panies for entries in telex or business
directories. Often, fine print at the bot-
tom or on the back indicates that they

are not bills, but solicitations. The pro-
moters hope, however, that the busi-
nesses will promptly pay the amount
“billed” and many of them do.

There are federal laws against this
kind of deception and your BBB uiges
that businesses alert their personnel re-
sponsible for payment of invoices to
these types of schemes. And, be espe-
cially wary of mailings originating from
foreign countries. Check them out with
us first.

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Irrigators reminded about tailwater

--From High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District No. 1

Many High Plains producers are busy
applying a last-minute pre-plant irriga-
tion to wet the soil profile for 1994 plant-
ing. Unfortunately, some of this precious
irrigation water is escaping from fields,
and that is against both State Law and
High Plains Underground Water Con-
servation District No. 1 rules.

Water District rules define tailwater
as "ground water pumped for irrigation
that escapes. . . onto land other than that
of the owner of the well unless permis-
sion has been granted by the occupant
of the land receiving the discharge. This
permission must be in the form of an
agreement signed between the parties on
a form acceptable to the Water District.
Potential parties to such an agreement
are warned that it may obligate the pro-
vider to provide a specified supply of
water into perpetuity and/or the recipi-
ent to accept runoff in whatever quanti-
ties at whatever time the provider
chooses. Provisions of any agreement
entered into must comply with Rule 1
(h)(5)."

Rule 1 (h)(5) defines water waste as
"Wilfully or negligently causing, suffer-
ing, or permitting underground water to
escape into any river, creek, natural
watercourse, depression, lake, reservoir,
drain, sewer, street, highway, road or
road ditch, or onto land other than the
owner of the well."

Allowing this water to escape not only
contributes to unnecessary depletion of
the ground water stored in the Ogallala
Aquifer, but it also erodes topsoil and

causes safety hazards.

When a tailwater report is received,
Water District personnel investigate the
water waste and document it with writ-
ten memorandums and photographs. In
addition, they contact the landowners
and/or operators and ask these parties
to stop the water waste. Follow-up in-
vestigations are conducted to make sure
the water waste has been halted.

"We prefer to work with the farmer
and address the problem; and in ‘most
cases, that works," says Ken Carver,
High Plains Water District Assistant
Manager. "If the waste doesn't stop, then
we have no choice but to seek an injunc-
tion from the courts."

Under an injunction, continued
tailwater waste is considered Contempt
of Court and carries a maximum pen-
alty of a $500 fine and/or a six-month

jail sentence per occurrence. If viola-

tions continue under the injunction, the
District Court may also order the County
Sheriff to padlock the water well to pre-
vent further waste. Violators can also be
held liable for damages resulting from
their water waste, such as accidents on
flooded roadways, property damages or
crop damage.

"There are many physical methods
available to help control or prevent
tailwater waste, but the individual op-
erator is the key to whether or not water
is wasted. Careful management of irri-
gation water eliminates tailwater waste,”
says Carver.

Tailwater control methods include
reducing row lengths, terracing, and
cutting borders at the end of the field.

Surge irrigation systems, which alter-
nate water flow between two sets of fur-
rows in times cycles, can be set to auto-
matically cut back irrigation set times
at the time the water is expected to reach
the end of the field. Use of these valves

Tailwater return pits or modified pla-
yas have been used in the past to collect
the runoff water. Water collected in the
pits can be pumped to irrigate crops for
about one-fifth of the cost of pumping
ground water to the land surface from
irrigation wells.

Use of a center pivot sprinkler sys-
tem is a particularly good tailwater man-
agement practice, because the move-
ment speed of the center pivot can be
adjusted to match the water application
rate to the soil's infiltration rate, Use of
furrow dikes under the pivot to collect
the water and hold it in place can in-
crease application rates.

authorized RC&D Areas.

According to Jon J. La Baume, Dis-
trict Conservationist for the Floyd
County Soil Conservation Service

(SCS) the Wes-Tex RC&D Area pro-
gram was initiated in March of 1992 at
a town hall meeting in Tahoka.

FISD okays exam policy

FLOYDADA—FISD board of trus-
tees approved a final exam exemption
policy for grades 9-12 and also heard
words of support for the principals of
Floydada schools.

Under the new policy for exam ex-
emption the student must meet the fol-
lowing criteria:

(1) The student must have been en-
rolled in Floydada High School for at
least 1 six week grading period;

(2) Students in grades 9 and 10 are
limited 1o 3 test exemptions per semes-
Ler;

(3) The student must have an average
grade of 80 in the previous grad report-
ing periods of that semester;

(4) The student must not have more
than 3 absences in the class during the
semester.

The policy was approved by the trus-
tees with a unanimous vote.

June McGaugh appeared before the
trustees to speak on behalf of school
principals. “I'm afraid hearsay might be
affecting some decisions,” said
McGaugh. “I feel educators that have a
problem with a principal should sit
down and discuss it with the principal
not with the board.

“The community needs to support the
principals,” said McGaugh.

Board President Charlene Brown also
read a letter in support of Principal Ellen
Enriquez to the board. The letter was
signed by all of the 6th grade teachers at
Andrews Elementary.

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Buddy Holly lives on in brother’s me

Quite a bit of excitement was gener-
ated in Floydada on Tuesday when it
was discovered that the famous Buddy
Holly’s brother, Larry Holley, was din-
ing with his wife, Maxine, in The Lamp-
lighter Inn.

A friendly couple they didn’t seem to
mind visiting and reminiscing about
younger brother Buddy. In fact, it is
probably Larry’s favorite topic. He en-
joys telling the stories and people love to
listen. In fact Buddy Holly fans will be
happy to know that Larry has written a
book from a brother’s point of view,
entitled, “The Buddy I Knew.” Larry is
obviously proud of his brother and still
misses him very much.,

Larry and Maxine Holley, of Lub-
bock, had stopped for lunch in Floydada
before heading to the motorcycle races
to be held this weekend east of Caprock
Canyon State Park.

“We belong to the Post Enduro Asso-
ciation,” said Larry. “We used to have
the races in Post but 1 1/2 years ago we
moved it between Turkey and Quitaque
because the terrain is rougher.

“It is a national race and competitors
will come from all over the United
States to compete. Saturday we will
have aGrand Prix in Turkey and Sunday
morning the endurance race starts.”

Larry first got involved in the motor-
cycle sport when his son, Randy, started
racing at the age of nine. “Now I just
help organize the races and set up check
points,” said Larry. “I'm too old to
compete with those younger men.”
Racers will compete in different age
categories ranging from 15 years-40
years.

Larry’s wife, Maxine, was formerly
Maxine Graham of Floydada. She is a
1947 graduate of Floydada High
School. Her parents were Millard and
Lois Graham. “I have cousins in the area
who I haven’t seen ina while—Herman
Graham (who owns Muncy Elevator)
and Buddy Graham (who runs Attebury
Grain).”

Maxine and Larry met in Lubbock
while she was working at Martha
Washington’s Candies and Ice Cream
Shop near Texas Tech. They were mar-
ried in 1948.

Larry Holly was born in Lubbock in
1925, 10 years before Buddy. Before
Buddy was born two more siblings,
Travis and Pat, arrived.

Larry was raised to work hard and
started out delivering mail, Western
Union and also had several paper routes.
“I think those routes took me to every
house there was in the core of Lubbock,”
said Larry.

In 1947, Larry Hollie started his own
tile business. It was this business that
Holly also worked in and which enabled
Larry to help his brother financially
when no one else could.

“Buddy worked with me off and on,”

said Larry. “I remember when Buddy
was 19 years old and came to me and
asked to borrow $1,000.

“Our parents were hard working
people but they did not have any money.
I was the only one who had a business,
but $1,000 was stilla whole lotof money
back then.

“I asked him what he wanted the
money for and he said, ‘I know I can
make it if I can just get to Nashville.™

So Larry gave Buddy the money and
then was shocked to see what happened
to 1.

“He went out and bought a $600
Fender Strat electric guitar,” laughed
Larry. “I couldn’t believe it. I thought
that was an awful waste of money—but
then he ended up making that guitar
famous. “He also bought four sports
coats—a red one, a green one, a pink and
a blue one.”

Then Buddy was off to Nashville—
but Nashville wasn’t ready for the
Buddy Holly sound.

“He didn’t make it then,” said Larry.
“The DECA record company wouldn’t
let Buddy do his music the way he
wanted to. They wanted more country
style, not rock and roll.

“He came home discouraged,” contin-
ued Larry. “He worked for me during
the day and played around town with his
band, “The Crickets”, at night.

Things began to change for Buddy
after he heard about a Lubbock record
producer, Norman Petty. Petty was
smarter than DECA—he let Buddy do
his own thing.

Although Buddy performed the same
song for Petty that he had performed for
DECA, (“That’ll Be The Day”), Nor-
man Petty saw the potential. He told
Buddy to write another song for a flip
side and he would send the record off to
a contact in New York.

“We started oif to Clovis, New Mex-
ico to record That'll Be The Day,” said
Larry, “and Buddy was still writing the
flip side song, I'm Looking For Some-
one To Love, as we were crossing the
railroad tracks into Clovis. I put in one
verse in that song.”

Larry also remembers the trip to
Clovis because it was taken in Buddy’s
red Cadillac, which couldn’t have been
bought without his older brother once
more coming to the rescue.

The song was sent to New York and
six weeks later Buddy still had not heard
a word. “He was sitting around at work
feeling real blue,” remembers Larry. “1
asked him what was wrong and he
said—'I know I could make it if 1 just
had the chance.’

“I told him he should just call that guy
in New York and ask him about the
record—so Buddy did. When he got the
man on the phone he was told, ‘Haven’t
you heard? Your song is abig hit. People
are dancing in the streets of New York.
It’s gonna sell a million!”

Larry laughs again remembering that
moment, “Buddy said, ‘Really?—
Would you send me $500—I'm broke.’

“Ididn’t have any help with laying tile
the next day,” said Larry, “he was
through with that job. He went like wild-
fire from there.”

It was with Buddy’s first record that
the spelling of his last name was
changed from H-o-l-1-e-y to H-o-l-1-y.
“Buddy was so excited about the rec-
ord,” said Larry, “that he didn’t want to
make a big deal about his name being
misspelled.

The first record contract was ironi-
cally with a company called Brunswick
Record, a subsidiary of DECA (the
same company who had refused Holly
earlier).

In his very short life, and only 1 1/2
years of recording records, Buddy Holly
made over 80 songs. “He could write a
song over night,” said Larry.

“He never collected any royalties
from his records before he died. He lived
off the $1,000 he made at concerts.”

Besides writing at a furious pace
Buddy Holly toured constantly. “He
went to England twice, Australia, Ha-
waii and Canada,” said Larry.

It was while on a tour in Mason City,
Iowa that Buddy Holly was killed in a
plane crash Feb. 3, 1959 at the age of 22
years. Flying with him and also killed
were Richie Valance, J.P. Richardson
who was known as Big Bopper (“Chan-
tilly Lace”) and the pilot.

“Iam a pilotand I believe Iknow what
happened in the crash,” said Larry.
“There was snow on the ground and it
was very cold outside, however the
weather was clear.

“Four warm bodies jammed them-
selves into the plane (a 35 model Bo-
nanza), and there was no defroster. The

pilot was 21 years old and was not full
instrument rated (trained in the use of
the instrument panel). He could have
flown fine just looking out the window
but I believe the windows were fogged
and he was relying on the instrument
panel.

“The plane had a new Directional
Sperry Gyro Artificial Horizon instru-
ment. You had to read those backwards
and I don’t believe the pilot was familiar
with them.

“When the instrument showed you
were going up you were really going
down and when it showed you were
making a right turn you were really
making a left tum.

“The crash occurred,” continued
Larry, “when the pilot was making a
descending left tumn. With the windows
fogged and relying on instruments he
would have thought he was going up and
turning right which is the way he should
have been going to get to their next
destination in Fargo, North Dakota.”

It was a long time before Larry recov-
ered emotionally from his brother’s
death. “I couldn’t listen to the radio for
10 years after he was killed. It tore me
up. I'm finally starting to enjoy music
again.”

Buddy wasn’t the only talented musi-
cian in the family. Larry and brotlier
Travis also shared in the gift. “Travis
and I would play on KFYO Amateur
night when we were 12 & 14,” said
Larry. “I played the fiddle, guitar and
mandolin.”

The musical talent has now been
passed on to Larry’s daughter Sherry
Holly Scales. “She goes by Sherry Holly
and she has a beautiful voice,” said
Larry and Maxine proudly. “She has just
recently moved lock-stock-and barrel to
Nashville where she hopes to make it.
Her husband is also a very talented

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Irrigators reminded about tailwater

--From High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District No. 1

Many High Plains producers are busy
applying a last-minute pre-plant irriga-
tion to wet the soil profile for 1994 plant-
ing. Unfortunately, some of this precious
irrigation water is escaping from fields,
and that is against both State Law and
High Plains Underground Water Con-
servation District No. 1 rules.

Water District rules define tailwater
as "ground water pumped for irrigation
that escapes . . . onto land other than that
of the owner of the well unless permis-
sion has been granted by the occupant
of the land receiving the discharge. This
permission must be in the form of an
agreement signed between the parties on
a form acceptable to the Water District.
Potential parties to such an agreement
are warned that it may obligate the pro-
vider to provide a specified supply of
water into perpetuity and/or the recipi-
ent to accept runoff in whatever quanti-
tics at whatever time the provider
chooses. Provisions of any agreement
entered into must comply with Rule 1
(h)(5)."

Rule 1 (h)(5) defines water waste as
"Wilfully or negligently causing, suffer-
ing, or permitting underground water to
escape into any river, creek, natural
watercourse, depression, lake, reservoir,
drain, sewer, street, highway, road or
road ditch, or onto land other than the
owner of the well."

Allowing this water to escape not only
contributes to unnecessary depletion of
the ground water stored in the Ogallala
Aquifer, but it also erodes topsoil and
causes safety hazards.

When a tailwater report is received,
Water District personnel investigate the
water waste and document it with writ-
ten memorandums and photographs. In
addition, they contact the landowners
and/or operators and ask these parties
to stop the water waste. Follow-up in-
vestigations are conducted to make sure
the water waste has been halted.

"We prefer to work with the farmer
and address the problem; and in most
cases, that works," says Ken Carver,
High Plains Water District Assistant
Manager. "If the waste doesn't stop, then
we have no choice but to seek an injunc-
tion from the courts."

Under an injunction, continued
tailwater waste is considered Contempt
of Court and carries a maximum pen-
alty of a $500 fine and/or a six-month

jail sentence per occurrence. If viola-

tions continue under the injunction, the
District Court may also order the County
Sheriff to padlock the water well to pre-
vent further waste. Violators can also be
held liable for damages resulting from
their water waste, such as accidents on
flooded roadways, property damages or
crop damage.

"There are many physical methods
available to help control or prevent
tailwater waste, but the individual op-
erator is the key to whether or not water
is wasted. Careful management of irri-
gation water eliminates tailwater waste,”
says Carver,

Tailwater control methods include
reducing row lengths, terracing, and
cutting borders at the end of the field.

Surge irrigation systems, which alter-
nate water flow between two sets of fur-
rows in times cycles, can be set to auto-
matically cut back irrigation set times
at the time the water is expected to reach
the end of the field. Use of these valves

has proven to be very effective in
tailwater management.

Tailwater return pits or modified pla-
yas have been used in the past to collect
the runoff water. Water collected in the
pits can be pumped to irrigate crops for
about one-fifth of the cost of pumping
ground water to the land surface from
irrigation wells.

Use of a center pivot sprinkler sys-
tem is a particularly good tailwaier man-
agement practice, because the move-
ment speed of the center pivot can be
adjusted to match the water application
rate to the soil's infiltration rate. Use of
furrow dikes under the pivot to collect
the water and hold it in place can in-
crease application rates.
