Water level low at Mackenzie

The water level at Lake Mackenzie
may be down but according to retiring
general manager of the Mackenzie
Municipal Water Authority, John Earl
Simpson, “there is no allocation antici-
pated at this point.”

Mackenzie Municipal Water Author-
ity currently is contracted to pump
2,404,000 gallons of water each day to
the four member cities. The volume for
which each town contracts includes:
Floydada, 770,000; Lockney, 405,000,
Silverton, 200,000; and Tulia,
1,030,000 gallons.

“Over the years, we've averaged

pumping approximately 600 million
gallons annually to the four towns,” said
Simpson. “That equates to about 2,000
acre feet per year. According to the
Texas Water Development Board, as of
late February 1994 the lake had 10,000
acre feet of water and we’ve been taking
out approximately 2,000 acre feet per
year.
“We don’t know how much sedimen-
tation is in the lake, but to be on the safe
side we'll say we have three-year supply
available. There is no rationing in the
forecast and there is no need for people
to be alarmed that there is going to be
rationing.

“We just need to get this back order
for heavy rains.”

As of April 10th, the Mackenzie Lake
depth at the dam stood at 81.4 feet on
Monday. By comparison, the reading
was 90 feetonJan. 25, 1993. The highest
recorded level of the lake was 115 feetin
1986.

FLOYDADA HAS FIVE

WELLS AVAILABLE

“The City of Floydada has five wells
which could be used in case of rationing
by Lake Mackenzie”, said City Manager
Gary Brown. “Since we’ve started get-
ting water at Lake Mackenzie we have
never had to use the wells but unless the
watershed gets a pretty good soaking the
towns should be prepared to supplement
Lake Mackenzie if the need ever arises.

“We've had some nice rains and I
don’t forsee Floydada using much of
that water right now. We won’t use our
wells unless we are told to by the Mack-

enzie Municipal Water Authority. The
wells we have would be able to meet the
city’s needs.”

According to Brown, the peak day of
water usage in Floydada last summer
was 1,226,372 gallons on June 2nd;
1,169,077 gallons on July 27, and

986,683 on August 19.

LOCKNEY HAS THREE

WELLS AVAILABLE

According to Dickie McCarty,
Lockney’s Water Superintendent,
“Lockney has three city wells that
would take care of the city in case of
rationing by Mackenzie Water Author-
ity. We mighthave to cut out heavy lawn
watering.

“I have been told that the water level
at Lake Mackenzie would have to get

very bad before we would have to go to
‘wells. Except for a few days in the
summer most of the time we don'teven
use our water allotment.”

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Ammons contract terminated

FLOYDADA — Three days before
the election which would see the end of
his tenure on the Caprock Hospital Dis-
trict Board of Directors, Fred Thayer
made the motion to terminate the con-
tract of hospital administrator Ronny
Ammons giving him six months sever-
ance pay in accordance with his con-
tract. Thayer made his motion saying, “I
feel that we have certainly come to a
point where we cannot continue to work
with Mr. Ammons anymore. It is time
for a clean sweep where we can start out
with something new and build to pro-
vide health care in this community.”

The motion was seconded by ap-
pointed board member Carmel East-
ham. The motion was approved by
unanimous vote of the members of the
board.

The 7:00 a.m. session of the board on
Wednesday, May 4, was originally
scheduled for an executive session to
discuss the appointment, employment,
evaluation, reassignment, duties, disci-
pline or dismissal of the administrator.
Ammons requested that discussion take
place in open session as part of the
public record.

Attorney Tom Riney warned that
such discussion could result in the pub-
lic revelation of information which
might be detrimental to Ammons and
could tarnish his reputation and effect
his future employment. Ammons stated
that he was aware of that, but felt he had
done nothing wrong and that his reputa-
tion had alrecady been tarnished by
events of the past few months involving
the district and himself as administrator.

Board President Tom Farrisread a list
of allegations concerning Ammons’
performance as administrator for the
board to consider. They included: fail-
ure to investigate the credentials of
Enrique Herrera, Physician’s Assistant
before expending district funds to him,
failure to insure proper posting of meet-
ings, failure to see that applications for
indigent care were properly handled
possibly costing the district thousands
of dollars, failure to be at the hospital
during regular business hours, and re-
sponsibility for release or misuse of
confidential information concerning the
hospital.

Attorney Riney next reported on at-
tempts to negotiate the end of Ammons’
contract with his attomey, Pete Baker of
Lubbock. Riney said that he had re-
ceived a fax communication on April 28
from Baker saying that Ammons would
resign with two months severance pay

and other considerations, but that the
offer to resign was withdrawn a few
hours later by fax communication.

Ammons answered each allegation
stating that he had done nothing that he
felt was not in the best interest of the
hospital. He told the board that he had
documentation proving that a firm
called Management Recruitment had
guaranteed the credentialing of P.A.
Herrera prior to the district expenditure
for his expenses and that the man had
been paid pursuant to the advice of the
hospitals legal representative in Lub-
bock. Ammons said that efforts are
being made with the firm to recoup the
financial loss resulting from the discov-
ery that the P.A. had no current license
number in Texas.

Ammons stated that he could not
remember exact events conceming the
posting of agendas, but took the word of
the employee delegated to post the
agenda that it had been done properly.
Riney reminded him that he had testified
in a deposition that the December 21,
1994, agenda was improperly posted.

Ammons replied that he had testified
to events as he could recall them at the
time. He added that when Riney played
the tape of the December 14 exccutive
session for his lawyer on April 27, he
was able to recall that he had told the
employee to post the agenda according
to the instructions given to him by the
board at that time. He added that his
recollection had prompted the with-
drawal of his offer to resign since he felt
had done nothing to warrant resigning.

Additional discussion took place
concerning whether the actual posting
of the agenda or the terminology was at
stake in the Walls lawsuit. Ammons
questioned the recent board action in
reauthorizing December 21 actions
asking why it was necessary if the ac-
tions taken were proper. Riney stated
that it was best to do things both ways as
a protective measure for the district.

Riney stated that the lawsuit was
originally filed based on improper ter-
minology and amended following
Ammons deposition to include im-
proper posting. He added that the suit
was settled recently based on the infor-
mation in the deposition and admon-
ished Ammons for not telling the board
and their attorneys the deposition testi-
mony was erroneous as that might have
influenced the settlement.

Regarding indigent health care,
Ammons stated that his staff had
handled the matter in the same manner it

"Our Times Interest Earnings
Ratio, a key indicator of financial
strength, was 3.10 for 1993, up from 2.13
in 1992, and member's equity was
41.28% of net assets of over $21 million

at the end of the year. We have had no
rate increase since 1988, and non is
planned in the near future.”

He also reported that the Cooperative
is involved in an aggressive, ongoing
preventative maintenance program on its
physical plant, testing approximately
10% of the system's poles annually and
upgrading lines to handle the increased
demand for service. Lloyd also told the
audience that demand for new construc-
tion in 1994 has been extremely active.
"In 1993, we connected 76 center pivot
irrigation systems, most during the last

Brandes of
District 5, and Harold Burk of District
8 were re-elected for three year terms.

Board member J.W. Jackson of Cros-
byton introduced special guests in atten-
dance. Following these introductions,
emcee Kathy Becker introduced Orland
Gilbert of the Cooperative's accounting
firm of Bolinger, Segars, Gilbert and
Moss, who presented the report of their
audit of the Cooperative's 1993 business.

Becker next introduced Lighthouse
General Manger Bill Harbin, who ex-
pressed his appreciation for the atten-
dance of those present. He then intro-
duced the Lighthouse directors and their
wives, had all employees stand for rec-

ognition, and presented service awards
to five employees. Weldon Emert re-
ceived an award for 25 years service,
and 30 years service awards were pre-
sented to Junior Martinez, HarveyAllen,
and Carloyn Cunningham. Harbin then
presented a 45 year service award to Op-
erations Manager Buck Marricle, say-
ing "Buck has served Lighthouse faith-
fully and capably for 45 years, and 10 a
lot of people, he is Mr. Lighthouse.”

Following the second prize drawing,
Cooperative Member Service Advisor
Larry Ogden recognized this year's
Member Services Committee who
helped plan and conduct the meeting.
Members of the committee were Bill and

Multiple Sclerosis may keep JenniSu
Smith from doing many of the ordinary
,things which others take for granted, but
the disease has strengthened her spirit
and her resolve enabling her to do ex-
traordinary things others would never
attempt.

She lives by the motto, “Lord Teach
Us Joy in the Simple Things,” and it
shows in her photography work, on dis-
play this month at the First National
Bank in Floydada.

JenniSu and her husband, Eddie, have
lived in Floydada for 21 years. She is
originally from San Antonio where she
lived for the first 16 years of her life.

“My father, Joe P. Wood, was the
superintendent of the Northwest Inde-
pendent School District,” said JenniSu.
“The doctors told him that if he didn’t
slow down and get away from so much
stress he was going to have a heart
attack. Therefore, we moved to Lorenzo
where he went to work as superinten-
dent at a much slower pace.

“I was in shock when we drove into
Lorenzo. I went from a class of 435
students to a graduating class of 35!

“I was furious with my father at first
for bringing me there,” laughs JenniSu.
“I missed my friends, however I never
would have met Eddie if my father
hadn’t been so firm in his belief that
Lorenzo was ‘God’s choice.’”

JenniSu attended Wayland for two
years and married Eddie in 1971. She
transferred to Tech and graduated witha
BS in Elementary Education and a
minor in English.

“My dad stayed in Lorenzo for three
years and then took the position as Vice
President at Wayland. He worked in this
position for seven years before he suf-
fered a heart attack, and one month later
her died.”

JenniSu landed her first teaching job
in Floydada teaching second grade.
Their son, Eric, was born in 1976 and
JenniSu quit for a short time to be a full
time mom. When Eric started first
grade, JenniSu also started school.

It was while teaching 5th grade Math
that JenniSu discovered she had Mul-
tiple Sclerosis. “A doctor does not diag-
nose you with MS,” said JenniSu.
“There was no positive or negative test
for the disease—they could only tell you
that all the signs pointi to the disease.

“The first signs of the disease were
evident in the blurred vision in my right
eye (optical neuritis) in 1981.In 1985 or
"86 I lost the complete use of my right
hand. I would be writing something on
the board in front of the class and the
children would start laughing. I would
turn around to see what they were laugh-
ing at and they would say, ‘You did it
again.’ I would look down and the chalk
would be on the floor. T had nc idea I had
dropped it because I couldn’t feel any-
thing in my fingers.”

Unable to clutch small items as her
fingers and hand starting “drawing up”,
JenniSu started fine motor skill exer-
cises. “I couldn’t even pick up large
pegs—but now I can even snap my fin-
gers. That may not sound like a lot to
some people but it is to me.”

Because stress can bring on “spells”
(called exacerbations), JenniSu was
forced to leave teaching in 1987.

“Most of the things I loved to do I
couldn’t do anymore. I couldn’t teach, I
couldn’t paint, I couldn’t play the piano
and I couldn’t do calligraphy. But I
found out I could take pictures.”

Because of the blurred vision in one
eye, JenniSu discovered she couldn’t
depend on her eye to focus the image.
Because she used an “automatic cam-
era”, for many years JenniSu did not
consider herself a photographer.

“My brother made me feel a little
better about my work when he ex-
pressed amazement at my photos. He
said, ‘Your photos really are a work of
art. I can snap the same picture as youdo
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for the greatest mother in the world!

Unique gifts from
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and mine never look like yours',

“I just take pictures of stuff—land-
scapes, old farm equipment, family and
friends—stuff like that.”

JenniSu does not print her own photo-
graphs however she does her own en-
larging. “Enlarging my own prints en-
ables me to crop out unwanted stuff and
I can blow up the parts I do want.

“I love to travel all around but I now
have to take someone with me. I have
been out in the middle of a field before
and fallen. With nothing around to pull
myself up I can get into trouble.”

JenniSu has been taking pictures for
so long she says she can’t remember
when she started this “hobby”. The most
recent time they were on display was at
the Floyd County Fair in 1993.

“I submitted eight photographs and
won seven first places and one second
place,” said JenniSu. “Martha Farris
saw my work at the fair and really en-
couraged me to display my work in the
bank. If it wasn't for her motivation I
wouldn’t have had the opportunity todo
this. I thank Martha for being my ‘Bar-
nabas’ (encourager).

“MS has slowed me down. One big
thing I lost was my balance. Sometimes
I look drunk when I walk. I can’t walk
farther than a block before I get ex-
hausted. But how important is that?

“I think it is more important that I
witness to people about Christ. When
people come and tell me that I'm walk-
ing better 1 tell them to thank God for
that. Everything comes back to God.

“I get tired of listening to people
complain and putting things down. We
should look for the good instead of the
bad. I hope that my MS made my own
complaining slow down.”

Explaining the disease, JenniSu said,
“MS affects the nervous system; it
causes scar tissue to form on the myelin
or coating of the nerves. The messages
from your brain don’t always get to
where you want them to go. I know what
I want to say or do, but I'm not always
able to do it.

“The MS also affects your memory.
When I forget something Ican blame my
MS. My friends laugh and tell me they
wish they had an excuse for their mem-
ory losses.”

JenniSu has fought many battles since
the onslaught of MS. Approximately six
years ago, after a ‘spell’, she was
wheeled into a hospital unable to walk.
After undergoing chemotherapy she
walked away from the hospital on het
own.

“Recently I have started with a new
drug that has given me an even better
outlook about my future,” said JenniSu.

The new medicine is Betaseron and
JenniSumust give herself aninjection of
the drug every other day. “Betaseron
won’t cure MS but it will stop the pro-
gression of the disease,” said JenniSu. It
is not going to get any worse, however |
may possibly continue to face chal-
lenges walking, with my fine motor
skills and with my vision. But I believe
that I'm going to get better not stay
where [ am.

“I’'m not in the chronic progressive
stage, which is wheelchair bound. This
medicine might not be able to help me if
I was. I am an ambulatory patient with
relapsing-remitting multiple sclerosis.

“I want everyone to know that when
they get depressed about something,
that no matter how bad they have it

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somebody else is worse off than they
are.
“l hope my photographs can help
people look at life differently and be
more positive. If my disease can help
people look at their own life differently,
then it has been worth it. I want my life
to be a witness to people.”

Because the disease has made JenniSu
unable to do so many things, she has
found herself sometimes feeling like she
is not contributing anything back to her
family. “When I was teaching, I was
helping to put money in the bank and
now I feel like all I do is take it out. My
husband and sonnever make me feel
like that, but sometimes I can’t help but
feel that way. That is one reason I am so
excited about putting my pictures up at
the bank. I've already sold my first
photograph and now I feel like I'm put-
ting some money back.”

JenniSu was also looking for some
way to serve her church. “I started pray-
ing that God would show me something
I could do and then I was asked to teach
juniors in high school in the Sunday
School class at First Baptist Church. 1
was going to have to climb to the third
floor to get to this class and I started
thinking up reasons (excuses) why I
couldn’tdoit. The Lord convinced me it
would be good exercise.

“I think it has also been good for my
Sunday School class. Parents tell me
those kids see me climbing the stairs to
come toclass and they tell themselves—

’If she can get there, so can I.” My class
has been a real inspiration to me as well.

“I want to make myself available to
God and let him work through me. The
best medicine for me has been a positive
attitude which I get from my faith in
God. I also get a lot of support through
the encouragement I get from my hus-

band and son. Side effects from the
medicine, other than flu-like symptoms,
can cause depression and anxiety. My
faith has brought me through most of
that.

“I want to be a positive motivator-—a
‘Barnabas’. I want my show at the bank
to be a motivation for someone else not
to buckle under but to keep on fighting

“My witness to someone is to take one
step ata time. I love the song, ‘One Day
At A Time’, but sometimes one day can
be overwhelming—so [ tell them to take
it one step at a time.”

As JenniSu can tell you—it’s not the
blocks you can jog that are important.
It’s the little steps you take that get you
where you're going. She truly lives by
her motto, “Lord teach us joy in simple
things.”

One option was to leave the situation as
is, with the administrator in place. A
second option was to place the adminis-
trator on a leave of absence, continuing
to pay him, until further investigation
and action was taken, but removing him
from any duties at the hospital. Other
options available under his contract
were immediate dismissal citing a rea-
son and offering no further compensa-
tion, immediate dismissal for no cause
with six months severance pay (payable
monthly),or mutual termination by
agreement.

Riney asked Ammons what it would
take to get him to resign and absolve the
district of any further responsibility or
liability. Ammons responded that since
he had 20 months lefton his contractand
that he felt he had done nothing to war-
rant dismissal, he would take 12 months
severance and a letter of recommenda-
tion in return for resigning and absolv-
ing the district of further liability.

Eastham asked Riney if any option
but mutual agreement would keep the
district from being liable for litigation,
Riney replied that under any option but
mutual agreement, litigation would be a
possibility.

Thayer asked if legal action against
Ammons in the future was possible
under the terms of each option. Riney
said that only mutual agreement would
preclude the district from taking legal
action against Ammons in the future if
they deemed it appropriate.

Following the unanimous vote to
dismiss Ammons, Farris stated that a
formal letter would be issued detailing
the decision. He also instructed Am-
mons to surrender his keys and any other
hospital property and to remove his
personal property from the hospital.
Prior to adjournment, Riney recom-
mended that any hospital official or
employee asked to make a recommen-
dation concermning Ammons in the fu-
ture restrict information given out to
dates of employment and position held.

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Moisture sttll needed for drylands

Cotton Crop Outlook

From Kerry Siders, CEA-Ag.

The moisture that has been received
the past few weeks will benefit planting
conditions, but it is critical that we con-
tinue to receive rain for the next several
weeks and throughout the summer The
limited deep moisture, 36 inches deep,
may be of little benefit, because any dry
zone in the soil will prohibit deeper root
development.

Al this poirnt, it looks like dryland pro-
ducers will have to plant to receive full
insurance and program benefits. Esti-
mates put nearly 100% of dryland acre-
age as covered by crop insurance.

Dryland producers need to wait to
plant until moisture is 12 inches deep.
Plant with the least amount of soil dis-
turbance. With as few as possible passes
producers should stalk chop, seeding at
low rate, band application and scratch
incorporation of yellow herbicide, and
furrow dike. On irrigated acreage pro-
ducers should take advantage of timely
rains that brings soil moisture up in fur
row irrigated ficlds to plant. Check sub-

soil moisture prior to planting and fre-
quently afterwards. Use the PET net-
work and gypsum blocks to keep track
of soil moisture and to guide when to
start watering after planting.

On some legislative conditions: A di-
saster program for the High Plains is
highly unlikely, due to political and
judgetary conditions in Washington; Fi-
nal deficiency payment could disappear
due to rising cotton prices. Twice, the
government has asked producers to re-
turn some of the advance payment, both
in corn and cotton.

Cargill sold their cotton seed division
to Delta and Pine Land Co. DPL now
has 70% or better of the U.S. cotton
planting seed market. Impact on produc-
ers will be that a slightly better chance
to obtain genetically engineered cotton,
increased seed cost, increased reliance
on saved seed, perhaps increased dol-
lars for local seed companies to develop
new varieties, and less U.S. wide com-
petition,

USDA announces upland cotton
premium and discount schedule

By Shawn Wade

The 1993-crop Upland Cotton Pre-
mium and Discount Schedule was an-
nounced by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) April 26.

Highlights of the new loan schedule,
according to Lubbock-based Plains Cot-
ton Growers (PCG), included the reduc-
tion of the base loan rate to 50 cents per
pound for Color Grade 41, Leaf Grade
4 couton. After location differences were
figured, the 1994 loan rate (basis Lub-
bock) was set at 49.9 cents per pound.

One bit of good news for producers
was the reduction of the level 1 penalty
for Bark in Texas, New Mexico and
Oklahoma. USDA set the level 1 dis-
count at 235 points, 15 points under the
1993 discount. The level 1 bark discount
for all other areas of the cotton belt was
set at 405 points.

“The reduction in the level 1 bark dis-
count is not large but at least it is going
in the right direction,” says Donald
Johnson, PCG Executive Vice-Presi-
dent. “Hopefully, as USDA gathers ad-
ditional data on market activities under
the new grading system, these discounts
will continue to move down to reflect,
more accurately, the actual cost of bark
in cotton.”

Because of the decreased base loan
rate established for the 1994 crop, loan
values will be lower across the board this
year.

1993 Sorghum Variety
Trial Results

From Kerry Siders, CEA-Ag.
The following is a summary of the soghum variety trial conducted in
Floyd County during 1993:
IRRIGATED-FULL SEASON SORGHUM VARIETY

TRIAL
Ron Graham Cooperator

SUMMARY: Irrigated-full season sorghum variety demonstration was
initiated at Muncy on May 23, 1993.All varieties yiclded over 5,400 pounds
per acre with Garrison 942 producing the highest yield of 7,197 pounds per
acre (see Table 2) when harvested on September 24, 1993.The check, Cargill
837, yielded on average 6,788 pounds per acre across all check plots wuh
very little variability. Little if no influence from pests were noted.

PROBLEM: The fact that irrigation water is a limiting factor and the
price of sorghum has not been real good, makes the selection of the most
appropriate irrigated sorghum variety crucial to the producer

OBJECTIVE: To demonstrate and compare various soghum varieties
available to Floyd County producers.

MATERIALS AND METHODS: Fourteen varieties were planted on the
Ron Graham farm into a test block. Each plot was 8 rows by 70 feet. Five
check plots of Cargill 837 were interdispersed to adjust yields at harvest.

RESULTS: A prewatering and 2 inches of every other row three times
was applied to the sorghum varieties. With very dry and warm conditions
throughout the growing season, yields ranged from 5,431 to 7,197 pounds
per acre. A majority of the varieties yielded over 6,000 pounds.

ECONOMIC ANALYSIS: Each variety yield was multiplied by $4.00
per hundred weight. It is easy to see how variety selection can have a major
impact on how much money a producer can generate. For example, Garrison
942 had a gross return of $288 per acre versus OroAmigo at $217 per acre
for a $71 advantage.

CONCLUSION:

Producers can use this data combined with other factors to make variety
selection decisions. Careful study and selection of varicties can increase net
returns. Be sure to use data from several years for more reliable decision
making than one year's data will provide.
