It has finally gotten here. The 50th 
anniversary of the end of World War 
11. It’s all icinda confusing. What can 
one say?

Many of our readers probably 
lought, back in the ‘40’s, that they 

^vould never live to see this day. 
When bombs are falling, and shells 
are bursting, little thought is given to 
what things will be, or would be, 50 
years later. What things would be like 
50 seconds later, not 50 years later, 
occupied the minds of many of us at 
that time. Fifty years, had anyone 
given it thought, would have seemed 
an eternity.

Still, here it is. Half a century has 
gone by since the end of that bloodiest 
war in human history. I don’t know of 
any exact casualty figure that has ever 
been attributed to that war. Estimates 
range far above 20 million. But who 
really knows? The millions of Chi­
nese slaughtered by the Japanese 
prior to our own entry in the war have 
gone largely uncounted. The figure 
for the Germans alone has ranged 
from 8 million to 12 million. The 
Russians, too, suffered tremendous 
casualties, but their count, in my own 
view, is somewhat suspect, since it is 
difficult to separate those killed by 
the Germans from those killed by 
their own government.

At any rate, it was a terrible war, as 
all wars are. For one who dies, or has 
his legs blown off, his own war is just 
as big, just as important, just as bad, as 
any other. World War 11 loomed so 
terribly bad because, among other 
things, it was so terribly large and 
widespread, so many people were 
involved, and the stakes were so high.

And while there are many alive 
today who never thought they would 
ever experience the 50th anniversary 
of that war’s end. there are also many 
who now say, “I never thought I 
would live to see the day that...(fill in 
the blanks.)

Many of us certainly never thought 
we would live to see the day, or days, 
when that war would be remembered 
only occasionally, and only by its 
various anniversaries. Things like 
“D-day” or “V-E day”, or what is 
now called (in order to be politically 
correct and not offend the sensitivi­
ties of the Japanese) “Victory of the 
War in the Pacific.” Just about the 
only sustaining message out of that 
war, as far as our national media is 
concerned, or our educational estab­
lishment is concerned, is that Hitler 

^ w a s  bad, and that European Jews 
" su f fe re d  mightily.

For the past fifty years, American 
movies, American television, Ameri­
can history, (and therefore American 
politics), has virtually ignored the 
war in the Pacific, and the atrocities of 
the Japanese, while concentrating on 
the suffering of the European Jews. 
The result, as far as history is con­
cerned, is a virtual rewrite of history. 
Jews were not the only ones who 
suffered during that war. Practically 
every “civilized” nation, and every 
“civilized” people, was impacted and 
suffered. That is one reason the war’s 
end brought such widespread jubila­
tion around the world. I happened to 
be in China, or more specifically, 
Manchuria, at that time. We, even as 
ragged prisoners of war, were fol­
lowed by huge crowds of Chinese, 
applauding and shouting “America is 
number one.” The Japanese were 
defeated, and they knew who was 
responsible.

Perhaps, however, those of us who 
went through that period should 
merely count our blessings. Perhaps 
we should be grateful that so little is 
taught of that period by our Univer­
sity professors. Given the mindset of 
today’s “historians” we arc perhaps 
better off About the only thing that 
seems to concern them is whether 
“the bomb” should have been 
dropped on Hiroshima. Generally, 
they take the position that it should 
not have been dropped, that it was 
“not necessary.’’

Well, certainly it was “not neces­
sary” in order to defeat Japan. But it 
was “necessary” to hasten the war’s

Gilmore assumes new duties
Friday, August 11, Floyd 

County Com m issioners ap­
pointed Royce Gilm ore, of 
Floydada, to fill out the unexpired 
term of Sheriff following the res­
ignation of Floyd County Sheriff 
Charles Overstreet.

Gilmore has lived in Floyd 
County since 1972.

He was bom and raised in Clay 
County and joined the Army in 
1954. After a tour of duty in Korea 
and Turkey he was Honorably 
Discharged in 1962.

He worked at farming and odd 
jobs for a few years after the serv­
ice, and entered the law enforce­
ment field in 1965 when he went 
to work of Henrietta Police De­
partment for one year. He then 
went to work for the Bridgeport 
Police Department, where he 
worked for six years.

He graduated from the police 
academy in Arlington and com­

pleted 22 hours of study from 
Cook County Junior College.

In 1972 Gilmore moved to 
Floydada and worked, for the po­
lice department for six months 
until Sheriff Bud Rainey took 
office in 1973. At that time 
Gilmore went to work for Rainey 
and stayed until Oct. 1975.

From 1975 until December 
1976, Gilmore worked for the 
Wise County Sheriffs Depart­
ment. The Wise County Sheriff 
was not re-elected and Gilmore 
left in January 1977. He returned 
to Floydada to work for the Police 
Department, rising to the rank of 
police chief.

Gilmore received his advanced 
certificate from the State of 
Texas, while he was a police offi­
cer. He attended numerous spe­
cialized training schools includ­
ing various FBI schools and other 
workshops.

In 1979 Gilmore left police 
work and moved to Wichita Falls. 
He returned to the county in 1981 
and went to work in security at 
Texas Instruments. “In nine 
months they started laying people 
off and I was one of them,” said 
Gilmore. “After that I came to 
work for Carthel Brothers and I 
have been working for them for 
the past 14 years.”

Gilmore has been married to his 
wife Doris for 15 years. He has 
five children from a previous 
marriage: three sons, Kenneth 
Gilmore, of Bowie, Randall, of 
W ichita Falls, Terry Lynn 
Gilmore, of Jacksonville, Florida; 
two daughters, Melinda Pollard, 
of Nocona, and Carrie Davidson, 
of Bridgeport.

He also has one stepson, Tony 
Rucker, of Plainview; and two 
stepdaughters, Vickie Covington, 
of Chandler and Jackie Ellis, of 
Floydada.

Commissioners appoint 
Royce Gilmore sheriff

In an opien meeting, Friday, August 
II, Floyd County Commissioners 
accepted the resignation of Sheriff 
Charles L. Overstreet and then ap- 
piointed Royce Gilmore, of Floydada, 
to fill the vacancy.

Gilmore will fill out the remaining 
Sheriff’s term until a Sheriff is 
elected in the November 1996 gen­
eral election.

Gilmore had run for the position of 
Sheriff during the Democrat primary 
in 1992. Also running on the ticket 
were Overstreet and Ellis Butler. 
Gilmore received the least amount of 
votes and Butler and Overstreet were 
forced into a run-off. Overstreet was 
then elected Sheriff.

Overstreet had notified the com­
missioners, August 1, of his intention 
to resign his elected position as Sher­
iff effective August 11.

By law the commissioners had to 
be ready to appioint a Sheriff to fill the 
vacancy on the day Overstreet’s res­
ignation became effective.

The commissioners met in a closed 
meeting August 10 and interviewed 
seven applicants: Ricky Bennett, Tim 
Burge, Linda Edwards, Royce 
Gilmore, Olan Poteet, Joe Stepp and 
Jon White.

The following Friday morning 
County Judge Bill Hardin opiened the 
meeting by asking for any nomina­
tions for Sheriff. Commissioner 
Connie Bearden immediately made 
the motion to appioint Royce Gilmore 
and Commissioner Lennie Gilroy 
seconded. Commissioner George 
Taylor was third to vote in favor of 
Gilmore and Commissioner Jon

LISD board hires new personnel

LOCKNEY— Members of the 

Lockney Indepiendent School Board 
met Thursday, August 10 and consid­
ered a varied agenda. They set the tax 
rate, adopted the budget for 1995-96, 
hired a band director and school 
nurse, approved a policy upidate and 
student handbook.

The tax rate for the 1995-96 school 
year was set at 1.1635. The tax base 
for the school district is $86,124,733. 
The appraisal district repiorts that %  
piercent of the taxes have been col­
lected and the amount received is 
$962,016. Bernie Ford made the 
motion setting the tax rate and the 
second was made by Mike Mathis. 
All voted for with the exception of 
Carlton Johnson.

The budget adopted by the board 
members shows the total estimated

revenue as $4,832,453 and total esti­
mated expienditures as $4,705,898. 
Revenue sources include local, real 
and propierty taxes, state programs 
and federal programs.

FLOYDADA — Meeting at 7:00 

August 11, in the A. B. Duncan 
Elementary School Library, the board 
of trustees for Floydada indepiendent 
School District apiproved a 1995-96 
budget in excess of $6 million and set 
a 1995 tax rate of $1.08 pier $100 in 
assessed valuation.

Jones made it unanimous with the 
final vote. There was no discussion.

In later interviews the county 
commissioners commented on their 
votes.

“This was one of the hardest deci­
sions I’ve ever had to make,” said 
Bearden. “They were all good appli­
cants but I felt at this time Royce was 
the best. The majority of the pieople 
who talked to me were in favor of 
Royce. He showed an interest in this 
position in the past election and he has 
continued to show an interest in the 
piosition.”

“I was impressed with every one of 
the applicants and their qualifica­
tions,” said Commissioner Gilroy. “I 
suppiorted Royce Gilmore in my deci­
sion because he was the only one that 
put his money up and ran for the 
position a year ago and showed an 
interest in it.

“After talking with the heads of 
local enforcement agencies I felt 
Gilmore would be able to work well 
with them.”

“At this time,” said Commissioner 
George Taylor, “I feel this is the best 
decision for the county.”

“I’m thankful for everyone that 
applied,” said Jones. “They each had 
favorable characteristics and it was a 
very difficult decision. I ’m also 
thankful for the input from the com­
munity. It shows me that pieople care 
about what is going on in govern­
ment. I felt a unanimous show of 
support for the new Sheriff was im­
portant. I feel Sheriff Gilmore will do 
a fine job of serving the county.

Floyd County Commissioners set 

the 1 ^ 5  tax rate and adopted a bud­
get for the 1995-96 fiscal year during 
their regular meeting held Monday, 
August 14, following a public bud­
get hearing. Acting to adopt a budget 
for the next fiscal year, scheduled to 
begin October 1, 1995, Precinct 4 
Commissioner Jon Jones made the 
motion which was seconded by Pre­
cinct 1 Com m issioner Connie 
Bearden. They were joined by the re­
maining two commissioners in a 
unanimous vote in favor of the mo­
tion.

Budget estimates of expienses for 
the period from October 1, 1995 
through September 30, 1996, were 
$1,910,058.78. This am ount is 
$163,004.39 more than budgeted ex­
pienses for the 1994-95 fiscal year 
were.

The budget as adopted included 
only a few increases over the 1994- 
95 budget. Commissioners agreed to 
give only regular full time county 
employees a salary increase of five 
piercent beginning on October 1.

Elected officials will receive no 
increase in salary this budget year. 
The court set salaries and piersonal 
expienses for elected officials on a 
motion by Bearden with a second by

Jones. The vote was unanimously in 
favor of the motion.

Elected officials will receive a sal­
ary of $19,618.20 with the exception 
of the commissioners and Justice of 
the Peace, Pet. 2 & 3. The JPwill be 
paid $16,628.16. Commissioners will 
receive a salary of $15,913.80 pier 
year. Personal expienses for the five 
member court were set at a total fig­
ure of $4,200.(X) for the year. This is 
to cover travel and schools for the four 
commissioners and the county judge.

With the five piercent salary in­
crease, budgeted salary expiense is 
estim ated to increase about 
$30,780.11 for the year. The court 
added $16,000.00 to the budget for 
the Sheriffs Department equipment

end and save both American and 
Japanese lives. We can all deplore the 
loss of life, just as we can deplore the 
loss of life in the fire bombings, or at 
Pearl Harbor, or on the many islands 
throughout the South Pacific, or in 
China, or in England, or Germany, or 
France, or Italy, or wherever. But war 
is war. One life is no more, or less, 
important than the life of another. 
And America did not begin that war 
with a sneak attack upon Japan.

No. In my own view the argument 
about that war should not be over “the 
bomb.” It should be about the lessons 
learned from it, or that should have 
been learned from it. The lesson, in 
our view, is that American troops 
should not be committed abroad until 
and unless there is a national will to 
follow through to victory. If a war is 
worth fighting, if it is worth spilling 
American blood, it should be worth 
winning. And the reasons for that 
commitment must be more than mere 
financial gain. It must be about the 
idea of national security. Then, when 
it is over and victory is won, there will 
be national celebration. And then the 
victory should be preserved, not frit­
tered away with senseless, hindsight, 
national debate about how that vic­
tory was achieved. Too many soldiers 
died, too many civilians died, too 
much destruction was wrought, to 
cheapen the victory with such intel­
lectual nonsense.

At bottom, that war should be 
viewed as a figbt for our own sur­
vival, as a war to determine if we were 
to continue to live as a free people, to 
govern ourselves. What would Amer­
ica be like today, for instance, had 
Japan won the war? What would have 
happened if America had been re­
duced to rubble, as was Japan, and if 
America had been occupied by the 
Japanese? 'That may sound far­
fetched now. But think back. Go talk 
to the Chinese or the Manchus. Talk 
to the Filipinos, the Malaysians, the 
Javanese, or those who survived 
Bataan or Corregidor. Or those who 
were on the receiving end of Pearl 
Harbor. It wasn’t all that far-fetched 
then.

America fought it America won it. 
And, in our view, the wiirld is a better 
place than it would have been other­
wise.

So, for tho.se who fought it and got 
back, and for those who fought it and 
didn’t get back, and to those who 
supported the effort with such mag­
nificent loyalty, our eternal gratitude.

And to those professors and revi­
sionist historians whose only contri­
bution is now to gaze at their navels 
and po.se questions, we say “get lost."

Thailand teacher revisits 
Floydada and American friends

Five years ago, Kai Plarin, of Thai­
land, said he would come back to 
Floydada and see his old friends 
again. This week he returned and 
found his home again with his Ameri­
can family. Grant Hambright.

Kai (known as Kaiyasit in Thai­
land) came to Floydada during the 89- 
90 school year, to observe the school 
system here. He helped teach English 
to Floydada seniors and also ob­
served other classes.

Kai stayed with the Hambright 
family while he was here and made 
many friends during his months in 
Floydada.

He returned to the United States as 
one of four chaperons to 72 exchange 
students. The exchange students are 
part of the Thai American Technical 
Cooperation Association which is 
affiliated with the American Intercul- 
tural Student Exchange (AISE) pro­
gram.

“I helped the officials of the two 
organizations to make sure the stu­
dents got on all the right planes and 
sent off in all the right directions,”

I said Kai.
After the students were delivered, 

Kai made a side trip to visit his old 
"home town.”

“I was sorry to see that some of my 
friends had died,” said Kai. “Roxann 
Cavazos (who was killed by a drunk 
driver in February 11, 1995) was the 
first student to come to me and talk to 
me when I first came to Roydada. She 
was so sweet.

"I was also very sad about the death 
of Jerry Thompson. I went hunting 
with him in Wellington and 1 liked 
him very much. Kinder Farris was 
also a friend of mine and 1 was sorry 
to learn he had died.”

Kai is currently teaching English at 
the Khon Kaen Wittayayon School in

Khon Kaen, Thailand. "I am in charge 
of a school branch,” said Kai. “There 
are 585 students in the school.

“We are currently housed in tempo­
rary buildings because we have not 
been chosen yet to be an independent 
school and get funding for a perma­
nent building. Right now we have to 
raise money for our temporary build­
ings. We only get money from the 
government for students and materi­
als.

“Hopefully at the end of this year 
we will be chosen by the Department 
of General Education in Bangkok to 
be one of 100 schools to become an 
independent school. Then the gov­
ernment will build us a permanent 
facility.

“I have asked Mr. Cannon (RSD 
superintendent) if Roydada would 
like to be our sister school, along with 
one in Suzuka, Japan. We could ex­
change ideas, curriculum and text­
books.”

During the school year that Kai was 
observing in Roydada High School 
he kept a journal of his day to day 
activities and observations. When he 
returned to Khon Kaen he gave that 
journal to the weekly newspaper and 
they published every word of it. “It 
took them three years to get it all in,” 
said Kai.

On this visit Kai was busy once 
again with his camera, recording 
events. “When 1 left I told everyone I 
was coming back in six or seven 
years, and I came back in five. Now 
I’m telling everyone that I will be 
back in another five years.” He will be 
leaving Roydada, Saturday, August 
19.

Kai is married to Jittima Plarin, 
who is also an English teacher. They 
have one 6 year old son, Tawan (or 
Shawn).

Members of the board approved the 
hiring of Steve Morgan as band direc­
tor and Connie Barnett as school 
nurse.

Paul Glasson was appointed as a 
director to the Floyd County Central 
Appraisal District. He will serve a 
two year term.

A bid was accepted from Borden, 
Inc. to furnish homogenized, lowfat, 
and lowfat chocolate milk to the 
school district. The price for the half 
pints of homogenized and lowfat 
chocolate is .1770 and .1795 for 

) lowfat milk. The milk will come in 
mini-slip pouches.

The board voted to accept the bid 
from Joe Bennett on the purchase of a 
lot located in Block 5-C of Lockney. 
He is to move a house onto the loca­
tion.

School board members discussed 
the school board convention which 
will be held in Houston this year. 
They decided that it would be more 
beneficial and less expensive to hold 
a training session with the District 17 
Education Service Center in Lubbock 
than go to the convention. Lusk stated 
that he would check into times avail­
able and set up a schedule for the 
training sessions. Each board mem­
bers is required to have a numer of 
hours training in order to be certified.

Lusk reported to the board that the 
state has ruled that students could no 
longer be transported in vehicles 
rated for more than ten passengers 
unless it is a school bus. The district 
will not be able to transport students 
in the fifteen passenger vans.

Terry Ellison, principal at junior 
high reported on the student hand­
book and the changes that are being 
made in the conduct code. “Each 
parent will receive a copy and they are 
required to sign and return the form 
on the front of the copy stating that 
they have read and understand it,” he 
stated.

Mike Mathis made the motion to 
adopt the handbook and the second 
was made by Bernie Ford.

Ellison reported that they will have 
215 to 230 students enrolled in junior 
high this year.

Phil Gotham, principal at clemen-

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tary school stated that they are finish­
ing up the maintenance work and are 
about ready. He told that there were 
64 students enrolled in kindergarten 
and that they have approximately 420 
students in elementary school.

He told those present that they have 
a program for diagnosing students 
who are dyslexic and that Charlanne 
Burson has been working with these 
students. “This year Tracy Long and 
Karen Wilson have been certified and 
they will also be working for an hour 
a day with these children.”

James Poole, high school principal, 
related how great the new library is 
and that they are busy moving in so 
that when school opens it will be 
ready for use.

FLOYDADA — Members of the 
board of directors for Caprock Hos­
pital District approved a lease ar­
rangement with Rural Nurse Re­
source, Inc., a local non-profit orga­
nization which specializes in training 
for nursing aides, first aid, CPR, and 
other emergency care procedures. A 
motion by J. R. Turner authorized an 
agreement for leasing the north end 
of the east wing of the hospital build­
ing to the continuing education group 
until July 31 ,1996 at a rate of $200.00 
per month with an option to renew.

Wayland Baptist University hosted 
more than 40 people Thursday night, 
August 3, at Return to Learn, a semi­
nar designed to introduce the univer­
sity to adults considering returning to 
school.

"We are very pleased so many 
adults accepted our invitation to learn 
more about the university and the 
admission process," said Director of 
Admissions Claude Lusk.

Additional chairs had to be brought 
in to accommodate the crowd, but the 
size of the meeting room allowed for 
the comfortable seating of all who 
attended.

Lusk said several of those who at­
tended the seminar filled out applica­
tions for enrollment and are expected 
to become nontraditional students this 
fall. A number of others scheduled 
appointments with admissions coun­
selors, which will provide them with 
additional information and assistance 
in filling out enrollment applications. 
Everyone who attended received a 
packet of information about the uni­
versity and the forms necessary to

enroll.
"I look forward to seeing many of 

the people who attended the seminar 
during registration on Aug. 28," Lusk 
said.

Following an introduction by Lusk, 
the program was turned over to two 
adm issions counselors, Brian 
McClenagan and Donna Wright. 
McClenagan explained the university 
catalogue, while Wright gave an over­
view of the fall class schedule. Lusk 
completed the first portion of the 
seminar by offering an overview of 
the application process.

Jill Brue, director of counseling and 
placement, led the second portion of 
the program, which focused on stu­
dent development and counseling ser­
vices. She gave an overview of stu­
dent services before calling on Bill 
Hunter, director of student develop­
ment, for a few comments.

Brue also hosted a panel discussion 
with three nontraditional students 
currently attending Wayland. David 
Morales, Brenda Barth and Maria 
Pena talked about their experiences 
at Wayland as well as their decisions 
to return to school.

The third and final portion of the 
seminar was a discussion about secur­
ing financial aid. Shane Davidson, a 
financial aid counselor, discussed the 
financial aid application process and
how funds are awarded. He noted 
there is a variety of funding sources 
on which students may draw.

"I feel real good about Return to 
Learn," Lusk said Friday. "We have 
seen some immediate results and we 
will be talking with many of those 
who attended. Just by coming to Re­
turn to Learn many have taken the 
first step toward getting a college edu­
cation."

Attending Return to Learn was not 
required for adults interested in at­
tending Wayland Baptist University 
this fall. Lusk said Wayland's admis­
sions counselors can provide all the 
information included in Return to 
Learn to anyone who was unable to 
attend. Admissions counselors may 
be contacted at 296-4709, he said.

New student registration is sched­
uled for Aug. 28, with returning stu­
dents registering on Aug. 29. Late 
registration continues through Sep­
tember 7.

“It’s important to remember that 
kids aren’t small adults, and they 
don’t think like adults. They lack ex­
perience with traffic, and they don’t 
always act logically. When you sound 
your horn, for instance, a child may 
think its okay to cross the street in 
front of your vehicle,” Baiza added.

Children also have limited percep­
tual skills. Sometimes they can’t even 
tell if your vehicle is in motion or 
stopped. They can’t accurately judge 
the speed and distance of vehicles or 
detect safe gaps in traffic.

“Elementary school aged children 
often aren’t tall enough to be seen on 
the other side of a parked car, or as 
they move between vehicles to cross 
the street when they’re being picked 
up. School zones are not the time to 
light a cigarette or call the office on 
your car phone,” Baiza says.

The key is to see children in time 
to avoid a collision. Search 

from curb to curb for kids who 
could enter your path. Everyone who 
enters the roadway is vulnerable to in­
jury, but children on foot are even 
more at risk.

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Commissioners approve 1995-96 budget

expense with a view toward the pur­
chase of a new patrol car. The only 
other significant increases were in 
funding for the salary of the District 
Court Reporter, funding for Central 
Plains MHMR, funding for the Hale 
County Crisis Center, and fees for the 
services of Floyd County Central 
Appraisal District according to Judge 
Hardin.

District Judge Randy Hollums au­
thorized a ten percent salary increase 
for the district court reporter who has 
not had a salary increase since 1992. 
As one of four counties in the district, 
Floyd County is obligated to pay 58 
percent of the court reporters salary 
based on population. As district judge, 
Hollums has the power to give the 
raise without consulting local com­
missioners.

Judge Hardin told the court that 
Hollums is required by law to hold a 
public hearing in each of the four 
counties prior to instituting a salary 
increase for an employee. Hollums 
action will raise Floyd County's share 
of the cost for the district court re­
porter from $16,208.40 last budget 
year to $17,829.24 for the upcoming 
1995-96 budget year.

Tile appropriation for MHMR 
funding rose by more than $900 to 
$6,372.00 for the coming year. The 
Plainview facility provides various 
counseling and treatment services to 
Floyd County residents who experi­
ence mental health problems. 
$ 1,000.00 for the Hale County Crisis 
center was added to the budget in 
Floyd County this year after a request 
was made by the organization which 
provides rape crisis and domestic vio­
lence counseling and treatment to 
Floyd County residents.

The budget for the coming fiscal 
year alters the allocation of tax rev­
enue within the county. During the 
1994-95 fiscal year, the general fund 
received 93.03 percent of the col­
lected funds. Road & Bridge got 3.10 
percent and the Library was allotted 
3.87 percent. The 1995-96 budget 
specifies 93.85 percent for general, 2 
percent for Road & Bridge, and 4.15 
percent for the Library.

Budget calculations were based on 
an assessed valuation of 
$264,698,209.00 for property in the 
county and a collection rate of 94 per­
cent. The tax rate utilized in prepar­
ing the budget was the effective tax 
rate as calculated by the appraisal dis­
trict, $0.3786 cents per $100 of valu­
ation. This rate will generate the same 
tax revenue for the coming year that 
was taken in during the 1994-95 bud­
get year according to Chief Appraiser 
Shelia Faulkenberry.

Floyd County Treasurer Mary 
Shurbet asked the court to explain 
where the funds for the salary increase 
would come from if taxes raised the 
same amount of income that the 
county had the previous year.

Judge Hardin explained that funds 
for the extra salary requirements 
would come from the carry over funds 
from 1994-95 which are estimated at 
$540,818.93. Carry over funds from 
the 1995-96 budget into the next year 
are only estimated at $322,653.13 
added Hardin.

"This means that the budget in­
creases in 1995-96 will use part of the 
carry over in order to avoid a tax in­
crease at this time," stated Hardin. 
"The alternatives which would allow 
salary increases for elected officials 
would be to reduce expenses further 
or raise taxes. Using more of the carry 
over would leave the county without 
a cushion against an emergency in 
future years."

Following adoption of the budget, 
commissioners voted to set the tax 
rate for 1995 at $0.3786 to support 
the budget. Motion to do so came 
from Precinct 3 Com m issioner 
George Taylor. Seconding the motion 
was Precinct 2 Commissioner Lennie 
Gilroy. All voted in favor.

Judge Hardin reminded the court 
that elected officials who are not sat­
isfied with the salary and personal 
expenses set by the court may submit 
a request for a hearing before the 
grievance committee which is chaired 
by the county judge who does not 
have a vote on the committee. Voting 
members include the sheriff, the 
county clerk, the district clerk, the tax 
assessor/collector, the county trea­

surer, and former grand jurors Melvin 
Lloyd, Sue Farnsworth, Cleona Tay­
lor, and Keith Reeves.

Other action at the regular monthly 
session included authorizing payment 
of monthly bills, review of officials 
monthly reports concerning fines and 
fees collected, and the appointment 
of a director for the Floyd County 
Central Appraisal District. Commis­
sioner Taylor was reappointed to rep­
resent the county on the appraisal dis­
trict board.

Treasurer Mary Shurbet presented 
her monthly report stating that the 
county began the month of July with 
$506,968.86 in funds and took in re­
ceipts of $273,120.41. Transfers in 
were $79,738.93 and transfers out 
totaled $83,050.63 according to 
Shurbet. D isbursem ents were 
$359,575.63, leaving $417,201.94 in 
funds as of July 31.

Shurbet also reported certificates of 
deposit i n the amounts of $ 150,000.00 
in undivided tax, $30,000.00 for Pre­
cinct I, $55,000.00 for Precinct 2, 
$76,000.00 for Precinct 3, and 
$65,000.00 for Precinct 4. Interest

collected to date on CD's totals 
$32,286.36 said Shurbet.

A transfer of $15,000.00 to each 
precinct from the Road & Bridge fund 
was approved with the motion being 
made by Gilroy and seconded by 
Bearden. The vote was unanimously 
in favor of the transfer of funds.

Commissioners also approved an 
interlocal agreement with the state at­
torney general's office. Judge Hardin 
was authorized to sign the agreement 
on a motion by Bearden with a sec­
ond by Jones. All voted for the mo­
tion.

Three farm work contracts were 
approved during a called meeting held 
Friday, August 11. They included: 
#1567, Pet. 3, conservation by bury­
ing old improvements at a site 2 miles 
North of Cedar Hill for Bud Taylor; 
#1568, Pet. 3, for Jack Yeary to clear 
off old improvements and return land 
to cultivation 8 miles north and 1/2 
mile east ofFloydada; and #1549, Pet.

Next on the agenda of the Friday 
morning called meeting was the set­
ting of a tax rate. With no discussion, 
Charlene Brown proposed that the 
district set a tax rate of $1.08 for the 
1995 tax year. The motion was sec­
onded by Jack Robertson. The vote 
was 4-2 in favor. V illarreal, 
Robertson, Brown and Trena 
Simpson voted in favor. Lloyd and 
Mitch Probasco voted against the 
motion. Amado Morales was not 
present at the early morning meeting.

A tax rate of $105.36 would have 
generated approximately the same 
revenue as last year’s $ 1.14.9 tax rate 
did following the recent re-evaluation 
of property. Board members opted to 
set the tax at $ 1.08 in an effort to be 
closer to the state average of $1.32 
and possibly qualify for Tier Two 
funding in the future.

Following the short meeting, board 
members attended the annual wel­
come back to school breakfast for 
employees.

REGULAR MEETING
Action at the regular session of the 

board held at 7:00 p.m. on August 10 
included the reading and approval of 
the minutes from previous meetings, 
and the payment of monthly bills as 
well as approving budget amend­
ments to close out the 1994-95 bud­
get. Collins presented the monthly tax 
report, saying that collections now 
total $ 1,572,646.46 on the 1994 taxes. 
This represents a collection rate of 
97.48 percent as compared to a col­
lection rate of 97.09 percent at this 
time last year. CED delinquent col­
lections are now $6,406.19.

Transportation supply bids were 
opened and discussed. Three bids 
were received on items such as gas, 
diesel, oil and tire mounting and re­
pair for the coming school year. The 
first bids were from West Texas Gas 
and Garcia Tire. West Texas Gas bid 
67 cents per gallon for gasoline and 
65 cents on diesel. There was no bid 
on washing vehicles, greasing ve­
hicles or changing oil on vehicles as 
the firms do not have that capability. 
The bid for tire mounting was $ 11.()0 
on bus tires and $4.50 on all others 
with no charge for trips of less than 
10 miles. Garcia Tire bid $11.00 for 
mounting a bus tire or for repairing a

bus tire. All other tires were bid at 
$4.50 for mounting or repairing.

Producer’s Fuel Division bid 63.41 
cents per gallon on gasoline and 
621.86 cents on Diesel. Bus washing 
was hid at $25.00 and greasing ve­
hicles was bid at $5.00. Oil change 
was bid at $6.50 plus the cost of the 
oil. Fuel division manager Don Green 
stated that oil would be priced at 
$ 1.05 per quart. Bus tires were bid at 
$10.00 for mounting and $12.50 for 
repair.

Tipton Oil and Butane bid 63 cents 
on gasoline and 61 cents on diesel. 
Bus washing was bid at $20.00 and 
all other vehicles at $ 12.50. Greasing 
vehicles was bid at $5.00 per bus and 
$3.00 per other vehicle. Oil was bid 
at $ 1.85 per quart with no charge for 
labor on oil changes. Tire mounting 
or repair was bid at $12.00 for bus 
tires and $5.00 for all others.

Morales suggested that since Tipton 
had the bid last year, the board should 
make an attempt to spread the busi­
ness aiound by selecting Producer’s 
this year. Discussion followed con­
cerning calculating all areas of the 
bids, to determine if Tipton or 
Producer’s was the low bidder.

Robertson said that the difference 
in the fuel cost from Tipton to 
Producer’s was “abtiut $260.00 based 
on approximately 40,000 gallons the 
district consumes in a year.”

Unable to determine an overall low 
bidder, the board considered award­
ing the bid to each one for half a year. 
Green indicated that Producer’s 
would not be in favor of that. “I would 
have to hire extra help if I get this bid. 
I would not want to hire someone and 
have to lay them off in three or four 
months.’’

Morales made a motion to award 
the bid to Producer’s for the 1995-96 
school year. Lloyd seconded the mo­
tion. The bid was awarded to 
Producer’s on a 4-2 vote with Mo­
rales, Simpson, Villarreal, and Lloyd 
voting in favor. Robertson and Brown 
voted against the motion. Mitch 
Probasaco was not present at the 
Thursday evening meeting.

Tipton told the board, “It looks like 
the low bid doesn’t matter when bid­
ding for the school.”

Further discussion concerning 
more specific specifications for tak­
ing transportation bids in the future 
resulted in the suggestion that a pre­
bid conference be set up next year. 
Each prospective bidder would be 
invited to attend and the bid explained 
so that all could bid oil the same items 
in the same mlnner.

Board members agreed to sell a tax 
title lot to Floyd County for the 
amount of $10.(X). The sale must be 
approved by all taxing entities in­
volved before it becomes final. The

county intends to use the lot. Lot 7 of 
Block 73 Original Town, as one of 
four lots on which the Floyd County 
Library building will be built. Motion 
was made by Robertson, seconded by 
Brown and approved unanimously.

A release of lien was signed for 
Wayne Appling following his pay­
ment of $26.38 in delinquent school 
taxes. Motion to sign the release was 
made by Morales and seconded by 
Villarreal. All voted in favor.

Resignations were accepted from 
Paco Garcia, special ed aide at FJHS, 
and from Delores Collins, reading 
teacher at Andrews. Employment was 
also approved for Brian Stewart (as­
sistant band director), Julie Vines 
(early childhood special ed at 
Duncan) Terri Kirk (aide at the alter­
native school), and Tammie Shaping 
(nurse at Duncan). Motion for the 
action came from Robertson, was sec­
onded by Simpson, and approved by 
unanimous vote.

Adrian Helms was reappointed as 
the school district representative on 
the Floyd County Central Appraisal 
District board. Helms has served on 
the board since it’s beginning several 
years ago. Motion for the appointment 
was made by Simpson, seconded by 
Brown, and approved with all voting 
in favor.

Collins asked for board permission 
to advertise the proposed sale of two 
old school buses. Board authorization 
was granted.

Cannon reported that Floydada 
schools have received ratings based on 
TAAS scores and performance. He 
said that all local schools rated Accept­
able with the high school being rated 
as Recognized. Only the rating of 
Exemplary is above that of Recog­
nized.

Schools rated as recognized had to 
have at least 70 percent of all tested 
students passing all areas of the TAAS. 
The dropout rate for recognized 
schools had to be less than three per­
cent. Cannon credited the school’s 
success to the hard work and dedica­
tion of both teachers and students.

When the government favors the 

“rights” of snails, owls and rats over 
the constitutional rights of property 
owners, i t ’s time to question 
Washington’s priorities.

The Supreme Court ruled recently 
in Babbitt vs. Sweet Home Chapter 
Communities for a Great Oregon that 
the feds can keep private landowners 
from developing their property if dis­
turbing the land might bother the bugs 
or animals living there. The ruling 
was a setback for property owners 
who have been trying to save their 
land from environmental extremists 
who see endangered species under ev­
ery rock. Once a listed species—any­
thing from a Kangaroo rat to the in­
famous spotted owl— is found, your 
property rights may be in serious dan­
ger.

The Constitution’s Fifth Amend­
ment says no one will “be deprived 
of life, liberty or property without due 
process of law; nor shall private prop­
erty be taken for public use without 
just compensation.”

Because these rights aren’t ad­
equately codified in law, it has been 
left to the courts to provide protec­
tion.

The courts’ rulings have been a 
mixed bag in recent years. In 1992, 
for example, the Supreme Court held, 
in Lucas v. South Carolina Coastal 
Council, that denying an owner pro­
ductive use of his or her land requires 
appropriate compensation. This was 
a step in the right direction. But liti­
gation is costly. Not everybody can 
afford to sue the government. And 
victory is anything but guaranteed.

Consider the Walker family of Or­
egon.

Donald Walker Jr. had worked as a 
logger for 30 years until August 1989 
when his timber company was forced 
to shut its doors. He received a no­
tice from the Forest Conservation 
Council informing him he could no 
longer log the land he, his father and 
grandfather had worked. The spotted 
owl must have a place to roost—never 
mind the Walker family.

“I have never seen a spotted owl 
on our place, and 1 have never met 
anyone from the Forest Conservation 
Council. So far as I know, it’s never 
even been on our farm. But 1 do have 
a typewritten, single-spaced, four- 
page letter from their lawyer saying 
that what we have been doing on our 
tree farm for 60 years is no longer 
legal ... The pressure on us now is 
hard to describe,” Walker is quoted 
as saying.

Congress clearly needs to balance 
the legitimate rights of property own­
ers against the continued encroach­
ments of regulators.

According to Nancie Marzulla, 
president and chief legal counsel for 
Defenders of Property Rights, the 
Constitution’s “just compensation” 
clause was meant to avoid making 
individual property owners bear the 
costs of “social g o ^ s ,” such as envi­
ronmental protection, deemed to ben­
efit society as a whole.

The choice, she stresses, does not 
have to be an “either-or”: a livable en­
vironment or rapacious development. 
Bureaucrats must use common sense 
when designing environmental rules. 
And if the government feels it has a 
compelling need to keep business 
owners or individuals from using their 
property, it should com pensate 
them— ĵust as the Constitution re­
quires.

The House of Representatives ear­
lier this year passed legislation as part 
of the Republican “Contract with 
America” allowing property owners 
to seek compensation for losses 
caused by federal restrictions on their 
land. Hearings have been held on a 
stronger companion bill in the Sen­
ate, known as the Omnibus Property 
Rights Act of 1995. A vote is expected 
in the fall.

These first steps toward recogniz­
ing property owners’ legitimate rights 
is welcomed. Americans will know 
their government is just only when a 
new land law—one that protects land- 
owners—becomes the law of the land.

Leasing a vehicle for a short-term

minimal or no down payment, no risk 
of resale, and lower maintenance and 
repair costs.

The advantages of short-ierm leas­
ing. the types of leases that are avail­
able, the key terms related to leasing, 
as well as the options that you have 
when the lease expires, are all impor­
tant factors to consider when decid­
ing to lease a vehicle.

The BBB has a new pamphlet 
available in its consumer information 
series that has been published in co­
operation with the Ford Motor Com­
pany called “TIPS ON...SHORT- 
TERM VEHICLE LEASING”. This 
booklet offers tips on whether to lease 
or buy; types of leases; and the terms 
of leasing. For your free copy, call

Here are some more tips on how to 
protect your long distance service. Be 
suspicious of scam artists posing as 
Federal Communications Commis­
sion agents. These scammers are ask­
ing people to assist in an investiga­
tion of long distance frauds. The fake 
agents are providing bogus badge 
numbers and the names of supposed 
supervisors to add credibility to their 
stories.

They are also asking people to dis­
close their calling card numbers and 
authorization codes for long distance 
calls. The FCC does not solicit call­
ing card numbers from the public to 
use in its investigations.

The BBB advises you not to give 
out your calling card number as you 
may be held accountable for any sto­
len telephone service. Also, beware 
of individuals who arc lurking around 
pay phones at airports and other busy 
areas hoping to steal your calling card 
number. They eavesdrop on your con­
versation with the operator or watch 
you dial your calling card number.

An independent audit of the House 
of Representatives’ operations reveals 
a broken recordkeeping and financial 
system that House Republicans al­
ready have taken steps to fix.

Price Waterhouse, the firm con­
tracted to do the audit, reported to­
day that the House books revealed 
shoddy financial management, lack of 
internal financial controls and poor 
supervision over how taxpayer dol­
lars are spent. House Republicans 
voted on the first day of the 104th 
Congress to conduct the audit as one 
of several sweeping Congressional 
reforms.

Few businesses in the 13th District 
would survive today if they had been 
operating like the House of Represen­
tatives. Fortunately, the old system 
has been swept away and a new one 
with checks and balances and a com­
mitment to taxpayers is already in 
place.

Key findings in the report include: 
The House finance office used 

hand-written ledgers to process ex­
penditures in its $700 million budget. 
The ledgers were so incomplete that 
Price Waterhouse stated it could not 
provide a conclusion on the reliabil­
ity of the account ledgers.

Many rules were disregarded, al­
lowing Members to pay bills late and 
possibly to overspend their allow­
ances. Price Waterhouse has sealed

the documentation on a portion of its 
findings and forwarded it to the House 
Oversight Committee for possible 
further action.

House purchasing and staffing 
practices are inefficient and wasteful, 
and are not subject to sufficient pub­
lic scrutiny.

Price Waterhouse recommended 
226 actions to improve House opera­
tions, many of which are already be­
ing implemented. If enacted, the rec­
ommendations would save $20 mil­
lion annually — six times the cost of 
the audit.

Major changes have already taken 
place to clean up the House’s opera­
tions. The number of committees and 
committee staff members has been 
slashed by one-third, saving $67 mil­
lion per year. The frank mail budget 
was cut by one-third this session, and 
perks such as free delivery of ice to 
Members’ offices were stopped.

In addition, the House recently 
voted to privatize many offices that 
provide services to Members. The 
House flag office, print shop, folding 
room and television studios are be­
ing privatized to let businesses com­
pete to provide these services to Con­
gress.

We have a long way to go, but the 
House of Representatives is truly be­
coming responsible to the people I 
join my constituents in saying, "It’s 
about time."

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County agents to continue to serve public
by Joe Bryant
County extension agents have a vi­

tal role to play in improving the fu­
ture of the state’s citizens, urban as 
well as rural, Texas A&M University 
System Chancellor Barry Thompson 
told them here at the annual meeting 
of the Texas County Agricultural 
Agents Association.

-The county agents, in their long 
service to this state, have never been 
as important as they are today,” Th­
ompson said. He cited problems of 
crime, single-parent families, health, 
and education facing urban centers 
and told the agents, “You are making 
a difference in how we address some 
of the great intercity problems,” as 
well as those of suburbia and rural 
Texas.

“We call Texas a high-technology 
state,” Thompson said. But of .the 18.6 
million Texans, “6.2S million are 
functionally illiterate and read at a 6th 
grade level or less,” he said. “It is false 
belief that we are a high-tech state if 
one-third of all the people that live in 
this state are functionally illiterate.

-My passion is to stamp out most 
of the illiteracy in my lifetime.”

Another challenge is the aging 
population of Texas, Thompson said. 
He noted that the two fastest-grow­
ing population groups in Texas are 
those age 65 and over and those age 
85 and over. “How are we helping 
them? Are we extending the quality 
of life as well as the life expectancy?”

Thompson said that since the be­

ginning of the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service in 1915, the county 
agent has been “the right arm of the 
Texas A&M University System.”

“We must use you to communicate, 
to change people’s thinking, to change 
how people do things. Basically it’s 
attacldng the basic problems that keep 
us from developing a larger 
underclass. This country cannot af­
ford increasing its underclass, be­
cause we cannot amortize all the 
prison buildings that we are already 
committed to building.

He said agents have long been the 
state’s “servant leaders” who serve 
the people of Texas. “To inspire 
people is part of leadership. You do 
that every day.”

Producers must request crop insurance payment
If producers who were unable to 

plant their winter wheat crop have not 
requested the insurance payments due 
them, they should contact their local 
Consolidated Farm Service Agency 
office. Recent changes in the crop 
insurance program allow producers 
with prevented-planted wheat acres 
who had already planted an alternate 
crop to claim their insurance indem­
nity payment. But, producers must 
request those payments as soon as 
possible.

The changes were brought about 
when the National Grain Sorghum 
Producers, the Texas Grain Sorghum 
Association and the Texas Wheat Pro­
ducers Association, working in con­
junction with the Texas CFSA office, 
pushed for the rule changes. The 
groups have been persistent in their 
claim that producers in the Southwest

who were unable to plant their insured 
winter wheat crop because of adverse 
weather have been treated unfairly.

Under the old rule, producers had 
been told that they could not partici­
pate in farm program options if they 
collected the crop insurance pre- 
vented-planting payment they were 
entitled to. Most of the producers with 
unplanted winter wheat were forced 
to forget the insurance payment and 
plant another crop, since they could 
not afford to leave the fields 
unplanted.

“We’re very pleased that the rule 
has been changed,” said Harold Bob 
Bennett, CFSA acting state executive 
director for Texas. “We were happy 
to work with the commodity groups 
to correct the problem. Producers af­
fected by the new rule must contact 
their local CFSA office to file for their 
indemnity payment.”

“The crop insurance rules were 
unfair,” said Jack Eberspacher, NGSP 
executive director, “Since many sor­
ghum growers plant winter wheat and 
were affected by this, we were very 
vocal in telling USDA and our legis­
lators about the problem.”

Higher food prices 
would be caused by 
pesticide reduction

FLOYDADA—A drastic reduction 
or elimination of pesticides would 
only create higher food prices. It 
would not significantly increase our 
nation’s already high level of food 
safety, according to a recent study.

Research conducted by Auburn 
University professor C. Robert Tay­
lor found that the elimination of pes­
ticides for fruit and vegetable produc­
tion would: increase retail prices 27 
percent and wholesale prices 45 per­
cent; lower domestic consumption of 
fruits and vegetables in the U.S. by 
II percent; increase the amount of 
land required for production about 44 
percenL or 2.5 million acres; and hike 
production costs 75 percent and lower 
financial returns to growers by 30 
percent.

“American farmers are highly- 
trained professionals who use crop 
protectants w isely,” said Floyd 
County Farm Bureau president Mark 
McCormick. There are proposals in 
Congress that seek to eliminate or 
drastically reduce the availability of 
these prc^uction tools. Consumers 
should be concerned about the con­
sequences of such action. I know 
farmers are.”

The study found that under a sce­
nario calling for a 50 percent reduc­
tion in pesticide use, wholesale prices 
for fruits and vegetables would in­
crease 17 percent, retail prices would 
increase 9 percent, and production 
costs would increase by 30 percent.

Mark Me Cormick said potential 
negative food safety impacts firom the 
two scenarios include an increase in 
naturally-occurring toxins and car­
cinogens in domestic fruits and veg­
etables.

COUNTY CORNER . .By Jim Bob Reynolds, CEA-AG

The 1995 High Plains cotton crop 
suffered severe set backs at planting, 
and during early seedling growth. 
Cold wet weather during May caused 
soil temperatures and moisture to be 
highly favorable for seedling disease. 
Sustained high winds in both May and 
June forced many producers to plant 
excessively deep or irrigate up when 
temperatures were cool. Even after 
cotton emerged, winds continued to 
pull moisture from the young plants 
causing continued thinning of stands. 
Hail and flooding forced many pro­
ducers to replant late, in the month of 
June.

Following the highly unfavorable 
start, the month of July has been com­
paratively favorable for most cotton 
fields, with warm weather, calm 
winds and some rain. The adverse 
start and generally favorable July has 
created a highly variable condition in 
each field on the Plains. To better in­
form producers about the status of 
cotton in each county across the 
Plains, an intensive survey of fields 
was conducted during the first week 
of August by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service through the 
AgriPartners program. Four hundred 
fields (twenty from each county) were 
selected at random for evaluation us­
ing established plant monitoring tech­
niques. This data was interpreted us­
ing yield and plant growth data col­
lected on over 150 fields by Exten­
sion Agents during the last two years 
as part of a research project funded 
by producers through their Cotton In­
corporated State Support Committee. 
The following summary provides a 
glimpse of the crop condition in Floyd 
County and across the Plains during 
the first week of August.

Within the 400 randomly selected 
fields, plant height ranged from 4.5 
inches to 28 inches tall, with an aver­
age height of 13.4 inches. Total nodes 
was on average 12.8, for an average 
intemode size of just over an inch. 
High Plains cotton tends to be com­
pact this year — a desirable trait for 
late maturing cotton — due to drought 
in dryland cotton and early season 
stress in irrigated fields.

Square retention averaged 90 per­
cent on the High Plains, but dropped 
off to 71 percent in the fields off the 
Caprock. On average each plant held 
5 first position squares - those closer 
to the mainstem and most likely to set 
a boll.

Although boll retention on the High 
Plains is starting off well. 80 percent.

only 1.3 bolls had been set on the 
plant, on average as of August 4, 
1995. With so few bolls set, this year’s 
crop is approximately 10 days behind 
last year’s boll development or 2(X3 
heat units later maturing.

The average node above white 
flower, 5.5, was tracking above last 
year’s level for the same date indi­
cating ample plant health to set bolls 
over the next 2-3 weeks.

ditions were as follows: plant height

inches, total nodes - 13.57, num­
ber of squares per plant - 5.89, and 
1.32 bolls set per plant.

The Plains cotton crop is late and 
highly variable with only 1.3 bolls set, 
but progressing well. The fate of the 
1995 crop rest with August rains, heat 
units in September, and freeze dates 
in October and November.
