Win cash in contest

The dogged determination of local 

historians and amateur and profes­
sional archeologists has brought 
enough attention to archeological 
finds in Floyd County to warrant a 
shovel survey of Blanco Canyon this 
past weekend.

Approximately 35 archeologists 
and students from around Texas, New 
Mexico, Arizona and Kansas, con­
verged in a part of Blanco Canyon for 
a four day dig. The archeologists had 
hopes of recovering more evidence 
that the 1541 expedition of Spanish 
explorer Francisco V. de Coronado 
came through Blanco Canyon, in 
Floyd County, and camped in this 
area. What they found convinced 
them to come back.

The chain of events leading to this 
current archeological dig began with 
a chain mail gauntlet (three fingered 
glove), which was found by Burl 
Daniel in the 1960’s. The find was 
later recorded in a Feb. 17,1966 story 
in the Floyd County Hesperian.

Daniel kept the gauntlet in his pos­
session and moved from Floyd 
County taking the gauntlet with him.

In 1963, another Floydadan, J.S. 
Hale Jr., found what was believed to 
be a piece of a chain mail vest in a 
gully feeding south to White River 
(Blanco Canyon). This vest was also 
possibly associated with the Coro­
nado expedition. This vest was later 
stolen during a move to a new home in 
1965 and has never been recovered.

Then in a June 4,1991 story in the 
Plainview Daily Herald, Nancy 
Marble, a board member of the Floyd 
County Historical Museum, noticed a 
story on four historians who were 
taking an aerial tour of the area in an 
effort to nail down the route of Coro­
nado across the Staked Plains.

The archeologist featured in the 
story were: Dr. Waldo R. Wedcl, re­
tired curator of the Smithsonian Insti­
tution, his son Waldo Wedel, a com­
puter specialist; Don Blakeslee, asso­
ciate professor of archeology at Wic­
hita State University; and Dr. Jack 
Hughes, retired curator of the Pan­
handle Plains Historical Museum in 
Canyon. >

All the men were members of the 
recently formed Coronado Trail As­

sociation.
After reading the story. Marble 

remembered the 1966 story of the 
chain mail glove in the Floyd County 
Hesperian. She began immediately 
trying to locate Mr. Daniel who was 
now living in New Mexico. On June 
29, 1991 the gauntlet was in the pos­
session of the Floyd County Histori­
cal Museum.

Later in 1991, a local archeology 
enthusiast, Jimmy Owens, found two 
other objects in the same area; both of 
them crossbow projectile points, one 
of iron and one of copper.

The copper p>oint is of a material 
and construction which is identical to 
crossbow boltheads (dart points) re­
covered archeologically at Hawikuh, 
Santiago Pueblo, and Pecos Pueblo, 
all places visited by the Coronado 
expedition.

The gauntlet and other finds 
peeked the interest of archeologist 
Donald J. Blakeslee, who returned to 
the area later in 1991 and studied the 
items which had been found. He de­
cided then that a shovel survey was in 
order and organized the group which 
arrived on the Labor Day weekend.

Blakeslee believes that the tradi­
tional view of Coronado’s expedition 
making their “barranca”, or summer 
home, in the Caprock Canyons (part 
of the Palo Duro Canyons) is wrong.

B lakeslee wants to prove his theory 
that the Coronado campsite was 
along Blanco canyon, south of 
Floydada. Coronado led more than 
1,000 on the three year trek, including 
soldiers, Indians, missionaries, 
women and children.

“This is a perfect spot for a long 
stay,” said Blakeslee at the dig on 
Sunday. “These canyon walls were a 
perfect fence for their 5000 head of 
livestock, but it was not too deep to 
easily send out scouting parties from 
their group. Water was also abundant 
in this area during that time period, as 
were the bison on top.”

The group of archeologist set their 
task to a mere 1(X) acres for their 
week-end long dig. “We are only 
surveying two small sections of the 
canyon,” said Blakeslee. “It is hard 
work. We are trying to find occupa­
tion that was here for two weeks out 
of the last 1,200 years.”

Occasional historical finds do not 
in and of themselves prove that 
Coronado’s expedition camped in 
Blanco Canyon. It is possible that 
Indians, or someone else, dropped the 
pieces after they were stolen from 
another location.

It is up to the archeologist to prove 
that the finds are not isolated inci­
dents. One way they do this is by 
locating more than one piece of the 
same time period and close to each 
other. On Sunday afternoon 
Blakeslee said, “I will be happy if we 
find one more copper point—in 
place.”

He was not disappointed.
Excitement built over the weekend 

dig as more and more evidence was 
surfaced. Besides a 9,0(X) year old 
spear point (also known as a Plain- 
view point) other found pieces dating 
to the 15(X)’s were pottery shards, a 
four bladed stone knife, and a metal 
trade awl (straight needle). Owens 
also found bits of Spanish horseshoe 
and Spanish nails.

However one of the biggest finds, 
and the one which Blakeslee was 
looking for, came from another 
archeology enthusiast, Ray Macha, 
of Providence.

Searching with Owens, in the same 
general location of other significant 
finds, Macha came across a copper 
arrow point from a bolt (the arrow 
fired from a crossbow). “Coronado 
was the only expedition known to be 
out here with crossbows,” said Ma­
cha. “Jimmy Owens is the only other 
person who has ever found one of 
these points. This point, along with 
the two Owens found, supports the 
theory that they are not just random 
finds.”

These finds weren’t even needed 
to further convince Roydada arche­
ologist Jim Word that the Roydada 
Country Club site once served as 
Coronado’s headquarters.

In an earlier interview with the 
Lubbock Avalanche Journal, Word 
said, “The Country Club site was 
apparently where Coronado’s head­
quarters was located.”

At the Country Club site. Word 
found a fica that he believes is from 
Coronado’s trip. The fica is a sym-

Floydada Airport receives 
grants for improvements

The City of Floydada has been 
awarded a $1 million state grant for 
improvements to the city's airport.

The money will be used to acquire 
property, improve paved surfaces and 
lighting.

Funding will be a combination of 
90 percent state and 10 percent local 
funds.

The grant was approved by the 
Texas Transportation Commission at 
its meeting in San Angelo on Aug. 31.

The Floydada project was one of 
49 projects at general aviation airports 
around the state receiving a total of 
$34.9 million in grants approved by 
the state transportation commission.

"These projects will help us achieve 
our overall aviation goals; improving 
safety, preserving existing facilities 
and meeting existing and anticipated 
needs," said David Bernsen, commis­

sion member. "I'm pleased we could 
address the needs in Floydada."

To obtain the grant money, 
Floydada will have to match the grant 
with $100,000 of local funds," said 
Floydada City Manager Gary Brown.

The airport board is in the process 
of working with various entities for 
matching grants.

According to Brown, the matching 
grants can be from "in-kind services", 
such as labor, equipment, land and 
professional services.

TxDOT receives, disburses and 
administers federal and state funds for 
general aviation airports and is re­
sponsible for helping small commu­
nities build, maintain and upgrade 
airports. The projects are funded with 
varying combinations of Federal 
Aviation Administration, state and 
local money.

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Guthrie is Artist of the Month at FNB Floydada
The First National Bank of Floy­

dada is pleased to have a return ex­
hibit of photography by Aubrey 
Guthrie II during the month of Sep­
tember. A medium sometimes over­
looked when naming the various 
types of visual art, photography is one 
of the more demanding art forms. We 
are all "camera-carrying" people; 
however, a great deal of study, prac­
tice, and creative ability goes into 
becoming a photographic artist.

A graduate of Floydada High 
School, Guthrie had been interested 
primarily in athletics and horses dur­
ing his early years. Yet, at the age of 
twelve, he and Dan Hagood secured 
a darkroom kit for developing photo­
graphs which began an intense and

lasting interest in photography. After 
high school, Guthrie prepared for a 
medical career. He graduated from the 
University of Texas, Austin, and from 
Baylor College of Medicine in Hous­

ton. Following internship and resi­
dency in family medicine, he began 
his medical practice in the Hurst- 
Euless-Bedford area where he contin­
ues to practice today.

In the early 70s, Guthrie was able 
to pursue his interest in photography 
which had taken a back seat during 
his educational years. He spent hours 
at the local junior college learning to 
develop black and white prints; and 
he began to enter photography con­
tests, enroll in seminars, research 
journals and books, and take literally 
hundreds of photos. Over the years, 
he tried his hand also with pencil 
sketches, watercolors, and oils; "but", 
said the artist, "nothing gave me the 
creative satisfaction that I found with 
the camera!"

Guthrie has traveled extensively, 
and his work reflects different areas. 
In the current exhibit, the viewer will 
see photographs from New Mexico: 
a Mosque, Luminarias, the Ghost 
Ranch; from the Big Bend area, 
Terlingua Cree, Green Gulch, the 
Delta Formation; from England, a 
Canoe at Oxford, and English Pup. 
There are also photographs from the 
hill country and Ft. Davis.

Aubrey Guthrie II married Barbara 
Ann Bowman. The couple have three 
children and four grandchildren. 
Guthrie is the son of the late Dr. A.E. 
Guthrie and Sue Guthrie. This tal­
ented artist's work will be exhibited 
during regular banking hours through 
September.

bolic figure of a fist with a thumb 
through the index and middle finger, 
and was used to ward off evil spirits.

Extensive fragments of pottery 
believed to be from the Pueblo period 
of the 1540’s have also been located 
in the past seven years.

Word surmises that the pottery 
pieces can be explained by an account 
in one of Coronado’s journals of a 
severe hail storm that occurred during 
an encampment.

“Apparently he spent the night and 
was hailed out down in the canyon," 
Word said. “That’s why we find all 
the broken pottery and stuff. The 
horses stampeded but they couldn’t 
get out of the canyon because there 
wasn’t any easy way out, so they 
didn’t lose them. But all the pottery 
they had accumulated from the 
Pueblo area was destroyed."

Archeologist Richard Flint wrote 
of these (xittery finds in a paper pre­
sented to the Gran Quivira Confer­
ence in New Mexico, in 1994. Flint, 
who also supports the theory of Coro­
nado camping in Blanco Canyon, 
said, “Rio Grande Glazeware sherds 
(particularly Glaze E) are found in 
relative abundance in Blanco Can­
yon...

“Also, from the nearby Floydada 
Country Club site have been recov­
ered a couple of red-painted, grog- 
tempered sherds,” identified as possi­
bly originating from Mexico and 
present with the Coronado expedi­
tion.

Flint concluded, “I think that 
Blanco Canyon may very well be 
Coronado’s first barranca and the 
M ontgomery location or the 
Floydada Counu^ Club Site or some 
other yet unknown nearby Garza 
Complex site may be the first Teyas 
village.”

“We are going to have to raise more 
money to pay for a more thorough 
excavation of this area ,” said 
Blakeslee. “A week-end summer dig 
is not enough. These people are all 
volunteering their time and they have 
to get back to work after the Labor 
Day holiday.”

llie  weekend finds haveconvinced 
the archeologists to keep looking. As 
a result of the past evidence and the 
more recent finds, Blakeslee now 
feels future funding for more excava­
tion should be easier to obtain and we 
should be hearing a lot more about 
exciting new discoveries in the area.

“We found enough evidence to be 
sure that Blanco Canyon is one of 
Coronado’s campsites, although we 
do not know yet which one,” said 
Blakeslee. “We shall return.”

In an effort to keep the surrounding 
areas of the finds undisturbed organ­
izers have requested that the locations 
of these digs not be published.

“Wc want to emphasize to people,” 
said one of the out-of-state archeolo­
gists, “that we are conducting this dig 
to record history and then to leave the 
history here. We are not here to take it 
away.”

Visit the 
builder’s earlier projects to check out 
his workmanship. Talk to some of his 
customers and call the BBB at 763- 
0459 or (800)687-7890 for a reliabil­
ity report. Find out if there is a home 
owner’s association and ask for a 
copy of the rules. Make sure you read 
and understand the contract and con­
sider legal review before signing. In­
spect the finished product before you 
take delivery. Protect your mortgage 
rate. As the closing date approaches, 
you’ll want to lock in your interest 
rate.

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Lockney teachers attend 
development conference
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LOCKNEY—Trccna Aston and 
Julie Ellison, Vocational Home Eco­
nomics teachers at Lockney High 
School joined approximately 2,000 
teachers at the 1995 State Profes­
sional Development Conference for 
Home Economics Teachers planned 
and coordinated by the Home Eco­
nomics Office of the Texas Education 
Agency July 23-27 in Dallas.

The theme of the 1995 conference, 
“Together We Can”, provided the 
framework for the four-day event. 
Attendees were offered training to 
enhance their teaching methods and 
refine their program priorities. Con­
current sessions dealt with training 
students for the future Jobs they may 
have by bringing current industry 
trends and demands into the class­
room.

Of special interest this year were 
educational initiatives resulting from 
state and federal legislation and lead­
ership. Programs affected were Tech 
Prep, School-to-work, Site-Based 
Management and integration of aca­
demic skills. Other areas addressed 
were consumer protection, money 
management, conflict resolution and 
education technology.

Peter McGugan, author and psy­
chotherapist, wrote When Something 
Changes Everything, a book soon to 
be released. His research has resulted 
in a seminar (hat gives people simple 
techniques for eliminating grudges 
and hostility and proactively partici­
pating within the new environment.

McGugan gave the teachers the 
information to excel through change 
so they may see the changes in life not 
as cause for alarm but as a call for 
creative action.

She said, “University students have 
long believed that they will receive 
good job offers based solely on col­
lege degrees.

"See You at the Pole," the world's 
largest simultaneous youth prayer 
event, is expected to draw more than 
100,(X)0 high school and junior high 
school students throughout Texas to 
pray around their schools' flagpioles. 
Sept. 20 at 7 a.m.

Launched by Texas Baptists in 
1990, "See You at the Pole" has spread 
around the world and is expected to 
involve millions of students from ail 
Christian denominations in 1995, ac­
cording to Chuck Flowers, youth as­
sociate in the Texas Baptist Evange­
lism Division.

"We sought to pioneer a way for 
students to present a visible, bold wit­
ness of their faith on their school cam­
puses within the boundaries of the 
nation's legal system," Flowers said.

"We did not know if there would 
be a lasting impact, but out of that first 
See You at the Pole came prayer 
groups continuing throughout the 
school year.

"Many students reported a renewed 
encouragement when they discovered 
there were other believers on the cam­
puses they had not known about."

Last year more than 2 million stu­
dents participated in the event in the 
U.S. and in Russia, Canada, 
Singapore, the Philippines, Guate­
mala, Taiwan, Saipan, Austria, Alba­

nia, Romania, Belgium and other 
countries on six continents.

Adults also participated, praying 
around the flagpoles at city halls and 
other public locations.

"More than 75 denominations and 
ministries help promote "See You at 
the Pole," but it is students who ini­
tiate, organize and lead in prayer at 
the flagpole, said Flowers.

"Students will pray Sept. 20 for 
their fellow students and teachers, 
asking for God's power over the vio­
lence, depression, hopelessness and 
other problems faced by their class­
mates," said Flowers.

He said churches should encourage 
students to participate as a public wit­
ness of their belief in God's power and 
the importance of prayer.

Flowers also noted that under the 
U.S. Constitution, students are guar­
anteed the right to pray on campus, 
alone or with others, so long as it (Joes 
not disrupt school activities and is not 
forced on others.

See You at the Pole must be stu­
dent-led, before school hours and 
outside of any school building, he 
added.

Extension Service closes Soil Lab

After more than 35 years of pro­

viding scientifically and economi­
cally sound soil testing services to 
Texas High Plains producers, the 
South Plains Soil Testing Laboratory 
of the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service will close Sept. 1.

The laboratory handles from 8,000 
to 12,000 soil and plant samples for 
crop producers and homeowners 
each year, said Dr. Michael Hickey, 
Extension Service soil chemist and 
director of the facility here. In addi­
tion to Hickey, the lab employs an 
office manager, two technicians and 
a part-time high school student from 
the cooperative agriculture program.

"Escalating costs of upgr^ing and 
replacing analytical equipment and 
operating the laboratory, coupled 
with reductions in state and federal 
funding, has not been offset by suf­
ficient increase in the num l^r of 
samples handled”, said Dr. James R. 
Supak, associate head of the depart­
ment of soil and crop sciences at 
Texas A&M University.

After Sept. I, samples from the 
area now served by the Lubbock fa­
cility will be processed at the Col­
lege Station laboratory. Supak said a 
60-day phase down period at the 
Lubbock lab will allow completion 
of existing projects, transfer of equip­
ment and closing of the facility. All 
operations at the facility will end 
Nov. 1.

Crop producers, ranchers and ur­
ban residents sending soil, water or 
forage samples to College Station 
will notice little difference in receipt 
of analyses and reports, Supak said.

The College Station laboratory pro­
vides one-day turnaround upon re­
ceipt of soil samples; water and for­
age analyses take about a week.

“For almost four decades, the labo­
ratory at the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Research and Extension 
Center at Lubbock has set the stan­
dards for sound soil testing services 
on the High Plains,” Supak said. “But 
it is no longer feasible to equip, main­
tain and operate state-of-the-art fa­
cilities at tmth Lubbock and College 
Station.”

The Lubbock facility was estab­
lished in 1959 to serve an area that 
represents an estimated 43 percent of 
the state’s total agricultural produc­
tion and 54 percent of its total crop 
coverage,

Hickey said. The area it served pro­
duces 76 percent of the state’s wheat, 
75 percent of its cotton and 70 per­
cent of its corn, he noted. It has had 
three directors during its continuous 
operation: James Valentine, Dr. Dale 
Pennington and Hickey.

The Lubbock lab was one of the . 
first in the nation to recognize that 
nitrate nitrogen measurements in soil 
can be useful nitrogen fertilizer rec­
ommendations, and one of the first to 
incorporate that into sampling and 
analysis procedures, Hickey said.

"Soil testing techniques for phos­
phorous used by the A&M laborato­
ries today were developed at Lub­
bock, in conjunction with scientists 
of the Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station,” he said.

The lab and the High Plains Under­
ground Water Conservation District 
No. 1 evaluated area soil fertility and

identified that nitrogen and phospho­
rus were the nutrients which most lim­
ited cotton production on the South­
ern High Plains. A subsequent edu­
cational program initiated by the Lub­
bock soil chemist, the water district 
and county Extension agents im­
proved crop fertilization. Together 
with improved irrigation management 
and variety selection this reversed the 
declining cotton production of the 
Southern High Plains, Hickey said.

For the past six years, Hickey and 
the Lubbock lab have been develop­
ing a cotton petiole monitoring pro­
gram for area cotton producers, de­
signed to improve the efficiency of 
nitrogen application.

“The bottom line is, it helps them 
get better use of their fertilizer and 
reduces environm ental im pact,” 
Hickey said.

In conjunction with the Extension 
Service “Don’t Bag It” lawn care pro­
gram to reduce urban yard trash, 
Hickey and the Lubbock lab initiated 
a “Don’t Bag It Soil Test Program” 
for urban residents. “It is designed to 
reduce the potential for urban envi­
ronmental impact,” Hickey said. The  ̂
program has since been adopted by 
Oklahoma State University.

The lab has been working with ir­
rigators to identify salinity problems 
in center pivot systems. It is involved 
in a cooperative program with the 
water district to quantify the extent 
and impact of that problem and find 
ways to alleviate it. For several years 
the lab has worked with the oil indus­
try in reclaiming salt-afTected soils.

Grain Sorghum Board seats open

Texas producers who grow grain 
sorghum have an opportunity this 
year to run for a seat on the Texas 
Grain Sorghum Board. Anyone who 
produces grain sorghum in Texas or 
who owns a farm in Texas on which 
grain sorghum is produced is eligible 
to vote in the election or to serve as a 
director on the board.

The fifteen member board admini­
sters the checkoff funds which are 
collected on grain sorghum grown in 
the state. An assessment of 16 cents 
per ton is collected and used to fund 
programs for research, insect and 
disease control, education and pro­
motion of Texas grain sorghum.

Members of the Texas Grain Sor­

ghum Board represent every grain 
sorghum producing region in Texas. 
Under the assessment program, the 
state is divided into five districts hav­
ing three representatives to the board. 
Directors are elected for terms of up 
to six years.

In this year’s election, five direc­
tors will be elected to the board; one 
each from the West Texas district, the 
Central Texas district, the Panhandle 
district, the Coastal district and the 
Valley district.

To be listed on the ballot, a pro­
spective director must submit a nomi­
nation form certifying that he or she 
resides in the district to be repre­

sented and will be willing to serve if 
elected. The nomination form must 
be signed by the nominee and ten 
other eligible voters who also reside 
in the district the person is seeking to 
represent. The forms may be obtained 
from the Texas Grain Sorghum Board 
office by calling (806)298-4501. 
Deadline for returning the completed 
form is October 11.

Ballots will be mailed to all eligible 
voters. Ballots can also be obtained 
from Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service county offices and from local 
grain elevators. To be counted in the 
election, ballots must be mailed to 
TGSB office, postmarked no later 
than midnight November 17.

Mexico proceeds despite a drought 
south of the border and a weak Mexi­
can economy.

PCG's Enhanced Program, ap­
proved overwhelmingly by producer 
referendum last April and backed by 
the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 
Foundation, is expected to treat up to 
five million aggregate acres for dia- 
pausing boll weevils in 1995.

The goal of the 1995 program is to 
reduce overall weevil numbers prior 
to their entering overwintering habi­
tat, reducing the number that could 
survive the winter and still have the 
potential to reinfest cotton in 1996.
