Tobacco settlement may 
bring money to county

Floyd County Hospital Districts 
could receive $150,066 next year as 
its share of a $300 million disburse­
ment from the multibillion dollar state 
tobacco settlement that is designed to 
be directed toward health care for the 
indigent.

Texas House Speaker Fete Laney, 
D-Hale, announced Monday, July 20, 
that counties and hospitals within Dis­
trict 85 could receive millions of dol­
lars from the proposed tobacco settle­
ment reached over the weekend.

Legislative leaders have been work­
ing with counties and hospital districts 
for several months to find a fair and 
equitable way to distribute part of 
Texas' potential multibillion-dollar 
settlement to those entities. Under the 
agreement, the entity receiving the 
payment may be the county, hospital 
district and/or other political subdivi­
sion depending on which entity has the 
legal responsibility for providing in­
digent health care.

Hospital districts in Floyd County 
are responsible for indigent health 
care, rather than the county govern­
ment.

In Floydada, the Caprock Hospital 
District had a total of $861.33 in indi­
gent health care payments for a nine 
month period ending June 30, 1998. 
A claim for $ 130.60 was also approved 
during the July CHD board meeting.

Lockney General Hospital District, 
which operates W.J. Mangold Memo­
rial Hospital has had indigent and 
charity health care expenditures of

nearly $50,000.00 for the budget year 
to date

W.J. Mangold Memorial Hospital 
Administrator Sharon Hunt says she 
is still in the process of trying to find 
out when the settlement will be final­
ized and just what dollar figure the 
district will be receiving under the 
terms of the agreement.

In addition to the initial lump sum 
payment, a Permanent Trust Account 
will be established and funded over a 
four-year period in the amount of ap­
proximately $1.8 billion said Laney. 
The income from this permanent fund 
will be distributed to the counties and 
hospital districts on a pro rata basis 
in proportion to their amount of 
unreimbursed health care expendi­
tures for indigent health care.

"This trust account will provide a 
substantial, perpetual source of rev­
enue to help offset the cost of provid­
ing health care. This approach to man­
aging the funds will ensure that the 
payment we receive today will pro­
vide lasting benefits for future Tex­
ans," Speaker Laney said.

Legislative leaders met Saturday, 
July 18, with the counsel for the coun­
ties and hospital districts that inter­
vened in the tobacco settlement and 
Judge Jim Meyers, a court appointed 
mediator. As a result of that meeting, 
an agreement was reached. It includes 
the stipulation that the motion for 
sanctions against the governor and 
several legislators must be withdrawn 
before this agreement is finalized.

Board discusses fate of 
CHD hospital building

FLOYDADA -  Caprock Hospital 
District Trustee Denice Payne raised 
the question of the ultimate fate of the 
hospital building during the July 21 
regular meeting of the CHD board. 
She indicated that she has been ques­
tioned by many people concerning tbe 
building and the equipment remain­
ing in it.

"I get calls asking about purchas­
ing specific items and I tell them to 
come to the board meetings and make 
their offer," said Payne. "We have sold 
some items on a piecemeal basis to 
various agencies and individuals. I 
feel that we need to make a public 
statement about the building and the 
equipment. We have been criticized 
for not taking proper bids and we need 
to see that anyone who is interested 
has an equal chance.

"I keep hearing that the building is 
for sale and tliat the equipment is for 
sale, but I can't remember that being 
decided in a board meeting," contin 
ued Payne. "As board members, we 
are stewards of the taxpayers money 
and property. If we are going to liqui­
date, we need to have a clear plan of 
action and we need to make our plans 
public."

The discussion was prompted by 
three offers to purchase a variety of 
old hospital equipment. Rural Nurse 
Resource, Inc. offered $600.(X) for a 
list of items they had been using while 
renting space in the hospital.

Leah Battey indicated that she sup­

ported the group's efforts in the local 
area but said, "If we had a garage sale, 
we could get more for this stuff."

A motion was made to accept the 
bid from RNR, but it died for lack of 
a second. A second motion was made 
to table the bid and request an item­
ized bid for the items in question. TTie 
second motion was approved by 
unanimous vote.

Bids from Lockney General Hos­
pital District and from Hi-Plains Hos­
pital in Hale Center were also consid­
ered. The two hospital facilities had 
offered itemized bids for various 
equipment, with a couple of items 
appearing on both lists.

Kyle Smith made a motion to ac­
cept the bids from LGHD and Hi- 
Plains with the items on both lists go­
ing to the highest bidder. He also made 
looking into hiring an auctioneer to 
liquidate the CHD owned equipment 
in the hospital building a part of his 
motion.

The motion was seconded by 
Jeffery Johnson and Smith, Johnson 
and Payne voted in favor of the mo­
tion. Battey voted against the motion 
saying many pieces of equipment 
have already been sold to individual 
bidders and that she felt the district 
should demonstrate consistency in 
dealing with the sale of equipment.

Three taxing entity owned proper­
ties were discussed by the board. Tbe 
first was a propo;,al to demolish a di-

Em ergency grazing of CRP 
perm issib le during drought

Many livestock producers in Floyd 
County are taking advantage of a 
US DA program that allows for emer­
gency grazing of Conservation Re­
serve (CRP) lands during the 1998 
drought. The program allows for CRP 
participants to graze their fields or 
lease them to a neighbor for a limited 
time period, provided they obtain a 
grazing plan from the USDA Natural 
Resources Conservation Service

(NRCS).
Approved counties experienced a 

loss of available grazing as the dry 
conditions continued during the 
spring. The grazing period extends 
throughout the summer and expires in 
September. The cost to the producer 
for grazing the CRP land is 25 per­
cent of the annual rental payment 
multiplied by the number of acres 
grazed.

CRP acreages in Floyd County gen­
erally consist of small fields inter- 
speised with larger acreage's grazed 
range or pastuieland. This arrange­
ment works well in counties where 
most of the CRP units already have 
fences and adequate water, so the ex­
penses associated with grazing them 
are minimal.

Commissioners discuss annual budget for '98-99
financial administration; $64,307.17By Juanita Stepp

Floyd County Commissioners re­
convened at 8:00 a.m. on Monday, 
July 20th to hold a budget work ses­
sion and discuss the 1998 tax rate.

According to Floyd County Judge 
Bill Hardin, no increase in the tax rate 
is anticipated. Hardin also indicated 
that the four commissioners, RayNell 
Bearden, Lennie Gilroy, George Tay­
lor, and Jon Jones, were adamant 
about holding the line where the pro­
posed budget is concerned.

"There are few increases in the bud­
get we are proposing for the 1998-99 
fiscal year," said Hardin. "We did not 
include any salary or pay raises for 
anyone, elected or otherwise. Some 
areas were calculated at less than was 
spent in 1997 and less than the esti­
mated expenditures for this year," he 
added.

with the court to present their budget 
requests, while others only submitted 
the written requests.

Estimated revenues in the proposed 
budget were placed at $1,142,496.34 
from all sources. A carryover of 
$349,781.56 is estimated at this time 
for the current budget year ending 
September 30, 1998. This would give 
the county $ 1,492,277.91 in estimated 
available funds for the next budget 
year.

Proposed expenses for the 1998-99 
budget year are estim ated at 
$1,207,114.39. This would leave the 
county with a carryover next Septem­
ber of an estimated $285,163.52.

Expenses estimated for various ar­
eas of county operation are placed at: 
$212,706.16 for general administra­
tion; $120,300.00 for nondepartmen- 
tal expenses, $194,223.82 for Judicial 
and legal expenses; $79,278.26 for

for public facilities; $369,701.75 for 
public safety-Sheriff; $52,194.24 for 
conservation; and $114,402.99 for all 
other expenses.

The budget proposed for the Road 
and Bridge fund is placed at 
$548,575.05 with each of the four pre­
cincts to have $ 120,000.00 for annual 
operations and $6,500.00 for all other 
expenses paid from that fund.

The Floyd County Library is esti­
mated to have income of $47,896.89 
in carryover and new money. Esti­
mated expenses for the library are 
placed at $43,534.98 for the proposed 
budget year.

At the conclusion of the meeting no 
major changes to the proposed bud­
get had been suggested. The budget 
will be approved in August. Setting 
an official tax rate for the 1998 taxing 
year will also be addressed in August.

LOCKNEY—The Lockney Inde­
pendent School District Board of Di­
rectors met Tuesday, July 14 and dis­
cussed the budget for the 1998-99 
school year. They also hired person­
nel, approved resignations and heard 
a report on the fieldhouse.

Board members received an over­
view of the 1998-99 budget from Su­
perintendent Raymond Lusk. Propos­
als on the tax rate were discussed.

"Anything under $1,17 will not 
bring us the maximum in Tier II 
money from the state," Lusk told the 
board. "The tax rate set for '98-99 will 
determ ine the maximum Tier II 
money received from the state for the 
1999-2000 and 2000-2001 school 
years."

He continued, "The $1.1635 tax 
rate set in 19%-97 determined the Tier 
II yield from the state for the 1997-98 
and 1998-99 school years.

"We have been able to keep the 
taxes the same for the last three years," 
stated Trustee Dan Smith. "This will 
be a hard year to raise taxes and I 
would like to not if we can hold it 
where it is."

All board members agreed they 
would like to stay at the current rate.

The tax rate will be set at the Au­
gust meeting.

Teachers approved for hiring were 
Carol Ladd, junior high science; 
David Fairchild, baseball coach; 
M elida D eLeon, 4th grade, and 
Rhonda Lyles, U'ansfer from elemen­
tary school to junior high reading.

A resignation was accepted from 
Angie Edwards.

Her hu.sband accepted a job with the 
Ellis County Extension Office and 
they will be moving.

A report was heard from Athletic 
Director Kurt Ashmore. He stated, 
"The mats are down in the weight 
room at the field house. Tliis is a good 
building and will be well used. As 
soon as we get everything in place it 
will be opened for use."

"Athletic physicals for the 7th 
through 12th grade boyswill be done 
July 30th at 5:00 p.m. and two-a-days

will begin August 5th," he stated. 
"David Fairchild will be our defensive 
coordinator; Chad Terry will coach 
7th grade football, Todd Hallmark, 8th 
grade; and David Sutterfield, JV."

Lusk told the board members the 
dates and arrangements for the school 
board raining andTASB Convention 
to be held in Houston the last of Au­
gust.

TDCJ gives $13 million 
to local drug programs
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The Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice has approved more than $ 13.5 
million in grants to local probation 
departments covering 109 counties, 
including many of the state’s largest 
population centers, with substance 
abuse treatment programs as an alter­
native to sending nonviolent law­
breakers to prison.

The grants, administered by TDCJ’s 
Community Justice Assistance Divi­
sion, will be used by local commu­
nity supervision and corrections de­
partments to identify and assess sub­
stance-abusing offenders who would 
be better served by treatment than by 
incarceration in jail or prison. The pro­
grams target offenders who cannot 
afford private treatment and for whom 
no other programs are available; last 
year, 27,000 were treated, 86 percent 
of whom earned less than $20,000 a 
year.

Floyd County will be one of 19 
counties in the Scurry Program which 
will divide up $292,710. Because 
some CSCD's manage more than one 
county the money is divided within 
the district they serve.

For instance, Floyd County's share

of the $292,710 will then be divided 
up among Briscoe, Dickens and Mot­
ley.

Also sharing in the Scurry Program 
award will be Scurry County, which 
includes Borden; Dawson County, in­
cluding Gaines, Garza and Lynn; 
Haskell County, including Kent, 
Stonewall and ’rhrockmorton; Jones 
County, including Shackelford; and 
Nolan County, including Fisher and 
Mitchell.

Nearly 93 percent of the funds pay 
to screen, assess and treat offenders," 
said Allan B. Polunsky, chairman of 
the Texas Board of Criminal Justice. 
"These programs save lives, reduce 
drug-and alcohol-related crime and 
save prison beds for violent felons."

TE>CJ's Community Justice Assis­
tance Division gives more than $208 
million annually to the state's 122 pro­
bation offices, known as community 
supervision and corrections depart­
ments, which serve the state's 254 
counties. Some 400,000 offenders, 
both misdemeanor and felony law­
breakers, are currently on community 
supervision, placed there by the 
courts.

Most Newspapers are rather prosai­
cally named something like "News" 
or "Gazette" or "Herald."

Principals 
in pairs will alternate visiting and be­
ing visited two times every four weeks 
as the hosting principal engages in 
implementation of one of the Four 
Cornerstones.

Tapes will be made of these sessions 
and mailed to the doctoral students 
who will analyze the tapes and pro­
vide suggestions for improvement.

At the closing session. Dr. Reavis 
commended Superintendent Jimmie 
Collins on his strong commitment to 
the development of leadership in the 
Floydada principals.

USDA grant for disabled announced

Tim Assiter of Floydada, was a fi­
nalist aniong 106 competitors from 
across the United States and Canada 
at the 1998 International Auctioneer 
Championship contest in Oklahoma 
City, Oklahoma. Sponsored by the 
National Auctioneers Association 
(NAA), the contest was held in con­
junction with NAA's National Con­
vention. More than 1,200 auctioneers 
and their families were in attendance 
at the convention, held July 14-18 in 
Oklahoma City.

The contest was lengthy and in­
tense. Entrants first participated in a 
preliminary round of bid-calling in 
front of their peers and the media. At

the conclusion of the preliminaries, 
the field was weeded down and final­
ists were selected based upon their 
scores. Finalists were interviewed by 
the seven contest Judges before par­
ticipating in a final round of bid-call­
ing on the evening of July 15. The 
winner was determined by combining 
bid-calling and interview scores.

Overall winner of the contest was 
Mike Jones of Dallas, a former Texas 
State Champion Auctioneer.

Assiter was 2nd Runner up in the 
Texas State Auctioneers Contest held 
in Waco, June 19, 1998. That contest 
was decided by 2 points foi the top 
three winners. All three State Winners

competed in Oklahoma City.
AssUer said "I am real proud of 

Mike Jones. This is his 5th competi­
tion at NAA. This is my first National 
or International Contest and I felt very 
lucky to be a finalist. I heard some of 
the best automobile, livestock, to­
bacco, and public auctioneers, from 
around the country."

The contest is held to spotlight the 
advantages of the Auction Method of 
Marketing. The winner acts as a good­
will ambassador for the auction pro­
fession during his or her tenure as 
champion. The bid-calling was carried 
live over the Internet and sound bites 
will soon be available.

A new program was announced 
July 7 to help the hundreds of Texas 
farmers and ranchers who are disabled 
each year as a result of working in the 
nation's most hazardous industry — 
agriculture. The Warm Springs Reha­
bilitation Foundation and the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, part 
of the Texas A&M University System, 
have received a USDA grant to bring 
the National AgrAbility Project to 
Texas for the first time, to assist people 
with disabilities employed in agricul­
ture.

"Farming and ranching are among 
the nation's most hazardous occupa­
tions," said Bill Winscott. Director of 
the Warm Springs Resource Center. 
"Nationally, about 120,(X)0 agricul­
tural employees are disabled as the 
result of work injuries. We are excited 
about being part of bringing this pro­
gram to Texas."

When the thousands of farmers and 
ranchers disabled by other non-work 
related injuries, health conditions and 
aging are added to the agricultural in­
juries, a toral of about 500,000 farm­
ers and ranchers nationally have 
physical disabilities that interfere with 
their work. Yet, because of rural iso­
lation, a tradition of self-reliance and 
gaps m rural service delivery systems, 
farmers and ranchers often cannot take 
advantage of modified farming opera­
tions, adapted equipment and assistive 
technology to continue to earn their 
livelihoods in agriculture and partici­
pate fully in rural community life.

"Warm Springs will provide the 
nonprofit disability service organiza­
tion com ponent o f the project in 
Texas," said Bryan Shaw, project di­
rector for Texas A&M University.

"Linking with our « te 'i^ 'P ll,“ ĵ 
vice

Texas farmers and ranchers continue 
to be productive and independent."

The 25 counties of South Texas will 
be the initial focus of the project in 
Texas, but it will be expanded to all 
12 TAEX regions.

"Texas has more farms and ranches 
than any other state," said Rick Perry, 
Texas Commissioner of Agriculture. 
"The AgrAbility Project can make a 
real difference in the productivity and 
quality of life for Texans and for our 
state's overall economic health."

There are currently 23 states with 
USDA funded AgrAbility projects 
including Texas which is one of the 
four states added to the program this 
year. The Warm Springs Resource 
Center, providing expertise in disabil­
ity issues, will work with Texas A&M 
University, County Extension Agents, 
rural professionals and volunteers to 
identify and refer farmers and ranch­
ers with disabilities, provide on-site 
technical assistance on adapting and 
using farm equipment and tools and 
on modifying operations and build­
ings.

The Re.source Center will also help 
disseminate educational information 
to prevent injuries and disabilities and

has more than 50 disability resources, 
manuals and publications available to 
promote independence for farmers 
and ranchers with disabilities.

On a national level, AgrAbility 
Project achievements to date include:

"“Direct on-site assistance to nearly 
3,000 farmers, ranchers and agricul­
tural workers with disabilities;

"“Training nearly 41,000 agricul­
tural, rehabilitation, and health profes­
sionals on safely accommodating dis­
ability in agriculture;

"“Recruiting and training more than 
800 volunteers to assist agricultural 
producers with disabilities and their 
families;

"“Outreach to nearly 2.8 million 
people through exhibits and demon­
strations to increase awareness of re­
sources available to people with dis­
abilities working in agriculture.

The Warm Springs Resource Cen­
ter for People with Disabilities is a 
program of the Warm Springs Reha­
bilitation Foundation, a 501(c)(3) 
health care provider.

Plan would make over $5 billion 
available to farmers on October 1st 
of this year

I' On July 17, U.S. Rep. Mac Thom- 
berry (TX-13) joined Congressman 
Larry Combest and House Agriculture 
Committee Chairman Bob Smith 
(OR-2) in introducing legislation that 
will provide farmers with some relief 
from the drought by making $5 5 bil­
lion dollars available to them on Oc- 

Itober 1, 1998.
I; "I think w e’re finally  getting 
jthrough in convincing people how 
I serious the situation is," Thornberry 
stated. "Unfortunately, some in Wash­
ington have tried to play political 
games with this crisis. That is wrong. 
Both Congress and the Administration 
need to work together to do what's 
right. Hopefully, this plan will be the 
first step in doing that."

The bill is called The Emergency 
Farm Financial Relief Act. According 
to Thornberry, the plan would make 
$5.5 billion dollars available to farm­
ers as much as one year early to help 
them cope with the cash shortage they 
are now experiencing due to the 
drought. Farmers currently receive 
contract payments twice a year — in 
December or January and again in

September - as part of the Agriculture 
Market Transition Act (AMTA). The 
Emergency Farm Financial Relief Act 
would change that by letting farmers 
collect their 1999 payment in one 
lump sum as early as this October 1, 
which is also the beginning of the next 
fiscal year. For example, a 1,000-acre 
wheat farm with a 30 bushel AMTA 
payment yield would have the option 
of getting the entire $ 19,000 payment 
in October 1998, rather than waiting 
three months to get half of the AMTA 
payment (in this case. $9,5(X)), and a 
full 12 months to get the remaining 
half.

"In effect," Thornberry said, "what 
this plan will do is provide farmers 
with an interest-free cash loan of up 
to a year. Clearly, it's not everything 
we need. But it is a good start, and 
something that gets money in farm­
ers' pockets sooner than other propos­
als being discussed."

Thornberry noted that the advance 
payment is not mandatory, and that
farmers would have the option of de­
ciding based on their own personal
circumstances whether they wanted to 
receive it or not. In addition to Thorn- 
berry, Combest and House Agriculture 
Chairman Smith, The Emergency

Farm Financial Relief Act is sup­
ported by the other members of Con­
gress whose states have been hard hit 
by the drought. The plan is also sup­
ported by the Speaker of the House, 
who has already indicated he will hold 
a vote on the bill next week in the 
House of Representatives.

The bill was announced at a news 
conference in the U.S. Capitol. In ad­
dition to announcing the legislation, 
the lawmakers also called upon the 
Clinton Administration to fully utilize 
the Export Enhancement Administra­
tion (EEP), a program designed to 
help open up foreign markets for U.S. 
agricultural products. Thornberry 
noted that the 1996 Farm Bill pro­
vided over $1.5 billion for the EEP 
program, but that the Administration 
has thus far used virtually none of 
these funds.

Last month, Thornberry introduced 
a resolution calling on the Agriculture 
Secretary to provide "timely assis­
tance" to farmers and ranchers in 
Texas and other drought-stricken 
states. He added that he is also work­
ing with lawmakers from other agri­
cultural districts around the country 
on additional drought relief measures 
that will be announced soon.

Governor George W. Bush is ask­
ing the federal government to grant 
disaster status to an additional 176 
counties, including Floyd and sur­
rounding counties, stricken by 
drought. If the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture grants the Governor's re­
quest, all 254 Texas counties will be 
under a drought disaster declaration, 
i In a letter to U.S. Secretary of Ag­
riculture Dan Glickman, Governor 
Bush describes the economic emer­
gency caused by above normal tem­
peratures and severe drought condi­
tions. If the request is granted, Texas

farmers and ranchers will be eligible 
for emergency loans to cover losses 
suffered under the drought. The Texas 
Agriculture Extension Service esti­
mates total losses will be $1.5 billion 
statewide. "I'm asking the federal gov­
ernment to expedite the declaration for 
all Texas counties because Texas 
needs immediate assistance," Gover­
nor Bush said.

As of today, two Texas counties, 
Terrell and Glassock, have been des­
ignated disaster areas by the federal 
government. Requests from seventy- 
six counties are pending.

FLOYD COUNTY PEST REPORT

CURRENT SITUATION 
i Scattered showers continued last 
Wednesday through Friday. Several 
small areas received some much 
needed rainfall, but good general rains 
will be needed to finish this year's 
crop. The good news is that the heat 
continues to aid in insect pest popula­
tion control.

COTTON
Cotton bollworm egg lays remain 

highly variable with numbers ranging 
from less than 1,000 to just over 
20,000 per acre in program fields. The 
highest infestation detected this week 
was just under 8,(XX) small larvae per 
acre. At this time few fields have been 
treated, but nickel and dime infesta­
tion are beginning to add up. If your 
field continues to receive low to mod­
erate numbers, then base treatment on 
square and boll damage. I would not 
let combined damage over time ex­
ceed 20%. One good note concerning 
worms is that our tobacco budworm 
moth traps have captured very few 
budworms in the past 2 weeks. If you 
recall, budworms arc resistant to pyre- 
throids.

Boll weevil trap captures have 
steadily declined over the past 3 weeks 
which is normal for this time of year. 
Weevils are more attracted to their 
natural food (cotton) and are less in­
clined to feed upon plastic.

At this time feeding activity in most 
fields remains light. Keep in mind that 
if you use a pyrethroid to treat boll- 
worm infestations, you will also re-

move adult boll weevils from the field. 
Please continue to inspect at least 100 
1/3-grown squares (small bolls in 
older cotton) per field each week.

Beet Armyworms (BAW) continue 
to cause problems in several fields. 
Sub-economic levels have persisted 
since early June but have remained in 
check due to bencficials, heat, and 
small plant size. These sub-economic 
levels do cause concern when mak­
ing decisions to treat for bollworm 
and/or boll weevil. Most pesticides do 
not control BAW and rem oving 
beneficials increases the chance of 
BAW larvae survival. During the past 
2 weeks several fields have reached 
economic levels and were treated. 
Thus far in program fields treated for 
BAW and based on conversation with 
growers and consultants, each field 
treated had one thing in common, 
skippy plant stands. For some reason 
this pest thrives on poor stands and 
drought conditions.

Cotton aphids have been present at 
sub-economic levels all season but 
have yet to cause much concern. We 
generally see problems begin around 
the first of August and continue until 
early September. Keep aphids in mind 
if you choose to treat sub-economic 
worm or weevil populations.

CORN
Banks grass mites can be found in 

most fields. Fields which have missed 
recent heavy rainfall may continue to 
see an increase in population.

Southwestern com borer (SWCB) 
traps are beginning to capture increas­
ing numbers of adult moths. Traps 
between Aiken and Providence cap­
tured from 631 to 978 moths per trap 
over the past 7 days. Infestations de­
tected at this time have been less than 
8% of the plants. The treatment 
threshold is when 20 to 25% of the 
plants arc infested with eggs or small 
larvae. We generally see a peak in 2nd 
generation SWCB around the first 
week in August.

Victor}  ̂declared for producers
Declarng victory for the nation's 

livestock producers, the National 
Farmers Union recently hailed Sen­
ate passage on Wednesday of Legis­
lation that will require price report­
ing in the livestock industry. The leg­
islation was adopted as an amendment 
to the fiscal year 1999 agriculture ap­
propriations bill.

NFU has long called for mandatory 
price reporting on all livestock sales. 
Just last month, NFU President Leland 
Swenson testified before the Senate 
Agriculture, Nutrition and forestry 
Committee on concentration in the 
livestock industry. The farm leader 
recommended that Congress enact 
legislation to require price reporting.

"This is a real victory for livestock 
producers," Texas Farmers Union 
President Wes Sims said, stating that 
"For too long, producers have been at 
the mercy of packers who called low 
prices an inevitable outcome of the

market. Without price transparency, 
the buyer rules and the seller gets a 
low price. That is by no means a fair, 
free or competitive market."

"This legislation will help ensure 
sellers get the information they need 
to make a sound market decision and 
a fair price," Sims said.

"'Mandatory market reporting on 
a pilot basis. Provides the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture authority to 
design and administer a three year pi­
lot testing program to test the impact 
of mandatory reporting of live cattle 
and boxed beef on the public market 
for livestock.

"‘Prohibition of non-competitive 
practices. Requires the secretary of 
agriculture, after consultation with 
affected parties, to define and prohibit 
noiicompetitive practices.

*Protection of livestock produc­
ers against retaliation by buyers.

Establishes civil penalties for packers 
or buyers who retaliate against pro 
ducers for public comments regard­
ing industry practices.

*Review of federal agricultural 
credit policies. Requires the president 
to study federal lending practices to 
determine: 1) if the practices have 
contributed or are contributing to 
packer concentration: and 2) if the 
practices are adequate to address the 
cyclical nature of modem livestock 
production.

In the current industry structure, 
more than 80 percent of red meat pro­
cessing nationwide is controlled by 
just four multinational firms. Less 
than two decades ago, the same three 
corporations handles only 40 percent 
of all U.S. beef processing. Also, con­
sumer prices have remained constant 
despite precipitous drops in the prices 
of live animals.

working with people to assist with 
stocking rate recommendations, graz­
ing schedules, and other aspects of 
grazing management. Most of the 
people who take advantage of this pro­
gram are owner/operators who are uti­
lizing the grazing opportunity with 
their own livestock.

However, some of the participants 
are leasing acreage to other produc­
ers. The nature of the leases vary. 
Some are leasing to their neighbors at 
cost and others are charging for the 
grazing on a per-head per-month ba­
sis.

This has been a good program all 
the way around for livestock produc­
ers. In addition to providing low-cost 
emergency forage, grazing the CRP 
is giving ranchers an opportunity to 
rest their rangeland pastures. Allow­
ing desirable range grasses enough 
time to recover their vigor and develop 
seed is critical for future productiv­
ity. Controlled grazing is also benefi­
cial for the CRP fields. Most of the 
grasses established under CRP are 
well adapted to grazing. A grazing

crease tillering, and even allow for 
additional seedling development over 
the long-term. The fact is, grazing 
older crop field will increase plant 
vigor and rejuvenate the established 
stand that may be a little decadent 
form lack of grazing, burning, etc.

USDA-NRCS employees have 
been kept busy this year helping pro­
ducers realize the benefits of CRP 
grazing and how to avoid the pitfalls 
of overgrazing. These grazing plans 
may include a recommended number 
of livestock to graze in a given field 
over a prescribed period. The rain that 
has been received has resulted in good 
growth in many fields. USDA-NRCS 
is now focusing on assisting produc­
ers to maintain adequate grazing 
heights on their important forage 
grasses. The amount of forage avail­
able has been increased by pulling 
livestock for a time and allowing CRP 
fields to recover before another graz­
ing cycle.

Grazing plans are being written to 
address the Emergency Grazing Pro­
visions. At least 25 percent of the grass 
in a CRP field must be maintained for

With the temperature rising and few 
signs of rain drops coming, more and 
more people look to cool off at out­
door water spots. As the heat goes up 
and water levels in rivers, lakes, ponds 
and streams go down, the potential for 
health problems grows.

"You can look at the problems as­
sociated with swimming in fresh wa­
ter like a pyramid," said James Per­
due of the Infectious Disease Epide­
miology and Surveillance Division at 
Texas Department of Health (TDH). 
"At the broad bottom, you have a lot 
of microorganisms and bacteria that 
can cause such mild problems as ear 
infections, swimmer's itch or intesti­
nal diseases. At the top point, you have 
the very dangerous but relatively rare 
problems such as primary amoebic 
meningoencephalitis."

This infection, also known as PAM, 
is caused by a common microorgan­
ism found in most all untreated sur­
face water and all types of soil. It is 
the combination of lower water lev­
els, high water temperature and stag­
nant or slow moving water that pro­
duces the problems. Perdue said.

During drought and high tempera­
ture conditions, concentrations of the

amoebas increase as they feed on the
bacteria in the warm water. The or­
ganisms thrive at temperatures above 
80 degrees F but dp jw^-^multiply at 
temperatures below 40 degrees F.

Infection occurs when water con­
taining the organisms is forcefully in­
haled -  usually from diving, jumping 
or underwater swimming — and in­
fects the brain. Although the infection

is rare, affecting only about one per­
son per year, for those infected death 
occurs usually within a week. Symp­
toms of the infection include severe 
headache, high fever, stiff nick, nau­
sea, vomiting, seizures and hallucina­
tions as the condition worsens. People 
who are infected do not infect others.

Swimming pools properly cleaned, 
maintained and treated with chlorine 
generally are safe as are salt water fa­
cilities.

TDH offers these recommendations 
to avoid infection:

♦Never swim in stagnant or polluted 
water. Take "No Swimming" signs 
seriously.

♦Hold your nose or use plugs when 
Jumping into water.

Texas Department of Health urges swimmers 
to be cautious in rivers, lakes, stagnant water

♦Swim in properly maintained 
pools when possible.

♦Keep wading pools clean and 
change the water daily.

♦Wash open skin cuts and scrapes 
with clean water and soap.

♦Avoid swallowing water when 
swimming.

♦Use ear plugs, swim goggles or 
masks if you tend to get ear or eye 
infections.

To help keep potential sources of 
infection out of recreational water:

♦Shower before swimming.
♦Take young children to the 

restroom frequently.
♦Children who are not toilet trained 

should wear a swimsuit or rubber 
pants over diapers designed to prevent 
leaks. Check diapers frequently.

Perdue said that even more com­
mon dangers associated with lakes and 
rivers include injuries from diving into 
waters that hide rocks and debris or 
into waters that are to shallow, using 
alcohol or drugs and leaving children 
unattended.

Children are at high risk of 
exposure to levels of ozone

Children are more at risk of being 

exposed to high levels of ground-level 
ozone during the summer than adults.

There are two types of ozone, one 
good, one bad. Ground-level ozone, 
or bad ozone, is an oxidant formed by 
either exhaust from petrochemical 
plants or automobiles and can dam­
age body tissue. Stratospheric ozone, 
or good ozone, is 10 to 15 miles away 
from the earth's surface and prevents 
ultraviolet light from penetrating 
earth.

"Children have a growing respira­
tory tract, and breathe in more air per 
pound of body weight than adults, so 
we tend to see a drop in lung function 
in children," said Dr. Nick Hanania, 
assistant professor of medicine at 
Baylor College of Medicine in Hous­
ton. "In addition, children are outside 
more than most adults during the sum­
mer and therefore are more suscep­
tible to ground-level ozone exposure."

"The sunlight, heat, and humidity, 
all factors for high ground-level ozone 
levels, are highest during the midday 
period." said Hanania, a lung special­
ist in the emergency center at the Har­
ris County Hospital District's Ben 
Taub General Hospital in Houston. "It 
is best to change playtime to either the 
early morning or late afternoon, and 
keep children in an air conditioned 
facility as much as possible."

Asthmatics, 40 percent of whom are 
children, and the elderly are also at

high risk of becoming ill from too 
much exposure to ozone. Those af­
fected may suffer from chest tightness, 
a cough, and breathing problems. This 
IS why it is important for everyone to 
lake ozone watches and warnings se­
riously.

Healthy individuals, especially 
those who exercise or work outside 
on a daily basis, should not think they 
are immune to the effects of ozone 
exposure.

"Researchers do not yet know what 
effect levels of ground-level ozone 
will have on long-term health," said 
Hanania. "The best thing we can do 
right now is educate people on the 
health risks," said Hanania.

But you should know 
that direct deposit offers many advan­
tages, such as;

1. You eliminate the risk of lost or 
stolen checks.

2. You get your benefit quickly and 
on time, even if you are out of town, 
sick or unable to get to your bank, 
credit union or savings and loan.

3. Both you and your money are 
safe.

If yon think direct deposit is right 
for you and you have a checking or 
savings account, contact your bank, 
credit union or savings and loan and 
sign up for direct deposit.

If you don’t have a checking or sav­
ings account, consider opening one 
and signing up for direct deposit. 
There are a variety of accounts avail­
able, some with little or no fees. Look 
for one that meets your needs.

If you've decided to wait a little 
longer, later this year, the Treasury De­
partment will have more information 
about a new low-cost account that 
may be right for you.

lapidated structure on a lot owned by 
the taxing entities. Phis was approved 
on a motion by Payne with a second 
by Johnson.

An offer of $200 from George 
Romero for Lot 6, Block 68, Original 
Town of Floydada was rejected on a 
motion by Battey with a second by 
Payne. The board felt the offer was 
too low compared to the cost of the 
paperwork involved and the appraised 
value of the lot.

Gloria Cavazos offered $600.00 for 
Lot 12, Block 48, Original Town of 
Floydada. This offer was accepted 
unanimously by the board.

One claim for indigent health care 
was approved by the board. The claim 
was in the amount of $130.60, bring­
ing the total paid by CHD this fiscal 
year to $991.93 at this time.

The decision to move the X-ray 
equipment from the hospital building 
to the clinic building was ratified by 
the board. Board members agreed to 
the relocation at a previous meeting, 
but did not vote on the project. Esti­
mated cost of relocating the equip­
ment was placed at about $ 15,000.00 
to prepare the room and move the 
equipment. All board members were

unanimous in voting for the reloca­
tion.

Eric Givens presented the PNS up­
date concerning clinic operations. He 
told board members that the clinic in 
Floydada had experienced the best 
month since becoming affiliated with 
Texas, Tech, UMC, and PNS.

Givens reported collections were 
up, expenses were down, and the re­
sult was a net loss of $ 1,200.00 for 
the month.

Why Public Schools Will Continue to Fail

Perhaps nothing better encapsulates the arrogance of some public school teachers 
than those who deliberately turn their classrooms into political propaganda cen­
ters. At the risk of continuing to turn out moral and academic illiterates, such 

teachers have apparently decided to advance and impose an agenda that, upon exami­
nation, simultaneously generates both revulsion and rage.

Freelance writer Brian Camell’s review of Western Michigan University English 
Professor Constance Weaver's Reading Process and Practice offers a perfect example 
of what happens when teachers emphasize personal politics over genuine learning: 
Children become pawns in a political morality play emphasizing the supposed evil., of 
traditional learning.

For example, as Camell points out. Weaver wastes no time in launching her 
“appeal for teachers to reject standards and traditional education settings in favor of 
transforming the classroom into a laboratory for promoting ‘social justice.’” 
Conversely, anyone found defending fundamental educational ideas such as phonics 
simply cannot be tolerated by teachers who insist on using the failed whole-language 
method of teaching. i,

When Christian educator James Chapman claimed that traditional requirements 
like correct spelling, grammar and syntax suffered greatly in the whole-language 
approach. Weaver simply wrote him off as “typical of a ‘far right’ mentality that is 
behind phonics education.” Weaver and her cohorts think that insisting on correct, 
spelling and punctuation is some kind of deliberate plot to “make schools even more 
effective as a means of preserving social stratification.” The real problem, you see, is 
that the phonics curriculum “is controlled by skills materiai,” according to Weaver. 
What’s wrong with that? Well, it seems that this “means it is not subject to teacher or 
student interest or whim but is readily monitored by parents.” Get it? The parents are 
the problem here. Their involvement means that they may object if their children 
can’t spell, can’t punctuate and don’t care.

But there’s more. Haunted by her demons. Weaver wants teachers to turn their 
classrooms into centers of “political agitation to counteract the plans of the ‘far 
right.’” Typically, she offers questions designed with foregone conclusions: “How are 
we destroying the natural environment? Why? Who [sic] does it benefit?’; “How 
are language and dialect differences used to help maintain power in a society? In gen­
eral, how do dominant cultures maintain power, inducing others to perceive them- 
.selves as 'css worthy?”; and “In what way do schools serve as instruments to maintain 
the social status quo? How can we make schools more a gateway to opportunity than 
a gatekeeper?’

If you’re looking for reasons why public schools will continue to miseducate, 
you need look no farther than those classrooms led by teachers who see children as lit­
tle more than pawns in their personal political experiments.

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Thornberry receives Jefferson award
U.S. Representative William M. 

"Mac” Thornberry (R-TX-13) was 
honored July 21 at a ceremony hosted 
by Food Distributors International, a 
trade group representing more than 
260 com panies. R epresentative 
Thornberry was presented with the 
food distribution industry's 1998 Tho­
mas Jefferson Award, given to mem­
bers of Congress who have voted con­
sistently in support of sound fiscal 
policy, minimal government regula­
tion, and other free-market principles 
crucial to the health of the food distri­
bution industry and our nation's 
economy as a whole.

Of the several hundred votes cast 
during the 105th Congress in 1997- 
1998, Food Distributors International 
selected 9 votes that it considers criti­
cal to the interests of the food distri­

bution industry and to the economic 
well-being of the nation. Recipients 
of the 1998 Thomas Jefferson Award 
voted favorably on at least 75 piercent 
of these votes. Among the key issues 
were the balanced budget, the tax limi­
tation amendment to make it more 
difficult for Congress to raise taxes, 
and legislation to grant inside sales 
employees an exemption from the 
overtime requirements.

"The Thomas Jefferson Award is 
our opportunity to recognize these 
Members of Congress who have 
shown their support of business and 
have worked to create a government 
that allows our industry to prosper," 
said Robert Stauth, chairman and 
CEO, Fleming Cos., and FDI chair­
man.

In addition to Representative 
Thornberry, 214 other members of the 
House of Representatives received the 
1998 Thom as Jefferson  Award. 
Also, John A. Boehner (R-OH) was 
named the recipient of the Thomas 
Jefferson Award for Distinguished 
Service in recognition of his extraor­
dinary support for the principles of 
free enterprise.

The award program was inspired by

New weight training guidelines detaiied
From Baylor College of Medicine

More isn't necessarily better when 
it comes to lifting weights.

Recently released guidelines from 
the American College of Sports Medi­
cine (ACSM) outline new recommen­
dations for the quantity and quality of 
exercise for development and main­
tenance of muscular fitness in healthy 
adults.

The recommendations state that for

many people, working a muscle group 
with one set of eight to 10 repetitions 
two to three times a week is benefi­
cial.

"It was previously thought that a 
weight-lifting regimen had to include 
at least three sessions a week to pro­
duce noticeable results," said Dr. Bill 
Kohl, director of research at the 
Baylor Sports Medicine Institute at 
Baylor College of Mfcdicine in Hous­
ton.

Additional recommendations em­
phasize that multiple-set workouts 
may result in greater muscle benefits.

"Strength training is an important 
part of an exercise program," said 
Kohl, a member of the ASCM's pub­
lic information committee. "It targets 
muscle, something we begin to lose 
after age 25. By regularly lifting even 
light weights, the body retains more 
lean muscle mass, which can keep you 
fit as you age."
