Council approves water grant
LOCKNEY-The Lockney City 

Council met in regular session Thurs­
day, March 11. They passed a resolu­
tion authorizing work to continue on 
a water systems grant, heard a pro­
posal on Joining Plainview in an ex­
panded health department service 
area, and discussed payment on the 
lights at the baseball field.

The council is presently working 
with South Plains AsscH-'iation of Gov­
ernments (SPAG) on a grant from the 
Texas Community Development Pro­
gram to pay for an additional water 
system for the City of Lockney.

At the present time a water well at 
Aiken is under consideration. It will 
be a supplement to the city's water 
allotment from Mackenzie Lake and 
the water wells currently being used 
by the city.

Councilmember E.L. Brotherton, Jr. 
made a motion to pass a resolution au­
thorizing SPAG representative, 
Tommie Evans, to submit an applica­

tion for a water systems grant to the 
Texas Community Development Pro­
gram. The second was made by J.D. 
Copeland and all voted for.

John Castro from the Plainview 
Health Department met with the coun­
cil and asked the City of Lockney to 
consider Joining with the Plainview 
Health Department in an expanded 
service area. The department currently 
works with disease prevention and 
environmental concerns. The cities of 
Hale Center and Abernathy have 
Joined the program.

Castro explained that approxi­
mately sixty percent of the cost is paid 
by the state and the cities of Hale Cen­
ter and Abernathy pay a fee for the 
services they use. Some of the money 
is charged back to businesses for in­
spections.

The department takes care of im­
munizations needed by school chil­
dren and adults, does testing for TB, 
STD and HIV. They inspect restau-

Floydada City Council buys new Caterpillar track loader

The Floydada City Council met in 

regular session Tuesday night, March 
9, with Mayor Hulon Carthel presid­
ing.

The council approved the last meet­
ings minutes, the paying of monthly 
bills and the necessary monthly 
money transfers.

The first major business taken care 
of by the council was the unanimous 
approval of the bid of $ 160,425.86 by 
Caterpillar on a new Model 953-c 
Track Loader. Councilm an Clar 
Schacht made the motion and Coun­

cilman Albert Hill seconded it.
The bid included a $27,527 trade 

in for the old track loader, which 
leaves a net difference to be paid of 
$132,898.86.

A guaranteed minimum repurchase 
price of $65,000, after 60 months or 
5,000 hours, is also written into the 
Caterpillar bid.

City Manager Gary Brown said the 
city is working out the financing for 
the track loader.

Delivery date could be three months 
or possibly earlier.

Councilman Hill made the motion

to retain the same City Swimming 
Pool operators that the city had last 
year. It was seconded by Councilman 
Sheldon Sue and unanimously passed.

The pool operators are Linda 
Edwards, Katrina Gooch and Ruben 
DeLeon. All three are certified Life 
Guards and in CPR.

Paul Sharp, representing the 
Floydada Baseball Association, told 
the council, "We arc here asking you 
to donate any and all money you can 
to help us. We are on target right now.

"Association wise, we are in the 
process of putting in a new sprinkler

system on the big field. Our plans are 
to try to add a sprinkler system each 
year until we get all three of the fields 
done. A system cost about $2,400," he 
added.

City Manager Brown said, "The city 
is getting the water to the park with 
big enough lines to handle the water­
ing with sprinklers. We are doing one 
park at a time."

Sharp commented on the fund rais­
ing last year, "We had a pretty poor 
fund raising year compared to other 
years. I guess the overall economy 
caught up with us too. We were down

about half on our sponsorship.
"We ended the year with about the 

same amount of money. But we 
needed to do a lot of improvements 
and didn't have the funds to do them.

"We arc hoping we can do a little 
better Job on our fund raising through 
our sponsors," he said.

The motion to allocate the $2,000 
budgeted by the city to the Ba.seball 
Association was made by Councilman 
Sue, seconded by Councilman Eric 
Cornelius and pa.ssed unanimously.

The motion to appoint Donna

rants and check for proper handling 
of food, inspect grocery stores or 
booths at special events that provide 
food for human consumption. Other 
areas include checks on sewer prob­
lems or any unsafe or unsanitary con­
dition.

He stated that if Lockney went with 
the program an ordinance would have 
to be passed to give the inspectors the 
authority to enforce the codes set forth 
by the State of Texas.

Brotherton asked about washing 
machine water that was run out on 
lawns rather than into the sewer lines 
and was told that this is called 'gray 
water' and it is against state law for 
citizens to run washing machine, dish­
washer, sink or shower water out onto 
the ground. Also it is against the law 
for cesspools to be pumped out onto 
the ground.

Marr thanked Castro, who is for­
merly from Lockney, for coming and

LISD accepts 
resignations and 
renews contracts

LOCKNEY“ The school board met 
in regular session Thursday night, 
March 11. They renewed contracts for 
teachers, counselors, and the tech co­
ordinator. Resignations were accepted 
for several teachers. Also on the 
agenda was the discussion of an en­
ergy management policy.

Resignations were accepted from 
Jontha Mercer, a teacher for 42 years; 
Will Brewer, the assistant Band Di­
rector; Cheryl Ladd, Junior high 
teacher, and LaDale McCall istcr, head 
girls basketball coach.

Energy Systems Associates, Inc., a 
professional engineering company 
from Austin, did research on the utili­
ties used by the school district. Their 
report showed LISD to be below the 
regional average in Energy Cost In­
dex (cost per square foot) and Energy 
Utilization Index (con.sumption per 
square foot).

The research showed Lockney El­
ementary School to be 51 percent be­
low average in EUI and 14 percent 
below average in ECl. Thejunior high 
and high school building was 37 per­
cent below average in EUI and 42 
percent below average in ECl.

Several years ago the Lockney 
school system entered into an agree­
ment with the W.D. Wesley Company 
in Lubbock to regulate the usage of 
utilities in the school buildings. Each 
individual building was wired with au­
tomatic switches to turn the utilities 
on and off at designated times in or­
der to conserve energy and lower the 
fuel bills of the disU'ict.

According to Superintendent 
Raymond Lusk, the system  has 
worked quite well but in light of the 
information received from Energy

A couple of relatively small items, 
writ very large, appeared in the news 
the other day. Governor Bush an­
nounced he was forming an explor­
atory committee to see if the neces­
sary financial support is available for 
him to run for the Presidency.

There was nothing really newswor­
thy about the Bush announcement. 
Very few people believe he's not go­
ing to make the race, and even fewer 
believe the money will not be there 
when he needs it.

The other item was the appearance, 
in Austin, of Ward Connerly, the dis­
tinguished Californian who led that 
states fight against preferential treat­
ment of American citizens, by their 
government, on account of their race.

Mr. Connerly, who is black, and 
who, along with about 80 percent of 
his fellow Americans, believes pref­
erential treatment is wrong, did not 
receive a whole hearted welcome in 
our slates capitol.

He came, we are told, at the invita­
tion of conservative students at the 
University of Texas, who themselves 
appear to be very much in the minor­
ity. Needless to say, the local news­
paper, the very liberal Austin Ameri­
can Statesman, now part of the multi- 
billion dollar Cox outfit, advised Mr. 
Connerly to get lost. So did a number

of politicians.
The newspaper does not like what 

Mr. Connerly says, and would much 
rather not have to report it. The poli­
ticians simply don't want outsiders to 
rock their boat.

Personally, we think that boat needs 
rocking. The use by government of 
laws, rules, and regulations to grant 
some citizens preferential treatment 
on account of their race is wrong, in 
our opinion. It was wrong when the 
shoe was on the other foot and it is 
wrong now.

Any American citizen who wants to 
weigh in on the side of fairness is 
welcome, in our view. To make it short 
as possible, a federal appellate court 
ruled that the manner in which the 
University of Texas chose its incom­
ing law class was unconstitutional, 
since it gave preferential treatment to 
black students over white students. 
That upset the academic community, 
since they seem to believe they are 
entitled to set their own rules and have 
the taxpayers pay for whatever they 
decide.

Needless to say, that community is 
busy trying to figure out ways to cir­
cumvent the courts ruling. Given their 
ingenuity, and their call upon tax 
funds, one can only guess at the out­
come. Our guess, in the long run, is

that the academics will win the war, 
even if they have lost the battle.

Nevertheless, Mr. Connerly came to 
Texas to give support to those who 
support the courts ruling. That’s what 
upset the local liberal newspaper, most 
of the UT academic community, and, 
unfortunately, more than a few state 
politicians. So we go to the next step.

Mr. Bush is going to run for the 
Presidency. When that happens, and 
it will happen, he is going to have to 
take a position on the matter of pref­
erential treatment in the awarding of 
various governmental goodies, includ­
ing government contracts, govern­
ment scholarships, the whole bit. We 
expect he will spell all that out when 
he finally makes his announcement. 
If he doesn't, he will be forced to do 
so during the campaign.

In any event, his decision, and his 
reasoning, will go a long way in de­
termining whether he gels the nomi­
nation. Tlie governor will be between 
a rock and a hard spot on this and sev­
eral other issues. Before he cooks the 
rabbit, he must first catch the rabbit.

Within the Republican party, the 
voting base is very much opposed to 
preferential treatment, as is a major­
ity of the general electorate. It is only 
among black voters, who form the 
most dependable Democratic voting

bloc, that the idea of preferential treat­
ment finds widesRread acceptance. On 
this particular issue Mr. Bush will 
have a choice. He can please the edi­
torial writers at the Austin American- 
Statesman, and most others in the na­
tional media, or he can please the base 
of his own party. On this particular is­
sue, there’s not much middle ground.

Accordingly, this issue, plus a few 
other social issues, will define the 
governors leadership potential on the 
national level. Given the personalities 
involved in the Republican primary 
race, any position other than that ad­
vocated by Mr. Connerly will be risky 
indeed.

On an entirely different subject:
We noted a press report recently that 

identified Mr. Charles Black as an 
unofficial adviser to Governor Bush 
in his run for the roses. That was not 
good news for Bush supporters, if it 
is true, whether they know it or not.

It was Mr. Black, you may remem­
ber, who master minded our own 
Senator Phil Gramms similar effort a 
few years ago. That campaign did not 
cover Mr. Black with glory, and 
Gramm suffered the consequences. Of 
course, anyone can claim to be an 
unofficial adviser. A multitude can 
claim that honor.

1 walked down the hall to my Father’s room lost in thought. The lights in the 
ceiling seemed to glide past my head, with only my footsteps to keep time. I 
knew my father was dying, and the next few hours would be the last we would 
ever share together in this life. The room was dark except for the light at the 
head of my father’s bed, which cast a glow over his body. Tlie silence was 
broken by the sound of oxygen burbling through the water container that stood 
by his bed. All the times I had spent with him were happy times, but now a 
solemn presence gripped the atmosphere of the room.

As I looked at his frail body, my mind would not accept it. 1 kept thinking 
he would get up from his nap and be ready to go to work any minute.

My two sisters stood beside him, Shirley softly touching his silver hair 
and Doitha holding the family Bible. Jerry and Jimmy, my two brothers, sat 
in silence. The strain of sadness was etched in their faces, like in a stone 
sculpture.

Each one of us kids carried a part of him in us though we didn’t realize it. 
Shirley got his feisty ways and sometimes could be hell to deal with. But 
once she got her teeth into something she never let go, and she was a good 
one to have in your corner.

Dortha got his heart of gold and was a spring of love. I don’t suppose 
there was ever a hateful bone in her body; love and kindness were always 
her guiding forces. Jimmy got his gift of gab and I don't suppose he ever 
meet a stranger. I guess he could talk you into or out of most anything. Jerry 
is the builder, and like my father, he always looks for the good in everything 
and everyone. I guess they just never think about people or projects in a 
negative sort of way. My father was a natural born story teller, and since I 
was the youngest child, I became his most ardent student.

My father was a poor man. He had nothing of value when he departed for 
glory, yet he left each one of us with something money can’t buy. He gave 
each of us a gift that makes us special and unique. We seem to be different, yet 
the same.

Though we had not spoken of it, we knew he would not die alone, and the 
room was often filled with friends and family. They would come and go, check­
ing on us, and their presence was always welcome.

Nurses would come in on a regular basis taking vital signs. On one such 
occasion, a young nurse, checking his pulse, looked at me with kindness in 
her eyes. “ You know he won’t recover, don’t you?”

At the time I was thinking about baseball and how my father loved the 
sport

"1 know," I said, “ He’s on third base trying to get to home plate.”
'fhe night wore on, and I volunteered to stay while the others sought needed 

rest. In the stillness of the early morning hours, 1 began to reflect on my rela­
tionship with my father. I had always wanted to make him proud of me, but 
felt I had always let him down. Suddenly he looked straight into my eyes, 
reached for my hand, and said.

”Ed, I am very proud of you.”
How could he have known I had been wanting to hear those words? I knew 

there was a presence in the room I could not understand with my human mind. 
I had waited forty-five years to hear those words.

Later that morning the family returned, and my father’s condition wors­
ened. His breathing was more shallow, and the nurses came more often. We 
knew his journey through life was about to end. The young nurse was listen­
ing to his heart with a stethoscope. She looked at me with tears beginning to 
form in her eyes.

” I think he’s sliding into home,” she said.
Everyone began to cry, we held hands and formed a circle and prayed. It 

dawned on me that the last act of this dying man was to bring the family 
together one last time. 1 believe the Bible teaches that of all the gifts, love is 
the greatest. I just want to say, thanks Dad.

Visitors also 
will have a chance to learn about tra­
ditional Native American lifeways 
through activities such as basket 
weaving and spear throwing.

Volunteers will provide guided 
tours into the Landmark’s archeologi­
cal site and through its exhibitions in 
the Nash Interpretive Center. Tour 
times are 10:30 a.m., 1 :00 p.m. and 
2:30 p.m. on Saturdays, 1:00 p.m. and

3 :00 p.m. on Sundays.
A special presentation offering new 

insights into Coronado’s exploration 
of the Llano Estacado will be given 
by guest speaker Richard Flint at 2:30 
p.m. on Sunday, April 11th. The 
week’s activities will culminate with 
a dedication ceremony for an 11 foot, 
6,800 pound bronze sculpture of a 
Columbian mammoth and its 1,200 
pound baby. The celebration is sched­

“For decades the bones of ancient 
animals such as bison and mammoth, 
as well as prehistoric weapons and 
tools have t^en discovered here. The 
focus of the tours is on how and why 
the Landmark conducts its excava­
tions.

Today, guests of this archaeo­
logical preserve may enjoy interactive 
exhibits and hands on activities at its 
Nash Interpretive Center. An outdoor 
sculpture garden features extinct spe­
cies of animals discovered at the site, 
including a giant short faced bear, 
mammoth, ancient bison, and giant 
armadillo.

The excavation sites may be ob­

served at viewing stations situated 
around a one mile archaeology trail 
or by scheduling a guided tour. Na­
tive plants, wildflowers, and animals 
of the region are highlighted along a 
four mile nature trail.

Therefore, for the majority of Ameri­
cans who do not use tobacco, dietary 
choices and physical activity become 
the most important modification de­
terminates of cancer risk.

Many dietary facU'rs can affect can­
cer risk: types of foods, food prepa­
ration methods, portion sizes, food 
variety, and overall caloric balance. 
Cancer risk can be reduced by an 
overall dietary pattern that includes a 
high proportion of plant foods (fruit, 
vegetables, grains, and beans), lim­
ited amounts of meat, dairy, and other 
high fat forxls, and a balance of ca­
loric intake and physical activity.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
FLOYDADA, TEXAS, AMENDING CHAPTER 13, ARTICLE 2 OF 
THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FLOYDADA 
E N TITL ED  "STR U C TU R A L STA ND A RDS"; PRO VID ING  
STANDARDS FOR THE CONTINUED USE AND OCCUPANCY 
OF STRUCTURES WITHIN THE CITY OF FLOYDADA AND 
PROCEDURES FOR THE ABATEMENT OF SUBSTANDARD 
STR U C TU R ES R EG A R D LESS O F TH E DATE OF 
C O N ST R U C T IO N ; IM PO SIN G  C IV IL  AND C R IM IN A L 
PEN A LTIES FO R N O N -C O M PL IA N C E ; PRO V ID IN G  A 
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE 
DATE OF SAID ORDINANCE AND PROVIDING FOR THE 
PUBLICATION OF THE CAPTION AND PENALTY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
FLOYDADA. TEXAS AS FOLLOWS:

Article 2

SUBSTANDARD STRUCTURES 

General Provisions
SECTION 13.21

This Ordinance shall be known as the Substandard Structure Ordinance 
of the City of Floydada and it is adopted pursuant to authority of Chapter 
214 of the Texas Local Government Code.

SECTION 13.22

Purpose: The purpose of this Ordinance is to provide minimum 
requirements for the protection of life, health, property, safety, and welfare 
of the general public from the hazards and dangers of substandard 
structures; to establish minimum standards for the continued use and 
occupancy of all structures, regardless of the date of their construction; 
to provide for giving proper notice to the owner of the structure; and to 
provide for a public hearing to determine whether a structure complies 
with the standards set out in this Ordinance.

SECTION 13.23

(a) Application: The provisions of this Ordinance shall apply to all 
structures, buildings or portions thereof, regardless of the date of 
construction, all related structures and their...

...which it adopts shall be held unconstitutional or invalid by a court of 
competent jurisdiction, such section, sub-section, sentence, clause, phra.se 
or portion shall be deemed to be a separate, distinct and independent 
provision and such invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining 
portions.

SECTION 4: This Ordinance shall take effect upon completion of 
publication of the caption and penalties as provided by law.

SECTION 5: The City Secretary is hereby authorized and directed to 
cause the publication of the descriptive caption hereof together with the 
civil and criminal penalty provisions for violation thereof.

Henderson as Election Judge and Paul 
Sharp as Alternate Judge for the May 
1st municipal election according to 
Resolution No. 251 was made by 
Councilman Schacht. It was seconded 
by Councilman Hill and unanimously 
passed.

The council passed a zoning vari­
ance request to build a carport at 813 
Cedar closer than five feet from the 
property line. Owners Earnest and 
Sheryl Back made the request with 
permission from neighbor Bob 
Campbell and the Floydada Planning 
and Zoning Commission.

During the Public Forum time. 
Councilman Schacht e’.iphasized the 
need for the coun»  ̂ lo have an Emer­
gency Plann'r.g Committee. He said, 
"I thinl we need to do all we can to 
get this County Emergency Commit­
tee lined up. I don't know what we can 
do to get it going, but we need a 
county coordinator."

Mayor Carthel added, "I think we 
have gotten more people aware of it. 
This is one of the best things I think 
we have going for us.

"We already have a plan, but some­
body must have the authority to give 
orders to key people in an emergency. 
Hopefully something will come out of 
this.

"If something doesn't happen in the 
next six months, let's put it on the 
agenda," the mayor said.

Following the Public Forum, the 
council voted unanimously to raise the 
fuelage fee at the Floydada Airport by

five cents per gallon. Councilman 
Cornelius made the motion and it was 
seconded by Councilman Hill.

City Manager Brown said, "This 
nickel per gallon will be collected for 
the city to use in repairs and mainte­
nance on the airport.

"The Airport board is in favor of this 
raise and it is trying to get together 
about $100,000 for a rebuild on the 
whole airport. In thirty to sixty days 
they may have commitments on this," 
he stated.

Mayor Carthel added, "There is 
$ 18,453 in the Airport Fund right now.
Remember the first time we tried to 
do this, there was around $30-45,000 
in the fund. We have spent a lot on 
maintenance.

"If the city could come up with 
$100,000, then you could look at 
probably five or six years after the 
reconstruction with almost no main­
tenance.

"If the revenue situation improves 
by doing this (increase in fuelage fee), 
then we will have enough money at 
the end of five or six years to main­
tain the runway.

"Remember there will be 1,000 feet 
more runway to maintain and it will 
be 25 feet wider," he said.

Councilman Cornelius told the 
council that there was not much new 
concerning the recreationVswimming 
pool facilities at this time. The com­
mittee is still investigating prices and 
possibilities of remodelling the old 
pool.

The council voted unanimously to

accept the bid of the First National 
Bank of Floydada to finance the lease/ 
purchase of the city's new fire truck. 
It will be a 6.00% fixed rate.

Councilman Cornelius made the 
motion and it was seconded by Coun­
cilman Sue.

In other business, the council passed 
unanimously the adoption of Ordi­
nance No. 8 17 for structural standards 
for the city of Floydada. Councilman 
Hill made the motion and Councilman 
Cornelius seconded it.

The new ordinance reads as fol­
lows: "An ordinance of the City Coun­
cil of the city of Floydada, Texas, 
amending Chapter 13, Article 2 of the 
Code of Ordinances of the city of 
Floydada entitle 'structural standard.s'; 
providing standards for the continued 
use and occupancy of structures 
within the city of Floydada and pro­
cedures for the abatement of substan­
dard structures regardless of the date 
of construction; imposing civil and 
criminal penalties for noncompliance; 
providing a severability clause; pro­
viding for an effective date of said 
ordinance and providing for the pub­
lication of the caption and penalty."

A special council meeting was des­
ignated by the mayor to be held at 7:30 
a.m. on March 23rd concerning a 
deadline for the 1999/2000 TCDP 
grant.

Safes tax rebates down for 
Fioydada and Lockney

State Comptroller Carole Keeton 
Rylander delivered a total of $ 172.8 
million in monthly sales lax payments 
to 1.097 Texas cities and 118 coun­
ties. This was a 5.8 percent increase 
over March, 1998, and a 7.4 percent 
increase lor the first three months ĉ f 
1999. compared to the first quarter of 
1998.

"Texas' economic growth contin­
ues, and consumer confidence re­
mains extremely high," Rylander said. 
"Retail sales in many communities arc 
above the levels of one year ago."

Rylander delivered monthly sales 
tax rebates totaling $159.4 million to 
Texas cities. 7.8 percent higher than 
last March's payments. However, re­
bates of $ 13.4 million lo Texas coun­
ties were 13.3 percent lower than al­
locations of $15.5 million in March 
1998. Another 5 million went to 38 
special purpose districts around the 
state.

The state's eight transit systems 
shared $236.5 million, up 9.4 percent 
over $216.1 million allocated in 
March 1998.

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Rain gauge readings show 
much needed precipitation

By Carmon M cCain
Some much needed precipitation 

fell across most of the 15 county High 
Plains Underground Water Conserva­
tion District No. 1 service area in 
January and February 1999, accord­
ing to rain gauge readings taken at 
more than 350 soil moisture sites 
maintained by the District.

"Total precipitation recorded in the 
rain gauge network for these two 
months ranged from less than 0.5 
inches in Bailey, Cochran, Deaf 
Smith, and Parmer counties to 2.5 
inches in portions of Crosby and 
Floyd Counties," said Water District 
Agriculturist Becky Britten.

Most of the moisture occurred in 
January 1999 when National Weather 
Service forecast offices in Amarillo 
and Lubbock officially recorded 2.67 
inches of precipitation and 1.35 
inches, respectively. Both stations re­
ceived only trace precipitation in Feb­
ruary.

District personnel read rain gauges 
to obtain data for the annual preplant 
soil moisture survey and the precipi­
tation enhancement program. The rain

information to help District personnel 
determine how much precipitation 
actually reaches the ground as storm 
systems move across the area.

Although people are tired of hear­
ing about it, local National Weather 
Service officials say the El Nino 
weather phenomenon (now La Nina) 
is still an important weather event 
impacting the Texas High Plains re­
gion.

"The waters of the Pacific coast that 
were once warm with the El Nino phe­
nomenon have now cooled as a result 
of La Nina. This affects weather pat­
terns and is causing the mild winter 
that we are currently experiencing," 
said Walter R. "Andy" Anderson of the 
Lubbock National Weather Service 
office.

Anderson told attendees at the 
March 11th Southwest Crops Confer­
ence and Exposition that a strong La 
Nina pattern usually means limited 
spring precipitation. "We are looking 
at above normal temperatures and be­
low average precipitation throughout 
the spring with a chance to return to 
normal conditions later in the summer 
as the La Nina phenomenon de­
crease," he said.

Ragland Agent -  Ag

Tech researching phosphorus 
application through pivots

gauge network provides important

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The Texas Tech University Plant and 
Soil Science Department has received 
a $10,000 grant from High Plains 
Underground Water Conservation 
District No. 1 in Lubbock to evaluate 
the feasibility of applying phospho­
rus through center pivot sprinkler sys­
tems, as well as defining water qual­
ity constraints which may limit or 
even prevent phosphorus applications 
through center pivots. Phosphorus is 
an essential element in cotton produc­
tion.

The project goal is to detennine the 
proper relationship between fertilizer 
solutions applied through center pivot 
sprinkler systems (fertigation) and the 
range of ground water qualities that 
exist throughout the the High Plains 
Water District.

The native ground water quality in 
the area has varying quantities of cal­
cium and magnesium that can poten­
tially cause problems when mixed 
with phosphorus. Chemical reactions 
between phosphorus, calcium, and 
magnesium cause precipitates, or sol­
ids, to fall out of solution and clog 
nozzles used in center pivot sprinkler 
systems.

The initial portion of the project 
will be conducted in a plant and soil 
science department laboratory where 
different combinations and quantities 
of fertilizer will be mixed with water 
bearing varying levels of calcium and 
magnesium to determine the ratio at 
which precipitates become a problem. 
Research may show that phosphorus 
cannot be applied through a sprinkler 
system without clogging in certain 
areas of the Water District with high 
levels of calcium and magnesium in 
the ground water.

"We believe that fertigation offers 
the producer a better approach to 
manage one of his most expensive 
inputs arid to insure that nutrient sup­
ply does not limit yield and water u.se 
efficiency of his crop," said Dr. Dan 
Kreig, professor of crop physiology. 
Kreig is heading the research project, 
which began March 1 and ends De­
cember 15, 1999.

Ultimately producers could use 
maps identifying the water quality in

the area of their farms and the data 
gained by Dr. Kreig's research team 
to guide them in setting the correct 
flow rate of their injector pumps when 
applying phosphorus through their 
proper amounts of phosphorus in a 
timely manner to satisfy the needs of 
growing crops, according to Water 
District Manager A. Wayne Wyatt.

"This appears to be a more efficient 
method to apply fertilizer than band­
ing or sidedressing," said Wyatt. "In 
many instances, plant feeder roots are 
cut during sidedress fertilizer appli­
cations. As a result, the plants must 
focus energy on regenerating the 
roots rather than valuable reproduc­
tive growth for fruit production."

The results of this study will be 
published in a future issue of The 
Cross Section.

What are the issues and concerns 
that need to be addressed in Floyd 
County to help the citizens and our 
total county in the years ahead?

“We want to get broad-based input 
into this process so that a plan can be 
developed for the future of each 
county and Texas as a whole,” said 
Dr. Chester P. Fehlis of College Sta­
tion, Extension Service deputy direc­

tor. “We especially want other local, 
state and federal agencies and orga­
nizations to participate. Many of the 
needs and concerns of people can best 
be addressed through partnerships 
with other groups and organizations.”

The Futures Forum process will 
help the Extension Service develop 
its long-range plan for the next four 
years-2000 to 2003, Fehlis said.

Producers get new perspective on ultra narrow row cotton

Producers attending the Beltwide 

Cotton Conference here this week 
gained a new perspective on Ultra- 
Narrow-Row (UNR) cotton produc­
tion from a panel of producers, gin- 
ners. millers and cotton merchandis­
ers.

A panel of four cotton producers 
representing the nation's four major 
cotton-producing regions agreed that 
UNR production typically returns 
higher yields with lower input costs, 
but not without a few complications 
along the way.

"I've seen our UNR yields range 
from 8(K) to 1.500 pounds per acre in 
the last two production years. We 
started UNR production in 1997," said 
West Texas cotton producer John 
Blount of Hale Center. "For those ol 
you that arc considering it, I will tell 
you that weed control is an essential 
ingredient in this type of production.

"You'll have fewer herbicide op­
tions for weed control with UNR, but
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if you don't keep those fields clean of 
weeds and grass you'll face harvest­
ing and quality problems. Using 
growth regulators to keep plants from 
getting too tall is important. We didn't 
put out our growth regulator at the 
right time last year, and we had more 
bark in our cotton at the gin than I 
anticipated"

California grower Dan Burns .said 
he was able to cut equipment, labor 
and irrigation costs with UNR cotton 
lost year but his initial seed cost was 
almost double that of conventional 
production. Even so his UNR cotton 
produced 130 pounds more per acre 
la.st year than his conventional cotton, 
and lint quality was good. Bums hopes 
to one day sec a half-bale per acre 
yield advantage from his UNR cotton.

Tenne.ssee grower J. Michael Escue 
said UNR cotton gives him more crop 
rotation llcxibilily in planting other 
crops such as corn and soybeans. On 
his farm, lower late season insect costs 
with UNR cotton is often offset by 
higher initial seed cost. He also noted 
that defoliation is a more complex op­
eration with UNR cotton, but said he 
plans to continue this system on his 
acreage.

Georgia grower Allan Baucom 
plans to plant UK) percent of his 1999 
acreage to UNR cotton after two suc­
cessful UNR sea.sons in 1997 and 
1998. He emphasized that growers 

need to consult their ginners and mer­
chandisers before raising UNR cotton, 
to make sure they can properly clean 
and market the crop.

Kenneth Hod, a Mississippi ginner, 
said gins can successfully clean UNR 
cotton as long as they arc willing to 
invest in new equipment or modify 
their existing equipment.

"We can't afford to slow our gin 
down just to accommodate UNR cot­
ton, so if producers don't want to see 
higher costs from ginning UNR cot­
ton. they need to do all they can to 
keep the lint clean in the field at har­
vest," Hood said. "It's also imperative 
to cover modulcd cotton after harvest, 
to help maintain quality until it can 
be delivered to the gin."

Georgia cotton miller Southworth

Bryan said millers arc still concerned 
about the quality of stripper cottons, 
including UNR cotton. He said that 
the fine trash often found in stripped 
cotton is not compatible with textile 
cleaning equipment, and urged pro­
ducers to push for a bale labeling sys­
tem that would differentiate stripped 
cotton from picked cotton.

"Thai's the first step in coming up 
with a uniform quality grading sys­
tem that would put stripper cotton on 
par with picked cotton, in the millers 
eyes," he said. "Until that occurs, 
growers are likely to face discounts 
at the mill for stripped cotton."

Alabama cotton merchandiser 
Stuart Frazier said UNR cotton is still 
an unknown quantity because of its 
highly variable lint quality.

"Lint quality is the key to profitable 
merchandising because we are trad­

ing in a world market that demands 
quick sales of price competitive prod­
ucts," Frazier said. "We need more 
research into improving UNR lint 
quality-research aimed at what farm­
ers can do to improve quality in the 
field, not just at what ginners can do 
with their equipment.

"I know producers are looking for 
ways to cut production costs and im­
prove yields, but I wouldn't jump into 
UNR production until you know you 
have a market for that product as it 
comes out of the field and out of the 
gin.

Don’t Wear Out 
Your Welcome

When you are "company" at some 
one else's hou.se, you can wear out 
your welcome real fast, if you are not 
careful. It doesn't matter how closely 
related they arc to you, be careful and 
keep the following in mind. You might 
be invited back.

1. Don't stay too long.
Some people camp out for days. 

You begin to think they are moving 
in. Most company .starts to get a little 
old after 2 or 3 days (some within a 
few hours.).

7. Be aware of your hosts favor­
ite things favorite chair, TV pro­
grams, food, habits, etc..

Don't violate everything. Most men 
have favorite chairs. Don't just assume 
you arc invited to sit in it. It doesn't 
take a rocket scientist to figure out a 
favorite chair. Don't insist on watch­
ing your program or playing your fa­
vorite game. That's the beauty of hav­
ing more than one TV in the house.

8. Don't wait to be entertained.
You could suggest something or

often times your guests might be per­
fectly happy for you to take off and 
do something on your own. That gives 
everyone a break.

Remember, you are the guest. In 
some cases that may be an honored 
position or it may be assumed. It's 
honored if you've been invited. It is 
assumed if you invited yourself. If it 
is the latter, your stay may be more of 
a convenience for you than it is com­
pletely pleasurable for your hosts.
