K KNU STKD  In ■ Pennsyl- 
vania regiment In June, 
1775, and marched to the 
sieg® o f Roston. lie  fol­
lowed Montgomery to Que­
bec, and starved and froze 
aiuld the snows o f Canada. 
Wearing th® Continental 
Ruff and Blue, he fought 
under Washington at Tren­
ton and at Princeton, and 

In tha summer of 1777 he went with 
Dan'l Morgan to rejiel Burguyn®’* 
Invasion o f New York.

At Sura toga the bayonet thrust of 
a llesalnn grenadier struck hliu down. 
What I f the historians o f the future 
Wer® to call this conflict, whose din 
was now sounding faintly In his ears, 
one of “ the fifteen decisive battles of 
th® world?" 11® was conscious only 
o f th® torture o f thirst as his life­
blood ebbed swiftly away until death 
finally sillied his cry of “ Water! Wa­
ter 1“  A grvit monument stands on 
th® spot w hich  one® witnessed the 
"pomp and tfircum-tance of war” —th® 
Surrender o f a British army. But, 
nearby, the smooth, green sod gives 
no sign that the anti beneath holds 
th® dust o f a young I'ennsylvunla 
backwoodsman, on® of the many who 
died In defense o f American liberty 
Who was he? Just an Unknown .Sol­
dier o f the ltevotutlon t

Before the Ink on his enlistment 
papers In th® firs t Infantry was 
Scarcely dry, another boy. who had 
sever hefor® been beyond th® con­
iines of th® rock-strewn acres of the 
Uttl® New Kngland farm wher® he 
Was born, was on his way to the 

frontier, ther® to serve In s 
lonely outpost railed fo r t  l»e*rh«>rn 
It  was ss though he were on another 
planet, no far as communication with 
the world h® had known was eon 
cemed. But somehow he managed to 
llv® through the cold, desolate win­
ters and the hot, fever breeding sum­
mers amid th® swamps along th® Chi­
sago river.

With the summer o f 1*12 came the 
sewa of war with Great Britain, and. 
Bo re alarming still, th® threat of an 
Indian outbreak. Then—orders to
evacuate 1 rt Dearborn.

One hot August day the retreat be 
gnu. from  out of the sandhills along 
Lak® Michigan swooped the fierce 
Pottawatomie® A short. des(>erate 
fight and tii® fo r t  Dearborn massacre 
whs history. That night there v ia  
■ hellish orgy In th® Indian ramp and 
th® pitying stars looked down upon 
s writhing figure at the stake. \\ but 
I f  this was one o f th® acta In the 
pilgbty drama railed "th® Winning of 
th® West"? What if the future waa 
to se® on® o f the world's greatest 
cities rise on thee® sandy shores? 
Conld that knowledge hnv® been rec- 
iptnperse for th® fi®ry agony of this 
♦Jew Kngland lad above whose un- 
mu rked grave the hurrying feet of 
Chicago's millions today bent an end­
less requiem? Who waa be? An Us 
known Soldier o f the War of 1*12!

Though sortie o f his neighbors Se 
Bounced It as an "unholy war" Into 
which I’ reetdent fo lk  was leading the 
nation, a certain Middle Western farm 
boy was one o f the first to respond 
when th® I ’resldent on May IS. 1*40, 
called for 60,000 volunteers to drive 
the Mexicans hack across the Rio 
Grande. And so he was among those 
Who landed with "Old fuse and

Feathers” Scott at Vera Crus and 
started toward the City o f Mexico. 
To his parents hack In Ohio came 
cheerful letters from the boy, telling 
of the rapid succession o f victories 
won by the American army and as­
suring them that the war was almost 
over and that he would soon he home 
Ills last letter was written the night 
before Scott's soldiers stormed Cha- 
pultepec. The boy '*  parents awaited 
Ida return In vain. Today In the en­
virons of the City o f Mexico there 
Is a little cemetery In which stands 
a small granite shaft hearing these 
words: “To the memory of the Amer­
ican soldiers who perished In this 
valley In 1M7, whose bones, collected 
by the country’s orders, are here bur­
led.— 750." And so this I ’ nknown Sol­
dier of th® Mexican war sleeps among 
the 7.r>0 In alien soli.

fo rt Sumter had been fired npon. 
(n the upper Shenandoah valley of 
Virginia a fattier was bidding good­
bye to his two sons. “Bray God. you 
two never meet In battle." he said 
And one rode north to wear the fed ­
eral Blue under General Patterson 
and the other rode south to become 
a member of Gen. Thomas J. Jack-

It waa the spring o f 1*06. A Col­

shift. Joined a group of his fellows 
gathered about one who read In a 
l»cnver paper the headlines: “ War 
With Spain." A month later he was 
on an army transport that steamed 
through the Golden Gate Into the 
broad Pacific. The next yeur be was 
oue o f a detachment which set out 
through th® Philippine Jungle In pur­
suit of a party of Moro raiders. There 
was a deathlike hush as they pushed 
on through the steaming heut o f the 
Jungle. A moment later Its stillness 
was shattered by the sounds o f men 
engaged In furious hand-to hand com­
bat, buyouet against bolo, a swarm of 
little brown tuen clawing at a group 
of swearing, desperately-struggling 
khakl-clud figures and bearing them 
down to earth by sheer force of num­
bers. A few months later back In 
the Colorado mining town a hand 
played “There'll Be a Hot Time In 
t ie  Old Town Tonight," for the troop 
of “our tHiys" wtus home from the 
wars. But out In the province of 
Sulu a rusti-d Krag-Jorgensen and a 
webbed cartridge belt already nearly 
hidden by the lush Jungle vegetation, 
marked the last resting place of one 
who didn't come home—an Unknown 
Soldier of D8-D9.

November 11, 1922: In Arlington 
cemetery u great throng stood with 
bared heads us a bugler blew “Tups" 
over a new white marble tomb in 
which had been placed the body of 
a dead warrior, o f  him it has been 
written, "Once he trod our street*— 
perhaps the very pavements which we 
daily travel. It never entered bis 
head that he would become a symbol 
of sacrifice and his tomb a shrine of 
pilgrimage. I f  any one had foretold 
aa much to him, how lie would have 
laughed I If  anyone were to reveal 
to us who be really was—that he had 
been a cashier In a New York hunk 
or a taxi driver In Chicago— would 
he still retain bis power so deeply 
to move us? Who wus he, this Un­
known Soldier, whom we have ex­
alted out o f humanity Into saint­
hood r

That question o f Identity can never 
be answered. But of him this can 
be said: since that day seven years 
ugo Memorial day has hail a new 
meaning. ( lu this day his tomb la a 
shrine before which In sjdrlt all 
Americans bow reverent beads, fo r  
thus they honor not only th® Un­
known Soldier of the World war but 
th® Unknown Soldiers o f all o f our 
wars—th® Revolution, the War of 
1S12, the Mexican war, the Civil war. 
th* Hpunlsh-Arnertcan war. We can­
not decorate their graves In accord­
ance with the Memorial day ruatom, 
for their last resting places, un­
marked. are scattered far and wide 
over the far® of the globe. Some of 
them fell before Indian bullet and 
lanes on the windswept plains of 
th® Great West. Som® o f them died 
In China, In th® Philippines, In Mex- 
Icm Som® o f them "went West" on 
th® battlefields of francs snd Bel­
gium.

Ro In slten soli they keep their 
lonely “ Ifivouac o f the deed”  and 
while w* cannot pay them th* cam* 
honors on Memorial day that w* do 
th# others who gave their lives for 
their country, we can offer up to them 
our tribute of gratitude by remember­
ing on that day what they did even 
though wo do not know who they 
wor®.

When the great pitchers of baseball
are discussed the uumes of Christy 
Muthewson. Wulter Johnson. Grover 
Alexander, Cy Young. Ann* Ituale, 
Tim Keefe, John Clarkson, Charley 
Kudhourne ami oilicra of equal skill 
Invnrlulilv are mentioned, writes Joe 
Vila of the New York Sun. I!ut there 
was one pitcher In the duys of the Na­
tional leugue'a 12-club circuit who 
must l>e ranked with the beat. Char­
ley tKIdl Nichols of Fr«nk Selee'a 
champion lloslona estulillshcd n won­
derful record, which seldom haa re 
celved notice.

Nichols was the leading pitcher of 
the lloslona when they won the pen 
mints— In 1891, 1892, 1803, 1807 and 
1808. During these victorious cam­
paigns lie pitched 228 complete games, 
wlntilng 158 and losing 70. a percent 
nge of .700. In 1804, 1805 and 1806 
hla yeurly winning percentage was 
not so high. Hut he averuged 40 
gumca a year.

Nichols In 1801 pitched 47 games 
without being relieved and won 30. 
Ills record In 1892 _wns 35 victories 
and 16 defeats. In 1803 32 and 14. In 
1807 30 and 11. and In 1808 31 and 12.

Winning 30 or more games In the 
Notional league seasons for the same 
team la a record hung up hy Nichols, 
which never has been surpassed.

Gardener Should Know 
Something of Trade and 

Various Methods.

I f  American motorists gave their 
motor car tires ns much core as they 
give their own shoes they would save 
hundreds o f millions of dollars they 
now waste through carelessness. Ex­
perts *uy almost every driver weurs 
out the equivalent of a lire a year 
because he docs not observe simple 
rules which not only prolong the life 
of Ids casings but make for easier 
riding.

The main causes of premature tire 
rnln are: driving with wheels out of 
allgunicnt. needless high speed, faulty 
use of brakes and Improper inflation.

Paradoxically, the more the auto­
mobile Is Improved thp harder tt be­
comes on tires. Four-wheel brakes 
will stop a car almost us short as a 
stone wall, hut they wear down tires 
nt an appalling rule If they are habit­
ually slapped on at high speed. Un­
evenly adjusted brakes scuff out Gres 
as a small hoy scud's out shoes.

Increased s|>eed also Is hard on 
tires, yet the more curs lu use the 
faster trnltlc must he kept moving, 
and the greater the wear on tires In 
slowing down mid slopping Iteceut 
tests have shown that a car driven at 
35 miles an hour and stopped every 
quarter mile wore the tread design on 
a standard lire entirely away in a III 
tie more than HA) miles. Slopped 
only every mile, the tread lasted 3.000 
miles.

The one Imporlunt factor In tire 
wear Dial Is completely under the 
control of the man nt the wheel Is 
Inflation. Experiments made with 
Identical tires on Identical cars, one 
set properly Inflated ntld the other 
only six pound* under Inflated, showed 
thnt tlriu Hies lusled one quarter 
longer.

Kicking a tire to test Its pressure 
Is about as sensible as tuklnu strych­
nine tonic by drinking It out of the 
bottle. There Is only one way to test 
tire pressure, and that ts with a 
gauge Four minutes once a week, 
spotij on testing tire pressure may snve 
at least the price of one new casing a 
year.

Woman Fight Manager
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By Preventing Lifting of the Seat, 
Thle Lock Safeguard! the Contents 
of Your Tool Compartment.

You can tit a lock, as shown, thnt 
will prevent lifting the front edge of 
the seat cushion and thus prevent the 
theft or unauthorized use of your tools 
when the car Is stored In a public 
garage.—Popular Science Monthly.

conditions under which It operates 
This business, like many others, Mr 
llinkley says. Is somewhat dependent 
upon the character of the nten In It. 
und it Is therefore necessary to know 
the reputation o f the concern with 
which one proposes to do business.

Know Seed Dealer.
Not all seed I* produced under care­

ful methods and no seed house liutj 
dlirtg u general line of vegetable seed 
can grow all of Its supplies. A few 
grow a large pnqxtrtlou, and some 
buy it all. The buyer should know or 
become personally acquainted with 
local seed dealers und ascertain llielr 
standards of business.

The bt st companies are extremely 
careful It. buying und handling, and 
are earnestly seeking to satisfy rea­
sonable expectations. It costs more 
money to produce high grade seed, 
and ns long us the planters are will­
ing to buy seed from the lowest bid­
der. there Is no Inducement for the 
seed producer to exercise a high de­
gree of care in the selection of better 
seed stocks.

Pay for Quality.
Wldle high priced seed Is not al­

ways a guarantee of quality. It I* not 
often that carefully selected stoc ks 
can he sold ut tfie price of cull stock. 
The vegetable grower should be will­
ing to pay lor quality In seeds.

Inquiries concerning Ihe origin of 
the seed to tie purchased should he 
mude. Due should also learn lo Judge 
whether statements made In seed 
catalogs are bused on fuels or mers 
opinions.
