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RENEWED WARFARE?

Kissinger's Peace 
Mission Collapses
JERUSAl^M (AP ) — 

Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger broke off Saturday 
night his whirlwind shuttle 
efforts to win a Middle East 
peace because of 
"irreconcilable”  differences 
between Egypt and Israel.

Kissinger had held two 
sessions with Israeli 
negotiators before calling it 
quits after 16 days of intense 
negotiations.

S ta te  D ep a rtm en t 
spokesman Robert Anderson 
told a news conference that 
Kissinger would return to 
Washington. Other U.S of­
ficials said he planned to 
leave the Mideast Sunday 
morning.

I./VST-IHTCII
Anderson made the brief 

announcement after last- 
ditch efforts by Kissinger to 
bridge the gap between 
Israel's demand for a peace 
pledge by Egypt and 
Egyptian insistence on an 
Israeli withdrawal in the 
Sinai desert.

“ Unfortunately, the differ­
ences on a number of key is­
sues have proven irreconci­
lable,”  Anderson said. He 
added that a reassessment 
“ is needed so that all con­
cerned can consider how 
best to proceed toward a just 
and lasting peace.”

It marked at least a 
temporary defeat for the 
American secretary of state 
after a string of diplomatic 
triumphs.

REGRETS
In Washington it was an­

nounced that President Ford 
would meet with Kissinger 
on Sunday night. Ford’s 
press secretary, Ron 
Nessen, read a statement 
saying “ The President 
regrets the suspensii^n of the 
talks that have been taking 
place over the past two 
weeks in the Middle East.”  It 
added while the parties were 
unable to reach an over-all 
agreement. Ford “ reaffirms 
the commitment of the 
United States to continue its

efforts to assist the parties in 
reaching a just and lasting 
peace.”

Israeli Defense Minister 
Shimon Peres told newsmen, 
“ It was an important week. 
Israel remains a country 
with her face turned toward 
a peaceful settlement.”

Kissinger left the prime 
minister's office with Peres. 
He patted Peres on the 
shoulder, waved to the press 
and entered his black 
limouzine. There was a smile 
on the secretary’s face, but it 
appeared forc^. He said he 
would make no statement.

A brief Israeli government 
communique claimed the 
talks collapsed because 
Egypt rejected two 
proposals for Israeli with­
drawals in the Sinai in ex­
change for gestures of peace 
by Cairo.

Anderson's announcement 
was broadcast live over the 
state radio, and many 
Israelis spoke of a turn 
toward renewed warfare.

Pisto l-Packin ' Judge
DURANT, Okla. (A P ) — A 

district court judge who 
began carrying a gun 
because of threats against 
his life has received offers of 
help from citizens who say 
they'll use guns, dogs and 
posses to protect him.

Sam Sullivan says he has 
received five death threats 
in the last five days, the 
latest threat telephoned to a 
local radio station on Friday.

NINE ARRESTS
Authorities say they 

believe the threats stem 
from a drug raid last 
weekend which resulted in 
nine arrests.

“ I signed the search war­
rants.”  said Sullivan, 65, 
flashing one of several

Sistols he carries or keeps in 
is home and car.
“ This is a .38-caliber ham­

merless.”  he said, ex­
plaining that he carries the 
hammerless weapon so it 
“ won't hang up when I pull it 
out of my pants pocket.”

An elderly man, one of a 
number of citizens who has 
offered to help protect 
t>ullivan. suggested that he 
could stand watch with his 
shotgun at the Bryan County 
Courthouse where the judge 
presides.

HAVE NO FEAR 
And two sisters, Pauline 

Pitts and Sybil Millar, wrote 
Sullivan that “ if threats on 
your life continue, we will 
get on our horses and ride to 
your rescue. Accompanied 
by our dogs and the posse, 
we can gather en route, your

“ Have no fear. We helped 

elect you and we plan to keep 
you in office. Depend on us.” 

Sullivan says he ap-

Sreciates the offers but that 
e feels secure with his 

pistols. He keeps three of 
them in his two-story home, 
which is patrolled by police 
during the night.

His wife. Grace, keeps two 
other weapons in her car, 
and she carries a gun in her 
purse. Another gun is kept in 
the judge's car, which is 
equipped so that the trunk 
and hood cannot be opened 
from the outside.

One of Sullivan's staff 
members is carrying a gun 
in her purse.

“ I don't know if she knows 
how to use it or not. but she 
told me she wanted it so she

could protect me 
necessary,”  he said.

Despite the recent threats 
on the judge’s life and other 
threats that date back to 1948 
when he sentenced three 
Atoka Countv men to death, 
no attempts have been made 
to kill Sullivan.

He says he believes in pro­
tecting himself, but he does 
not worry about an attack.

“ Being a Baptist, you're 
automatically a fatalist. 1 
believe what is to be will be. 1 
believe the day I was born 
The Almighty knew the day I 
would die,”  he said.

A former state legislator, 
Sullivan says he owns “ no 
offensive weapons. They are 
not meant to rob or unduly 
injure or kill. They are 
meant to protect — and that 
is the first law of nature.”

WASHINGTON (AP) 
Final efforts to enact the 
largest tax cut in the nation’s 
history got under way 
Saturday with both houses of 
Congress assigning con­
ferees to work out a com­
promise.

Key House members pre­
dicted the final cut will be 
closer to the $19.9 billion ver­
sion they approved than the 
$3:1.1 billion approved by the 
Senate, with extraneous 
changes in the tax code 
weeded out.

VETO POSSIBLE
Meanwhile, President 

Ford was relaying word to 
members of the House- 
Senate conference com­
mittee Saturday that he may 
veto the tax cut bill unless it 
is stripped of what he consid­
ers extraneous amendments.

White House officials, 
repeating Ford’s goal of a 
“ clean tax cut bill,”  left open 
the possibility of a veto. “ I 
wouldn’t close the door,”  
said one official.

In response to inquiries. 
White House Press 
Secretary Ron Nessen 
repeated what he had said 
previously — that Ford 
would delay his planned 
Easter holiday in Palm 
Springs. Calif., until

Congress completes action 
on the tax cut measure.

By the time the Senate 
passed the bill early 
Saturday it provided, among 
other things, that most in­
dividual taxpayers would get 
rebates of $1^ to $240 on 
their 1974 taxes, those for 
which returns now being 
filed, and a $40 cut in 1975 
taxes.

$I(NI BONUS
An optional tax credit 

would help families with less 
than $20,000 income who 
itemize deductions. A special 
“ work bonus”  up to $400 
would apply to low-income 
working families. Each 
Social Security benefit 
recipient would get a one­
time $100 bonus.

The House bill provides a 
smaller 1974 rebate and a 
special tax break for single 
persons and couples too poor 
to pay income taxes.

Meanwhile, the Joint Eco­
nomic Committee issued a 
report Saturday contending 
that President Ford ’s 
policies will lead to a jobless 
rate of nearly 10 per cent by 
the end of the year and into 
1976. The committee’s 
majority proposed quick tax 
cuts of from $32 billion to $35 
billion, and the creation of up

Briscoe also predicted the 

current legislative session 
will approve some kind of 
u t i l i t ie s  re g u la t io n  
legislation and said he would 
prefer that it be handled by 
an existing state agency.

The governor said he pre­
ferred such legislation 
contain a local option clause 
so that cities could either 
continue local regulation or 
pass iton to the state.

“ The economy of Texas is 
stronger than almost any 
other state,”  he said. He 
pointed out that state 
government is attempting to 
bring in new industry to 
create jobs for Texans.

A Statement to Water Users and Taxpayers Within Howard County Water Control 
and Improvement District No. 1 from the Board of Aldermen of the City of Coahoma:

In November of last year/ a disagreement between the Board of Aldermen of 
the City of Coahoma and the Board of Directors of Howard County Water 
Control and Improvement District No. 1 concerning the terms of an agreement 
between the parties resulted in a lawsuit. We will of course abide by the 
ultimate decision of the courts in that lawsuit. A petition has also been filed 
with the Texas Water Rights Commission to determine whether or not the 
charges currently made by the Water District for water are reasonable/ and we 
will also abide by the decision which will result from those proceedings. After 
the trial of the suit in the District Court/ it was necessary for us to raise our 
rates to our customers substantially. This increase was in effect from 
November 15/ 1974/ to M arch 15/ 1975. At our Board meeting on March 3rd/ we 
felt that we had collected most of the necessary additional revenues/ and we 
therefore voted at that meeting to reduce our rates effective with the March  
billings.

The day following the meeting at which we reduced our water rates to our 
customers/ we received the letter which appears on this page of this newspaper 
from the Board of Directors of the Water District.

Unless new lines are built and new meters installed/ the Water District 
cannot provide water service to all customers residing within the District/ as 
proposed in its most recent letter to uS/ without pumping water owned by the 
City of Coahoma through lines and meters owned by the City of Coahoma. The 
Citydoes not desire to sell its water distribution system/ and we have so advised 
the Water District Board. The letter from the Water District implies that 
whether or not we agree to sell/ the District will take control of the system and 
begin providing water to persons and firm s who are now customers of the City. 
We feel that such action would clearly be an unlawful appropriation of property 
owned by the City and an interference with the contract rights of the City with 
its customers. At the present time/ to the best of our knowledge/ the Water 
District owns no equipment and employs no personnel to operate and maintain 
a water distribution system. At a time when most citizens are interested in 
consolidating government services to keep government expenses to a 
minimum/ the proposed action of the Water District would result in two sets of 
expensive equipment and two groups of employees to operate two separate 
water distribution systems serving the same general area. And of course the 
City of Coahoma cannot stand idle and permit a takeover of its water 
distribution system. It will therefore be necessary for us to file a suit to enjoin 
the action proposed by the Water District/ and of course if a trial of this case is 
necessary/ the water users and taxpayers in the District will ultimately again 
have to pay the cost to both sides of the proceedings/ which in the last suit ex­
ceeded $10/000.00. We have previously urged and now again urge the Water 
District Board of Directors to reconsider its proposed action. The appeal of the 
previous lawsuit and the proceedings currently pending before the Texas 
Water Rights Commission should settle all disputed matters between the two 
parties/ without the cost of an additional suit brought on by an attempted 
takeover of the water distribution system.

The Directors of Howard County Water Control and 

Improvement District No. 1 at its last regular meeting, 
approved a resolution authorizing the District to offer 
water service to all customers residing within the District 
and under certain terms and conditions to those customers 
residing outside the Water District. This action was 
prompted by the many requests of individuals who are now 
receiving water service from the City of Coahoma but 
apparently are dissatisfied with the service or cost of 
service. Research by the D istrict reveals that it is a 
common practice throughout the State for water control 
and improvement districts to supply water to the individual 
customer, and therefore the guidelines for supplying the 
same have been well established.

The Directors further authorized me, as President, to 
notify the City of Coahoma of its decision and advise the 
City that the District would be willing to discuss purchasing 
from the City that portion of the distribution system 
lawfully owned by the City, if any, which would no longer be 
needed by the City to supply water customers.

As stated, the Directors of the Water District would be 
willing to meet with the Board of Aldermen for the purpose 
of discussing this matter.

In the event we have not received any response to this 
letter prior to our regular meeting on Thursday, M arch 20, 
1975/ the District will assume that the City is not interested 
in discussing this proposal and therefore will proceed 
accordingly with its plans to commence water service 
immediately.

The reason is simple. Real highway revenues are 
taking a nose dive while costs are rocketing upward.

Charles Simons, member of the Texas Highway 
Commission, has been sounding warnings that by 1980
Texas may be down to spending all its highway money 

He may be optimistic about how longon maintenance, 
it takes us to reach that point.

Two years ago, the Texas gasoline fuel tax was about 
18 percent of the cost of a gallon of fuel. Now, that 
percentage is down to 10 percent because, unlike most 
all stajte taxes, the fuel tax is a cent tax, not an ad 
valorem (or percent) tax.

Formerly, the highway department could count on a 
six percent per year increase in revenues through the 
growth factor. But with the jumping of fuel prices, 
travel is not growing; actually, it’s barely holding 
level, and thus fuel tax revenue.

If the import tax raises the cost of supplemental 
crude oil (and if domestic prices rise, as well they

but it’s exactly what will emasculate the Texas High­
way Department resources.

Let’s look at two other factors. First, the highway 
department does not get the full five-cents-a-gallon 
Texas tax. No indeed; the first 1.25 cents goes to the 
schools. Then the Texas Department of Public Safety 
gets a slice out (rf what is left to finance part of its 
operations. ^  of that 5 cents, the remainder has 
s ^ n k  to about 70 percent of the original amount.

The second factor is that the cost of highway con­

struction has about doubled within the past two years
thanAdd to this the fact that Texas gets back less than 60 

percent of every federal fuel tax u sencb to Washington 
(and when it comes back enmeshed with strings (Uc- 
tating how it can be spent), and you have a first-class 
revenue-cost crisis on your hands.

The governor takes pride in his firm stance on no 
new taxes, and by and large this is admirable. But it is 

leneither admirable or wise to let the nation’s foremost 
highway system be withered and crif^led because of 
it. Voices must be raised for another cent or two fuel 
tax to prevent this disastrous decline.

Nixon In Perspective

LOS ANGELES — In San 

Clemente country one hears a good 
deal about Richard Nixon and his 
tatterdemalion life, the weekly 
attritions on his professional staff, 
his personal staff, the ivy, the tennis 
court, the lawn, the mysterious non- 
appearance of Mrs. Nixon’s per­
sonal belongings, packed late on the 
night of August 8th, 1974. It is as if all 
of nature were concerting to do to 
Nixon what five years of the barren, 
wet. cold isolation of St. Helena did 
to Napoleon. And every day 
there are fresh wounds. This mor- 

we are vouchsafed a 
lumous report on Nixon made 

by former Chief Justice Earl 
Warren shortly before his death, 
which came the month before 
Nixon's resignation.

“ TRICKY." — thus did His Honor 
refer to the President of the United 
States — “ is perhaps the most 
despicable President this nation has 
ever had. He was a cheat, a liar, and 
a crook, and he brought my country, 
which I love, into disrepute. Even 
worse than abusing his office, he 
abused the American people.”

Intemperate words these, and 
inflamed, one is required to con­
clude. ^  personal animosity rather 
than historical perspective. Nixon 
was proved to be a chicken-thief of 
sorts, but such abuses of his office as 
he was responsible for were of a 
very low order by contrast with 
those that can reasonably be im­
puted to the Chief Justice of the 
Supreme Court of the United States.

One hears routinely about the 
“ Warren Revolution”  — meaning an 
entire new set of constructions 
placed on the Constitution of the 
United States. You don’t hear much 
about any Nixon Revolution, and it 
pays to remember that the House of 
Representatives Judiciary Com­
mittee elected, finally, not to vote to 
impeach Nixon on the grounds that 
he had abused his Constitutional 
powers. But then, perhaps Earl 
Warren was in a crotchet of sorts, 
because on the same day he told the 
reporters that Warren’s successor. 
Chief Justice Burger, was a “ horse’s
ass” — which is Warrenese for

anybody who, on reading the Con­
stitution. interprets it more or less 
as the Founding Fathers did, rather 
than as Earl Warren did. Madison, 
Hamilton, and Jay were archetypal 
horse’s asses.

IT WILL BE a very long time 
before there is a final perspective on 
the Nixon Administration, and in­
deed on Nixon. But surely that 
perspective has been greatly ac­
celerated by the publication (in 
Playboy) of excerpts from a new 
book by Benjamin Bradlee, 
executive editor of the Washington 
Post, who was an intimate friend of 
President John F. Kennedy.

President Kenndy is more or less 
accepted as the other end of the 
social, intellectual, and moral 
spectrum from Richard Nixon. He is 
accepted as the kind of man Boy 
Scouts should be encouraged to 
dream about as Chief Executive; 
while Richard Nixon is the man who 
becomes President in the world of 
Charles Addams, for all the dreams 
and nightmares, all the jokes 
macabre, all reactions sick. The 
world revealed, in brief, by the 
famous Nixon tapes.

A YEAR AGO the big joke was 
White House profanity. “ Expletive 
deleted” became such a com­
monplace, in 24 hours it was a cliche. 
Mr. Bradlee begins his notes by 
describing a young Harvard Senator 
calmly telling a group of skeptical 
New Yorkers that he seriously in­
tends to run in the forthcoming 
primaries to get the Democratic 
nomination. They smile, and ask 
how he plans to go about doing that. 
“ Well, I’m going to (expletive 
deleted) well take Ohio, for 
openers.”

But — Mr. Bradlee’s smile comes 
through the pages — “ that line never 
appeared in print.”  There were no 
tapes, and no federal courts 
demanding testimony from Mr. 
Bradlee. “ The press generally 
protected Kennedy,”  Bradlee ad­
mits, "as it protected all candidates 
from (Kennedy’s) excesses of 
language, and his blunt, often 
disparaging characterizations of 
other politicians.”

NEW YORK (AP ) — Last 
year at this time, the oil 
pipeline from the Middle 
east opened up again after 
the embargo, but much of 
the news this past week 
reminded Americans the 
energy crisis was still with 
us.

Robert Samoff, Chairman 
of RCA Corn., reated a stir 
on Thursday when he

Meanwhile, Saudi Arabia 
gave American oil com­
panies a little clearer picture 
about their role in the 
country’s oil industry after 
production is nationalized.

The Saudis said the com­
panies would have access to 
the country’s refined 
products, while the Saudis 
would assume a larger role 
in the marketing of its 
petroleum products.

vasion by foreign objects, 
dust, etc.

forated ear drum. Such 
poking is apt to force more of 
the wax deeper into the canal 
and against the ear drum.

You are entirely correct, 
though, about the prevalence 
of hearing loss among the 
elderly. It usually can be 
corrected with prq|)er at­
tention by a doctor, who can 
assess the earwax problem 
and remove the excess 
professionally if necessary.

There is a harmless 
procedure you can use with 
vour sweet oil. After the oil

against the ear. This can 
remove some of the looser 
wax more readily.

But remember that all 
hearing loss is not associated 
with earwax. It can come 
with otosoelrosis, a bone 
problem of the inner ear, or 
nerve degeneration.

I commend your concern 
for your fellow residents, but 
I would rather you arranged 
to have a doctor visit to 
check their ears than to have 
you prescribe a method that 
might not be entirely safe for 
everyone.

A group of us were speculating the 
other n i^ t on what would have 
happened if Henry Kissinger had 
been in charge of the negotiations 
between Moses and the Pharoah.

Kissinger, in his {x-ivate chariot, 
would arrive at the desert 
headquarters of Moses and say, “ We 
hear you have plans underfoot which 
could upset the peace in this area 
and we’re very concerned about it. 
I ’ve come to see if I can negotiate a 
lasting settlement between you and 
the Pharaoh.”

MOSES SAYS, “ There is nothing 
to negotiate. I want to lead my 
pe(»le out of Egypt.”

“ I will speak to the Pharaoh,” 
Kissinger says, “ and get back to 
you.”

Kissinger takes off for Egypt, 
where he is greeted at the chariot 
port by the Pharaoh who kisses him 
on both cheeks. They go directly to 
the palace where Henry relates his 
conversation with Moses.

The Pharaoh is adamant. “ I can’t 
let the Hebrews go, because if I did 
there would be no one to make my 
bricks. Tell Moses I ’m willing to 1  ̂
reasonable, but I’m not going to let 
his people go. I do not wish to go 
down in history as the first Pharaoh 
to free his slaves.”

“ But,”  Kissinger says, “ suppose 
my country supplied you with 
bricks? Would you be willing to 
compromise then?”

“ HENRY,”  the Pharaoh says, 
patting him on the knee, “ I trust 
you, but I don’t trust the Hebrews.” 

Henry leaves the palace, where he
is surrounded by scribes waiting to

I theirchisel the results of his talk on 
stone tablets. He tells them, “ I had 
very full- and frank talks with the 
Pharaoh, and I am optimistic that a 
suitable accommodation can be 
reached.”

He gets back in his chariot and 
speeds off to see Moses. When he 
tells Moses what the Pharaoh said, 
the Jewish leader becomes angry. 
“ If the Pharaoh does not let my

feople go, I shall visit ten plagues on 
im, the likes of which the world has 

never seen before.”
"Th at’s a lot of plagues,”  

Kissinger sa^. “ I don’t think the 
Pharaoh will accept more than 
five.”

“ Ten,” says Moses as he throws 
down his shepherd's staff and it 
turns into a serpent.

“ Wow,”  says Kissinger. “ I ’ve 
never seen that miracle before. The 
next time I come I ’m bringing 
Nancy.”

THAT NIGHT Kissinger returns 
by chariot to the Pharaoh’s palace 
where a big banquet is being given in 
his honor. He tells the Pharaoh of 
Moses proposal. “ He’s threatening 
ten places, but I think I can get him 
down to seven,”  Kissinger says.

“ I won’t accept more than three

Sagues,”  the Pharaoh replies. “ If 
OSes insists on holding firm I shall 

kill all the Israelites.”
As Kissinger leaves the palace he 

tells the scribes, “ The talks are 
going very well, and I believe the 
major obstacles have been over­
come.”

But when he reports to Moses, the 
Jewish prophet becomes furious. 
“ The p la ^ s  are not negotiable. If I 
do not stick to the ten, 1 will never 
get my people out of Egypt.”

“ IF YOU gave up locusts, flies, 
hail and fire,” Kissinger says, “ you 
would still have p laces  of darkness, 
cattle, riwrs and frogs, not to 
mention the big one on the Egyp­
tians’ firstborn. That should give 
you more than enough security. By 
the way, what are you going to do if 
you do get the Hebrews out of 
Egypt?”

“ We’re going to spend 40 years in 
the Sinai,”  Moses says.

Kissinger says, “ Would you 
consider 35 years if I can get you 
guarantees?”

XVietnam Apathy 'Sickens Me'
NORFOLK, Va. (AP ) — 

Rear Adm. Jeremiah A. 
Denton Jr., who led the 
return of American 
prisoners of war from North 
Vietnam two years ago, said 
Saturday that renewed 
warfare in Southeast Asia 
and the American people’s 
apathy toward it “ sickens 
me.”

Denton, who set the tone 
. for the return of the POWs 
with his “ God Bless 
America”  speech as he 
stepped off the first plane 
from Hanoi on Feb. 12, 1973,

also predicted serious 
morale problems in the 
military and a loss of 
A m erican  c r e d ib i l i t y  
overseas if the United States 
does not take urgent action.

“ I trust and respect the 
right of Congress to reflect 
the opinions of the American 
people,”  Dentffli said. “ With 
respect to Southeast Asia, I 
think that opinion is wrong.”

Denton spent 7 ‘/z years in a 
North Vietnamese prisoner 
of war camp and was 
awarded the Navy Cross for 
resisting extreme torture.

He now is commandant of 
the Armed Forces Staff 
College here.

"The present requests and 
policies of the President and 
secretaries of defense and 
state require urgent action,”  
Denton said, adding that the 
current North Vietnamese 
advance into South Vietnam 
and resulting apathy on the 
part of the American people 
“ sickens me and it’s causing 
me a great deal of loss of 
sleep.”

While expressing concern 
over the potential loss of

freedom by Southeast 
Asians, Denton voiced 
worries over a loss of 
American credibility around 
the world and of plunging 
morale in the military.

“ The problem is. I ’ve had 
(men) come into my office 

I weeping like babies and 
'saying, ‘My God, admiral, 1 
did three tours over there, 1 
lost 27 friends, three of them 
my best buddies. I was 
wounded four times. We 
would have kept Khe Sahn. I 
would have gladly given my 
life to tfold it at any cost, and

now those guys have it up 
there.’ And he started to cry 
like a baby. I was already 
fairly shaken up by it.”  

American reluctance to 
save South Vietnam could 
cause “ a problem of military 
morale,” he said.

“ It could affect the best 
military men we have and 
could have a terribly 
traumatic effect.”

But he said the key 
question in a case where the 
United States sits idly by 
would be the effect on U.S. 
commitments around the 
world.

Men Shocked When | 
Told Of Rape

PHILADELPHIA (AP ) — When a woman is 
raped, the worst shock may fall on a third person: 
the victim’s husband, boyfriend or brother, ac­
cording to a newly formed male group that hopes to 
soften that impact.

Men Organized Against Rape (MOAR) was 
founded here recently on the theory that men’s 
traditimial attitudes about rape add tragedy to an 
already tragic situation.

Bill Metzger, who founded MOAR, says the male 
stereotype about rape is that the woman must have, 
in some way, been responsible for what happened to 
her, that she wanted to be raped.

The result, he believes, is that the aftermath of 
rape creates a male alienation that could have a 
permanently destructive effect.

MOAR, with only a $300 starting budget, has 
trained 28 volunteers to handle a crisis telephone 
center on the University of Pennsylvania campus 
primarily to listen, to support, to counsel. Metzger 
says some of the men who call are still in the initial 
shock of learning that a loved one has been raped.

A freelance photographer in suburban 
Southampton, Metzger got his group going after 
visiting an already established female counterpart 
— Women Organized Against Rape.

“ I was shocked because I haa no idea that rape 
was so widespread, that its victims received 
inadequate treatment and that I knew so little about 
the character .of the rape victims and rapists.”

Metzger says there is a unifying factor behind 
men ioining MOAR.

“ All seem to be very surprised and horrified with 
injustices and inadequacies of the medical and legal 
systems involved,”  he said. Not all of them are 
directly associated with rape victims.

$ “ Some are therapists and doctors who are 
horrified at the insensitiveness of the treatment the 

i:j rape victims receive. Others may join because of a 
direct experience of a girlfriend, wife, or sister,”

INTERNS, RESIDENTS
To Demand Shorter Work

Interns and residents in a 
growing number of hospitals 
are organizing to demand 
shorter working hours and 
higher salaries. Some 
doctors say there could be 
more strikes like the ones 
now under way in British 
Columbia and just ended in 
New York City.

“ We think there is nothing 
u n p ro fess ion a l about 
organizing to stand up for the 
rights of our colleagues and 
our patients.”  said Dr. 
Robert Harmon, president of 
the Physicians National 
Housestaff Association  
which claims more than KM) 
affiliates at hospitals in 27 
states. “ Housestaffs are 
organized and do intend to 

(negotiate and work 
'aggressively for better hours 
and working conditions.”

Harmon said three 
hospitals in New York. l,os 
Angeles and Ann Arbor. 
.Mich., have interns and 
residents groups recognized 
as collective bargaining 
units by the National Labor 
Relations Board. He said 
organizing moves have 
begun at hospitals in several 
other cities.

The hou.sestaff of the Cook 
County Hospital.in Chicago

has scheduled a meeting 
Monday to discuss the 
possibility of a strike or 
other job action to win 
recognition as a bargaining 
unit.

Interns in lx)s Angeles 
County, who formed a 
collective bargaining unit 
known as the Joint Council in 
I97:{. begin negotiations on a 
new contract next week. The 
current contract provides a 
work week ranging from 80 
to 111) hours and a $13,000 
annual salary.

Ali has said he is not in top 
condition but that he is in 
good enough shape to beat 
Wepner, a liquor salesman 
from Bayonne, N.J.

The champion is expected 
to weigh about 225. He 
weighed 2 1 6 when he 
knocked out George 
Foreman in Zaire to regain 
the title he had stripped from 
him when he was convicted 
of refusing induction into the 
military.

The 6-foot-5 Wepner, also 
expected to weigh about 225, 
has won his last eight fights 
but is not ranked by the 
World Boxing Association or 
the World Boxing Council. 
The WBC has refused to 
sanction the fight as a title 
match, which means that 
even if Ali loses, he will be 
still recognized as champion 
by the WBC.

Another reason Ali is a 
prohibitive betting favorite 
IS the fact that seven of 
Wepner’s losses have been 
due to cuts, earning him the 
nickname, “ The Bayonne 
Bleeder.”

But Wepner and his 
manager, Al Braverman, 
are quick to point out that 
Wepner has not had a serious 
cut since he underwent an 
operation for removal of 
scar tissue four years ago. In 
a pro career that s tarts  in 
1964, Wepner has had more 
than 200 stitches in his face.

Wepner. who has won 30 
fights—12 by knockouts 
—. and drawn 2, is to get 
$100,000 for his big chance. 
His previous biggest purse 
was $10,000.

Ali. who calls Wepner the 
White Hope—“ It’s the only 
hope he has” —is getting $1.5 
million.

The champion, who suc­
cessfully defended the title 
10 times before it was 
stripped from him, will be 
making his 48th pro fight. He 
has won 45, 32 by knockouts, 
and lost 2.

Ali, who at 33 is two years 
younger than Wepner, has 
said he will give his share of 
his purse to worthy 
charitable organizations. 
The promoters, Don King 
Productions, Inc., and Video 
Techniques, Inc., also have 
said that 50 cents from every 
ticket sold, both live and 
television, will be donated to 
UNICEF and Africare.

When the Texas state convention 
of National Organization for Women 
ended last we^end in Austin, a Big 
Spring woman, Ms. Sue Drake, had 
been named to the state council from 
District IV.

As members-at-large, Mrs. Drake 
and Ms. M a^ Thomas, also of Big 
Spring, participated in a variety of 
workshops (kiring the three-day 
event atSheraton-Crest Inn.

Of particular interest to local 
delegates was the session on Con­
sciousness-Raising, since such a 
group is in the process of being 
organized here.

“ Consciousness raising is a means
increasing people’s awareness of 

the ways in which sex roles influence 
their lives," said Ms. Drake. “ It can 
be for either women or men.”  'The 
process grew out of early rap groups 
in the Women's Movement, and was 
formally recognized as a form of 
therapy by the American 
Psycholomcal Association in 1972. 
Nevertheless, “ it is not group 
therapy, it is not counseling, it is not 
only for women with special 
problems, but for all members of the 
group to l^ rn  that they have a large 
common problem which is rooted 
outside themselves, in culture and 
society. This problem is sexism, 
prejudice against women.”

Usually a C-R group is formed by 
women who are “ already a little 
aware of sexism” . Ms. Drake and 
Ms. Thomas would like for persons 
who are interested in participating 
in such “ awareness sessions”  to 
contact them at 267*5509. After 5 
p.m., Ms. Drake may be reached at 
263-4119.

The Texas NOW organization 
(which has about 2,000 members) 
climaxed its convention by 
reelecting Martha Dickey as state 
coordinator and Sue Ricket as 
treasurer.

Workshops covered a variety of 
subjects, ranging from rape to 
women in sports. The sessions 
focused on sex discrimination suits, 
child care, criminal justice, 
financial opportunities for women, 
grants and fund raising, 
reproduction and its control, 
education, minority women and 
women's rights, and sexuality and 
Lesbianism.

According to its brochure, NOW 
was formed to fight injustice, assist 
women victims of injustice, 
recognize women's ac­
complishments and help further 
their progress.

Among its goals are;
Ratification of the Equal Rights 

Amendment. The ERA wa$ passed 
by both houses of Congress but 
adoption requires ratification by 
of the states.

Equal Employment Oppor­
tunities. Vigorous enforcement by 
the Equal Employment Opportunity

Contract Compliance and other 
governmental agencies of 
Title VII of the Civil Rights Act 
prohibiting sex discrimination in 
employment, and extension of its 
coverage to all levels and fields of 
endeavor.

Bad News: No Cure For Wrinkles
Hardly a likely source to debunk 

antiwrinkle creams — he for­
mulated a product that some der­
matologists have said must hgvg 
those properties — Dr. Frank P . 
Panzarella insists “ there is noMch 
thing as an antiwrinkle cream and it 
is a l^ t  time women realized it.”  

Panzarella achieved a Ph.D. in 
biochemistry and has taught 
biochemistry at Forham University. 
He is speaking out because “ so 
much malarkey has been 
disseminated about skin creams. 

“ The skin is divided into three

parts,”  he explained. “ The lowest is 
subcutaneous fatty tissue, the next 
part is dermis and the next is 
epidermis.

“ It is the dermis, often referred to 
as the true skin, that has the 
collagen, that is responsible for 
young people having firm and 
elastic skin. With age, and some 
people say with ultraviolet of the 
sun. deterioration of collagen takes 
place and the skin becomes less 
firm.”

It is the dermis that would need to 
respond to outer treatment, but it

isn’t possible. Even though there is 
a lot of emphasis on creams con­
taining collagen in Europe and the 
United States “ it cannot get through 
the skin to the dermis.”

The surface of the skin, the 
stratum comeum, is a tough barrier 
that keeps materials from entering 
the body and it prevents essential 
materials from leaving the body, he 
contends. About one-thousandth of 
an inch, it consists of 15 or 20 layers 
of dead cells that were formed at the 
junction of the dermis and epider­
mis. Nearing the surface, they break

down and become lifeless.
“ It is these lifeless cells you see 

when you describe a women as 
having beautiful skin,’ ’ he 
remained. “ Actually you see only 
lifeless cells of hair^ nails and skin 
when you look at her.

The stratum corneum gets thinner 
as we age, he says, and the aging 
process cannot be changed by 
stuffing oneself with any particular 
mineral, vitamin or anything else 
“ no matter how much we hear about 
miracles.

“ In our laboratories we have

/
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prepared highly purified diets 
providing every amino acid, fatty 
aic, polyunsaturated fats and so on. 
maintaining animals on it and we 
have discovered that all of these 
things are essential — the body is 
balanced. The lack of any one thing 
can bring about changes to the skin. 
There is no single factor for aging.”  
says Panzarella, who is president of 
the 50-year-old Doak PharmacalCo., 
that makes more than 30 products 
for dermatologists. It entered the 
consumer field about 10 years ago.

“ No matter what is put on the 
skin, taken by mouth or injected, the 
aging process in the dermis will not 
change. Certain dermatologists are 
equipped to perform dermabrasion 
to get new young tissue to form in 
the derma, but it is a risky 
procedure in hands that are not 
expert.”  he cautions.

The only thing that can be done for 
the skin is to provide moisture to the 
stratum comeum and retain it. 
Moisture creams should perform 
this function, but none do, in his 
opinion.

Sun contributes to the wrinkling of 
aging skin if one doesn’t use sun 
screens and air conditioning has 
drying effects, he warns. An ideal 
climate would be moist and sunless, 
but “ no one would want to live 
there.”

The cream he formulated was 

originally intended for minor 
irritants and is known by the 
number of the experiment which 
was successful after more than 400 
tries. Its smoothing qualitites ap­
pealed to dermatologists who 
concluded it must have antiwrinkle 
properties.

“ It looked as if wrinkles disap­
peared, but actually the cream binds 
moisture to the stratum corneum, 
plumping the surface to give the 
appearance of smooth and unlined 
skin,”  Panzarella explained.

When cosmetics companies are 
forced to list ingredients in their 
products by a government ruling 
which will take effect next year, 
Panzarella’s secret will not be 
revealed — he was able to patent the 
use of two moisture-binding agents.

“ Boil some water! Rip up some 
sheets!”

These cries, supposedly shouted 
by a midwife about to deliver a 
baby, are all most people know 
about midwifery. And, as in most 
legends, myth rather than truth 
dominates the picture.

Julia Marcoux of Putnam, Conn., 
who says she’s the only registered 
midwife in the state, can testify to 
that.

While she has not practiced in this 
country Mrs. Marcoux trained and 
worked for several years in her 
native England before coming to the 
United States in 1955.

“ In England, we practiced in the 
hospitals and were more common 
baby deliverers than doctors were,” 
she said.

“ Very seldom did we deliver in the 
home, but many movies portray the 
dramatic portion of work such as 
ours, and I ^ s s  li-Jit'i how that 
impression of midwives was star­
ted ”

She said, “ The first month of study 
usually weeds out would-be ac­
tresses. “ After that we have three 
years of training similar to that of a 
nurse and one year of intense study 
and practice in obstetrics, nutrution 
and total care for mother and baby.” 
Yale-New Haven Hospital has begun 
a midwifery course. Mrs. Marcoux 
predicts that the demand for them 
will increase.

“ The trend toward ‘getting back to 
the natural life’ may contribute to 
the increasing popularity of mid­
wives,”  she said.

Mrs. Marcoux is the mother of 
eight children ranging in age from 7 
to 18 and is a part-time nurse at a 
local hospital. She says she’s too 
busy to be a midwife at present.

“ It’s not an easy profession, 
because you have to reassure the 
woman, calm her and concentrate 
on the delivery all at once,”  Mrs. 
Marcoux said.

But she says that “ looking at a 
new life you helped to bring into the 
world”  makes it worthwhile.

Novel Tells 
Of Gunman
THE SHOOTIST. By 

G lendon  S w artou t. 
Doubleday. 186 Pages. 
$6.95.

Shootist is a euphemism 
for gunfighter, and in this 
sparkling novel the man of 
the title is John Bernard 
Books, the last of the great 
gunfighters.

But the year is 1901, the 
Wild West has been almost 
tamed, and the 51-year-old 
Books rapidly is booming 
an anachronism. Now he is 
in El Paso to see a doctor. 
There is a terrible pain in his 
body, and Books has ridden 
steadily for nine days to find 
the doctor and see what is 
wrong with him. The doctor 
tells the gunfighter that he 
has an inoperable cancer 
and that he will soon die in 
great pain and completely 
helpless.

^ t  Books is a highly 
disciplined man. His c ^ e : 
‘ i  will not be laid a hand on.
I will not be wronged. I will 
not stand for an insult. I 
don’t do these things to 
others. I require the same 
from them.” He determines 
to die the way he has lived — 
on his feet and with his guns 
in his hands.

He rents a room, drinks 
laudanum steadily to dull the 
pain that tears him, and 
carefully details a plan that 
determines just how and 
when he will die. The result 
is a climactic gun fight that 
will tear at the readers’ 
nerves.

But before this, Glendon 
Swarthout, who has novels 
such as “ They Came to 
Cordura”  and "Bless the 
Beasts and Children”  to his 
credit, carefully fills in 
Books’s character in ex­
cellent prose that takes 
Books from stereotype to a 
living, breathing human. As 
his days quickly m s s , the 
harsh gunman oecomes 
highly sympathetic and the 
dignity with which he deals 
with those scavengers who 
try to profit from his 
reputation is elegantly 
handled.

ACCUSED OF TAKING $ 10,000 BRIBE

Connolly Not Openly Worried
DALLAS (AP) — Former 

Treasury Secretary John 
Connally is approaching his 
bribery trial in Washington 
April 1 neither over­
confident nor depressed, 
friends say, just eager to 
“ get it behind him.”

“ He’ s always been 
p h ilo s o p h ic a l, "  one 
associate said. “ He’s had his 
ups and downs, and this 
certainly is a down. A 
weaker man would have 
cratered a long time ago.

“ But obviously he thinks 
he's going to hie acquitted 
and he simply wants to meet 
this thing aiid get it behind 
him.”

LO W PK O FILE
Connally meanwhile is 

maintaining a low profile, 
quietly practicing law with a 
top Houston firm, venturing 
out into public more 
freauently and, as one friend 
said, “ spending perhaps 
more time with his family.”

The three-term Texas 
governor and Treasury 
Secretary under President 
Nixon is accused of bribery, 
perjury and conspiracy 
under indictments handed 
down by a Watergate grand 
jury.

He will be tried first only 
on the bribery indictment. 
Seldom has a Hgure of such 
stature, reputation and 
power appeared before the 
bar of justice in such a 
manner.

I.VFI.l’E.NCE

The charges stem from an 
alleged $1U,U(X) payment 
which the government 
contends he received in 1973 
from a milk lawyer at­
tempting to buy Connally’s 
influence in gaining milk 
price supports.

Friends. acquaintances 
and fellow' law partners 
dismiss the charges as 
“ ludricrous.”  which F'ort 
Worth l.awyer Dee J. Kelly 
did. adding;

“ People in this part of the 
country simply cannot 
conceive of John Connally

accepting a bribe.”
In Houston. Harris County 

Republican leader Nancy 
Palm declared:

“ Ninety-nine percent of 
the people here, even those 
not politically inclined, know 
that John Connally would not 
havedone this for $10,000.

“ A man of this stature and 
wealth and position simply 
does not sell out for $10,000, 
and it will be a severe shock 
to this community if he is 
found guilty.”

POWER, PKESTKIE 
For Connally. 58, a suave 

national figure of power and 
prestige, the trial represents 
the greatest crisis of a 
career nearly cut short by an 
assassins's bullet in 1963 in 
Dallas.

The silver-haired Texas 
la w ye r-ra n ch er  was 
critically wounded at the 
time of the assassination of 
President Kennedy, who 
Connally had served earlier 
as Secretary of the Navy.

Although a close friend of 
the late President Lyndon 
Johnson, it was as Nixon's 
treasury secretary that he 
commanded the greatest 
national attention.

It is said that Connally was 
Nixon’s first choice as vice 
president when Spiro Agnew 
resigned in disgrace. But his 
chance at the vice
presidency was clouded by 
the controversy surrounding 
his switch from the

Democratic Party to the 
GOP.

In the heady days prior to 
the Watergate upheaval, 
Connally appeared a for­
midable challenger for the 
Republican presidential 
nomination in 1976.

Indeed, he had just 
completed a 36-state 
speaking tour, viewed as a 
tuneup for the campaign, 
when the Watergate grand 
jury indictments surfaced.

BLOW
“ It was a helluva blow.” 

said a former associate. 
“ John's a proud man and it’s 
been a shock, but he’s a 
stronger person than the 
normal individual. He's got 
an unusual amount of 
reserve strength, and he’s 
ha ving to use it now...

“ He’s not openly down in 
the dumps ...And it has not 
just crushed him. which it 
might very well have done, 
^et everybody around him 
knows what an ordeal down 
inside this has been for 
him.”

Although 
longer cna

Connally no 
ts freely with

newsmen, he did recently 
see Karen Elliott of the Wall 
Street Journal.

She said she found him 
reading from the self- 
defense of attorney Clarence 
Darrow, who was tried in 
1912 on juror-bribing 
charges.

Darrow. she observed, told 
a Ivos Angeles jury:

“ I’m a stranger in a 
strange land, 2,000 miles 
away from home and 
friends. But here there have 
gathered around me as good, 
loyal and faithful friends as 
any man could have on 
earth. If you convict me, 
there will be people to ap­
plaud the act. But if in your 
judgment and your wisdom 
you believe me innocent ... I 
know that from thousands... 
will come thanks to this jury 
for saving my liberty and my 
name.”

STRONGER
Connally looked up from 

his reading, smiled and said.

“ You know, Darrow got off. I 
console myself with the 
thought that character is 
born of adversity.”

In Connally’s hometown of 
Foresville. his brother 
Merrill touched on that topic 
this week:

“ If anything, adversity in 
John’s case makes him even 
stronger.”

While Connally, since 
denying the charges against 
him, has said little, his main 
accuser has said nothing.

This is Jake Jacobsen, an 
Austin lawyer and former 
friend of Connally, who was 
the alleged bagman for 
Associate Milk Producers 
Inc. (AM PI) in the bribery 
indictment.

In a controversial plea 
bargaining arrangement 
still under challenge, 
Jacobsen pleaded guilty to 
bribery in exchange for 
immunity from prosecution 
in an unrelated $^,000 loan 
fraud case in Texas.

Connally’s friends and 
associates contend openly

that if any bribery was 
committed, it was linked to 
the Justic Department deal 
with Jacobsen.

“ The government bought 
Jacobsen’s testimony — it’s 
an outrage,”  one of Con­
nally’s law partners was 
recently quoted as saying.

Another of Connally’s 
partners, Leroy Jeffers, 
stopped short of such a 
declaration this week but 
said:

“ He knows that he has 
been falsely accused and 
therefore expects acquittal.”

Jeffers also mentioned 
obliquely an issue which has 
distressed many Connally 
supporters, the refusal by 
U.S. District Court Judge 
George Hart Jr. to move the 
trial from Washington to 
Texas.

Another sore point with 
Connally people is the role 
former Watergate special 
prosecutor Leon Jaworski, a 
member of a rival Houston 
law firm, played in the in­
dictments.
