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Area Received Nice 
Rain Last F riday

The Friona-Bovina area received a nice, soaking rain last 
Friday evening into early Saturday. The measurement was 
1.50 at Friona, and 1.25 at Bovina.

Some farmers reported up to four inches. The Black area 
had the largest totals, but the higher readings were not 
general.

Luckily, the immediate area missed out on more bad hail, 
which has plagued parts of the Panhandle this spring.

The week's total makes 2.08 inches for the month, and 
brings the year's total to 10.91 inches. While we're not 
threatening the tropics yet, this is a tremendous gain of 6.86 
inches over the same time period in 1998.

At this time a year ago, area farmers, gardeners and 
lawn-waters were suffering through a three-month period that 
yielded only .69 inches for May-June-July combined.

Temperatures have been on the mild side, with highs in 
the 70s three days.

Friona Wheat Growers Has 
Annual Stockholder's Meet

Friona W heat Growers, 
Inc. held th e ir  an n u a l 
stockholders m eeting  on 
Tuesday, Ju n e  8, a t the 
junior high cafeteria.

Danny's Hens and Fins 
from Lubbock catered the 
event. Door prizes were 
given away as each child 
present got a chance to draw 
a name and earn a dollar.

One order of business was 
the election of two directors. 
Owen Drake and Fred Cook 
were elected.

Co-op p res id en t and 
director Gene Schueler said 
the board had discussed the 
issue of what to do with the 
fac ility  in th e  fu tu re  
considering the price of wheat 
and the tendency to convert 
more acreage to cotton.

He said the years of the 
co-op were not finished 
although there are problems 
on the grain farms. Friona 
Wheat Growers has "a house 
full of wheat with more to 
come."

He said the price of wheat 
in the 1940's was $2.40 to 
$2.76 per bushel, the same 
price as today.

Co-op m an ag er Ron 
Smiley and auditors Lee 
Stukey and Linda Lemons 
advised members that the co­
op did not show a profit for 
th e  1998 fisca l y ea r, 
indicating a» net loss of 
$443,744.

The loss was attributed to 
a h igh  inven to ry , and 
hedging gains of $155,000 in 
the hedging accounts which 
had not yet been credited to 
income. The co-op has 
590,000 bushels of wheat in 
hedging (margin) accounts.

Stukey advised members 
that the co-op handled 103 
million pounds of grain the 
past year.

Smiley reported that the 
facilities are in good repair. 
There are 600,000 bushels of 
wheat in-house now. He 
thinks they will handle 1.5 
million bushels of wheat this
opqcon

The local elevators 
also storing grain from up 
north (Kansas, N ebraska) 
which Smiley says earns 
$70,000 to $75,000 per 
quarter for the local members.

Friona's volunteer firemen 
were called to a grass fire six 
m iles eas t of Hub on 
Thursday, June 10 around 5 
p.m. They found a CRP 
grass fire in progress, 
th re a te n in g  an ad jacen t 
w heat field belonging to 
Mitch Wiseman.

Three Fire units were on 
hand in an attempt to control 
the blaze. A 1975 Chevrolet 
tru ck , w hich was the 
departm ent's main country 
truck, became stuck and the 
grass fire consumed the 
vehicle before firemen could 
free it from the mud.

OfFicials said th a t the 
CRP grass was very thick, 
p rev en tin g  th e  ground 
underneath from drying after 
the recent rains. All four 
wheels sank  into  mud, 
trapping the truck in the 
flames' path.

The truck was purchased

new in 1975 from Reeve 
Chevrolet. Firemen had built 
an extended metal platform 
on the front of the truck for 
Firemen to stand on to Fight 
grass Fires.

They had also recently 
installed a new, larger water 
tank on the truck. According 
to Fire Chief Jim  Taylor, the 
truck and equipm ent were 
insured. The truck carried 
hose, nozzles, radios, and 
firemen's boots and breathing 
equipment. It was built and 
equipped especially to fight 
country grass Fires.

Taylor said they were 
waiting on a report from the 
insurance adjuster to decide 
how and when they can 
replace the truck.

There were no injuries 
during the incident. Firemen 
worked until midnight freeing 
the truck and transporting it 
back into Friona.

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"CENTURY NOTES"
Outland's Career Touched 
Germany, Japan & Friona

by BILL ELLIS
After landing  on the 

southern coast of FYance after 
th e ir  A tlan tic  crossing, 
Outland and his comrades 
travelled about five miles 
inland and pitched camp for 
the night. He and a buddy 
bedded down in th e ir  
sleeping bags.

Around m idnight, they 
heard..boom...boom... BOOM! 
as bombs lit up the night 
sky.

The next day they learned 
v ia  ra d io  th a t  th e  
d em o n stra tio n  was the 
Germans' way of "welcoming" 
the American troops--sort of 
like saying "We know you're 
here, and we'll be watching."

M arshalling their equip­
ment, the Americans went up 
the Rhine River valley. They 
found the Germans re trea t­
ing, as the U.S. Air Force 
apparently had caught them 
off-guard and gave their 
ground troops some much- 
appreciated help.

"The Air Force killed 
horses, men, and destroyed 
th e ir  eq u ip m en t. O ur 
e n g in e e rs  took  th e i r  
bulldozers and pushed the 
dead bodies, horses, etc., into 
a big ditch," Outland said.

"We went into combat at 
a place called "Bitche." We 
called it 'bitch,' but they 
called it 'Beech.' We set up at 
Strassborg, and had to build 
a bridge to cross the Rhine 
and get on the east side. We 
spent three days there, and 
lost a num ber of men, 
especially engineers involved 
in the bridge project," 
Outland recalls.

The Americans worked 
day and night to complete 
their pontoon bridge. Even­
tually the men were able to 
get across the Rhine with 
th e ir  e q u ip m e n t, and  
travelled south, where they 
camped in a deserted  
German army barracks.

"It was a very sturdily 
built compound, with all the 
facilities for our unit to make 
use of. We spent several days 
there," the longtime Friona 
resident said.

Very soon, the Americans

had H itler on the run in 
Germ any, and the Nazi 
command had fallen. One of 
the jobs that befell Outland's 
unit was to stand guard over 
a group of "displaced" Rus­
sian soldiers and civilains.

"The Russians were bois­
terous, mean and tough 
SOBs They would go out 
every night and kill some 
Germans. They might kill 
one just to get his bicycle. 
We called a meeting with the 
Russians, and through an in­
terpreter, told them that the 
war was over, and they 
couldn't keep k illing  the 
Germans."

"Then, th ro u g h  the  
in te rp re te r, the R ussian 
group told us 'You go to hell- 
we'll do what we want to!"

(Sounds a little bit like 
Kosovo, doesn't it--B.E.)

Outland said that one of 
the most enjoyable events 
during his stay in Germany 
was when the USO sponsored 
the famed violinist Yasha 
Heifeitz. "He played for three 
hours one evening, in an 
aud ito rium  packed w ith 
soldiers, who applauded him 
loudly and thanked him 
profusely," Outland said.

On an o th er occasion,

Bergman, also there with the 
USO.

As to close calls, Outland 
said he had a couple. "I was 
w orking w ith a group 
measuring the angle that the 
shells cut, in order to deter­
mine where the Germans 
were firing from.

"At about 10 p.m. one 
night, a 90-mm shell hit the 
bu ild ing  we were in-- 
fortunately in another room. 
If it had been the room I was 
in, I could have been killed," 
he said.

Another time, while going 
by jeep to meet up with 
some American comrades, 
Jake's driver turned into a 
fencerow off the trail they 
had been on. About tha t 
time, a German shell hit the 
trail just up from where the 
party had turned. "That was 
another close encounter!" 
Jake said.

In August of 1945, Jake 
and his group received news 
about a "terrible happening 
in Japan--som ething called 
the atomic bomb."

"Like many other people, 
we couldn 't believe the 
trem endous loss of life," 
Outland said.

Finally, in November of
Outland was called by his th a t year, Outland's name
general, and several; of the came up to "ship out." "They
officers^ got to shake hands put me on an anti-aircraft
w ith movie s ta r  Ingrid  unit to "Camp Lucky Strike."

destined for the USA. I don't 
hesita te  to adm it th a t I 
kissed the ground of the USA 
each time I have returned 
from overseas."

Jake arrived back in San 
Antonio by military aircraft 
and surprised Lorene and the 
children. He had not called 
them in advance let them 
know that he was returning 
home.

Most of the soldiers went 
ahead  and took th e ir  
se p a ra tio n  papers, but 
O u tla n d  h a d n 't  g iven  
thought about life after the 
war. He called his old 
commander, Gen. Murphy, 
who was his commander in 
Europe and asked if he 
might stay on active duty.

Outland's general told him 
he desperately needed help 
a t the Army's Separation 
C en ter a t F o rt Logan, 
Colorado, near Denver. He 
helped in th a t assignment, 
then did sim ilar duty with 
the N ational G uard in 
Kansas and Oklahoma.

A highlight of his Colorado 
du ty  was g e ttin g  the 
opportunity of meeting and 
shaking hands with Gen 
Dwight D. Eisenhower after 
th e  g en e ra l, who was 
commander of the Allied 
Forces, had left Europe. 
Eisenhower later served two 
terms as president.

He later was moved to the 
Texas Western College in 
El Paso, where he was an 
assistant instructor. "This was 
an an ti-a irc ra ft un it, for 
which I had little experience. 
I would study virtually all 
night in order to stay ahead 
of the students," he said. He 
was in El Paso almost three 
years.

"The next thing I knew, I 
was ordered overseas to 
J a p a n . I a r r iv e d  in 
Yokahama and began what 
was one of my m ost 
sa tis fa c to ry  experiences 
during my m ilitary career," 
Outland said.

Outland applied for his 
wife and children to join him, 
as his new appointment was 
to be lengthy.

The 5th US Air Force had 
occupied Nagoyo, and built 
w hat w as ca lled  an 
"American Village," a mod­
ernized American-type con­
struction . In 1948, the 
Outlands were able to move 
from their Japanese residence 
into the "Village."

Outland's son Robert, who 
was three and one-half at the

time, became a favorite of 
the Japanese workers. He
went with a crew one day 
which was building a gate. 
Part of the structure fell on 
young Robert and broke his 
leg.

As a result, the youngster 
had a lengthy hospital stay 
at Osaka, and his mother 
could visit him only about 
once a week. It was a 
traumatic experience for the 
family, Jake said.

"My tour in Japan  was 
most enjoyable. The Japan­
ese people were very polite, 
under the circumstances.

When his time was up in 
J a p a n , th e  O u tla n d s  
returned to the states, and 
he took an assignm ent in 
San Antonio.

Then, on short notice, he 
was given a "hardship" 
assignm ent to re tu rn  to 
Japan, where he was made 
battalion commander of the 
99th Field A rtillery. "We 
were train ing  and getting
ready. If the cease-fire in 
Korea failed for some reason, 
we would have been the first 
troops to go there. Luckily, 
he didn't have to.

After about 30 months in 
Okado, where he had to 
"soldier" in up to six feet of 
snow, a cold and miserable 
situation, he finally returned 
stateside, again headed to 
San Antonio.

A fter about a year, 
Outland received orders to 
re p o r t to F o rt S ill, 
Oklahoma, his old stomping 
grounds. No sooner had the 
Outlands settled there than 
he received orders that he 
would be retired on June 30, 
1961.

Jake was in Lawton, Ok., 
when he got a call from his 
brother Hank, then manager 
of Friona's SPS office, telling 
him that the city manager's 
job here had opened up, 
asking if he was interested in 
applying.

After applying, Jake got 
the job, and followed his 21- 
year military career with 21 
years as city manager.

"Mayor Fleming and Ray 
Dean Fleming were complet­
ing their development of Eth­
ridge addition when I came. 
Then followed Welch Acres, 
the W estern Addition, and 
the N orthw est A ddition, 
which included the Commun­
ity Center," Outland said.

The city's prim ary role 
was the extension of water 
and sewer services, the long­
time city manager said.

"The north water tower 
was a major development, 
and the cemetery was a city 
responsibility. Our workers 
dug and covered the graves," 
he said.

"We had a GOOD group 
of city employees—such as 
Clyde Fields, 'Pete' Hollis, 
Dutch Sparkm an and the 
two Sammaron brothers on 
trash collection.

"The city also collected its 
tax money at that time. We 
also had excellent office help, 
including Geneva Williams, 
Betty Sm ith and Louise 
Dunnam," he added.

Besides being a regular 
member of Friona's United 
Methodist Church, Outland 
has been an active member 
of the Evening Lions Club, 
and Friona Masonic Lodge, 
where he received a 50-year 
plaque recently.

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Suspect In Sirnic Case Still At Large

The arrest Tuesday of a 
Hispanic male in Round Rock, 
Texas, had folks hopeful for a 
time, but the individual 
turned out not to be Rafael 
Resendez-Ramirez, a drifter 
who has been linked to 
several m urders in the 
Houston a rea , including  
former Friona resident Skip 
Sirnic and his wife Karen.

Fingerprints of the man 
arrested Wednesday, who was 
also an illegal alien, turned 
out not to be the fugitive, for 
whom the Houston Police 
Dept, are offering a $60,000 
reward. The Round Rock man 
had a tatoo on his arm, but 
it was not the right tatoo, nor 
the correct arm , it was 
learned Thursday.

"Our residents got excited 
Wednesday with news of the 
arrest. Now, it's back to being 
scared," Bruce Beal told 
Friona S tar publisher Bill 
Ellis on Thursday.

"It was already worrisome, 
after the  S irn ics ' were 
murdered, and then when he 
(the suspect) ap p a ran tly  
returned to kill an elderly 
lady, everyone in this area is 
extrem ely paranoid," Beal

said.
On June 4, Resendez- 

Ramirez returned to Weimar, 
authorities said, and killed an 
elderly lady, as she slept. The 
lady lived about three miles 
from the Sirnic residence, but 
just yards from the railroad 
track.

"It was like—here I am ag­
ain, see if you can catch me," 
Beal stated.

"We heard this week that 
the FBI's new "most wanted" 
list will include Resendez- 
Ramirez, and that would be 

ood news for our area, the 
eimar publisher told us.
With the news spreading 

about the Weimer murders, 
other homicides which have 
not been solved are beginning 
to be tied to the sought-after 
fugitive.

In addition, the murder of 
an elderly couple in Cairo, 
Illino is, fit the  "modus 
operandi," although forensics 
and DNA results had not 
been given at this time.

In the past month, three 
people have been bludgeoned 
to death in their homes in 
W eimer, apparently  by a 
killer who is riding the rails.

They were the f irs t 
killings in these parts that 
even the old-timers can recall. 

"The train  used to be a
good sound," says Charles 

[erzik, who has lived all his 
60 years in W eim ar, a 
ranching community of 2,000 
people 80 miles west of 
Houston. "Now it makes you 
feel scared.

"Everybody you talk to is 
scared," he says. "People 
have never seen anything 
like this.

Investigators say at least 
two killings in the Houston 
area and one in Lexington, 
Kentucky, may be linked to 
those here. The victims were 
all beaten to death, and the 
crimes occurred near railroad 
tracks.

This week law officers 
from Texas and Kentucky, 
along with the FBI and 
railroad officials, formed a 
task force to intensify the 
hunt for the man suspected in 
all six slayings: 39-year-old 
Rafael Resendez-Ramirez, a 
drifter from Mexico with a 
record of w eapons and 
burglary charges.

"We're looking for a 
fugitive that possibly does not 
have any set roots in one 
location," says Don Clark, 
head of the FBI's Houston 
office. "That's the biggest 
thing th a t we know right

now, is tha t this person is 
probably in a constan t 
transient status."

The suspect first was 
linked to the December 7, 
1998, slaying of Dr. Claudia 
Benton at her home in West 
University Place, a well-to-do 
community of professionals 
that is surrounded by the city
of Houston. The 39-year-old 
physician had been sexually 
a ssau lted , stabbed  and 
beaten.

Police say Resendez- 
Ramirez's fingergprints were 
found inside her home, which 
is about 100 yards from the 
railroad tracks.

DNA from the crime scene 
has been linked to evidence 
in the slay ings of the 
Reverend Norman "Skip" 
Sirnic, 46, and his wife, 
Karen, 47, in the parsonage 
behind W eim ar U n ited  
Church of Christ. They were 
beaten to death  w ith a 
sledgeham m er and were 
found May 2 after they 
failed to show up for Sunday 
services. The railroad tracks 
run behind the garden where 
Mrs. Sirnic grew flowers and 
vegetables.

The Sirnics' pickup truck 
and Ms. Benton's vehicle were 
later found abandoned in San 
Antonio.

Then Friday, June  4,

only days after the yellow 
police tape had been removed 
from the Sirnics' home, 73- 
year-old Josephine Konvicka 
was found beaten to death in 
the tiny farmhouse where she 
had lived all her life. It is 
th ree  m iles from the 
parsonage and, again, only 
yards from the tracks.

Police say Resendez- 
Ramirez's fingerprints were 
found inside.

The next day, the body of 
Noemi Dominguez, 26, was 
found in her Houston home. 
She died of a blow to the 
head, and her car had been 
stolen. Resendez-Ramirez is 
suspected.

A $60,000 reward has 
been posted for information 
leading to Resendez-Ramirez's 
arrest.

Repair Or Replace

W hat's the best option when your 
eyeglasses break? That depends on the damage 
that's been done-and the age of the glasses.

A plastic frame over two years old should 
probably be replaced if it's been broken, unless 
all that's needed is a replacement screw or rivet.
Structural repairs may put stress on the rest of 
the frame, leading to more breakage. In many cases, it's not even 
advisable to insert new lenses in an old plastic frame. If the style has 
been discontinued, it may be difficult to get replacement parts.

What about broken lenses? If the prescription is more than a year 
old, it's wisest to have your eyes examined before getting new lenses. 
There may have been a change in your vision.

What about old frames that aren't broken? If you're about to have 
new glasses made, save the old pair. If your prescription hasn't 
changed too much, you'll be able to wear the old pair for a brief time 
in an emergency.
