wife spent several weeks in our home
cementing a friendship that had be-
gin in earlier days in Ruannels county.
_Terry was at that time attached to

Martin county for judicial purposes, |

and it was necessary to go to Stan-
ton in order to file on land. A num-
ber of men had gone there for that
purpose and, as many will remember,
first come was first served. At Mr.
Copeland's suggestion, these
went early and took their stand at
the door of the county clerk’s office
and held their position until the door

. was opened, Mr. Copeland bringing

them food and water lest someone
get their places while they went for
meals.

Among these men ‘were Messrs.
Jim Smith, Noah Bell, Lee Walker
and others whose names [ cannot
recall. We had some trouble getting
our land but it was

finally awarded

to us. We bought some 440 head of

cattle for $10 per cow and calf.

I remember one day I had gone to
the well for water and the dog ttok
after a cow, the cow after me, and as
I looked hack, fell and the cow jump-
ed over me without looking
and went on her way.

tion for a postofiice, and succeeded
in getting it and gave it the beautit-
ful name of Meadow. The mail had
to be carried frem Lubbock for acer-
tain length of time free of charge.
This, our boys did, and when the re-
quired time was up, it was carried by
Mr. Bill Crawiord in a two wheeled
cart, drawn by a mule. When he had
grown tired of it Mr. Cliff Hunt then
drove for a time.

We afterwards sold the store toT.
S. Jackson, he taking charge of the
post office too, and moved the build-
ing about four miles west. He he-
ma‘ned a number of years afterwards
selling to J. W. Peecler, who when
the Santa Fe surveved their railroad
from Lubbock to Blythe, moved to
the railroad and started the present
prosperous little city of Meadow.
(There you will still find him and he
has recently relinquished his position
as postmaster of the oldest postof-
fice in Terry county

Later when Terry county was or-
ganized, Mr. Copeland was elected to
the office as the first County Judge,
was twice re-clected, resigning in fa-
vor of Judge Geo. W. Neill, who is
still one of the prominent citizens of
Brownfield.

Just here let me mention that all
antagonism was gone and the L7
ranch hands all supported Mr. Cope-
land in his race for Judge.

After the county was organized we
left the ranch and moved to Brown-
field. Here we spent several happy
years and still have many warm
friends in that little city.
