Did you ever ride over the prairies
and see in the shimmering distancca
viséion of cities and castles. of glist-

ening lakes bordered with trees. of
all sorts of fantastic or fairylike
forms, only to have them dissolve

into nothingness before your eyes?
The mystery and fascination of ihe
mirrage which turned a tumbleweed
into a towering hill, 2 herd of ante-
iopes into gaunt, long-legged giraffes,

and under whose magic wand a field
of grain in the shock became a city
of well buiit houses, and any little
hill became 2 castelliated fortification
more beautiful than Greek temples,
has been the dispair of descriptive
writers from Washington Irving to
Zane Grey.

West Texas, once only a broad har-
izon within whose confines the max-
ic mirage builded its dissolving edi-
fices, has become a country of reaii-
ties rather than of visions no more
substantial than the air of which
they were composed. No longer is
the mirage neccssary to conjure up
houses and cities where only prairie
dog townes cxisted, for the cities are

there in all verity, and instead of
feudal castles fortified against rob-
bers, there now rise literally han-

dreds of modern schoo! buildings.the
castle that fortifies against ignorance,
which i1s the greatest foe of demo-
cratic civilization.

In a fermer article 1 covered broad-
Iy all that part of Texas which lics
west of the 100th meridian.
for the sake of more detail, I shall
perforce confine myself to the portion
oenerally referrcd to as the Plains.
Even that will have to be
drawn, for it itself
for an average state, and almost all|
of it susceptible of cultivation. There !
are counties in this era of which less
than 5 per cent of the land may be
classed as waste, and the soil is prac-
tically all fertile.

North of the Palo Duro canyon is
generally referred to the North
Plains. The tvpical is a dark
clay loam, usually frec irom rocks or
trecs, and ready for the plow.

North Plains by the Canadian river
forms a valley of varying width which
lies several hundred ifeet below the
level of the plain, and has thousands
of acres oi rich alluvial varying from
river washed sand to a silty clay
loam, ***¢

Southward wheat continues to be
an important crop in the northern
tier of the South Plains counties. The
South Plains is that section lying to
the south of the Palo Duro canyon.
and extending practically to the T. &
P. railroad. It ivihere that the great
est immigration is now on, and it is
along the easterm bordery, from Cau-
yon through Plainview and Lubbock
to Lamesa. that the greatest develop-

ment has been made.

On the South Plains is found, be-
sides the clay loam, the famous red
cat-claw land, which is consulered

by many as the best all-round soil i

West Texas, on account of its drouth
resistant character. Everywhere you|
hear the red catclaw talked up. and|
there are large bodies of it which
have been in cultivation long enough
to demonstarte its value. Its high
reputation for making crops with a

minimum of rainfall has made it the|

most sought for class of land in a|
country where practically all land is
good. The popularity is attested by
the fact that since the opening of th:
famous Whiteface ranch on Septem-
ber 20th, a part of the former Slaugh-

ter holdings, about three fourth
the seventy-five farm tracts were
sold in lcss than two months. Plow-

ing had begun on some of the farms,
and T met the first new settlers ar-
riving with their teams and tools

early in November.
