Marvelous Natural Bridge
The Rainbew natural bridge is lo-
cated within the Navajo Indian reser-

. vation near the southern boundary of

Utah, and spans a canyon and a small
stream which drains the northwest-
ern slope of the Nuvajo mountains.
This bridge Is unique in that it is not
only a symmetrical arch below but
presents also a curved surface above,
tigis roughly suggesting a rainbow.
Its helght above the surface of the
wiater is 309 feet, and its span is 278
feet. The bridge and its neighboring
canyon walls are gorgeously clothed
In mottled red and yellow. The In-
dian story concerning its origin is that
a rainbow was turned to stone, thus
permitting certain hero gods to es-
cape flood waters In the canyon. De-
vout Indians will not pass under this
bridge without saying their prayers.
The Indian name was Nagee-lid Non-
ne-zoshl—"The mrainbow turned to
stone.”

Black Maria

Everybody knows that prison vans
are called “Dluck Marias.” The rea-
son for that appellation is given in the
following terms In the Star of Novem-
ber 2%, 15874, in the form of a letter
froin a correspondent:

“About 1835 or 1840 there resided
in New York city a lady of African de-
scent and bacchanalian habits bearing
the classical name of Maria., Her
sprees were frequent and glorious.

Conscience-stung individuals from all
sections of the country, and even In
foreizn lands, frequently send in sums
o{ morey to make good frauds that
tgey have perpetrated on Uncle Sam.

lars more than 190 years ago, the fund
Lis grown to nearly $600,000. Those
wlo contribute to this fund hardly ever
sve their authentic nameg, and few
to the trouble to explain how they
caine to unjustly get into possession of
fuvernmen: property or money.

Fhese contributions have varled from
a one-cent postage stamp to $30,000.
At the present time the annual receipts
are said (o amount to over 5,000, The
largest contribution, that of $30,000,
wus accowpanied by s brief note stat-
inz that it was the tinal installment on
an $S,000 payment, which was four
times the amount the sender had
The most frequent contribu-
tors to this fund are little ciildren who
send in a few cents to make good can-
celed postage stamps which they have
used lllegally. These small remittances,
it Is said, are often accompanied by
the most pathetic notes showing the
mental tribulations suffered by
writers.—Pathfinder Mdgazine.
