While "we in a {fcrtunate section of
the state really sheuld be thankful
for our material prosperity and good
prospects, we should profit by this
vast drouth cend!icns to the extent
that we should censerve ecach vear.

: peoples are turned to the South
'y 4 Plains and other favored sec.ions of
' the state for feed purchases, and their
condition will mean increased feed
prices here, yet we do not rejoice over
the same, but rather sympathize with
them in such a period.
