into the grossest e rro rs  in ipiotiny 
authors. Like all who have preceeded 
him here, he apparerttly works on the 
theory that his hearers  know little or 
less of the subject than himself. .Also 
with the assurance that his listeners 
are. taken as a whole, in sympathy 
with his supposed defense vi the sac­
red scrip;nres.

He asserted tliat he read Darwin's 
•4rcat work on spontaneous uenera- 

j tion, when as a m atter  of fact Darvvir 
! nev er wrote any such book, nor liav*
I any of the best known of w riters o '  
evolution written any such book.

I "We do not know bow life be;ran or 
he earth .” says Wells in "The Outlini 

j f  Hi>tory.” and tlii» epitomizes lh« 
answer of most of them. Unquestion- 
a 'dy many of them have believed it 
and it is also probable that many be­
lieve in it now. In '.be centuries pas* 
it was a very common doctrine, no* 
.'oufhied to  the scientists, and vva* 
conclusively disproven by Tyndall an' 
Louis I’asteiir in labiiratory experi 
ments (History of Medicine by Pari 
tiaire .121. ( Strange as it may seen 
they were at once attacked by ih 
clinrehes. assertin'^ that it contradict 
•.*(1 Judges 14: 8-9. where Samson dis 
'Tovered the swarm of bees and hone- 
hi the carcas of a dead Hon.

He concluded bis discourse by af 
f irm ing-that no evolutionists vvoul- 
reach heaven, which by the way tb 
ebnreh people of';en say of each otb 
er. Personally. I don’t care to  go any 
where that 1 would be compelled t 
spend eternity  with bis k ind—wonl 
ra ther  build fires.

so .m uch w hether one sells goods or 
sorts  and delivers mail. The response 
to  the appeals to  shop early could be 
seen in the departm ent stores and 
read in the records of the Postoftice. 
Instead of two or three weeks of buy­
ing presents in haste and as late as 
the night before Christmas, there 
were foui to si.x weeks of leisurely, 
comfortable shopping, beginning in 
November and reaching a climax in 
mid-December. The parcel pe>sf bus­
iness kept pace with the graduated 
Chrisimas shopping. Packages were 
mailed promptly, sen: immediately 
out of town, or sorted and passed on 
to  the carriers. It was a new depar­
ture for the adults to put their own 
presents aside, or conceal those meant 
for the  children, hut the cause was a 
goo<l one.

Still, the Postoffice people did not 
have a full day. Nearly everybody 
else did. There were am! always will 
he exceptions—workers in the neces­
saries oi life, those engaged in t ra n s ­
portation. the staffs of hospitals ami 
guardians of the peace. Tliis year 
verty  little Ito rk  will he tfnne in the 
I>ostofiice. just enough inside to  semi 
out first-class mail to the trains and 
to  receive incoming mail, and none at 
r«H by the carriers—not even the de­
livery of a Christmas card. Last min­
ute mailing of Yulelide card? has be­
come a burden to the postoffice. It 
is just as im portant to  mail your 
Christmas cards early a.s your pres­
ents.

As a substitute for a gift, the gaily 
colored card carry ing  a sentiment of 
the season, th rea tens  to overwhelm 
the postoffice. Opening the envelops 
lias become a rite, the more the m er­
rier. a fter  the unlioxing of presents. 
I t  is a satisfaction to know that the 
postmen who carry  their burden so 
cheerfully every working day. will 
this year put in a full day of Christ­
mas festivity afte r  leaving the office 
a t  twelve o’clock the night before.— 
Star-Telegram.

TU BERCULOSIS—IT S  CU RE
AND PR EV EN TIO N

Concluded from page one.)

berculosis like shucks around an ear 
of corn. And like these shucks, they 
must be stripped off.

For instance— “Farm  people are as 
susceptible to tuberculosis as those 
wlio live in city tenement districts, 
inasmuch as there is as much ignor­
ance and indifference in rural dis­
tricts as in u rban—and tuberculosis 
in the country  is as prevalent as e lse­
where”—declares the  specialist.

And again— “ Most persons fhink 
‘.hat fresh air will prevent tubercu­
losis. It won't, any more than will 
the right climate cure it when taken 
by Kself.’̂

And yet again—“You've either got 
tuberculosis or you haven't. -A cold 
runs in '.uberculosis just the same 
as a mule runs into a Hereford cow. 
Tuberculosis is caused by a distinct 
germ and is not <leveIoped from a n ­
o ther  illness.”

This germ is microscopic in size, 
oblong, thread-like, multiplying itself 
by simple division of cell. Twenty- 
four of these mischief m akers are 
enough to  s tart trouble.

W hen ‘the germs come to rest in 
the lungs, explained the Kerrville 
specialist, b reastworks arc thrown up 
ar.'uind them by nature. They never 
break out of their confinement until 
the luwly cells are weakened by strain, 
disiap.ation of of.her cause: some of 
the cells then break and new tuber­
cles form. Tiny bloo«l streams even­
tually finding it impossible to  con­
tinue their course, the surrounding 
tissue ot the barricade dies, sloughs 
off. and sputum forms. Several bil­
lion germs may 'then be thrown off in 
one day by one person.

It is the children, playing about or 
the floor, living several feet closer tr 
the germ than grown-ups. who a n  
the firs t.^ :clin is  of the disease. .As 
younglings, we are  all are  hosts ti 
small numbers of '.uberculosis germs. 
Most of us being of sound body and 
in favorable condition, never receivt 
any ill effects from the presence w ith ­
in us of these uninvited guests. O lli­
ers contract the disease in a mild form 
and. in time, befriended by iiaHiire 
and circumstances, overcome it uncon­
sciously and again acquire sturdv 
health. Yet o thers  go through m os‘ 
of life mildly tiilterculous. unaware of 
the cause of their cronic inertia, u n ­
knowing ‘that an insidious groiipe of 
germs is robbing them every day of 
the power to enjoy life to  the fullcs* 

j extent, to  utilize their powers to  the 
! lies', advantage.

Prognosis—the outlook for recovery 
—depends, says Dr. Thompson, on the 
following elements:

F i r s t : The p a t ien t : his dis|>osition 
his a'pility to  take treatmerf; without 
worry and his steadfastness to follow 
it to  the end. Also the financial 
means to carry  ?t out.

.Second: Early diagnosis and
i prompt treatm ent. Early stages are 
practically all curable.

T h i rd : Number and virulence of 
ilie disease germs. If the number is 
very large and the germs are  virulent, 
the patierfr is overwhelmed.

F ou r th :  Age at which the patient 
suffers from the disease. The ou t­
look is more favorable a t certain ages 
in life.

t F if th :  Organs involved. W hen the 
I'.hroat and bowels a re  involved, the 
. disease is much more serious.

S ix th :  Time. It requires a long 
period of time to control tuberculosis 
and sometimes the patient is lacking 
in courage to  carry  this out. or th e  
financial ability to  ca rry  it out.

.Seventh: Complications. The out­
look is always bette r  when every o r ­
gan in the Imdy is sound in perform ­
ing i.s function.

The physician who would win the 
fight must first secure and use the 
patients cooperation. Doctor Thom p­
son’s own methml, rem arkable for its 
hundreds of favorable results, em­
braces a series of fifty-two lectures, 
one each week for a year. The pur- 
jKise of these lectures is seven-fold. 
They aim first of all to make the pa­
tient thoroughly acquainted with his 
own problem c f  recovery: the patient 
is enliglitened ra the r  than keept ig­
norant and worried, as in a former 
day. Futherm ore  the lectures have 
the effect of keeping the patient in­
terested and inspired in battling 
against bis personal enem y: they are 
the s l i r ’-ing messages of the com ­
manding general to his doughboys. 
.And, finally, they equip the patient to 
g r  cut info the world, iqion recovery, 
trained to  recognize tuberculosis iu 
hhn.sclf o r in others, schooled in p re ­
cautionary measures against spread 
of the disease, a friend to  distressed 
mankind and a supporting pillar in 
the cause of good health.

Thus educated he knows ahsolutr 
quiet, simple and wholesome food, and 
time are  theonly sure road hack to 
perfect bodily well-being. He has 
learned, hy sanitorium experience, 
that the stKcessful patient must lie 
in bed for hours upon hours, com­
pletely relaxed, conquering the im­
pulse to  talk , suppressing the desire 
to  turn  over un-neces$arily. refraning 
from lifting a hand unless compelled 
to  do so. Consideration for o thers  
caused him to  observe scrupulously

that all coughing must be done in san ­
itary tissue squares provided for the 
purpose, the squares being carefully 
crimped and thrown into a paper bag, 
pinned to the sheet and later burned.

“The grea tes t  obstacle to  achieving 
complete cure” says Doctor Thom p­
son, “is the eagerness of patient and 
physician for discharge. Outward re ­
covery preceeds inward healing.

“Logical recovery is hy slow steps:  
Rest in bed. relaxed of limbs and body, 
gradual shortening of period spent in 
bed. walking about the confines of the 
sanitorium, final <lischarge. The test 
of perfect healing comes after ten 
years, if the jiatient is at that time 
in good health, a cirre may he consid­
eration to  have effected.”

Few tuberculosis sufferers know the 
cause of their  condition. A well man 
is well, succinctly summarizes my 
authority . T here  is always some­
thing responsible for upset conditions. 
It may merely l>e Welch rabbit the 
night before, or it may be more ser­
ious. TubeTcuh»sis has frequently 
been convicted c f  irritability, nerv­
ousness. indigestion and allied symp- 
tions. Before the x-ray  will tell the 
s tory  the tissue must be badly s h o t : 
the first stages arc over, and the last 
stage has act in. Ncvcricss. there 
is hope, even for the hiccoiigbltig 
“lunger” of popular conception. If 
exercise—the old time prescri|>tion— 
is avoided, a quiet resting place in a 
suitable climate arranged, and the su­
pervision of a competent physician en ­
gaged. there  is reasonable room for 
optimism in nearly  any case. .\  lew- 
weeks o r  m onths in bed will hiwer the 
tempature, slow the pulse, slacken 
the rate  of respiration, reduce cough­
ing. and place the patient in a |M>si- 
tion to  respond to  the more radical 
trea tm ent required.

C o ara f*  and Sanaa

I waited outside Doctor Thom pson’s 
office while a young man wlio ■wasn't’ 
feeling very well and just dropped in 
for a look-over” was being examine<l. 
The boy’s right lung was nearly 
gone, and a few months more would 
have seen his young wife a widow and 
bis infant child fatherless! But the 
young man was sensible an coura­
geous. He accepted the specialist’s 
dictum, sent his family to  o ther  parts 
where they would be well cared for 
and not likely to  interfere with the 
discipline of tuberculosis treatm ent, 
and went to  be<l. His lung was closed 
with gas and |>ut at rest. Mis chances 
are gtHid to  be back wit It his loved 
ones after  the (vassiiig of one or two 
years.

There is a |>ointcd message to  the 
public ill Doctor Thom pson’s sum­
m ary of proper preventative meas­
ures :

1. Discover and control every case 
before it becomes a spreader of the 
:liseasz. The only way to  spread tu ­
berculosis is from one pet son to a n ­
other. by means of sputum. No germs 
off.”

(a) It depends u|>on the patient as 
to whether he is dangerous to  his a s ­
sociates and the best time for preven­
tion is Itefure sputum is formed.

(h) Every means of transmission of 
the disease from the infected to  the 
well must he taken care of hy means 
of individual drinking cups, sanitary  
towels .etc,

2. Cutting off the source of the dis­
ease before undertaking o ther  means 
of prevention. In England the final 
test before a patient is discharged 
from an insane asylum is eondueted 
bus—The patient is put in a room 

with stone floor and walls, given a 
broom and told to  sweep out the wa- 
*er which is flowing in from a hy­
drant. If the patient follows instruct­
ions and does not first turn off the 
flow of water, he is reassigned to  the 
hospital for mental defectives. It is 
equally as foolish to  try  to  sweep tu- 
Wrculosis from the face of our civi­
lization without first shutting off the
