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The Chamber oi Commerce is in re-
ceipt of authentic information to the
eifect that the Highway l)cpartmrml
at Austin, Texas has ordered 'the ma- {
chinery and equipment to bhe placed
on the road west of Brownifield, to
grade the hink that 1s missing between
the Yoakum county line and where
our part of the work ends near Go-
mez. Herctofore there has been some
discussion as to where the grade
would be, whether to follow the old
road or to lead straight west of
Brownfield and elimiwate the turns
north and back south. However, it
seems Yhat for the present, the High-
way Department, in the face of the
ccertion tha:t had been brought to
bear for good roads n this county
and in view of the fact that they re-
ceived our pro rata of ‘the highway
money, are willing to have the road
worked as it now stands, with the
view that when later the traiiic de-
mands hard surfacing, that then the
engineer’s repori! would have to be
adhered to in eliminating unecessary
turns. We are exceedingly glad that
we now have a probability of having
our road work finished and thus an-
other good road completed leading
to Brownfield. Then, too, those good
people who are served by this high-
way have long deserved for it to be]
brought up in ttip-top shape. We only
hope it will be speedily attended to
and not delayed again.

We think it an interesting series of
facts to note that this week cokton
leaving Brownifield was destined to
arrive in Liverpool. England. That
the turkeys bought on the local mar-
ket are comsigned to Chicago and
New York and thav a carload of
poultry which are being loaded this
week will leave here next Monday
for a direct ride to the city of New
York and in all probability will be
served grand style along Broadway.
That maize and corn shipments are
finding their way into Lousiana from
this point. Thait carloads o{' Terry
and Yoakum county mules will be
shipped next week to Texarkana for
sale to Arkansas and Louisana dis-
tricts. These are our products find-
ing their outlets, and we believe that
our natural resourses,” if developed,
would be exported to even wider ex-
tent.
