Tlii* 
shows conclusively that people win* 
really know the value of a county 
agent to the faming interests, are for 
them almost to a man.

They realize the value of a roiiniy 
agent’s advice about ;heir soils and 
what it need* for the production «»i 
different things, it is a well known 
fact that no one is able to raise irisli 
potatoes here; the vines grow alright, 
rank and fine, but there are no pota­
toes under them. .And only a man 
who is able to analyze our soil and 
find what the deficiency is. can tell 
them how to make those vines bear 
spuds. Then, too, they are worth all 
they cost in learning farmers to grade 
their stock and poultry, and inform 
them concerning diseases of stock and 
poultry.

Our notion is that thv Itesl way to 
see if a majority want a county agent 
is for each community to appoint' a 
committee of two or three men or 
women to make out and circulaie a 
petiewm. Tim cm be done -Tinnim 
when they have a cooununity gather­
ing when most of the adults can be 
seen right then. However, tnmr one 
in each community must take the 
lead in the matter in every commun­
ity to put this matter over. The town 
folks arc not expected to take the in­
itiative in this matter, as a county 
agent will more directly benefit the 
farm communities.

5>o the matter is up to the farmers 
who want a county agent, aad they 
may rest assured that the town of 
Brownfield will be behind them in the 
move if needed.

Following the re-election of Dr. 
George W. McDaniel, Richmond. V'a., 
as president, he sounded in his inau­
gural address a conviction on tha 
theory* of evolution that was prompt* 
ly and unanimously adopted by the 
Convention as its own sentiment. 
Dr. McDaniel said:

**I am happy to believe that this 
CoBvention accepts Gcneaia as teach* 
lag that man was tha apodal crea* 
tion of God and rejects every theory, 
evolution or other, which teachoo 
that man originated in. or tamo'by 
way of. a lower animal ancestry.**

With the evolution question dis­
posed of, the Convention was abla 
to pro'eed with a consideration of 
its great missionary and benevolent 
enterprises.

Here are some of tha outstanding 
developments of the Convention:

GOAL OF $9.0M.000 SET UP
1. In the hope of enabling the 

mission boards and other agencloa 
of the Convention to take care of 
their indebtedness gradually without 
having to too greatly curtail thair 
present work, an objective of $9,000,- 
COO for missions, education and be­
nevolences was set up for 1927, on 
recommendation of the Co-opemtiva 
Program Commission. This raoriey 
will be applied to foreign, home and 
state missions. Baptist schools, 
orphanages and hospitals and minis­
terial relief, thus taking care of 
both the state and Suathwide Bap­
tist work. It is hoped the South­
wide portion of the budget will 
amount to at least $4,000,000.

2. An effort will be made to en­
list 500.000 titbers during the next 
year.

3. The Foreign Mission Board 
reported 13,209 baptisms on its fL  ' 
daring the year, a gain of about 
1,000 over the previous year. Tha 
board baa 1,215 churches on the for­
eign fields with 140,488 membera, 
3,247 out-atntions whare praashing 
services are held from time to time, 
and 628 misaionaries and 2.044 na­
tive Christian workers employad ia 
17 countries.

4. Among the results for the year 
reported by the Home Mieaion Board 
were 833 miseionaries employed, 
19,744 baptisms, 35,226 edditioos to 
the churches, 100 new churches and 
4M Sunday schools organised, aad 
402 church houses built or improved. 
DENOMINATION GREW DURING

YEAR
5. The Sunday • School Board ra* 

ported total business receipU for tha 
year of $1,710,471. Of this amount 
$380344 was put back into the gen­
eral work of the denomination. A to­
tal of 89,038 awards in teachar 
training were made, 403 churches 
were aided by the Architectural De­
partment in drawing plana for now 
houses of worship, the number of 
standard Sunday schools reached $4$.

With the gains for the past year 
the main figures of. the ^nomina­
tion are now given by the statiattcal 
secretary of the Convention ae fol­
lows: 20,407 churches, 1930$ or­
dained miniaters, 3,649330 chnich 
members, 21,700 Sunday schools with 
2,681328 pupils, 20306 charch 
houses, S4$7 pMtora’ hoasas, $106,- 
909378 invested in local church 
property $30,771374 contributed to 
local church objects, $8366,435 to 
missions and benevolences and $39,* 
027399 to all purposes during tim 
past year.

Find Jlar« tdamri Rdies
.K Visori burial cave of great an­

tiquity and Importance has been 
found in wild loountaihoua country 
in AiM'kIaod province, Australia. It
