‘‘FARM RELIEF” NEEDED

Last year, says the Illinois Depart­
ment of Health, the 2,728,178 rural 
inhabitants of that state lost 205 of 
their members totyphoid fever, while 
the 4,239. 772 city dwellers lost only 
121. a difference of about 5 per 100, 
000 in favor of the city. On tuber­
culosis. malaria and influenza simi­
lar differences were noted as to the 
better health of the city dweller. 
Yet Illinois has a better health record 
than the average state, and a genuine 
farm relief would b^a service aimed 
at this waste from si»ness and death, 
says the Research Department of the 
National .Association of Farm Equip­
ment Manufacturers. Safe drinking 
water supply for every farm family 
should be the first move, drilled wells, 
home water systems that will give the 
family abundant hot and cold water 
at a turn of the tap. such as are now- 
being demonstrated by most of the 
state colleges of agriculture, will 
quickly change this farm loss that b 
putting the farm at such a disadvant­
age when compared with the city.
