THOSE PROPOSED CONSTI-
TUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

The following wa.s received from 
Janies Finlay, representative from 
the U2rd di.'.trict. Texa.s House of 
Uepn-..eiitalive.s. .Mr. Finlay names 
the various aioetidmentv to bo voted 
..ri ill .AugUKl and those to be voted 
upon at the general ele'rtion in No- 
v»-niher, l'J28, stating hLs |H«sition re- 
tfarding each amendineA*:

The fortieth session oi the 'IV-xa.̂  
Legislature hu:; submitted .seven con­
stitutional araetidiiientr for the peo­
ple to pass upon in two election, the 
first to be held Augu. t 11*27, at w hich 
time the following ameiidnients will 
be before the voters:

First— H. J. R. No. .'12 providing 
that the Governor’s salary shall be 
g 10,000 per year, w'iih home furn- 
i hed and also providing that mem- 
Iter. o f the Senate and House o f Rep- 
rr..i-i;latives be paid a t,uni not to ex­
cel d $1,500 per year, with actual 
traveling expenses. The Governor Ls 
now paid $4,000 and the members of 
the senate and house $o per liay.

Second— Creates a Nuj.reme Court 
o f nine members, instead of three 
members us now. There i.s now u 
“ Commiii.siun o f .Appeal.'̂ ”̂  composed 
o f six member.;, who perform the- 
same duties as the .Supreme Court, 
who are appointed by the Governor. 
Under the new amendment all would 
be elected. The amend.ment also pro­
vides for not more than 12 cuurts of 
appeaL. There arc now eleven of 
theee court:. The adoption of this 
particular amendment perhaps will 
meah the perpetuation of the present 
court system, and r.hould be defeated 
by the people. There is much agita­
tion for “ court reform”  all over the 
State, and we should not adopt this 
amendment until we know v.here we 
are, aa there is no chance to abolish 
any o f  our courts o f appeals nor to 
make for much reform, if this amend­
ment Is adopted.

Third— (iive.'. the Legislature th»- 
potyer to ;.eparale taxable value.s as 
between state and counties. It 'iieatis 
the ultimate aboIisl..iiei,i of a .state 
ad valorem tax.* and of courje in thir, 
way stops agatation for a state equal­

ization board to equalize values be­
tween countie.s. It should by all 
mean.s be adopted.

Fourth— .AboILshe.s the fee .sy.stem 
in Texa.s, and if adopted, all county 
officials in Texa.s will be paid a fixed 
salary, and all fees will be paid into 
the treasury. It should be unani- 
mou.sly adopted.

There are three more amendment.-* 
to be voted on in the general election 
November I92H. They are:

First— Providing for a State Board 
o f Education, who would select a 
state superintendent and define the 
policies o f the state as regards edu­
cation.

.Second— Taking the lid o ff Con­
federate pen.dons, so ihul every o-ie 
eighty year.i old eould get a i>en.-i>ie 
if they eould get a IikuI bill lhroM«'h 
the Legislature.

Third— Exempting church pro|tc r- 
ty and par.-onuges from taxation. 
These three amendment.-  ̂ can Im- dis­
cussed later, as they are not to t « 
Voted on until 192x. la-l u.-; hoia tin 
people will study the.e anietniineptv 
and come out and vot»* in .Aug i-'i.—

In an article in the American Food 
Journal, Dr. Greiger gives the resuli-- 
of a scientific investigation that also 
proves that the container does not 
affect the contents either by remov­
ing propeities or by imparting sub­
stances.

RALLS TO HAVE GAS
BY MAY FIRST

W. W. Craves, representing the 
West Texa.s Ca.s Company, o f Ama­
rillo, a subsidiary of the Prairie Oil 
A Gas ( ’ompany, one of the strong 
major companies of the United States 
vras in Ralh; Thursday afternoon and 
met with the City Commission in in­
terest o f securing a franchise to fur­
nish and distribute natural gas in the 
city o f Ralls for light, heat and 
power. After careful consideration 
the City Commission granted the 
franchise.

HOW MANY MILES FOR 
I A BUSHEL OF CORN?
1

Did you ever atop to figure t>ut 
how far a farmer traveb in cultivat­
ing a 40-acre field o f  corn during one 
season? The distance would make 
u nioe vacation trip if travelled in the 
fnmily auto, points out the Re.senrch 
Di'partment o f the National Asruci- 
ation o f Farm Eqaipment Manufac- 
turei>;. For example, there are ap­
proximately 400 rows a quarter mile 
long in a 40-aere com  field, or 100 
miles o f  rows. If you live in tlw* 
.south and use a onc-mule walking 
cultivator, each row must be travil- 
ed twice, once on each side, or 200 
miles for each cnltivation. If a 
kiiigle row riding or walking culti­
vator is uned 300 miles will cover­
ed in covering the field three time*, 
during the summer. ’Three culti­
vations with a 2-row cultivator re­
duce the distance to'a mere 150 miles 
while with the new 3 and 4-row cul­
tivators now being manufactured, 
the distance is 100 and 75 miles re­
spectively.
