Football fans of Farweli and 

Friona are circling a date on 
their calendars this week. That 
date is Friday, October 26, when 
football teams from these two 
Farm er County communities col­
lide in an important conference 
battle, and there are few people 
in either town who don't plan to 
be on hand to watch this one.

In Friona, hopes are soaring 
after the Chiefs' convincing clob­
bering of the Bovina Mustangs 
last week, 52-6. It was a run­
away for the red and white in

'every department and lifted team 
spirits immensely.
Friona’s football fortunes hadn’t

New Clinic Routine 
To Start Monday

Members of the board of direc­
tors and staff of Parmer County 
Community Hospital have complet­
ed plans for the adoption of a new 
routine for clinic patients. The 
plan, which will be put into effect 
Monday, October 29, has been de­
signed to eliminate as much delay 
as possible when patients desire to 
see a doctor.

Tentative schedules have been 
made for Dr. Paul Spring and Dr. 
Lee Spring. Under these schedules, 
which will be followed as closely 
as possible except when emergen­
cies arise, it is hoped that no pa­
tient will feel discriminated 
against, say hospital authorities.

Each morning patients may reg­
ister at the desk or call in for an 
approximate appointment any time 
that day. Numbers will be assign­
ed as registrations are made. Each 
person will see the doctor he has 
registered for in the order num­
bered. If any person is not in the 
waiting room when his number is 
called, the next patient in line will 
take his place and the absentee 
name will go to the end of the list.

Dr. Paul Spring will begin see­
ing patients at 9 a. m. and begin 
his last examination at approxi­
mately 11:48. Dr. Lee Spring will 
see his first patient at 9:30 a. m. 
and continue until 11:50.

Afternoon appointments will be 
started at 2 and continued until 5. 
None will be made after 5 p. m. 
If an emergency arises, patients 
will stay in the same order in 
which they have registered. When 
an appointment is cancelled, pa­
tient will move up in the same 
manner.

The hospital staff hopes that the 
new routine will be helpful to all 
patients.

But the fireworks 
started early in the second quar­
ter as Wesley Barnett and his 
Chief teammates put on an of­
fensive show that left Mustang 
fans shaking their heads in be­
wilderment.
Friona led in the first down de­

partment, 12-3.
Barnett, Joe McLellan, Weldon 

Fairchild and Larry Fairchild all 
got into the touchdown making 
act for the winners. Phillip Wea­
therly aided in the extra point 
cause as did McLellan.

Neil Smith, the bright spot in 
an otherwise dull Mustang at­
tack, took a pass from Quarter­
back Dick Horn to account for 
the losers' only tally.

Sonny Brito kicked off for the 
Mustangs to begin the game. Bu­
ford Carter took the kick on the 
27 and returned to the 40. Jerry 
Childs and McLellan moved the 
ball to the 48 and a first down be­
fore Smith recovered a fumble for 
the Mustangs on the Bovina 45. 
The Mustangs made one first down 
and were on the 34 when Nolen 
Johnson intercepted a Smith pass 
on the 25 and returned to the 43.

Barnett and Larry Fairchild did 
the bulk of the ball carrying in a 
drive that went dead on downs on 
the Mustang 17, where Bovina took 
over on downs.

In three plays, the Mustangs 
were shoved back to their own two. 
On fourth down, the first play of 
the second quarter, Smith left­
footed a punt out to Barnett on the 
35. Behind good blocking, Barnett 
gathered in the punt and raced 
down the left side for the first 
score of the ball game. McLellan 
was stopped on his attempt to run 
the extra point across and the 
score stood 6-0.

the scoring in the first half at 19-6.

After kicking off to the Mustangs, 
to begin the second half, the Chiefs 
recovered a Bovina fumble on their 
own 44. McLellan made four to the 
48 and then Barnett got loose on a 
54-yard jaunt that netted his third 
TD for the evening and the score 
was 25-6. Extra point attempt was 
no good.

Smith took the kickoff from Ma­
han on the 18 and returned to the 
33. Lawlis went to the 35. A long 
pass was complete from Smith to 
Burnam, but a fumble gave the 
hall to the Chiefs on their own 32. 
Childs and McLellan carried the 
ball down to the Bovina 30 to set 
the stage for Weldon Fairchild’s 
through-the-middle touchdown run 
that made the score 31-8. Weather­
ly carried the point over and the 
score was 32-6.

The Mustangs were forced to 
punt three plays after the kickoff.

However, we should also like to 

point out that our enthusiasm for 
the plan is something less than 
complete, and that serious 
thought should be given this 
amendment by every voter.

And 99% of the 
voters won’t have the kind of in­
formation needed to render an ac­
curate judgment for themselves. 

Why, then, do we support the 
amendment?
Because, as we see it, this is one 

of two principal means of attract­
ing and keeping more and better 
teachers for Texas. And Texas is 
surely hurting for teachers.

The pay scale and the retire­
ment program are among the 
first things that teachers want to 
know about before they start 
teaching in Texas. Texas has 
made many strides in teacher 
pay in the past few years, but 
we are still tied to a 1937 retire­
ment system that badly needs re­
novating.
We should broaden the retire­

ment program so that it will be 
up-to-date and practical for today’s

living conditions. It will cost the 
state another $4,500,000 annually, 
but should be worth it.

Proponents of the amendment 
claim that taxes will not have to 
be raised to meet this obligation.

Even if funds prove to be too 
short, we think the state would 
be making a wise investment to 
further underwrite the program 
and bring more and better teach­
ers into the state's system.

Farmers Still Shy 
From Soil Bank

With reports in circulation that 
several million acres of the na­
tion’s farm land will be retired 
from production under the govern­
ment’s new “ conservation reserve”  
phase of the soil bank, a check in 
Parmer County this week shows 
that locally at least, the program 
is being received coolly.

As of the first of this week, 
only about 1500 acres in Parmer 
County had been placed in the 
bank. Furthermore, Prentice 
Mills, ASC office manager, is 
estimating that only about 2000 
more acres will come in before 
the deadline at the end of next 
month.
Parmer County has about 400,000 

acres in cultivation, of which about 
350,000 is under irrigation. All of 
the land placed in the soil bank so 
far is on dryland farms.

Yearly payment for land placed 
in the conservation reserve has 
been set at $10 in Parmer County. 
That is a flat rate and applies 
to all crops and to dryland and ir­
rigated land as well. A ceiling of 
$5000 is placed on how much one 
farmer may draw each year.

* * * *
One factor which affected the 

amount of land going in this year 
was a change in eligibility require­
ments. It first had been announced 
that farmers could put land into 
the bank which had yielded no 
crop and had not been harvested. 
That would have qualified con­
siderable dryland wheat and grain 
sorghum.

However, a later interpretation 
to the soil bank rules indicated that 
a farmer could not have planted 
any land with the intention of har­
vesting it, if he wanted to put this

land in the bank.
About the only condition which 

causes such a situation is in the 
case where it is too dry to even 
plant.

American Farm Bureau is check­
ing into the possible application 
of the Anti-Racketeering Act to re­
lieve such practices as the follow­
ing: Farmers and other haulers of 
fruits, vegetables, and other farm 
products have been compelled to 
pay an unloading charge at the re­
ceiving point, even though the 
driver of the vehicle would prefer 
to unload himself or actually does 
so.

nevertheless, behoove us to be con­
cerned that such things are happen­
ing, and to foresee and be alert to 
avoiding their coming to us.

We four from Parmer County 
stayed in the St. Anthony Hotel. 
The headquarters for the conven­
tion were at the Gunther Hotel, al­
though all of our meetings were 
held in the municipal auditorium, 
which was only about two blocks 
from all of the hotels.

The convention opened Monday 
morning with several speakers, 
among them the mayor of San 
Antonio who welcomed the women, 
and made the president of the na­
tional organization, Mrs. Homer 
Remsberg of Maryland, an honor­
ary mayor of the old La Valita vil­
lage in the middle of San Antonio. 
He also offered to take care of 
all traffic tickets the women re­
ceived during their stay.

Before the speeches, the Texas 
and national flags were presented 
by members of the Fort Sam Hous­
ton color guard.

Monday afternoon, several tours 
were conducted around San An­
tonio. We were fortunate to have 
our own bus, police escort, and 
a native San Antonian to describe 
the many historical places of in­
terest.

the sunken gardens, and the Buck- 
horn Saloon.

Monday night, the Texas women 
presented a pageant about Texas 
under the six flags. Several dances 
representing the countries which 
once ruled Texas were given by 
girls and boys of San Antonio who 
were students being instructed 
under the free recreational pro­
gram of San Antonio.

A lot of them were Spanish 
dances with the kids clicking their 
castanets and swirling their bril­
liant skirts like professionals. A 
few members of the casts were all 
of three years old.

Tuesday morning, the members 
heard an address by Governer 
Shivers, who talked briefly about 
state government, particularly the 
Texas government, and the things 
they have accomplished the last 
few years and what is planned for 
the future, especially where our 
highways are concerned. Traffic 
safety is one of the many programs 
the NHDC is stressing the coming 
year.

Tuesday afternoon began the long 
series of states’ reports of their 
activities of the previous year. 
Some of them were very interest­
ing and inspiring to hear. One of 
the highlights of this convention to 
me was the opportunity to meet 
and talk with the ladies from far­
away states.

Forty-four states were represent­
ed—not all of them are members of 
the NHDC—Hawaii, Puerto Rico, 
Alaska. The last three also are 
active in HD work. Alaska last 
year sponsored a short course for 
homemakers at the University of 
Alaska. The ladies stayed on the 
campus and went to school for a 
short period.

Wednesday morning, we heard an 
address by Congressman Omar 
Burleson, who stressed the im­
portance of America taking part 
of foreign trade, as 9 of our 15 
basic items must be imported. He

said we must build up and main­
tain our military strength, and 
concluded his speech by saying 
“ Put our faith in the Lord, and 
keep our powder dry.”

Wednesday afternoon the states’ 
reports were concluded, and the 
election of the new National offi­
cers was carried out. Since the 
presidents of each state were the 
only qualified voters, we were 
merely onlookers during this pro­
cedure.

Wednesday night concluded the 
national meeting with a banquet 
at the Gunther Hotel, with Mrs. 
Oveta Culp Hobby as the main 
speaker. She was an excellent 
speaker, and held the audience’s 
undivided attention the length of 
her talk. It concerned the role 
women play today as compared 
with the one they played in years 
past.

Thursday night the state con­
vention was begun. It seemed 
rather pale in comparison with the 
national meeting, and we crowded 
a lot of work into the short time 
left us. The election of the new 
officers was the main item on the 
agenda, and we were very happy 
hat our own district vice-president, 

Mrs. Melton McGehee of Wayside, 
Texas, was elected the new treas­
urer. She is a very charming 
woman to meet, and has been ac­
tive in HD work for many years.

Friday started with a meeting at 
8 a. m. Officers’ reports were 
given, and several new resolutions 
were voted on, among them the 
resolution that the 4-H creed in­
clude “ and my God”  at the con­
clusion.

There were 793 present for the 
state, and 2221 for national meet­
ings.

Friday afternoon we attended the 
various workshops, each delegate 
ttending one, where we were given 

instruction on work to be taken 
back for our own clubs to accom­
plish the next year. My own work­
shop was on citizenship, where two 
speakers talked on Amendment 
No. 3 which we will vote on in No­
vember.

It amazed me that no more pub­
licity had been given this amend­
ment than had, as important as 
it evidently is. It concerns the 
state supported schools and the in- j 
creased number of students that' 
are going to overwhelm them in the 1 
coming years if this amendment is 
not passed. The schools get their 
funds only from the interest re­
ceived from government and state 
bonds bought from the permanent 
fund which cannot be spent in any 
other way.

If passed, this amendment pro­
vides for the investment of this 
permanent fund in common stocks 
also, which will give a greater re­
turn. It also permits the board of 
directors at A. and M. to allocate 
funds for agriculture extension ser­
vice.

The speaker stated that the board 
may—and he stressed that “ may”  
allocate funds for permanent 4-H 
club installations all over the 
state. He also stated that unless 
this amendment is passed, we will 
either have to pay a whole lot 
more in state taxes, or only the 
more brilliant of our kids will be 
permitted in the schools—it will be 
impossible to accomodate all of 
them. The speaker was E. L. 
Angel, who is assistant chancelor 
at A&M.

Friday night we attended the 
installation of the officers, then 
went to our rooms and packed. We 
were supposed to leave at 6:30 the 
next morning, and believe me, we 
were all ready to get home. We 
left at 7 and pulled into Amarillo 
about 6:15. I wouldn’t take a mil-

lion for this experience, and I 
would like to publicly thank all the 
HD members in the county who 
made it possible by paying our 
expenses.

All of us have our favorite cake, 
but I believe if a poll were taken, 
chocolate cake would be way up on 
the list.

I helped judge the Castro County 
Fair during September. The blue 
ribbon cake was a German Choco­
late cake that was “ just out of this 
world.”  I finally got the recipe. 
It’s pure calories, but one nice 
thing about it is that it freezes so 
nicely. In freezing cakes, place 
them in the freezer until frozen 
and then wrap in moisture-vapor 
proof wrapping.

GERMAN CHOCOLATE CAKE  
Make the filling first as it takes 

a long time to cook and then cool. 
FILLING:

4 egg yolks 
lV* cups sugar 
1 cup coconut 
%  cup chopped pecans
1 pt. whipping cream (not whip­

ped)
% stick butter
Mix all together and cook until 

thick (this takes a long time). Let 
cool before icing cake.
CAKE:

2 cups sugar 
1 cup Crisco
1 cup buttermilk 
4 egg yolks 
2V2 cups flour 
1/3 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon soda 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
4 egg whites (beaten stiff)
1 box Baker’s German Chocolate 

(this is a small thin package with 
18 squares), dissolved in V2 cup hot 
water.

Dissolve soda in V* cup butter­
milk. Beat sugar, Crisco and egg 
yolks together. Add buttermilk, 
flour, soda and chocolate. Beat 
well and fold in beaten egg whites. 
Makes 4 big layers. Bake at 350 
degrees. Icing is enough for two 
2 layer cakes.

First Light Frost 
Nips Growing Crops
