SOLDIER MAY NAME ANYONE '
AS BENEFICARY

Commenting upon legislation en-
acted by the last Congress, Brig. Gen. '
Frank T. Hines, Director of the Vet-
erans Bureau stated this morning that
there appears to be some misunder-
standing among the veterans as to
their - present privileges in naming
the beneficiaries of their insurance.
“The amendment to the World War
Veteran Act, 1924, approved May
1928, removes all restrictions as to
who may be named beneficiary under
Government Life (converted) insur-|
ance policies, said Gen. Hines, there-
fore the holder of such policy may
designate any person, firm, corpora-
tion or legal entity as beneficary to|

receive the proseeds of his U, 8. Gov-|
ernment Life (converted) insurance.”
This will ,of course, allow a veteran
to designate a bank or trust company
to receive pavment of the proceeds
