We vhtiuld appreciate the move, 
to erect a County Hospital in Brown­
field, even to vote bonds for the pur­
pose. Ordinarily I am not a bond 
enthusiast, hut 'oelieve a hospital is 
now such a badly needed, useful and 
necessary institution for our county, 
and be such a great .saving in money, 
time and in many instances a life, 
that it seems yielding to wisdom and 
humanity to support the project.

T»» vtite bonds for hi tiding and 
equipping a Hospital, levy tux to pay 
o ff  same, under supervision o f Com­
missioners Court, and u Hoard of 
Trustees appointed by them, is fully 
authorized and provided by the law. 
It is estimated one o f sufficient size 
and equipment could be built and 
equipped for about $25,000.00. To 
pay interest and create proper sink­
ing fund to retire bonds at maturity, 
would require raising aboutA!f2500.00 
annually, to do thi.s, with our present 
five million dollar county valuation 
a five cent tax on the $100.00 valu­
ation is sufficient, or fifty  cents on 
each $1000.00 worth of property. 
This would nut be a free hospital, but 
reasonable rates would be made,
which revenues would undoubtediv•
pay operating and niaintainence ex­
pense and perhaps later help pay it 
out, or add to it. In fact if the 
charge were the .same as some wc 
know o f the fii’st few patients would 
pay o ff the debt. I for one. am get­
ting tired o f the.se double header 
ojMTations, first they pull your ap­
pendix and then pull your leg. charg­
ing high for both.

This county has for many years, 
Mtd ir yet, being “ oi»erated" out wf 
thousands of dollars annually, that 
just as wel' be .spent at home. We 
could at least .save lraiisp«>rtation. It 
woul'l be much cheaper and so con­
venient to have a nice place here for 
• iiir sick and injured, in easy reach of 
ih<-ir home and faiuilieb. It can be 
provided and is expected, that such a 
hospital i.« a place for the patient, 
who can have his own local physioan 
attendant, and or in event o f an op- 
(ration, a surgeon of his own choos­
ing. Our local physicians, whom we 
think are well up to the average, could 
with this institution render better 
St rvice. and with experience which 
after all brings efficiency, could soon 
hecoine as skilflul as some o f the 
boasttd best elsewhere.

I f  some person or group o f per­
sons will build and equip one in- 
tiividiially, all well and good, but if 
thi:: cannot be perfected soon, then 
I hope onr folks w’ill get into this 
move and bring the county hospital 
to an early reality.

Also, they 
may have seen the beautiful reply to 
it in the Sunday Star-Telegram. This 
makes us especially sore when we re­
member that there are dozens o f 
corn buyers in Brownfield right now 
buying both corn and maize to ship 
to this “ best”  section o f the state, 
:ind the big mills o f Dallas, McKinney 
Ciret nville and elsewhere are shipping 
out Terry county corn to fill those 
benighted “ best”  sections o f a mixed 
breed o f poor white trash and chimney 
corner negroes with corn pone for the 
.lext year. They are also drawing 
heavily upon the store houses o f the 
north Plains counties for wheat bread 
for the “ best”  families o f that section. 
As for he Herald it has just about de­
cided that from now on, anything it 
in-cds that cannot be had in Fort 
Worth, or Wichita Falls, we will order 
from Oklahoma City, Kansas City, 
Wichita, Kans., and other places 
where our trade will be appreciated. 
We just about got our fill o f Dallas 
a month ago when we were down 
there. They are nothing much any­
way but a bunch o f bloat gpitted Jews 
who care'nothing for your friendship 
and crave your dollars. We used to 
he proud o f Dallas. It appeared as 
the New York or Chicago o f the 
.South, but in makeup and sentiment 
they are just as fa r from West Tex­
as as the moon is from Mars. I f  
West Texas would cut from Dallas for 
six months, you could buy Commerce 
•street lots for one thousand dollars, 
and while wc do not believe in boy­
cotting, they deserve it to the fullest 
extent— the whey stomached, knock- 
kneed cockroaches.

One o f the critics says the future 
o f the talkies will depend on the box 
office. I f  patronage continues, or 
continues to increase, the talking 
moving picture is here to stay. I f  
patronage decreases, producers will 
return to the bilent drama.

That is apparently logical, but the 
box office is not trustworthy as an 
nterpreter o f public opinion. Beg­
gars can’t be choosers. Ir. hundreds 
o f towns the public has no choice 
It must patronize a movie made ir­
ritating by the addition o f speech or 
remain at home.

The public usually acepts without 
complaint whatever is placed before 
iL It will denounce or boycott a 
show conspicuously vile, perhaps; but 
when every drama in town, silent or 
oral, is spiced with sex and sugrgest- 
iveness, it will continue to spend its 
money for entertainment, not be­
cause its taste is depraved or vulgar, 
but because it can do no better.

The American public is essentially 
decent and cleanminded. It likes ro­
mance, but it doesn’t like passion. 
Nor does it like filth.

The sex and filth magazines may 
have a combined circulation o f mill­
ions, but all are read by the .same 
hundred thousand or so per\’erts and 
morons.

In one sound picture there is i. 
scene in which an actor admonishes 
an elderly dancer. The action h 
brief— but both are un.speakably 
vulgar and suggestive.

I witnessed it as part o f an audi­
ence o f typical Americans— an audi­
ence that wrept and laughed at the 
proper places. But this vulgar bit. 
obviously inserted as comedy relief, 
harvested no chuckles. The audi­
ence accepted it quietly, but with an 
uneasy stirring of obvious distaste. 
And that the box office couldn’t know 
unless it possessed finer sensibilities 
than producers seem to po.sses.s.

The clinging, open-mouth, passion­
ate kiss that ends the love story of 
the pure-hearted heroine, thrills no- 
ody in the audience except the per 

verts. The majority, sensing its ap­
proach, is beginning to put on wraps 
r make its way toward the isle. And 

those who wait for the kLss u.<ually 
snicker and make smart .\leck re­
marks.

The kiss spoils the story. It is like 
a guffaw after a benediction— like a 
wise crack about lilacs. It is dis­
tasteful, but the box egfice d<»esn’t | 
realize it and patrons suffer in si­
lence because they are afraid of being 
classed as cranks.

The American public is meek and 
accepts what is provided if  given no 
choice. But the box office can 
learn the truth by offering solid merit 
and plain filth in competition.

In order to enable the Americ.'in 
Red Cross to carry on Us broad activl 
ties, raoKiug from service to the world 
war veteran to instant response In 
time of disaster, a membership of 
6,000,000 should he enrolled, and in Ibis 
year of 102S 1929 that Is the goal set 
for the twelfth annual roll call, to be 
held from November 11 to 29, Arniis 
tice to Thanksgiving Day.

John Barton Payne, chairman of the 
American Red Cross at W'ashington. 
In calling upon the nation (or 5,000,000 
adult members, directs attention to 
the great expenditures required of the 
Red Cross for disaster and veteran re 
lief work, and for its many other ac­
tivities devoted to health preservation 
and improvement and to cutting down 
the number of accidental deaths, 
through life saving and first aid 
courses.

“Tlie Red Cross should at all times 
have a large reserve fund," Judge 
Payne stated, “ because when disaster 
stril:es. and tliis orgaiiizaliou is called 
Into iu.«t:uu action, there is no time to 
stop and I'.aise funds. Dollars may 

lives, so we should have at all 
limes a good reserve. We hsive been 
forced eu< li year to draw upon om 
reserves, ami we find tliat tlie de 
mauds arc imreasitig annually.”

Judge Payne imiiiied ont that in tlie 
fiscal year of 1927 28, tlie Red Cross 
had extended aid in 06 major catastro 
piles ill the United States and its 
insular possessions, and in 22 nations 
abroad. This does not iiictmiM the 
West Indies hurricane uisaster in 
Porto Itico and Florida, which oc 
cuired after the close of the Red Cross 
liscal year, .liiiie 3o. 1928.

Tlie Red Cross exp' nditures for dis 
aster in tint period were $16,544,- 
2.")S.S7, of whicli approximately $13.- 
iMMi.nno was expendeil in the Missis 
sippi Valley for tlie flood relief work, 
wliicli came froiii a tiiiid contriliiited 
by llie piildh-. .More than H.OttO.Ooo 
V. as e.\ pended in tin- St. Lon la tornado 
dannigo, and more tliaii |l,0<Mi,oou in 
New Knglaiid. In hoih cases pnhiic 
relief fiinds were raised, aittioiigli in 
Ne.v Ihigl.iiid the Re<l Cross contrihn 
ted in **xce»s of |.»<M»,0U0 from its own 
funds for tlie relief work. In tlie ma 
jority of tlie other 66 ilisasters, ami 
in all of tlie 22 foreign catasireplies 
ill wlii« il lUe Red ( ross extemleil aid, 
tlie money eame fiopi its own re 
Bonrf*‘s.

Education Hour.

T h e  G r e a t  I n G e p e n d e n t

Arrangements have been completed 
for a special serto.s of 24 educational 
orchestral concerts to he hroailcast 
next season, beginning in the fall. The 
naw Music Kducatiou Hour sponsored 
by the Radio Corporation of America 
will be under the direction of Walter 
Damrosch, the dean of American musi­
cians, who made the Hour of the past 
■eatlin one of the great accomplish­
ments of radio broadcasting.

In response to the nation-wide de­
mand for an educational hour of music 
for young people and children, next 
season’s program will be given Friday 
mornings at 11 o’clock Eastern stam! 
ard time, so that it can be heard in 
the schools. It is planned to use 2S 
stations of the National Rroadcastiu.g 
company and associated stations, cov­
ering the entire country between the 
Atlantic Coast and the Rocky .Moun­
tains.

In making the announcement, David 
Sarnoff, Vice President and (Jeneral 
Manager of the Radio Corporation of 
America, said:

‘'‘Since the first days of broadcast­
ing we have confidently looked for- 
wgv )to the time when radio broadcast­

ing and reception would he so perf>-< t- 
ed that it might be used for iiiiiveisul 
education as well as onterlainnieni. 
Millions of dollars have lieeu spent 
in the development of liroadcabtinir. 
with the belief that this new ineans 
of universal communication would lx*- 
come of great public service, supph*- 
menting and augmenting other means 
of education.

“When Mr. Damrosch came to ns 
some time ago with a plan for incul­
cating a better appreciation and un­
derstanding of good music, we were 
immediately impressed by its great 
possibilities. Aud the many thousands 
of letters recently received from 
touchers, parents and educational 
authorities, from all over the country, 
following oui three exi>erimental lei-- 
t II re-concert 8. have confirmed our 
judgment.

"The time for music education over 
the air is opportune, because of tho 
perfected state of radio broadcasting. 
The best music can now be eiitriisteil 
to the mkrophoue with the full assure 
ance that it will is.siie forth from ihs 
loudspeaker in the scliool or the lioniv 
with a true approximation of ibo 
original rendition.”
