With the coming of natural gas,
which will be turned on here by ‘the
first of August for commercial pur-
poscsg, as well as domestic heating and
cooking, and the paving of our
streets this fall, this city will be
cquipped with all the modern con-
veniences largest  cities enjoy
with the excention of street cars, and|
no no eities that 7°d not already have
ftreet cars previous to the coming of
the motor bus are putting them in
these days. So no new city, hewever
large, has street cars added to their
conveniences these days, that we are
aware of.

our

We have one of the best water-
works systems in this section of the
country, with an abundance of pure
cool water at the turn of the spigot.
There is no water famines ever heard
c{ here, and the water superintendent
never has to warn peopie to conserve,
for the one big well furnishes all the
water two big centrifugal pumps of
250 gallons per minute capacity each
wil! put ovt. We are badly in need
cf some water extension to cover
some of the outlaying sections of the
city tha* has been built up since the
mains were laid, and :ome that could
not be reached at that time. Bonds
will probably have to be voted for this
purpose, as the water system barely
pays the upkeep.

We have a fine city owned sewer-
age system, but like the water system
needs some oxtensions in order that
the city might be able to force people
to tie on. There are yvet many open
toilets over the city which menace the

health of every person here that
should be compelled to connect with
the city sewerage. This sewerage

service is entirely free after you pay
the one fee for connection, which is
small

est

Our electric light and power plant,
like the water ard sewer system, is
city owned and the rates are in line
with those of cities being served by
the large power companies. With the
installation of a new engine which
hos been purchased from the West
Texas Gas Co., and which will use
natura' gas for fuel, the city will
have two complete power units to
keep the plant going if one has to
undergo repairs.

Now comes natural gas, the per-
fect fuel, and paving in the near fu-
ture. And while we are it, we might
cay that with the building of the new
high school building costing $75,000
we will be equipped with a school
second to none. All the old well es-
tabliched denominations are repre-
cented here with substantial church'
