It seems that one of the Fall jurors
suddenly awoke to the fact that he
had found the defendant guilty as
charged, after it was too late to do
anything about it. Several of the
Pantages jurorasses—or were they
jurixes?—did the same thing in a
tearful confession, thoughtfully
drawn up for them by some attorney
or other. And then there was the
Carolina juror who went insane in the
presence of the prolonged absurdities
of criminal law.

If something is not done to improve
the stamina, physical and moral, of
our American jurors, this sort of
thing may get to a peint where the
whole system breaks down. So far
as the actual trial is concerned, the
jurors get less consideration than any-
body else in the courthouse. The de-
fendant often is out on bail—but the
jury is locked up. - The Judge pursues
his normal life—but the jury has
holes cut in its newspapers, conduct-
ed to meals like a chain gang in
charge of a deputy, and has to listen,
not to what it wants to know about
the case, but .what somebody else
wants to tell the jury. It is far
pleasanter to be tried for a erime—so
far as physical comfort is concerned
—than to do the trying in an Ameri-
can jury box.
