Reason for the announcement
was the fact that shots have been
administered heretofore in a series
with the second being given two
weeks after the first, and the third
several months later. Now doctors

Postal Receipts Up
Over Last Year

Postal receipts, which are gen-
erally considered to be a pretty
good indication of the town’s pros-
perity, total $3732 for the first two
months of the year, according to
Postmaster Leo McLellan.

This compares with a total of
$2806.49 for January and Februarv
of 1955, an increase of $925.51-this
year.

February receipts, which aver-
aged approximately $47.39 per dav,
totaled $1374, for last month, which
was down from 1955, when Feb-
ruarv receipts amounted to
$1438.49, even though there was an
extra day thi syear.

However, that difference was
more than compensated for by Jan-
uary receipts, which this year to-
taled $2358 as compared with $1368
for a year ago.

Receipts for the first month of
this year were greater than for any
month last year except December,
and averaged more than $76 per
day, compared with the average
daily receipts last year of $67.60, a
daily total that was upped consid-
erably by heavy December mailing.

There will be 922 studerits en-
rolled in Friona Public School¢
next year, according to the tabuia-
tion of the school census which was
recently conducted.

Mrs. Ed Lehnick, education sec-
retary for Frion Public Schools, an-
nounccd this week, that reports of
the survey indicate there will he
approximately 103 first graders en-
rolled next year, with a senior class
of 55 and the largest class in school
will be the third grade.

High School Principal Raymond
Cook pointed out that the first big
jump in high school enrollment
would come next year when the
senior class (which this year to-
taled 36 students) would have 53
members.

Marvin J. Burton
Accident Victim

Last rites were conducted this
week for Marvin J. Burton of
Muleshoe who was electrocuted
Sunday afternoon while helping in-
stall a television antennae at his
brother-in-law’s home 11 miles
east of Friona.

The accident occurred about 1:30
p. m. Mr. Burton and his father-
in-law, Clifford Collins, were help-
ing ‘Bill Pitman move to his home
on the Irby Carlisle farm. They
were at work installing the tele-
vision antenna with Pitman on the
house and Burton holding the guy-
wire, when the wire came in con-
tact with an REA power line.

An estimated 7,200 volts of elec-
tricity passed through Burton's
body, according to authorities. The
forece 'knocked Collins loose from
the wire but he and Pitman were
both uninjured.

Burton was rushed to town by
the Carlisle family, whose home is
near the house Pitman was moving
into. They were watching televi-
sion when the flickering screen
caused them to look for a cause
of the disturbance. They went
outside and found Burton on the
ground.

He was pronounced dead on ar-
rival at Parmer County Hospital.

Funeral services were held in
Chillicothe.
Mr. Burton was born in Knox

City, Texas, June 11, 1928, and
was married in 1945. For the past
year he had been employed in
Muleshoe on the E. M. Humiston
farm.

Don’t Fly Kites
Near Power Lines

March winds are a boon to kite
flyers and kites are in the air. But
now g¢omes this word of caution
from Hank Outland, representative
of Southwestern Public Service Co.
—“don’t fly kites near electric pow-
er lines.”

Safety Expert W. L. Ulrich, agri-
cultural engineer for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service and
secretary of the Texas Farm and
Ranch Safety committee, says re-
ports are coming in from over the
state on accidents or near accidents
involving Kites,

One of the greatest dangers, says
Outland, comes from flying Kkites
near power lines. Should a Kkite
become tangled in.a line, don’t try
to get it down. Leave it there and
call the power company for assist-
ance. A damp string will conduct
electricity and shock could prove
fatal. Above all, he warns against
using metal of any kind in the con-
struction of the kite and of using
string containing metal, such as
Christmas wrapping string, for fly-
ing the Kkite. g

Should such a combination come
in contact with an electric power
line, there’ll be trouble and it
could be very serious.

Outland says it is fun to fly a
properly constructed kite. He sug-
gests taking the Kkite to an open
field or pasture for flying. There
the danger from power lines and
traffic hazards are no problem and
kites can be flown by even the
youngest members of the family.

Method: Melt the fat in a large
skillet over a low heat. Put all the
flour in one end of the skillett and
gradually blend the fat into the
flour, Cook slowly, about 20 min-
utes, to a deep brown color. Stir
constantly. If possible, use a long
handled spoon as the mixture gets
verv hot. Stir in the onions, celery
and green pepper. Cook slowly,
surring occasionally, until the
vegetables begin to be tender and
somewhat transparent. This take
about 15 minutes. Stir in the to-
iratoes, garlic, the 1 tablespoon
salt, thyme and red pepper. Pour
into a soup kettle or a large sauce-
pan holding at least 4 quarts. Add
the 5 cups of water. Cover and siia-
mer 30 minutes.

While the gumbo cooks, put-the
rice, 1 1/2 teaspoons salt and 3
cups water in a 2-quart saucepa.l.

County Farms Are
Highly Mechanized

long acknow-
ledged as one of the most progres-
sive agriculture counties of the
state, recently added another star

Parmer County,

to its crown, when reports from
Texas A and M College Extension
Service proved that it is in one of
the highest areas of mechanization
of sub-regions studied in five states.

The five states, according to
County Agent Joe Jones, were Ar-
kansas, Louisiana, Missippi, Okla-
homa and Texas. Each state was
divided into several regions, de-
pending upon the natural geo-
graphical divisions.

There were 58 economic sub-re-
gions from the five states, and of
this number, Texas had the three
highest areas of mechanization.
They were the High Plains cotton

According to Jones, the South-
western farmers have greatly ex-
panded the use of machinery on
their farms during the past two
decades. The effects of this rapid
adoption of mechanical equipment
is the subject of study by a group
of rural social scientists in the re-
gion.

The report attempts to answer a
number of heretofore puzzling
questions. Among these are: To
what extent is farm mechanization
related to the migration of people
from farms? Does mechanization
tend to increase or decrease farm
tenancy? Does it increase or re-
tard the farmers’ levels of living?

Are the operators of highly me-
chanized farms more likely to be
employed in off-farm jobs than the
operators of the lesser mechanized
farms?

Grasshopper
Warning Issued

The problem of grasshopper in-
festation in Parnmeer County was
emphasized this week when County
Agent Joe Jones received a, report
from the United States Department
of Agriculture indicating that the
northern part of Parmer County
is part of the area listed as hav-
ing severe infestation.

Indicated by a map of the United
States which listed areas as very
severe, the threatening and light,
according to the predictions of
grasshopper damage, the survey

This means there is an estimated
14-28 grasshoppers per square yard,
with heavy damage. to crops ex-
pected throughout the season.

According to the county agent,
the government will cooperate with
farmers and ranchers on large
acreage poisoning and Jones said
he believed that included areas
larger than 10,000 acres.

“Whether or not we will ac-
tually be bothered with hoppers no
one can say for sure, but farmers

should be ever alert, especially in

the northern edge of the county.
It is possible we_ might have 10,-
000 or more acres in any one spot
and get government . help in era-

the hoppers and to be alert to get
them while they are still in their
hatching beds and very small.

“I expect to have more informa-
tion on controls later, for farmers
will certainly want to use the best
and cheapest materials,” Jones ex-
plained.

The survey on grasshopper infes-
tation is from the Plant Pest Con-
trol Branch of the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture. This map is
based upon the results of coopera-
tive grasshopper adult and egg sur-
veys made during the late summer
and fall of 1955.

Surveys reveal Kkinds of  grass-
hoppers which infest an area and
indicate potential severity. Mymp-
bal surveys made each spring im-
mediately before the onset of con-

ticipating states.

tion that the Interdepartmental
Auditorium be provided for {this
conference. The use of the audi-
torium is supposed to be restricted
by regulations to the following:
“a. Agencies of the Federal Gov-
ernment and the Government of the
District of Columbia, for official
use. b. Officially recognized agen-
cies, clubs, or educational units of
the Federal Government or the
Government of the District of Co-
lumbia.” See GSA R3-282-No-
vember, 1953. Regulations and
policies in the past have prohibit-
ed the use of this auditorium for
“special meetings ,meetings of a po-
litical, sectarian, fraternal or sim-
ilar nature.” The General Serv-
ices. Administration granted the use
of the "auditorium to the Civil
Rights conference.

Several of the Members of Con-
gress, including myself, joined in a
wire to the President protesting the
use of the auditorium for that pur-
pose, because the propaganda lead-
ing up to this meeting clearly in-
dicated the political nature of the
meeting. The New York Commun-
ist Daily Worker of February 14,
1956, made the following appeal:
“Support the mass lobby for Civil
Rights in Washington, March 4, 5
and 6.” The chairman of the con-
ference made the following public
statement: ‘The influence of the
assembly on the Congress will de-
pend less upon the number of in-
dividual delegates in attendance
than upon the number of states and
congressional districts represent-
ed.” In other words, the purpose
of the meeting was for lobbying
activities, yet the Administration
granted the use of the auditorium.
Needless to say, all of the signers
of the telegram to the President
were Southerners.

The meeting almost turned into
a cat fight, because representatives
of both the Republican and Demo-
as to who could take the most
cratic parties got into a word fight
credit for desegregation and all: of
the trouble that it has caused in
the last few years. The big ques-
tion is—why have the Republicans
suddenly adopted the Truman Civil
Rights program and tried to ex-
pand it. Looks political from here.

I am happy to say that the only
ones that have come straight down
“the middle of the road on this issue
are the Southerners, and I am
proud to be numbered among them.
