Dead is Clifford Leon Conley,
29, who has been working as a
farm hand for A, B. Kent near
Bovina for the past year.

Smith was awakened at his
home about 3 a. m. Sunday by
some Negro men. They told him
that a man had been shot on the
Hopgood farm four miles east
of Bovina.

. Conley was dead when Smith
‘arrived at the scene. Smith esti-
mates that he died about 2:30
a. m.

Everything is big in Texas.

Or, so goes the saying, and the
ballot which Parmer County voters
will be facing when they go to the
polls to vote in the November 6
general election is in line with
other Texas monstrosities.

The largest in history, the ballot
measures 28 inches in length. It
was so large that there wasn’t a
job press in the printing plant that
would handle it, and had to be
printed on the newspaper press.

The ballot is headed by the list
of candidates representing the
Democratic party, followed by the
Republican and Constitution Party
candidates. Too, there is a column
for the independents, and one for
those wishing to write in a_name
for the national, state, district,
and county offices.

The Democratic party is the only
one having a candidate for each of-

fice. Headed by Adlai Stevenson
and Estes Kefauver, candidates for
president and vice-president, the
Democratic .list has 34 names in
all. There are 32 state, district,
and county offices to be filled, and
they range from governor to pre-
cinct committeemen.

The Republicans have five names
on the ballot, headed by Dwight
D. Eisenhower and Richard M.
Nixon for president and vice-presi-
dent. William R. Bryant is the
Republican  opposing Democrat
Price Daniel for governor.

For attorney general, the Re-
publicans list Leo N. Duran, and
for state commissioner of agricul-
ture, they have Samuel F. Single-
ton. Democratic candidates for
these positions are Will Wilson for
attorney general and John C.
White for commissioner of agri-
culture.

The Constitution party has seven
candidates on the ballot. T. Cole-
man Andrews and Thomas H.
Werdel are the candidates for
president and vice-president, and
Fred T. Spangler is running
against Democrat Martin Dies for
congressman-at-large.

Other candidates representing
the Constitution party are John R.
Anthony for associate justice, su-
preme court, place 2; Joseph M.
Rummler for railroad commis-
sioner; E. G. Brown for comp-
troller of public accounts; and
Bard A. Logan for state treasurer.

Democratic candidates vying for
these positions are Robert W. Cal-
vert, associate justice, supreme
court, place 2; William J. Murray,
Jr., railroad commissioner; Rob-
ert S. Calvert, comptreoller of
nublic accounts; and Jesse James,
Istate treasurer.

The remainder of the Democratic
candidates which emerged on top
during the Democratic primaries,
are unopposed in their bids for
election. :

No names appear on the inde-
pendent ticket. Although his name
is not on the ballot, making a bid
for election as a write-in candidate
is W. Lee ‘“Pappy”’ O’Daniel for
governor. O’Daniel was a candi-
date in the Democratic primary
and finished third, behind Daniel
and Ralph Yarborough.

On the tail end of the ballot
voters will find eight amendments
to the constitution which they are
to vote for or against. They are
as follows:, .

No. 1—The Constitutional Amend-
ment granting power to the legisla-
ture to grant aid arnd compensation
to persons who have paid fines or
have served prison sentences under
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custody at Farwell, reports Chas.
Lovelace, Parmer County sheriff.

Board in Texas. We have all
heard of the graft and scandal
which has been connected with
it in the past, but have you
heard the good things about the
operation of the board?

In the first place some of the
individuals responsible for the
graft are now behind prison
bars, and the State of Texas, as
of August 31, 1956, has recov-
ered judgment for $1,896,041.16
in the courts of Texas on the
land purchases found to be
fraudulent. The administration
of the program now is in the
hands of a new land commis-
sioner on the Veterans’ Land
Board, and in the hands of
Veterans’ Land Committees ap-
pointed by the commissioners’
courts in each of the 254 coun-
ties of Texas.

Since the program started,
there have been 16,960 purchas-
es under the program up to Au-
gust 31, 1956. That figure is
only 1.79% of the eligible Texas
veterans. Of this number of pur-
chases, 784 accounts have been
paid in full. Also, of this
amount, the state has had to
foreclose on only 143 contracts.
This land has been resold to
the highest bidders for $28,777.-
40 more than was due on the
land.

Under the program, the Vet-
erans’ Land Board is authorized
by law to issue bonds with
which to obtain the funds to be
used in the purchase. By pre-
vious amendments approved by

in turn, has been loaned to
Texas veterans to buy land with
at an interest rate of 3%, re-
sulting in a profit to the State
of Texas amounting to $2,307,-
872.15. .

Now, you are asked to de-
cide whether or not this pro-
gram should be expanded and
continued. You will be asked
to vote on an amendment which
would authorize the Veterans’
Land Board to issue an addi-
tional $100,000,000 worth of
bonds, making the total fund
amount to $200,000,000.00. Also,
under the proposed amendment
the Veterans’ Land Board would
consist of the commissioner of
the general land office, and two
citizens of Texas appointed by
the governor, and approved by
the Texas house and senate.

To date, the State of Texas
has indebted itself $100,000,000
for a land buying program
which has Dbenefitted fewer
than two percent of the eligible
veterans in the state.

The proposed amendment ex-
pressly states that the commis-
sioner of the general land office
shall act as chairman of the
board and shall be the adminis-
trator of the veterans’ land pro-
gram.

does not exceed a maximum tax
rate of eighty cents on the one
hundred dollars valuation in any
one year and so long as the court
does not impair any outstanding
bonds or other obligations.

No. 3—The amendment to article
VII of the constitution of the State
of Texas by amending sections 17
and 18 thereof, providing a method
of payment for the construction
and equipment of buildings and
other permanent improvements at
state institutions of higher learn-
ing; and by adding a new section
thereto to be designated as section
ila, providing for the improved
support of The University of Texas
system and the Texas Agricultural
and Mechanical College system by
authorizing the investment of the
permanent university fund in cor-
porate bonds and stocks under cer-
tain conditions and limitations.

No. 4—The constitutional amend-
ment empowering the legislature
to revise the existing teacher re-
tirement system and to broaden the
benefits to employees of public
schools, colleges, and universities
supported wholly or partly by the
state, authorizing that the state’s
contributions for such purposes
shall equal contributions by such
employees and providing that they
do not exceed six per cent of the

Such
funds shail be expended in ac-
cordance with instructions and re-
guirements that may be provided
by law.

No. 6—The constitutional amend-
ment providing the form of the
oaths of office for elective and ap-
pointive officers of the state.

No. 7—The constitutional amend-
ment requiring medical testimony
for commitment of persons of un-
sound mind,”and authorizing the
legislature to provide. for trial and
commitment of such persons and
for waiver of the right of trial by
jury by a person alleged to be of
unsound mind or his next of Kin,
and his attorney ad litem.

No. 8—The amendment to the
constitution providing that a
court, judge or magistrate may
deny bail to a person who has been

convicted of two previous fel-
onies.

Another constitutional amend-
ment, not listed on the general

election ballot, will be voted on
the following «Tuesday, November
13, in a special election. It calls for
giving the legislature the power to
provide for assistance not to exceed
$20 a month out of state funds for
each needy individual, 18 years
of age, or older, who is a resident
of the state and who is permanent-
ly and totally disabled by reason
of his mental or physical handi-
cap.
