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On the first page of the issue of
June 24th, 1909, was an Abilene dis-
patch which said that city was raising
$500,000 for the new Santa Fe Cole-
man-Texico Cutoff, but alas, Old
John Santa Fe ran that railroad some
10 or 15 miles to their southwest.

There ws another dispatch from
Atlanta. Ga,, under date of July 7,
1909, telling of the first meeting of
Southern Commercial Secretaries As-
sociation. Another told of some
of the attractions to be seen that fall
at the El Paso fair.

A dispatch in that issue from Aus-
tin told of the strengthening of the
state liquor laws by the addition of
the Robertson-Fitzhugh bill of the
31st legislature, making it a penalty
to give liquor to a minor without the
written consent of the parents or
guardian. The new law providing for
Experiment Station also went into
effect July 11, 1909.

In our “Experience Meeting”
column of that week, we had one
article from the pen of Rev. P. E.
Riley, pastor of the Methodist
church, giving an opinion of the
religious outlook of the county. The
article was in the main complimen-
tary of the religious outlook of the
county, especially when it was con-
sidered that we were a pioneering
people, hastily thrown together from
various sections. He remarked that
there was no denominational fighting
at that time. The churches then rep-
resented were the Methodist, Baptist,
Presbyterian and Christian. In ex-
planation, will say that the later was
really what we know now as the

church of Christ, as at that time
