94 Rrms Granted 
Charters in December

Austin, Texas, Jan. 22.— A  total 
o f 94 new charters were granted to 
Texas firms during December, 
against 85 in November, an increase 
o f 11 per cent, but 21 per cent be­
low the 119 granted in December, 
1932, according to the University of 
Texas Bureau o f Business Research. 
Only three groups o f businesses 
showed an increase over December, 
1932. For the entire year o f 1933 
a total o f 1,569 charters were grant­
ed, 15 percent less than the 1,844 
granted the previous year.

Capitalization o f the new firms in 
December totaled $1,005,000, which 
was 28 per cent below that o f No­
vember and 71 per cent less than in 
December, 1932. Capitalization o f 
charters granted fo r  the entire year 
1938 aggregated $28,269,000, a de­
cline o f 27 per cent from that o f  the 
previous year.

DETROIT, Mich., Jan. 20.— A 
new automobile marchandising pol­
icy whereby the purchaser will be 
apprised o f the full cost o f his auto­
mobile delivered in front o f his door, 
rather than having to rely on ambig­
uous **t. o. b.”  prices, was annuonced 
here today as effective immediately 
in the entire Chevrolet organization 
by William E. Holler, general sales 
manager o f the company.

A  campaign is now being launched 
among dealers and retail salesmen in 
all parts o f the United States in­
structing them in the new policy and 
apprising them o f the suggested de­
livered price to be quoted in their 
respective communities.

“ We are goirtg to take the blind­
ers o f f  the order blank,’ ’ Mr. Holler 
stated. “ We are going to let every­
body know exactly how much their 
cars will cost them delivered in front 
o f their doors. We are going to 
show exactly what makes up the 
difference between the list, or f. o. b. 
price, and the final delivered cost.

Mr. Holler announced the new 
merchandising plan at his Detroit 
headquarters following his return 
from the New York Automobile 
Show, where final arrangements on 
the new policy were perfected.

As an instance of what the new 
procedure means to car buyers, Mr. 
Holler pointed out that while list 
prices on the company’s new 1934 
models average $70 higher than in 
1933, the actual increase in cost to 
the purchaser in New York is only 
$40. While the list, or “ f. o. b.’ ’ 
price, throughhout the United States 
averages 14 per cent above 1933, the 
delivered costs actually avreage only 
eight per cent higher.

“ I  am confident,’ ’ said Mr. Holler, 
“ that this plan will enable us to de­
liver automobiles all over the coun­
try at a lower price to the purchaser 
than any other make o f volume car.’ ’

Jan. 19.—  W. A. My-| 
rick, Sr., capitalist and a a resident! 
of Lubbock since 1915, died at hisj 
home here early today from an at­
tack o f double pneumonia. He had 
been ill about ten days. |

Bom in Tennessee in 1861, Mr.; 
Myrick came to Beaumont, Texas, 
in 1901 and was engaged in various 
business activities. He constructed, 
the first oil refinery in Beaumont' 
and later became interested in the^ 
construction o f shell roads in that 
section. A t one time he was owner | 
o f the Beaumont Enterprise. From 
1904 until 1906 he was a member o f 
the Texas legislature. Coming to 
Lubbock in 1915, he became owner 
o f a hardware store and later built 
a six-story office building. He or­
ganized the Lubbock Hotel Operat­
ing company after the hotel had been 
built by popular subscription here 
in 1926 and was the largest stock­
holder o f the company at the time 
o f his death.

Always interested in agriculture, 
he established the Myrick farm near 
Shallowater and at one time had 
more than 10,000 acres in cultiva­
tion.

THE PRESIDENTS FINANCIAL  
POLICY

President Roosevelt has asked con­
gress for permission to place the val­
ue o f gold in a dollar at such a price 
as to make it worth only sixty per 
cent o f its former value. Prior to 
this a law had been passed authoriz­
ing the president to call in all the 
gold in the United States and placing 
a penalty upon those who failed to 
deliver any gold in their possession 
to banks. The banks, in turn, sent 
this accumulated gold to the federal 
reserve banks where it is now being 
held

Between three and four billion 
dollars in gold has thus been brought 
into these banks and into the United 
States treasury, most of it in federal 
reserv'e banks. At present prices this 
gold is worth nearly twice as much 
as it was when the order against 
hording was issued.

The big question before congress 
now is who is to receive this profit. 
President Roosevelt and most o f the 
democratic senators and representa­
tives say it should go to the federal 
government since the gold was given 
its increased value by virtue o f the 
laws enacted by congress. A  large 
number o f republican senators and 

j representatives, together with Sena­
tors Gla.ss o f Virginia, Gore o f Okla­
homa and McAdoo o f California, 
are contending that this profit be­
longs to the federal reserv’e banks 
into which the gold was placed by 
government order without any extra 
cost or expense to these banks.

I f  the republican party wishes to 
go before the people o f this country 
in the coming election upon an issue 
o f this nature, the voters will wel­
come an opportunity to express their 
choice in the matter and there is no 
doubt as to the result. I f  these three 
democratic senators think that the 
influence o f the big bankers o f this 
country is strong enough to keep 
them in the senate with a record o f 
this kind, they will find themselves 
badly mistaken when the voters have 
an opportunity to retire them from 
public life. They should see to it that 
their nests are well feathered dur 
ing the present terms in office be­
cause they will probably never have 
another opportunity o f serving their 
present masters— the big bankers of 
Wall Street.— Lovington, (N . M. )

French quotas against American 
goods. Several years ago the French 
discriminated against American ex-j 
ports, and continued to do so until it! 
was pointed out that they could sell 
their w’ines in the United States onlyi 
if they moderated their quota re-j 
strictions. Thanks to alert action by 
the Administration, certain American* 
fruits and manufactured products 
will again find their way into France 
in larger volume. j

Dec. 15 the President concluded 
a reciprocal agreement with CoIom-| 
bia, placing our trade with that coun-j 
try on a sounder basis. Doubtless 
he will seek similar arrangements 
with Spain, which recently announc­
ed a quota system radically reducing 
our exports to that country. Japan, 
too, is hoping to enter into reciprocal 
arrangements.

The new American trade policy is a 
radical departure from the free trade 
ideals o f the classical economist and 
o f the old-time Democrats, as it is a 
departure from the sacred-triff idea 
o f the old-time Republicans. But it 
is the only practical means o f func­
tioning in the present era o f intense 
economic nationalism in controlled 
foreign trade. The President has 
shown that American trade interests 
are safe in his hands.— Star Tele­
gram.

The fact 
that some outstanding electric sys­
tems have been successful in weath­
ering the business depression, does 
not answer the question as to what 
is going to happen to a privately f i­
nanced, heavily taxed plant when > 
Federal, state and municipal govern-1 
ments go into business next door 
with tax-free plants whose deficits.] 
if any, are paid for by the public ̂ 
treasury, ■

Leading utility executives advoca-: 
ting resistance to what they consider! 
unfair demands and legislation, are| 
finding allies in other fields, notably 
life insurance, which is a heavy util-j 
ity investor. No other industry is' 
asked to lower the cost o f its pro­
duct to the consumer at a time when 
all government effort is being given 
to raising prices and wages.

The railroads are likewise striv­
ing for a fair deal for themselves—  
and in this they seem to have the 
support of both the President and 
able, hard-bitten.

Also, it will be asked 
that the Commission’s authority to 
prescribe minimum rail rates be 
abrogated.

Watch the present Congress, not 
only for what it does in running the 
gqi'ernment, but in preparing for 
the political future. In 1934 every 
member o f the House must face the 
electorate once more. Main Repub­
lican trouble is lack o f party dis­
cipline; as soon as a candidate is 
elected on the Republican platform, 
he is apt to desert his party. Con­
trasted with this, the Democrats are 
wonders in maintaining a unified 
front.— Industrial News Review.
