limited to the doctors in attendance
on such cases. Parents, guardians,
houscholders, hotel-keepers, superin-
tendants of institutions, principals of
schools, public, private or parochial,
masters of vessels, owners or opera-
tors of dairies or ice-cream manu-
facturing or distributing plants, are
also charged with the duty of noti-
fying the nearest health officer of
each actual or suspected case of a

Austin, Texas, July 24.—Sales in
Texas department stores during June
made a favorable showing in com-|
parison with the corresponding,
month last year, although there was|
the usual seasonal decline from May|
to June, according to the University
of Texas Bureau of Business Re-
search,

Reports from 93 retail establish-
ments covering all sections of the
state show an increase of 24 per cent
in dollar sales in comparison with!
June last year, and for the first half
of the year, average sales were 24.8
per cent above the corresponding
period in 1933, the bureau’s report
said. The seasonal decline from May
to June was about equal to the aver-|
age of the preceding seven years, or
nearly 16 per cent.

Another favorable feature of the
current retail situation in Texas per-
tains to collections of outstanding
accounts. During June 36 per cent
of these accounts were collected,
compared with 30.3 per cent in June,
1933. .
