BATTLE THE FLY NOW
One o f the best methods of thin­

ning the ranks o f the common house 
fly is to see that it has no place 
to breed. Breeding season begins 
about the first o f June and continues 
through the summer until about the 
first o f November and development 
from the egg to the adult requires 10 
to 14 days. Rapidly fermenting sub­
stances furnish ideal breeding places 
and in urban areas garbage and such 
collections should be kept in a pro­
tected place as much as possible. In 
the country the bamlot is the most 
common breeding place and it should 
be cleaned and hauled to the fields 
at least twice a week i f  possible.

During late fall and winter field and 
bouse mice form the main diet o f the 
Sparrow Hawk, the smallest and most 
beautiful o f our hawk family, accord­
ing to a writer In the Missouri Farmer. 

It 
will sit in a nearby tree while the 
farmer shucks corn out of the shock 
or when be Is hauling fodder out of 
the field, watching for mice which run 
out of the shock.

AUSTIN, Texas, June 24.— Recent 
flcMxls may be responsible for an epi­
demic of t>-phoid fever, declares Dr. 
John W. Brown, State HeaMi Officer. 
Flood conditions have prevailed over 
mo9t of the State and unless the ut­
most precautions are observed to pre­
vent this disease the monetary loss 
from illness may equal the property 
loss.

Typhoid fever is often called a 
“ filth-bome”  disease. It can only 
grow into epidemic proportions under 
conditions which are insanitary. A  
typhoid epidemic means that water, 
milk or food have been contaminated 
with germs from the body discharges 
of a patient or carrier. Contamina­
tion o f milk or food by flies is favor­
ed by a lack o f sanitation.

The prevention of typhoid fever is 
peculiarly a matter o f community 
responsibility. In cities large and 
small most urgent control measures 
are those providing (1 ) proper dis­
posal o f human excreta through sew­
age disposal plants and toilets o f  
sanitation type; (2 ) safe public and 
well water supplies; (3 ) extermina­
tion of flies; (4 ) healthy food haad- 
lers; (5) supervision o f disease car­
riers and (6) public milk supplies o f 
high quality with the added safeguard 
o f careful pasteurisation.

Inoculations with vaccine increaaa 
individual resistance to typhoid fever. 
Such treatments are advised for ex­
posed persons and those who, through 
travel or change of residence are 
subject to varied water, food and milk 
supplies. For the rank and file o fi 
our population, reduction of deaths! 
and sickness from preventable dis-j 
ease like typhoid fever is largely de-j 
pendent upon carrj-ing out the t ix ’ 
above mentioned measures.
