Poll Taxes Can Be Paid
In Friona for First Time

Friona citizens, and others who
live in the northeastern part of
Parmer County, will no longer find
it necessary to make a trip—some-
tinies 80 miles in length—to pay
their poll taxes this year.

They can thank a public spirited
Friona businessman for this: Dan
Ethridge of Ethridge-Spring
Agency, who arranged with Lee
Thompson, county tax assessor-col-
lector, to have receipts issued in
Friona.

This is more or less an historic
moment for Friona, since at no

other time has anyone here ever

been deputized to issue the coun-
ty’s poll tax receipts. It should be
mentioned that application blanks
have been available in previous
years, and that it was possible for
persons away from the county seat
to send these applications to the
courthouse at Farwell and be is-
sued receipts by mail, but so far
as paying for and getting a receipt
in Friona—well, it just hasn’t been
done before.

Ethridge was deputized last
week and has posted a $2,000
bond to cover his authority to

handle public funds in Friona.

“At $1.75 apiece for the poli
taxes, | hope the $2,000 bond will
be enough to protect the people,”
he chuckled this week.

The Friona businessman can't
expect anything except worries
out of what he has undertaken
to do. There is no salary or
commission on the sale of the
receipts attached to the issuance
of them. “We’re not in it to
make money,”” he says.

Duly qualified persons in any
precinct in the county can obtain
receipts in Friona—just as they

Surrounded by 200 newsmen and
photographers, including this one,
and more secret service person-
nel than anyone could accurately
estimate, President Dwight Eisen-
hower made a short appearance
at a farm home northwest of Clov-
is Monday afternoon.

The farm, which was the site
of much hustle and bustle for the
few short minutes, was that of
Raymond Worrell. The president
chatted with Worrell and his fam-
ily, went down to an ensilage pit,
viewed some farm machinery, and

While all this was taking place,
the occurrences around the pres-
ident were more of a spectacle
than the president himself. Most
notable were the photographers,
geing fo any means to get a
close-up of the chief executive,
and the secret service, keeping
the newsmen from interfering
with the president’s four and
conversation.

Photographers were seen stand-
ing on fence posts, atop tractor
wheels and seats, and trailer side-
boards. Playing deaf to the de-
mands of the secret service men,
some hurdled a fence, blocking the
view of the president as he at-
tempted to look at the prime herd
of hogs.

As the president’s party reached
the herd of swine, Secretary of

Agriculture Ezra Benson climbed
through a charged barbed-wire
fence for a close-up look, but
luckily evaded a shock.

The secretary willingly posed
with the hogs for a picture, but
one cameraman found a sow less
agreeable as he tried to get a solo
of the animal. The sow, deaf to
the plea of ‘“Whoa there, you,”
almost upended the lensman as
he tried to get his picture.

One photographer, eyeing a
small tumbleweed rolling by, ran
it down, placed it in a position
where it would not elude his cam-
era’s scope, and then took a pic-
ture.

In spite of the turmoil going on
around him, the president carried
on his conversation in a sense of
solitude, and from his  talk, one
could sense a grave concern over
what the farmer was relating.

He smiled occasionally, once al-
most in jest when a photographer
attempted to get him to look his
way for picture.

From the time of his arrival at
Clovis Air Force Base to the time
of departure, Eisenhower was in
Curry County only an hour and a
half. Arriving at approximately
1:30, he was greeted by Air Force
and New Mexico dignitaries and a

throng of area people, estimated
at 10,000.

He came down from his plane,
waved at the crowd, and entered
Governor Edwin Mechem’s Cad-
illac for the tour, which included
numerous fields, both dryland and
irrigated.

The president’s car was followed
by three convertibles, loaded with
secret service men, and several
buses of newsmen.

The bus on which I was a pas-
senger, broke down just prior to
reaching the base exit, but the Air
Force displayed its efficiency,
having another one for the pas-
sengers with only two minutes de-
lay.

After being delayed a minute
longer while waiting on a passing
freight, the bus caught up with the
tour at the farm.

Enroute to the farm and on the
return to the air base, people
were on hand at each intersection
in an effort to get a glimpse of
the president as he passed by.

The route and every meeting for
the president was strategically
planned, with nothing being over-
looked, even the scheduled freight
which came by minutes after the
departure from the base.

Irrigation farmers in the High
Plains area of Texas, from Sep-
tember 1, 1955 to September 1,
1956, added 710 miles of under-
ground concrete pipe to their ir-
rigation facilities. This makes a
total of 2,532 miles of pipe now
_in use, says George L. Black, Jr.,
@ associate agent in irrigation for the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice with headquarters at Lub-
bock.

Black reports that the first in-
stallation was made in 1948 and
that last year’s additions amounted
to 28 percent of the nine-year
total. “It is a demonstration which
shows that farmers are doing
something on their own to conserve
and get the most efficient use from
the water pumped for irrigation
on their farms,” says the engi-
neer.

Advantages cited for the under-
ground concrete pipe installa-
tions are the elimination of water
losses from ditch seepage and
evaporation, does away with the
weed problem on. ditches, makes
for easier and more complete culti-

vation of all field areas, permits
the tying together of two or more
wells which cuts labor costs and of
major importance, permits better
water distribution over the entire
farm. Black says that evapora-
tion losses alone in the area range
from 70 to 80 inches annually.

The cost of installing an under-
ground irrigation system is high
points out Black, but since its 1
ing qualities are very good, the
savings made in water, labor ai
better water distribution make it
a paying proposition.

State  Conservationist H. N.
Smith of the U. S. Soil Conserva-
tion Service reports growing inter-
est on the part of municipalities
eager to pay added costs to pro-
vide needed water storage behind
floodwater retarding dams.

Smith explained that the dams
are designed as detention struc-
tures primarily. Their purpose is
to slow down flood waters and re-
lease them automatically at a rate
stream channels can hold. Each
dam must first be justified on the
basis of its usefulness in flood
prevention. Water storage for any
purpose other than flood preven-
tion must be secondary and in
keeping with state law.
Applications for SCS help under
the comparatively new Watershed
Protection and Flood Prevention
Act (Public Law 566) now total
113, Smith reported. Modification
of the Act has made it easier for
municipalities and special purpose
districts to make use of the pro-
gram in meeting local water
needs.

In the new watershed protection,
municipalities or other authorized
organizations can build water stor-
age into a flood water retarding
structure by paying the difference
in cost, Smith explained. The city
of Kaufman, in the Kaufman-Van
Zandt Soil Conservation District,
was the first Texas city to take
advantage of the water- storlng op-
portunity.

High Plains Station
Now in Operation

Preparation for the 1957 ecrop
year got under way at the High
Plains Station of the Texas Re-
search Foundation at Halfway last
week. Clearing away old fences
and plowing has been started. Con-
struction of a pole shed for equip-
ment gstorage is wunder way.
Sponsors of the project were de-
lighted to see this long desired re-
search in operation.

The 310 acre research farm at
Halfway was purchased in two
separate agreements. Harold Hinn
purchased the 157-acre east half of
the site and through the Harvest
Queen Foundation, has given this
acreage to the ,High Plains Sta-
tion - on a 25-year lease at $1 a
year for agricultural research.
The purchase of the west half of
the station, consisting of 153 acres
has been underwritten by George
Green, president of Green Ma-
chinery Company of Plainview.

The purchase price of this land
is to be repaid to Green over the
next five years by the Texas Re-
search Foundation from funds
subscribed to the High Plains Sta-
tion by farmers and business con-
cerns.

In addition to Dr. T. C. Long-
necker, head, and Dr. Johnny
Davis, associate head, Reuben
Cargill, foreman, and Jesse Reed,
assistant foreman, are on the job
at the station. The office for the
High Plains Station will remain at
7042 West 5th Street in Plain-
view until additional funds are
available for the construction of a
headquarters building at Halfway.

When you buy a home you gen-
erally agree with the previous
owner on a schedule of adjust-
mentg for taxes, insurance, water
rates and similar items. However,
you and the previous owner can
deduct this real estate tax in pro-
portion to the number of days of
the property tax year that each
of you held the property--whether
or not you have agreed to appor-
tion the tax.

You are considered to have paid
your share of the tax when you
bought the home. This applies fo
any real estate you may have
purchased during 1956.
DEDUCTIBLE AUTO EXPENSES
From the time you buy an auto-
mobile you begin to have other
expenses which are deductible on

your federal lincomse- tax return,
Any state or local sales tax you
paid on the car purchase is de-
ductible. So is the cost of your

license plates, state inspection fees ,

and interest on an auto loan. -

A common deduction in many
taxpayers’ returns is for stae
gasoline tax. It is best to keep¥*a
record of your gasoline purchases
during the year, but if you don’t
have such a record you can still
make a reasonable estimate.

If you had a collision, you may
be able to deduct for the damage
to your own car not covered by
insurance. Although your driving
may have been faulty, you are
entitled to the deduction if the
accident was not due to y‘r
negligence. :
