With the 50 young 
members who are under 30 years of 
age and who will be serving their 
first time, it can be expected that 
personal ambition will have to do 
with the general trend of legislation. 
My opinion is that these very young 
men will be more conservative than 
most people expect. Most of them 
have had good educational advant­
ages and they will realize the danger 
o f trying to build Rome in a day or a 
political record in one session of the 
legislature.

While some renmrks have already 
been made about a “ kid”  legislature, 
I look for these young men, coming 
under the tongue of good report from 
their home counties, to act cautious­
ly and counsel freely with the older 
members o f the House in formulating 
their legislative policy. The older 
members have had the opportunity in 
previous sessions to observe the 
eagerness of youth to too quickly 
build a record, and they will no doubt 
endeavor to give the young men the 
benefit of their experience in ap­
proaching the solution o f the many 
issues that are sure to arise.

This Tcrraplane captured the 
famous South Africa Golden Jublilce 
Koad Race when it beat 41 other 
cars, including nvany European and 
American popular makes, recently. It 
was driven by two o f South Africa's 
famous road racers. C .L . Engelbrecht 
(left), and F R. H. Hopley (right).

The victory o f an American car 
in the Nairobi-Rand race is com­
mented upon somewhat aristfully, 
if not sadly, by South African news­
papers. The following, taken from 
the Cape Argus o f  Capetown it in­
dicative o f  the feeling stirred by 
the failure o f British manufaetur- 
er* to capture this event. The 
article, which it written under the 
head “ 46 Miles an Hour”  follosrs:

“ Nothing for years hat dealt such a 
shattering blow to the romantic 
tradition o f  a ‘darkest Africa’ as the 
Nairobi-Rand motor car race which 
ended last night. True the adnners 
o f  this race dosm half a continent 
occasionally killed a leopard at 60 
miles an hour, and in other ways the 
essential elements o f romance were 
preserved in the race; but it remains 
an astonishing thing that men arc 
now able to  drive from Kenya to 
South Africa in less than two and a 
half days. Any driver who has 

* ventured on a long country trip knows 
that it is exceedingly d i f i i^ t  to 
average 40 miles an hour over a 
stretch o f 200 miles or so. The daring 
young men who have performed so 
well in this race covered 2800 miles 
at an average of 46. Dongas, leopards, 
giraffes, thunderstorms and other in­
cidentals obviously meant littlt to 
them. The Africa o f  the fanciful 
BoveUst. the Africa o f cannibals and

gorillas, is not the Africa that these 
racers traversed so swiftly.

“ This Na'irobi Rand road race is 
one o f the “ side-shows" o f the Em­
pire Exhibition. As such it may be 
pardoned a trifle o f flamboyance. N o­
body will maintain that it was neces­
sary or that its organizers aimed to 
prove anything in particular; it was 
arranged like a Roman circus to 
please the crowd. Yet the race has 
done more than provide a topic o f 
talk for diners out; it has emphasized 
the sure efficiency o f  the American 
product. For almost 20 years this 
country has been asking the British 
motor manufacturer to produce a car 
designed for South African conditions, 
a car srith adequate clearance, a 
sturdy chassis a i^  horsepower suf­
ficient to  conquer hills and maintain 
a high average speed. Some o f tha 
British factories have responded, and 
some o f their cars (built as always 
with that craftsmanship which only 
Britain seems to achieve) have come 
near satisfying the demands o f this 
exacting country. But one must 
recognize that American principles o f 
motor car manufacture have en­
joyed a triumph in this road race. 
Relatively, the road race to the Rand 
has been a far greater success than 
the much publicised air race, since a 
dozen o f the 42 cars finished within 
six hours o f  the winner. ^ In  an 
international contest the British 
manufacturer has not achieved that 
success srhich twould have proved a 
valuable advertisement in these days 
o f  intensive commercial competition.

Citizens of Muleshoe and surround­
ing area last week witnessed the 
culmination of a murder trial in Mule- 
shoe in Bailey county, not only in 
the fact that it was filled with in­
terested and curous spectators; but 
also on the fact that the trial witness­
ed the last chapter of approximately 
410,000 expense it had cost citizen 
taxpayers of this county to bring this 
man to justice.

The actual cost of that trial, in­
cluding a $250 reward already paid 
was $800 to Bailey county and $510 
to the State of Texas, including an­
other reward o f $250, which the 
State had agreed to pay upon con­
viction. One sheriff, in his efforts to 
locate the offender, spent approxi- 

 ̂mately $4,000; two other sheriffs 
t ^jent several hundred dollars each,
! wWle Bailey county during th« p»ri 

19 years has appropriated several 
thousand dcllars in •'z effort to locate 
the man and bring him to justice.

The total cost of the trial held here 
last week was $1,360, besides all 
these other sums expended— all of 
which came out of the pockets of the 
property owning tax-payers of this 
county. Ten thousand dollars would 
have met a large amount of other 
legitimate county expenses; but it 
had to be spent in behalf of justice.

Few people stop to realize it; but 
crime in many counties, furnish the 
biggest single item of expense to tax­
payers. Verily, crime doesn’t pay, any 
way one looks at it.— Muleshoe 
Journal.

In this case the defendant offered 
as an alibi the statement that hi« 
“ mind went blank.” A Bailey county 
jury gave him eight years. At the 
same time his blank mind did not pre­
vent him from getting married six 
time.s. according to testaraony offer­
ed in his trial.

In .Amarillo, about the .«ame time, 
a jury gave another defendant offer­
ing a “ blank mind”  alibi, 20 years 
in which to collect his thoughts. In 
either case, a defenseless woman had 
been brutally murdered.— Clarendon 
Leader.

STARTS, STOPS QUICKLY

Having crptured a large array o f 
records for performance, endurance 
and quick “ get-away”, this 1937 
H udson-built Terraplane dem on­
strated its quick stopping ability re­
cently when it established several 
phenomenal marks for braking. The 
picture shows Amerrcan Automobile 
Association officials recording one o f 
the quick stops.

From a sp e^  o f  20 miles an hour, 
this stock Terraplane was stopped 
in seven feet nine inches with the 
new Duo - Autom atic hydraulic 
brakes. In California, where the 
tests were made under official obser­
vation o f the American Automobile 
Association contest board, the legal 
requirement for this distance is 37 
feet.

Going at a speed o f 30 miles an 
hour, the new Terraplane was 
brought to a stop in 40 feet 10 inches, 
as cempared with the IcgM require­
ment o f 83 feet. At 40 miles an hour, 
the Terraplane was stopped in 69 
fset, 7 inches. The code specifies 14S 
feet as satisfactory for this speed.

Marks nearly as good were set by 
the oicht cy’lint’er and much larger 
1937 Hud«on, which tiro is equipped 
w th  the double braking system, by 
oflicial check. In addition to the 
hydraulic brakes on these cars, there 
is an aduitioncl set o f  safety mechan­
ical brakes, which operate from the 
same brake pedal. They are instant­
ly brought into service if anything 
happens to the hydraulic syst.-m.
