Miscellaneous $22,440.00.

Making a total sum of $253,518.

Note that this estimate does not
include the purchase money for
the land.

For the present this program is
nothing more than a suggestion
lof the CAA, based on the request
of Congress. Before the program
\could be carried out, Congress
|would have to enact legislation
and make appropriations. Both
the federal government and the
localities would share in the costs
upon a basis to be fixed by future
legislation.

This information is of interest
to your city, and I know you
would like to have it. We are all |
interested in the plans for avia-
tion development.

Men entitled to military pref-
erence should submit proof of
honorable discharge and Form 14
(blue) in addition to application
Form 57. These forms and addi-
tional information may be ob-
tained from the local secretary in
any first or second class post of-
fice or by writing of the Region-
al Director, Tenth U. S. Civil
Service Region, 210 South Har-
wood Street, Dallas, Texas. In-
quiries may also be made at War
Department Rating Boards and
Labor Boards at Naval establish-
ments. Applications should be
filed with the Rating Board or
Labor Board in the locality in
which employment is desired or
with the Regional Director if em-
ployment in Dallas is desired. Ap-
pointments will be made in ac-
cordance with ‘War Manpower
Commission employment stabili-
zation policies.

'Christmas Bonuses

Approved By WLB

Christmas bonuses up to $25 in
cash may be paid by employers
without ¢ptaining permission
from the War Labor Board, ac-
cording to the latest issue of La-
bor’s Confidential Analyst.

Bonuses in excess of $25 may
also be paid if such bonuses were
customary in the past, or if the
payment follows an established
plan of the employer.

A ruling of the War Labor
to this effect was adopted to
avoid a repetition of last vear’s
experience when employers del-
uged the board waith request for
information as to whether they
could distribute turkeys, candy
or other gifts to their employees.
