If the decision had 
favored the PMG, henceforth, if a 
Democratic PMG happened to 
think that a Republican publica­
tion was not the class of litera­
ture that the people should have, 
it could be excluded from the 
mails, or vice versa. So, once 
more the freedom of the pres.s 
has been sustained in this Re­
public.

Last week in glancing over the 
Hardeman County Times, pub­
lished at the county seat, Bolivar, 
Tennessee, we noted that the de­
pot at Middleton, along wdth 
three freight cars, one loaded 
with lunvber had burned.

An Ordinance—

That it shall herafter be unlaw­
ful for any person, firm or cor­
poration to take from any fire 
hydrant which is supplied with 
water from the City of Brown­
field w’ater system any water 
without the written consent of 
the City Superintendent; pro­
vided this 'Shall not apply to the 
Fire Department.
Section 3.

Any' person, firm or corpora­
tion who takes water from any 
fire hydrant in the City of 
Brownfield, or any person, firm 
or corporation who takes water * 
from any fire hydrant which is 
supplied with water from the 
City Water System without the 
written consent of the City Sup­
erintendent, except the Fire De­
partment of the City of Brown­
field shall be deemed guilty of 
a misdeameanor and on convic­
tion shall be fined not exceeding 
$100.00; and each time said wa­
ter is so taken from such fire 
hydrant shall constitute a sep­
arate offense.
Section 4.

The fact that water is being 
taken from fire hydrants in the 
City of Brownfield and from fire 
hydrants supplied with water 
from the City Water System of 
the City of Brownfield, Texas, 
without permission of the City, 
Superintendent, by others than 
the fire department, creates an ' 
emergency and imperative public i 
necessity requiring the suspen-' 
sion of the rule that ordinances 
shall be read at three meetings 
of the City Council. Said rule is' 
therefore suspended, and this' 
ordinance is put upon its final 
reading and passed by a v'ote of 
four ayes and no nays.

Colored Sergeant 
Retires Here

S/Sgt. Robert Fuller, w’ell 
known Brownfield colored man, 
after three years service with the 
? my in the Pacific Islands, and 
with 179 points, came in recently 
to retire to civil life. His first act 
was to have his discharge papers, 
which were crowded with merit­
orious citations, recorded and his 
next was to the Ration Board, for 
his first book. Our Cub Reporter, 
who wishes every race, creed and 
kind, to have their just dues, in 
a lenghty interview, found him 
very intelligent and interesting.

Robert went with the very first 
shipment of troops to the Pacific, 
landing in Australia, in New 
Guinea, and nearby islands, fin­
ishing up with the task force 
that taken Leyte. His job was to 
haul munitions up to the front, 
with the jungles so thick they 
often met the Japs hand to hand, 
before either knew it. “God made 
them jungles a million years ago, 
went off and left ‘em, and no­
body bothered them, till now,” 
the fallen leaves and muck often 
waist deep. His worst complaint 
was the sultry heat, fever and 
insects. Often a rain in torrents 
for a few minutes, then the sun 
shines out hot, and many boys 
suffered sunstrokes, toppling 
over. Their supplies and heavy 
weapons were carried over the 
Stanley mountains by the natives, 
who can carry unusual heavy 
loads, on their heads and back,

Sgt. Fuller says the Japs are 
hard fighters, very cunning and 
tricky. Our men have to take no 
chances, and few prisoners. They 
come out with raised hands, in 
rurrender, then when close 
enough will pull one or more 
hand granades, and kill or wound 
several of our men, with himself. 
Fuller was head of a platoon of 
fifty men, and 15 trucks, always 
on detached duty. Just before any 
landings, the air force bombed 
all installations possible, and the 
Navy’s long range guns would 
make a “ prairie out of the 
jungle,” where they landed. He 
stressed the value of teamwork, 
between the many branches of the 
military, and among their own 
men, and remarked, that their 
main object was to live and help 
their buddies live.

The Sargeant, has five major 
battle stars, good conduct rib­
bons and a Presidential citation. 
Loud in his praise of his General 
Kreuger, who he declares merits 
more credit than he is getting.

He is little nen'ous and jit­
tery, and desires, quietude for 
a while.
