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The terrible dark cloud that
lingered over Silverton for only
45 seconds to a minute is gone
now—but its memory is en-
graved in the hearts  of the
people of that community.

Although no one knows who
turned it on, the town’s fire

siren mysteriously wailed
away just a few minutes be-
fore the calamity roared

down on the Eastern Plains
community Wednesday night,
and gave warning fo the cau-
tious. f

!
. Residents have now decided
that the lightning from the

storm shorted a ecircuit and
caused the siren to sound, and
thus the tornade may have

actually announced itself.

But pitifully few’ took heed
to the erie call during the
night, and as a consequence,
20 or more are now dead. This
ought to be a real lesson to a
town like Friona, which in
many respects resembles
Silverton.

There is no really well or-
ganized system of warning here,
although a few dedicated people
try to watch the sky and have
plans to warn the town if possi-
ble.

Actually, Friona is not or-
ganized to meet the require-
ments of disaster defense
should such a storm come to
this community.

Perhaps the tragedy at Silver-
ton will underscore the need for
an adequately manned GOC
post here, preferably with a
station on the water tower, an
elevator, or some other good
vantage point. -

Also, perhaps the agony of a
sister Plains town will result
in a renewed interest in Civil
Defense work — which was
popular during the war but
which is about dead now.

Somebody raised the question
the other day over a cup of cof-
fee: Doesn’t the state constitu-
tion in some way provide for the
establishment of a junior college
in every county in the state?

That was a new one to us,
and we had to give a shrug-
shoulder answer. The next
day, we were talking with
Raymond Cook, Friona princi-
pal, and it was news to him,
foo.

But conversation on the sub-
ject aroused our curiosity all
the more, and sent us to our
number one reference for any-
thing that has to do with Texas
—the state almanae.

Reading the chapter on edu-
cafion in Texas was interest-
ing, but it shed no direct light
on the subject. Most of us are
familiar with the junior col-
lege in Amarillo, which is be-
coming increasingly popular
as a two-year preparafory
school for senior colleges and
universities all over the
country.

Less familiar hereabouts are
the junior colleges at Clarendon
and Borger. Lately, we’ve been
reading of the troubles they’ve
been having over at Wichita
Falls, where Midwestern Uni-
versity (made a 4-year college
in 1946), has been trying to
work itself into the state educa-
tional system.

Apparently, finances for
Midwestern have been a little
tight in recent years. They
have been in most privately
supported schools, too, big
and little. Midwestern, we
understand, is city-owned (as
is Borger Junior College).

The trend for new small col-
leges is to put them in small
and medium-sized towns. Friona
would make a good location for
a small college, we sincerely
believe, but such a thing is
more of a dream than a prac-
ticality.

First and foremost, who is
going to dig up the big initial
investment for permanent fa-
cilities? That’s the big hurdle
in starting today. The era of
dragging in old government
surplus facilities is about over.
Except for a nice administra-

tion building, ENMU in Por-
tales moved along for several
years with primarily an ‘“‘army
surplus’’ campus. So do lots of
other schools.

Many of the classrooms
were converted barracks
buildings, as were some of the
dorms. The tremendous

For Volume Users

Friona Growers and Ship-
pers, local vegetable proces-
sing firm, can look forward to
enjoying volume water rates
the same as Hereford’s, fol-
lowing action taken Monday
afternoon at a special city
commission meeting.

The commission took action
after being handed a petition
by several members of the
Friona Chamber of Com-
merce. Over 50 signatures
were on the document.

In the petition was a request
that an ‘“‘industrial rate’” be
created, and suggested that the
price of water be dropped to
around 10 cents per thousand
gallons, after 100,000 gallons
had been used.

Attending the meeting were
Elmer Euler, representing the
packing shed, J. C. Claborn,
C of C president, and Andy
Hurst, Joe Ferrell, Elroy Wil-
son, W. H. Graham Jr., Wesley
Foster, and Ralph Roden.

A long discussion on water
rates developed, with numerous
formulas being talked. City
Clerk Roy Wilson presented
figures to show that it costs the
city 9% cents per thousand gal-
lons to pump water and main-
tain the system needed for its
distribution.

Mayor A. W. Anthony and
Commissioners J. G. McFar-

land and Oscar Baxter empha-
sized that the city needs all the
revenue it can get from its
water system, especially since
another well will have to be
drilled in the near future to pro-
vide for an expanding need.
Euler explained that the local
shed would have to meet com-
petition found in Hereford in
order to attract vegetables here
for processing. ‘“We’re trying to
get things so we can process
them as cheaply as anybody,”
he told the commission.
Previously, the shed has been
paying 15 cents a thousand for
all the water it uses in excess

of one million gallons per
month. The discrepancy be-
tween this rate and the S

cent-a-thousand rate now offered
residential users (for over
50,000 gallons) during the sum-
mer as a special inducement
to grow lawng was brought up
by the supporters of a redue-
tion for the shed.

The commission turned
down the suggestion of cre-
ating a special rate classifica-
tion for industrial users.
““We've got to freat every-
body alike,”” McFarland stat-
ed and Mayor Anthony and
Baxter agreed that it would be
better to set rates up so that
any user who bought a large

l volume ‘of water would be

entitled to the cheap rate—
no matter what might be his
business.

The discussion ended with a
decision to ““match Hereford,”
since that was the principal
competition for Friona users,
and Clerk Wilson is fo ex-
amine the Hereford rates and
work out a formula that will
make Friona’s on a par with
the Deaf Smith city’s rate.

(The .low Hereford rate had

been quoted at 9 cents a
thousand—6 cents cheaper than
Friona’s.)

In other matters .given study,
the commission decided to pay
Bill' Sheehan, local attorney, 15
per cent of the back taxes that
have been -collected.

They also bought $537 worth
of chemicals to be used by the
city in the coming summer
months.

Statements from General Tele-
phone Company were passed
out to the members of the com-
mission for their inspection.
The firm is requesting a rate
increase from the city, and
this request will be given study
at the next regular meeting,
which will be Monday, June 3.

The commission hinted that
they will not look with favor
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upon a rate increase at this
time.

H"s Cotton

Although no official ceremony
or other activity is planned for
the area in celebration of the
event, National Cotton Week is
being observed in Parmer
County.

The Parmer County area is
the heart of one of the most
‘“‘cotton conscious’’ regions of
the United States, since within
the past 10 years that crop has
become the number one money-
maker for area farmers.

Heavy cotton production be-
gan to be noticed about five
years - ago—with the extensive
development of the tremendous
irrigation program now produc-
ing bumper crops of all varie-
ties.

Cotton seemed to be one of
the most responsive of all crops
to what this part of the Plains
had to offer: A good, deep soil,
abundant water, a warm, sunny
spring and summer, and mild
falls. The Plains climate is a
“just barely’’ climate for cot-
ton, so far as frosts are con-
cerned. But, on the average,
cotton does very well here.

Also, not to be forgotten are
the conditions of level and open
fields in the Plains, which have
been ideally suited to mechaniz-
ed cotton production — from the
planting and cultivating right
up through harvesting with me-
chanical boll pullers.

Just about the time that grow-
ers began to take to the irrigat-
ed cotton in big acreages, con-
trols came along and stifled the,
march of cotton to the front.

Back in 1950, the county had
a cotton allotment of 5,000 acres,
but there wasn’t even enough.
interest to plant that much.
About 3,600 acres were planted,
to cotton. ‘

In 1951, though, interest real-i
ly picked up, and in a year of'
no controls, the volunteer acre-
age jumped to 31,500 .acres.
People thought that was a lot.
of cotton for this western Plains
county, but things were just
starting to roll. The 1952 acre-
age also uncontrolled —
zoomed to 80,000 acres, and in
1953, the last year in which!
growers have been free to plant
as they wish, 103,000 acres were
planted to the fibrous crop.

But shrinking world markets:
and greatly expanded produc-
tion in other parts of the coun-

try produced a surplus of the
basic commodity, and in 1954,
controls returned.

The 1954 allotment almost cut
the previous year’s acreage in
two—56,000 acres. But, that hap-
pened to be the greatest produc-

ing year the county had ever.

Soybeans are a legume plant
which adds nitrogen to the soil.
They are adapted to all culti-
vated soils in Parmer County
under irrigation.

Suggested planting dates are
between May 1 and June 20.
Large seed varieties should. be
planted from 20 to 40 pounds
per acre in rows, 7 to 10 pounds
when interplanted. Small seed
varieties should be planted fronr
15 to 30 pounds in rows and 5
to 8 pounds - interplanted.

Planting depth is from 1 to 3
inches deep and all seed should
be properly inoculated before
planting.

Oil varieties are Ogden, Man-
chu, Lee, Jackson, and Arksoy.
Hay varieties are Pelican, Red
Tanner, and Laredo.

soft brush or cloth. Work fast.
Rinse fast also, using clear
lukewarm water. Two or more
rinsings may be needed.

Dry the slats with a soft
cloth, then hang the blind up at
the window so the tapes can
dry. While it is drying, the blind
should be extended all the way
down. Give the tapes a good
stretch. When the tapes are
completely dry, apply a thin
coat of liquid wax to the slats.
The wax will prevent dust from
sticking to the shade quite so
readily. And when the slats are
dusted, they will be cleaner.

Speed is especially important
if the slats are made of wood.
If the wood soaks up water, it
may warp or the paint may
peel. Handle your venetian
blinds with care so that no paint
is chipped from the slat.

The first step is brushing off
all. surface dust. Use the dust-
ing brush of your vacuum clean-
er or a clean soft cloth for this
job.

Once the dust is all off, whip
up a suds in the bathtub or
laundry tub. Use water and a
mild synthetic detergent which
should be completely dissolved.

Something “new’’ 1is being
tried out in the cotton growing
business by an old friend of
ours. O. L. Thompson, who lives
about eight miles southwest of
Texico into New Mexico, is de-
liberately overplanting his allot-
ment — and figures on harvest-
ing it, too.

We went to school wth O. L.
or many years, and know that
he isn’t the kind of a fellow to
jump into water he figures he

can’t swim out of, so it will be
interesting to see what happens.
Two years ago O. L. made ap-
plication for a new grower’s al-
lotment in Curry County. He
came up with a one-acre allot-
ment. Then, this year, he got a
three-acre allotment — still not
really enough to worry about.
So, he’s overplanting his allot-
ment by ten fold — that’s right
—deliberately seeding 30 acres
to cotton. The way he figures it,
he can afford to grow the cotton
outside of hig allotment and
pay the penalty for such action,
and still make some money."
If we understand the deal cor-
rectly, O. L. will have to pay a
penalty of 50 per .cent parity,
based on the average production
of Curry County. Since cotton
is such a minor crop in this
New Mexico county, the yield
has been very low, and there-
fore, the penalty eomes to about

0. L. says he believes he can
cough up the $33, plus regular
farming costs, and come out
ahead. One reason why he feels
this way is that he has modern
equipment, and plans to do the
job all-mechanically. He will
strip the bolls and doesn’t even
figure to hand pull the early
white cotton.

“I believe that I can come
out just as well as the other
fellows around me who plant
their allotments and then pay
out a lot of labor to hand-pull
their cotton,’”” he tells us. ~

0. L. says his farm, which
has a new well on it, will be
ideal for. cotton growing. It has
a deep fine sand soil that will
really put on the lint.

Neighboring newspapers tell
us’ that cucumber acreage in
400-acre tracts has been con-
tracted this year in the Mule-
shoe, Hale Center, and Lockney
areas. We haven’t heard a
squeak about pickle production
in our neck of the woods.

Wonder how come the good
farmers of Texico-Farwell, Bo-
vina, Friona and other area
communities got left out of thig
deal? We understand that a
processor from the Rio Grande
Valley has done the contracting.

Parmer County farmers have
a Wheat allotment of 109,445
acres for 1958, it was announc-
ed this week by the county
ASC office. This is a jump over
last year’s by some 6,745 acres.
The increase will give more
acres to the old growers as
well as the new ones, says
Prentice Mills, ASC manager.
He adds, “Actually, Parmer
County was due for a cut in the
allotment, but a new figuring
process accounted for the
boost.”

Mills points out that in the
past the county acreage in
Texas has been determined by
the lowest of the five and ten
year averages of the number of
acres planted. This year it was
changed by the state ASC
board and the average of both
the five and ten year plantings
determined the acreage.
During the past few years,
some county farmers have tak-
en wheat acreage out of produc-
tion, which would have lowered
Parmer’s allotment this year

had it been figured as in the
past.

Wheat Allotment
Rises 6,745 Acres

The state allotment was about
the same as last year’s, Mills
says.

* % * ¥

June 20 has been set as the
date for wheat growers in
Parmer County and the nation
to vote ‘‘yes” or ‘‘no” on the
1958 wheat marketing quotas,
recently proclaimed by Secre-
tary of Agriculture Benson.

At least two-thirds of the
producers voting in the refer-
endum must approve quotas
before they can be put into ef-
fect. If quotas are approved,
wheat growers who comply with
their allotments will be eligible
for the price support on their
entire production.

It is pointed out that any
wheat grower who will have
more than 15 acres of wheat
will be eligible to vote in the
referendum. If marketing
quotas are approved, the na-
tional average support will be
not less than $1.78 per bushel.

In Parmer County, polling
places will be set up in Far-

well, Lazbuddie, Bovina, and
Friona.

1 cup drained diced peaches
1 cup of drained pineapple
tidbits
1 cup diced maraschino cher-
ries
1 package strawberry flavored
gelatine
1 cup hot water
% cup combined peach and
pineapple juice
1 tablespoon maraschino cher-
ry juice
1 3 oz. package cream cheese
1 tablespoon lemon juice
% teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons mayonnaise
1% cup whipped cream
1 cup miniature marsh-
mallows
Drain fruits and chill. Reserve
juice. Dissolve gelatine in hot
water. Add fruit juices and chill
until partially congealed. Blend
cream cheese with lemon juice,
salt, mayonnaise. Fold in whip-
ped cream. Beat chilled gelatine
until light and fluffy. Fold in
cream cheese mixture and
fruits. Pour into chilled, butter-
ed 9 inch pie pan. Freeze until
firm. Serve on crisp lettuce and
garnish 'with whipped cream,
coconut snowballs, or additional
maraschino cherries.,
Coconut Snowballs
Blend two 3-ounce packages
cream cheese with enough sour
cream to barely soften.
