Lots of tim es, w hen people begin 
talk ing  of such facilities in a town, 
a lot of people appear to get 

’ scared  th a t such a place w ill be 
ju s t a pretense to get off to a 
w hoop-’em -up affair. But, as m ost 
of the  Lions a re  dad’s them selves, 
no  such idea comes to them . W hat 
they  intend, as w e understand, is 
a place w here these  youngsters 
can m eet together, w ell chapar- 
oned, of course, to pass an  a fte r­
noon or evening w ith  kids of the ir 
ow n age.

We a re  hearing a lot these days 
about youth  delinquency, and a 
lo t of th is is laid  a t our own door, 
because w e a re  too selfish to see 
th a t th e  youngsters hav'e the  
righ t k ind  of environm ent, and 
not have to dig up some kind  of 
questionable diversion them selves. 
I t is an  easy m atte r to influence 
young people, and it can be for 
good or bad.

The H erald believes the  young 
people of Brownfield and vicinity 
a re  on a par w ith  t h ^ e  of any 
tow n and com m unity m e size of 
Brownfield. R arely does the law  
have to step in to check them . 
But w hat few  cases we do have, 
m ight have been prevented  if 
these young boys had some place 
to take  dow n th e ir hair, as it 
w ere, and en ter some harm less 
sport, or play, superintended by 
adults who really  have the  w el­
fare  of the young people a t heart.

So, le t’s not throw  any stones in 
the w ay of the Lions in  th is  fo r- 
■ward undertaking. R ather le t us 
jo in  them , w hether w e belong to 
the Lions, some other Civic Club, 
o r nothing. We can all help, and 
it w ill be to our in terest to help. 
Courts are  the  m ost costly thing 
the  tax  payer has to face. L et’s 
have less court setups to  curb  the  
youth  th a t steps out of line. L et’s 
provide something b e tte r than  
tria l juries.

Farm  income for 1945 was tw en­
ty and a ha lf billion dollars, ac­
cording to an estim ate ju st re ­
leased by the  B ureau of A gricul­
tu ra l Economics. And so, for the 
seventh consecutive year, agricul­
tu ra l m arketings increased over 
the previous year. For the four 
w ar years farm  income totaled 
sev^enty-five billion dollars. The 
figure for 1939, the  first year of 
the cu rren t upsw ing, was a little  
less than  eight billion. Economists 
of the  U. S. D epartm ent of A gri­
culture, though, are  predicting 
tha t farm  income has reached its 
peak and they look for 1946 to be 
a little  under the 1945 high.

Boys receiving th is degree are 
given a golden key from the S tate 
office and an  area banquet is 
held for them  in Lubbock.

First National Bank 
To Handle Vet 
Training Program

According to Clovis K endrick of 
the F irst N ational Bank, his firm  
is now prepared  to tra in  a lim ited 
num ber of re tu rned  W ar V eterans 
in the banking profession. Accord­
ing to available inform ation, it is 
believed th a t the  F irst N ational 
is the second bank in the sta te  to 
affiliate w ith th is plan.

Known as the V eterans Voca­
tional R ehabilitation Plan, the V et­
eran  is paid w’hat is norm ally the 
usual wage for a beginner and the 
governm ent pays the  difference to 
bring the  pay up to par w ith  a 
fully trained  employee. As the 
V etrran  gains in proficiency, the 
em ploying firm  increases the  sal­
a ry  and the  governm ent decreases 
its pa rt by the sam e am ount. This 
continues until the veteran  is 
fully qualified and the  employing 
firm  is paying the en tire  am ount.

N um erous o ther Brownfield 
firm s are  now taking steps to set 
up a train ing  program  w ith the 
sam e agency and it should be 
possible in the very near fu ture  
for a veteran  to receive train ing  
right here at home in any field he 
should choose to follow.

In  the  final 
phase of the  w ar aigainst Japan , 
planes from  this ca rrie r pa rtic i­
pated in th e  aerial bom bing o f 
cities and in terio r com m unica­
tions of the Japanese hom e is­
lands.

county officers.

Those over 60 years of aige, and 
tho.se becom ing 21 before election 
day  and since Jan . 1st, 1945, and 
veterans of W orld W ar II, do not 
have to pay poll taxes for this 
year.

(Tw elfth  in the series of articles 
by Dr. Eugene C. Barker, P rofes­
sor of Am erican History, the U ni­
versity of Texas.)

President Tyler sent the annex­
ation trea ty  to the Senate on April 
22, 1844. In  his message of tran s­
m ittal, he sought to em phasize an ­
nexation, arguing at the sam e 
time the right to annex and the 
danger of British interference, if 
annexation now failed. “The coun­
try  itself thus obtained,” said the 
President, “ is of incalculable value 
in an agricultural and commercial 
point of view. To a soil of inex­
haustible fertility  it unites a genial 
and healthy  clim ate, and is aes- 
tined at a day not distant to m ake 
large contributions to the com ­
m erce of the w orld.” Commerce, 
m anufacturing, and navigation 
would enjoy a growing profit from 
the connection; this was an appeal 
to the eastern  states. The west 
would find a m arket in Texas for 
their beef, pork, m ules, horses, 
and w heat — his idea being tha t 
Texans would devote them selves 
to cotton raising. The South would 
benefit by security from in te rfe r­
ence with slavery by domestic and 
foreign agents. “Nor do I indulge 
in any vague conjectures of the 
fu ture.” He thought the conclu­
sion inevitable, tha t “ if the boon 
now tendered (by Texas) be re- 
iected, Texas will seek for the 
friendship of o thers.” Texas had 
m aintained her independence for 
eight years, he said, and Mexico 
had no right to consider annexa­
tion an act of agression. There was 
nothing new in the P residen t’s a r ­
gument, but he m ade a capable 
sum m ary of all the considerations 
inv'olved.

A pparently Presirlent Tyler had 
good reason to believe that the 
Senate would prom ptly ratify  the 
‘reaty when he so assu-ed Presi- 
lent Houston in October, 1843. 

E x-President Jackson w rote Hous­
ton from the H erm itage that his 
friends assured him that th irty - 
nine senators would vote to ratify, 
while only th ir ty -f i\e  would be 
required. Six m onths passed, how­
ever, before the trea ty  went to the 
Senate, and by that tim e the na­
tional conventions w ere on the eve 
of nom inating presidential candi- 
la tes. It was an unpropitious tim e 
to ask a senator to vote his con­
viction^ on a controversial sub- 
iect. Six weeks dragged by while 
the Senate hesitated and deferred 
1 vote. On Ju n e  8, however, a 
vote was taken, and the treaty  
was defeated 35 to 16. Of the 35

negative votes, 15 cam e from  the 
slave states. Norm ally they would 
have been cast for ratification, but 
H enry Clay, the Whig candidate 
for the presidency, had declared 
against im m ediate annexation, and 
the southern Whig Senators fol- j 
lowed the party , believing, no 
doubt, th a t there  would be another 
chance to annex Texas when the 
political stra in  would be less tense. 
Even Benton, the Dem ocratic Sen­
ator from Missouri and a friend 
of A ndrew  Jackson, voted to re ­
ject the treaty , and explained his 
reasons in a disingenuous speech 
th a t convinced nobody, probably 
not even him self. P resum ably, he 
wished to prevent T yler from a t­
taching his nam e to the m easure 
which Benton had periodically ad­
vocated for a quarte r of a century .

On Ju n e  10, two days after the 
vote in the Senate, P resident Tyler 
sent all the papers concerning 
Texas to the House of R epresent­
atives and asked for annexation 
b> cn act of Congress. The date 
of ad journm ent was already set, 
and he knew tha t Congress would 
not act, but he wished to leave the 
question pending before the coun­
try. It had already become the 
leading i.ssue in the national presi­
den tial cam paign.

The system  of free enterprise 
in our country has never been able 
perm anently  to abolish unem ploy­
m ent except in a period of all out 
war. Nor has it ever been found 
possible perm anently  to prevent 
depressions.

The Browmfield F u tu re  Farm  
ers in 1943 decided to try  and im 
prove the hogs in the ir com m un­
ity. Many of the  boys had pure  
bred  hogs bu t few of them  had 
registered hogs. They decided to 
use the rotating gilt plan for this 
im provem ent.

Money was taken from the 
chapter funds and three registered 
Duroc gilts w ere bought and given 
to th ree  F u tu re  Farm ers. The 
boys receiving gilts agreed to give 
back to the  chapter a registered 
gilt from  the first litter, to be 
given to other boys on the same 
plan.

In 1944 another gilt w as added 
to the program , being bought by 
money won in a Sears-Roebuck 
contest, so th a t year four boys 
received registered gilts.

In  1945 five gilts w ere added 
to m ake a to ta l of nine to be 
given. H arm on Scales, a  registered 
Duroc b reeder in the  county, gave 
th ree  registered gilts to- the F u ­
tu re  Farm ers to be added to the 
program  and two gilts w ere 
bought w ith  m oney won in  a Sears 
Roebuck contest. T he nine gilts 
owned a t th is tim e a re  Durocs, 
Berkshires, and  Spotted Poland 
Chinas.

The following boys have the 
gilts: Billy G reen, Nelson B rig- 
ance, C urtis Chambliss, Carroll 
Brigance, Billy Erw in, Douglas 
King, Joe  B artlett, B illy A nthony 
and W yndell M iller.

T he ro tating  gilts have helped 
build the  sw ine program  and o th ­
er pigs sold from  the gilts nave 
m ade the  boys a nice profit and 
greatly  increased the  num ber of 
registered anim als owned by the 
boys and farm ers in the  county. 
Tw enty-five F u tu re  F arm er boys 
now own 29 registered gilts or 
sows to be used for breeding p u r­
poses.

THE NEW MR. LINCOLN
NOW THAT President Tru­

man’s labor-management confer­
ence has exploded with a ’oeautiful 
bang and the boys have gone back 

to their favorite 
pastime of bash­
ing each others 
brains out, this 
might be the 
opportune time 
to put Mr. Lin­
coln under the 
micTOScop>e.

This is in no 
way a  reference 
to the Great 
Emancipator — 
although he had 
some pertinent 
ideas about la­
bor, too. The 
Mr. Lincoln now 

under discussion is James F. Lin­
coln, a  gentleman who operates an 
electrical welding concern in Cleve­
land, and has been making a pretty  
good go of i t  for a  considerable 
number of years.

Mr. Lincoln has a  plan on how 
to run  business in a way which is 
mutually satisfactory to both labor 
and management. His plan isn’t 
ju s t a  theory he has scribbled 
down on paper and is waiting for 
someone to try .

I t  is one which he has tried, 
himself, and has found practical 
over a  period of years. I t  is a plan 
which is so simple, however, tha t 
i t  has the efficiency experts, the 
economics analysts and the brawny- 
brained Government statisticians 
tearing  a t  th e ir ha ir .roots and 
gnashing their bridgework in angry 
amazement.

Mr. Lincoln merely pays his em­
ployes what they are worth.•  •  •

THAT ISN ’T intended as a  w it­
ticism. I t  really is the Lincoln plan 
in  a nutshell. But the idea is so 
elemental th a t it  has confounded 
the  experts who regard the Cleve­
land t y ^ n  as a  sprt of monstros­
ity , an industrial bogeyman, a  guy 
w ith a  gimmick who will pull the 
world’s ' economic structure down 
around their big, red ears if  some­
body doesn’t  throw a net over him 
in a hurry.

They even hustled him off to 
W ashington during the w ar to let 
a Senate investigating committee 
pick and poke a t him and threaten 
him with fines for overpa3dng his 
help and warn him tha t he and his 
silly ideas would be the ruination 
of all the wartime industrial regu­
lations if he didn’t  watch cut.

You see, Mr. Lincoln made the 
miatake of thinking tha t what this 
Country really wanted was more 
production for leas money, more 
employment and less strikes and

absenteeism, and the most tha t 
could be produced in the shortest 
possible time. He didn’t  know th a t 
keeping within the Government 
regulations was more important.

MR. LINCOLN, it  appears, is 
an odd individual. He works on 
the principle tha t if you pay a 
man what he is worth, based on 
what he can produce, you won’t  
have any of this fuss about union 
rights, or quotas, or days off, and 
the like. You will also increase 
your productive output so th a t you 
can drop the unit price on your 
product, which in tu rn  gives the 
buying public a  break and pre­
vents inflation.

Mr. Linooln believes these things 
because out a t his Cleveland plant 
where they are in effect not a  sin­
gle hour ever has been lost through 
a misunderstanding between the  
workers and management.

In 20 years no person has been 
laid o ff because of lack of work.

In the same period no reduction 
in wage ra tes has been made and 
every employe has received a  
steady income.

More jobs have been created so 
that the employe force of the com­
pany has been more than quad­
rupled.

The earnings per man of Lin­
coln employes have been increased 
by more than four times, w'hich is 
double th a t of industry in general. 
Last year’s average compensation 
per man was in excess of $5,800.

The system has made possible a  
re a c tio n  in the selling price of 
Lincoln’s products by more than  
60 per cent. During the same period 
o t  n e r  m anufacturers’ products 
were increasing an average of 25 
per cent.

Yet dividends to  the  company’s 
owners and shareholders— prac­
tically all of whom a re  workers— 
have been continuous and increas­
ing.

* •  •
MR. LINCOLN thinks now th a t 

the labor-management conference 
has blown up higher than one of 
those lovable Picard Brothers’ bal­
loons, maybe both sides would be 
interested in studying his plan as 
a solution to the present problem.

He seems of the opinion th a t 
representatives of the unions and 
of the big industries might wel­
come an opportunity to drop all 
these lonjr-winded discussions abaut 
contracts and agreements, hidden 
profits and “ take-home” p ry  and 
say, instead:

“Okay, fellows. From now on 
we’ll both agree that, the worker 
will be paid what he’s wortn.”

The editor used 
half the back page telling ’em 
he would cut off all delinquent 
subscribers Feb, 1. A nother ad­
vised people to fight the “parcel 
post bill coming up in congress.”

Yep. all sm all town m erchants 
believed then  tha t parcel post 
would close them  out before a 
fanner could whip his m ule. How 
badly we guess at some new leg­
islation. We im agine d ire  things 
will happen. But w ho would w ant 
the parcel post law  repealed now?
