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Behind the Scenes in 
American Business

NEW YORK, N. Y. — Manufac­
turers and retailers are changing 
their merchandising techniques to 
stress quality rather than price. 
This policy has developed not only 
because people have more money 
than in prewar years, but because 
they would rather pay more than 
to take inferior products. A recent 
survey of the housing market 
shows that of five price brackets 
for refrigerators, the second high­
est was the most popular with 
prospective buyers. Ethyl Corp. 
says 46,5 per cent of its customers’ 
sales are now in premium gasoline 
compared with 11:1 per cent in 
1941. A greater proportion of glass 
sales are in plate glass, with both 
home and car owners buying the 
highest quality obtainable for re­
placement. One retailer reports 
heavy demand for highly publi­
cized names which are known 
hallmarks of quality.

In the radio 
and appliance field, where sup­
plies were practically shut off, 
some 33 per cent of the retail out­
lets closed. The meat shortage was 
a factor in the closing of 26 per 
cent of these stores, while gaso­
line rationing closed 25.6 per cent 
of the filling stations. Since 1943, 
more stores have probably been 
opened than closed, however, and 
the gap between 1940 and 1946

Employees in the Rock Island, Illinois, and Burlington, Iowa, plants—who went on strike at the same time—voluntarily 
returned to work within a few days after the strike was called and are now' on the job 100% . turning out more production 
than ever before. This, in itself, is conclusive evidence that working conditions at the Case Company are not as objectionable 
at the Union officials claim. Further evidence is the fact that mare than 1600 Case employees at the Racine plants alone have 
been with the Company for more than ten years.

In the five months lost at Racine and Rockford, farmers have lost the benefit of a scheduled production of thousands of 
farm machinery units, even taking into consideration the fact that strikes in other industries and shortage of materials w’ould 
have drastically decreased our output of farm machinery.

L'nfortunately it is the farmer and dealer who are innocent victims of the situation. Throughout the war the farmer had 
to w'ork long hours under the most difficult conditions. Now' h  ̂ is called upon to do even more than during the war, though 
deprived of necessary equipment because of demands of Union agents.

You, as a Case Dealer, are fully aware of his hardship; an! are often the target for his complaints. This is a condition 
brought about entirely by Union representatives. W’e, just as you, are eager to get going again, but are powerless to do anything 
about it in view' of the unreasonable demands of the Union.

WHAT DOES THE UNION WANT?
Here are SOME of the things that the Union demands:

That the Company shall force employees to join the 
Union by refusing to keep on the payroll any but Union 
members;

That the Company shall arbitrarily collect dues and 
assessments for the Union by deducting the amount from 
pay checks, thus acting as collector for the organization;

That the Company shall not discharge any employee 
without Union approval;

That the Company shall discharge any employee not in 
good standing with the Union;

That Union officials, stewards, etc., shall be paid by the 
Company while engaged on union business;

That an increase of 30% in wages be granted.

These demands mean that the Union is attempting to 
take over control from Management w'ithout assuming its 
responsibility. This would interfere with the control of 
quality and increase the cost of farm machinery.

Let us consider in greater detail the demands of the 
Union and state the position of the Case Company in each 
respect. The following gives you the reasons why the 
Company cannot agree to the Union demands:

1. A 30% wage increase.

Case’s policy is to pay the prevailing wage scale in 
the communities in which it operates for all com­
parable jobs in its plants. Case does not believe in 
low wages, but it also does not believe it is in the 
int̂ r̂est of its farmer-customers to yield to exces­
sive demands which necessarily will be reflected 
in higher prices for farm equipment. Wages are not 
the real issue. At the time the strike was called.

wages in the Racine plants averaged $60.30 a week, 
and adjustments had been offered which would 
have increased this take-home pay.

2. A Closed or All-Union Shop.
We believe that no employee, no farmer, NO ONE, 
should be forced to join a Union or other organiza­
tion in order to work. The Union seeks power to 
dictate when and under what terms a person may 
work.

$

3. Payment of Union Representatives for Time Spent on 
Union Business.

If this was granted, these costs w'ould be added to 
the expense of manufacturing our products. When 
employees are w'orking for the Union, it is only 
fair that they be paid by the Union.

4. The Check-Off System—Requiring the Company to 
Collect Dues and .As.sessments for the Union.

This means that the employees must help finance 
the I'nion whether or not he is a member, and 
whether or not he is in accord w'ith its principles. 
If the Union organization is acting in the interests 
of the employee, it should be able to collect its 
dues the same as any other organization, and it 
should not be necessary to use compulsion.

The management of the Case Company does not believe 
that it is in the interests of either the stockholders of the 
Company or its employees, dealers, or farmer-customers to 
yield to these demands which spell Union domination of 
the manufacture of its products.

His was a home industry 
Son Joe 'worked hard for long hours 
making steel springs by hand Moth 
er kept the books and wrote the 
letters. Dad did the assembly work 
and finishing. There were no sales 
problems. Customers already had 
beaten a path to his door—and 
formed a waiting line.

But there was beefing in the line 
Deliveries were slow and service 
was bad. Finally one day, in a stack 
of third-class mail. Mom found an 
advertisement for spring-winding 
machines. It W'as very timely be 
cause Joe’s work-bench was thi 
bottle-neck. Nobody else could 
make springs and he was always 
rushed to keep up with Dad. So 
Dad bought Joe a spring-winding 
machine.«

Industrial Unrest
Turning out a better trap than 

ever, and a lot more per day, busi­
ness was fine. Prosperity came 
Dad was flush, declared Saturday 
afternoons off, and raised pay all 
the way around. About the time the 
general good feeling was at its 
height. Joe married a cute little 
communistic viewpoint. Then it 
was that the rodent extermination 
industry started to undergo com­
plete reorganization.

The little c.v. convinced Joe that 
he ought to have a half interest in 
the business, and there wasn’t much 
Dad could do about it. After the 
50-50 partnership was formed, the 
c.v. started telling Mom off right 
regularly, making quips about faked 
accounts, and gifts from buyers, to 
shock the F.T.C. Mom had to keep 
books with the c.v. looking over her 
shoulder, eating an apple.

Retiring from active duty (but re­
taining an interest) Dad pulled out 
and took Mom on a fishing trip. 
New people had to be hired at top 
scale to operate the finishing de­
partment and run the office. Joe 
missed a few payments on the new 
spring-winding machine he’d bought 
on credit after junking the old one. 
Now nobody but little c.v. could 
think up a way out of the dilemma.

Such a Brilliance 
’ Here was the solution c.v. worked 

out: Raise wages again, all along 
the line, and boost the price of traps. 
Even Joe favored it, and he was 
general manager now. It was done. 
The very next buyer showed an un­
pleasant reaction. Word drifted 
back along the line of buyers which 
melted down to a third of its aver­
age length. Joe ran after the cus­
tomers but didn’t catch many.

That was Friday. Early Monday 
morning a man of few words came 
in a truck with some unpaid install­
ment notes. He took the spring­
winding machine away, leaving the 
whole crew wondering where to go 
to look for a job. Some say the ma­
chine was offered to Dad. cheap, 
but he was not interested. By this 
time, old crafty Dad was busy with 
research on an odorless electronic, 
destined. In due time, to put mouse 
traps off the market ent«-''’v.

S.MITH-DOXEY NEAR

College Station—Deadline dates 
for filing aplication for Smith- 
Doxey service are August 1, east 
of the 100th meridan and August 
15, for counties entirely or for 
the most part w'.st of the 100th 
meridian, according to F, E, Lichte, 
cotton gii\ specialist, Texas A. and 
M. College Extension Service.

While these are the deadline 
dates, the USDA F odurtion Mar­
keting .\dministrati n, which pro­
vides the service, h,.s set up goal 
dates of July 1, and July 15, Ap­
plications cannot be filed until 
cotton is planted, but should be 
sent in as soon as acreage for a 
given cotton group can be deter­
mined.

The Smith-Doxey Act, now in 
ts ninth year of operation, pro­

vides free classing service so that 
•'armors will know the actu?l 
grade and staple of their cotton 
s a guide to selling it. Samples • 

from each bale of cotton raised by 
nembers of organized groups are j 

sent to central points by cooper­
ating ginners for classing by gov­
ernment employees. A market \ 
news service gives the market 
price for the various grades and 
staples.

In 1945 a total of 1422 gins, or 
62 percent of those in the state, 
signed up for the program as a 
service to their customers, and 
43 percent of the cotton grown 
in Texas w'as classed under the 
Smith-Doxey Act. Almost five 
million acres of cotton produced 
by 96,626 farmers, were cov'ered 
by the'1945 applications.

I eligible for benefits under the 
GI Bill?

A. No. Its benefits are for World 
War II veterans only.

Q. May funds from a loan guar­
anteed by the Veterans Adminis­
tration be used to pay operating 
expenses on a farm?

A. Yes, but the veteran must 
actually operate the farm.

Q. Must a veteran put any of 
his own money into a business, a 
home, or a farm in order to get a 
guaranty of loan?

A. No., this is not a requirement 
for guaranty or insurance. It is a 
question which is settled with the 
lender. The only bearing it has on 
the guaranty or insurance of a 
loan is that in the case of a farm 
or a business it may affect the 
likelihood of the veteran’s success 
in the venture.

Q. May a loan to buy an auto­
mobile or truck be guaranteed or 
insured?

A. Yes, but only if the automo­
bile or truck is necessary to the 
conduct of the veteran’s own busi­
ness or farming operations, or the 
conditions of his employment re­
quire that he have such a vehicle 
for use in carrying on his work but 
not merely for transportation.

Gauges Eliminates 
Food Spoilage

“Do not wait until your canned 
food spoils to ha\e your pressure 
cooker gauge tested,’’ says Missj 
Helen Dunlap, county home dem­
onstration agent. She says that if.

Iyour gauge is not working prop-1 
erly, it is best to purchase a new • 
one and have it tested. Not a ll, 
new gauges, she says, registers 
accurately, and they should be 
tested before they are ever used.

Since Miss Dunlap has no place 
to test these gauges, clinics are 
being scheduled over the county 
for this purpose. She urges all 
who have pressure cookers that 
have no been tested since last

I
year, to have it done at the nearest;

clinic. This work is done free of 
charge, and she feels it pays to 
know about your cooker before 
using it for canning.

Miss Dunlap says that all people 
who expect to have their pressure 
cookers tested, should loosen the 
gauge on the top before bringing 
it to the clinic.

He dived 
a kite from altitudes of 100 feet 
or more to within a few feet of 
the ground, and then made it climb 
again.

DR. COX OFFERS POINTERS 
ON CIVIC CLEAN-UPS
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C&unty Herald

Austin, Texas — A good old 
’ashioned spring house cleaning in 
2very city and community in 
Texas would do a great deal to­
ward furthering good health in 
’hi.s state, according to Dr, Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer, who 
said in Austin today, “From a 
practical standpoint the old adage 
that ‘Cleanliness is next to God­
liness’ is still well worth empha­
sizing.”

A general clean-up program of 
state-wide proportions with the 
objective of bettering health con­
ditions for our citizenship should 
include surface cleaning, drainage, 

''the graveling of streets and alleys, 
ĥe cleaning of all parks and play­

grounds and the clearing of weeds 
and rubbish off of vacant lots.

“ 'The destruction of mosquito 
breed'ng places and rat harborage, 

oro’̂ er disposal of garbage and 
trash and the general cleaning up 
of all premises will be,” said Dr. 
Cox, “of inestimable value in help­
ing to keep down summer health 
hazards such as dysentery, ty­
phoid, and poliomyelitis. Good

community housekeeping and or­
dinary sanitary measures require 
the prompt removal of all waste 
matter in and around yards and 
homes in order to abate the danger 
of such diseases, and insure good 
health protection throughout the 
State.”

Dr. Cox stressed the fact that 
many dangerous diseases are filth- 
borne, and the only possible ŵ ay 
to control them is to eliminate the 
insanitary conditions responsible 
for their spread.
